Ihey are ready to take off next
week

“We fly out on June 8th.
We start biking on June 11th,”
Drexler, 60, said, indicating
he is using these final days in
Wisconsin working on “some
sprints and long distance”
rides which are totaling up to
“between 200 and 300 miles a
week."

Last week, for example,
Drexler biked from his home
in Horicon to Kewaskum and
back again. "By the time I got
back, it was 47 miles,” he said,
and there was an obvious ea
gerness in his voice that the
date of the race’s start is draw
ing near.

“l have been focusing
more on my biking right now
and not on my running,” Drex
ler said, but he doesn’t care
about not running as much
as he usually does, especially
since the event will help chil-

And how did Drexler find
out about this event, which
extends from Oceanside, Cali-
fornia to Annapolis, Mary-
land? Two years ago, | crewed

At first, Drexler said he
wanted to be in a four-person
event, but then after some dis
cussion, it was decided the

“Four will be on, and
the other lour will be rest
ing,” Drexler said, reporting
a team of four will ride about
120 miles before trading off.
‘We're doing it as a sprint,’
Drexler said. “We'll be on the
bike for anywhere from six
to 10 miles.” before resting a
while, then riding again

[here will be a couple
vans with the team, plus an
RV, so the riders will be able to
sleep and eat as the other four
riders are taking their turns on
the bike.

For now, Drexler said he
has been following his regular
healthy diet, but once the ride
begins, “We'll be eating a lot of
pastas and energy bars,

The group will need plen-

ty of energy to cover states that
are flat and more when they
are involved in uphill climbs.

And is the course going
to go through the mountains?
“Oh ves, we touch the south-
ern part of Colorado,” Drexler
said, indicating they also travel
through parts of Arizona and
straight through Utah, then on
to Kansas and the midwest

Drexler said the team is
hoping to reach Annapolis by
June 18th, "so in six or sev
en days, we hope to make it
across (the United States).”

So what happens if one of
the riders takes ill or gets in-
jured? “The rest of us will pull
it out,” Drexler said. "We're all
committed,” but should that
happen, the rotation of riders
will change.

Almaost equally as impor
tant as the riders are those in
the support team, which in
clude four drivers for the two
vans and the three people in
the RV, including two drivers
and an extra nay 1gator.

Drexler is seeking pledges

How well do you get along
with your brother or sister?

I'll bet sometimes he real-
ly bugs you. She might touch
your stuff or “borrow” things
without your permission. You
two might even argue some
times until Mom or Dad steps
in to stop the fight

But even so, down deep,
vou love yvour brother or sister
and you would do anything to
protect him or her

About a hundred fifry
years ago, during the Civil War,
protecting your brother some
times wasn't possible. In the
new book “The Brothers’ War:
Civil War Voices in Verse” by |
Patrick Lewis, you'll see that
back then, brothers
times were on opposite sides
of an and sometimes
that meant death.

If you've studied history in
school or if you've listened to
Dad or Grandpa's stories, you
might know about the Civil
War. Author J. Patrick Lewis
explains that the War Between
the States started because
Southern states were angry at
Northern states, particularly
over the issue of slavery. The
South talked about withdraw-
ing from the Union. In April of
1861, an attack was made on
Fort Sumter in South Carolina.
The War was on.

Of course, there was al-
ready a United States Army,
but it was commanded by
the North. Southern soldiers
resigned their posts in the
federal army and returned to
their home states to fight for
the South, or the Confederacy.
This meant they were fighting
- and killing - the people they
had been friends with. It also
meant they might be killing
their own brothers.

In this book, you'll read
poetry that will give you an
idea of what people were
thinking while they were fight-
ing in the Civil War, while they
were slaves, and while they
fought for slaves’ freedom.
You'll find out more about
the war, and yvou'll see some
real, actual pictures that were

same-

taken during the War Between
the States.

I liked this book, but 1
have one strong caveat for par-
ents and grandparents: if your
child - no matter what age - is
prone to nightmares or has a
loved one at war now, be ab
solutely sure that you give this
book with caution.

Although the poetry is
well-written and can bring up
some powerful feelings, that's
not the issue. The historical
facts that march along the bot
tom of each page are great, but
they're not going to disturb a
sensitive kid

What could upset a child
are the photographs of dead
soldiers, battle scenes, and the
aftermath of war. True, it's not
much worse than what you'd
see on TV, but it's not some-
thing you normally see in a
children’s book, either: be-
cause Civil War attitudes were
different then, the pictures are
unapologetic and blunt. That's
okay for a grown-up, but par-
ents need to know about them
before giving this book to a
child.

With that in mind, if
you've got a young Civil War
buff in your household or an
adult collector, "The Broth-
ers’ War” is a must-have for
their bookshelf. For them, it's
a book they’ll fight to own.
