Micah, who
was born with spina bifida, was
the picture of health and happi-
ness.

He was looking forward to
school starting and the upcom-
ing basketball season. Micah
was slated to be the starting
point guard. He was quick as
a whip in his wheelchair and
absolutely fearless, unafraid to
take a chance from someone
three times his size.

On that fateful morning,
Micah woke up from sleep-

The foursome of Haley

men were clocked in a time of
1 minute, 45 and .62 seconds
(1:45.62) to win the event
Whitewater finished second
in 1:46.11.

“The girls ran very well,
KHS coach Jerry Gosa said.
“They actually had to beat the
six best teams in the sectional.
Then they had to beat the top
six Friday in qualifying, and
then they had to beat them
Saturday. There was a little
pressure on them, but they
handled it very well”

The first hurdle the Indi-
ans had to clear was the quali-
fying for finals, which they did
with a new school record time
of 1 minute, 45 and 25 seconds
(1:45.25), the best time in Fri-
day’s trials.

“We were a little nervous
because it was kind of expect-
ed of us,” Liniewski said Mon-
day morning before classes

started.

What wasn't expected
perhaps was the way this
group dropped five seconds
from the Eastern Wisconsin
Conference Meet (a 1:50.49 on
May 13th). And how did that
happen? “We have no idea,”
Liniewski said, adding she
was certain the school record
was broken at the sectionals
because “There was so much
more competition, so we just
ran faster. We wanted to win
sectionals.”

Gregoriou moved onto the
relay midway in the season
and said she loved the leadoff
spot.

Who ever said blood is thicker than water? At
least the saying does not apply when playing base-
ball. Head coach Doug Gonring and the Kewaskum
high school baseball team chalked up their first win
against Campbellsport and Gonring’s nephew on
Monday

“I have never had to do that on the varsity level,”
Gonring said about coaching against his nephew
Kevin Gonring. “I didn’tthink too much about it un-
til he was hitting, but I was more worried about what
was going on with my team.”

This was a well-needed 4-1 victory over
Campbellsport, especially after such a disappointing
7-4 loss to New Berlin Eisenhower on Friday.

Gonring said the game against Eisenhower was
a game where the team made too many mental mis-
takes, “We just didn't play smart baseball. | don't
think we made a physical error. We were throwing
to the wrong bases, walking guys and gave them [ree
runs.”

The Indians jumped out to an early lead against
Eisenhower. Nick Olla hit a deep two-run homerun
to left in the first inning. In the second inning, Justin
Krueger drove in John Holt on a RBI single and then
next batter Ben Butler grounded out to short to drive
in Josh Harbin. That was all for the Indians offense,

however.

Eisenhower's bats woke up and they put up two
runs in the third, two in the fourth, one in the fifth
and two in the sixth to blow the game wide open.

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A FISHY EXPERIMENT...
Escanaba studies angler harvests

J

Just maybe, lake scenery froma postcard and a good
chance at simply catching walleyes actually trumps
the opportunity to take Wisconsin's most sought after
gamefish home for the frying pan. That surely is a de-
bate for the individual angler in boat or back room, but
Dan Moericke, his son Steve and Dan Platta of Wausau
had no problem Sunday releasing fat walleye after wall-
eye back into Escanaba Lake, a state experimental wa
ter with a one fish, 28-inch minimum size limit.

It didn't hurt that an undeveloped, picturesque
shoreline surrounded us and offered the feel of Canadi-
an isolation instead of Wisconsin's own Northern High-
land State Forest. It didn’t hurt either that at morning's
end, a handful of fat perch and a lone, plump pike did
head home with us destined for a skillet rendezvous
On Escanaba, the pain of walleye filet release is eased
by no-bag and no-size limit regulations for other fish
pleasing to the palette. For all species on Escanaba,
there is also no season closure.

Escanaba is part of the Northern Highland Fishery
Research Area (NHFRA). Formerly known as the Five
Lakes Research Project, the NHFRA was established
by the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources
(DNR) in 1946 (o study the effects of angling on fish
populations. There are five lakes in the NHFRA which
have been continuously managed as experimental re-
search waters including Escanaba (293 acres), Nebish
(98 acres), Pallette (176 acres), Spruce (16.5 acres), and
Mystery (16 acres).

According to an annual report on the project pub-
lished by the state and picked up for this column at the
DNR station during check-in, the lakes were chosen
for research because they were typical of the different
types of lakes in northeastern Wisconsin and because
their location favored control of anglers by a compul-
sory permit system. Angler harvest on all five lakes has
been continually munimnld.sincc project inception 62

—0

years ago and is thought to be the longest such record
of compulsory creel data in the world.

Escanaba is a 293 acre lake offering no bag or size
limit for yellow perch, muskellunge, northern pike or
smallmouth bass. Walleye, which for decades had also
been a harvestable species without size or bag limits,
changed to the one fish per day, 28-inch minimum reg-
ulation on May 3, 2003 according to the annual report

“That really makes it a catch and release lake now
for walleyes,” said Dan Moericke. “For years they also
had no size or bag for walleyes. They must have learned
what they wanted to learn...or maybe they needed a
federal grant...because they switched to no harvest on
walleyes except on those biggest fish. It's not really the
same as the fishing pressure received on other lakes be
cause there is no shoreline development and you can't
fish here at night. But the aesthetics are very nice and
the fishing is good.”

Indeed it is. After checking in at the DNR station, a
mandatory exercise before launching and when check-
ing out an each of the five lakes, we waited our turn at
the Escanaba landing. Another boat with anglers look-
ing for any fish that would cooperate, two musky fisher-
men, and a guide leading clients put in before us. The
musky anglers said the fishing for the Wisconsin King is
very good on Escanaba, with 45 and 46 inch fish caught
and released from their boat in 2007. Musky season
also doesn't close on the experimental lake and harvest
unrestricted although musky anglers would rather give
mouth to mouth to a fish than keep one.

Action was immediate and stayed fast over the
lake's lone weedbed. Fat walleyes to 17 inches, impres-
sive perch, pike and a smallmouth kept the angler's
rods and my camera busy in erratic weather with high
winds. Dan Moericke, who has fished Escanaba peri-
odically for two decades, would have preferred to work
familiar structure seeing close attention from the guide,
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left field gap scoring Holt and Butler. Mike Gutjahr
followed up with a double lined to the right field gap,
scoring Olla.

“I feel real confident at the plate, 1 am more re-
laxed,” Olla said about his 2-for-2 day with two runs
and two RBI. “In the beginning of the year I felt
uncomfortable at the plate, a little off-balance. My
brother worked with me a little bit”

The Indians tacked on one more insurance run
in the fifth. Olla reached on by getting hitin the back.
Gutjahr and Nick Ebert hit back-to-back singles to
score Olla from second.

There was some trouble for the Indians in the top
half of the sixth. The Cougars leadoff man reached
on an error. The next batter singled, to make runners
on the corners. A double play scored the run. Two
walks and an error later loaded the bases with two
outs. Holt settled down and struck out the Cougar
batter looking at three straight pitches.

“Obviously getting a win is important for the kids
because the psyche of them could go real fast south
bound if you don't get a win,” Gonring said.

The Indians next game is today (Thursday) at
Kiwanis Community Park against Plymouth at 5:30
p.m. The baseball program also invites the commu-
nity to come out on the next three Fridays to Kiwanis
Commiunity Park to cheer on the Indians and enjoy
a cookout after the game. This Friday against Kiel,
they will be serving a steak fry.

but minded his fisherman's manners and kept our boat
at a more than respectable distance. A Bald Eagle, Great
Blue Heron and a trio of not at all shy loons added to
the setting. In addition to catching fish, as new friends
we had time to simply shoot the Wisconsin fisherman’s
bull.

Roommates Steve Moericke and Dan Platta are
recent high honors graduates of UW-Eau Claire, where
Platta earned triple degrees in accounting, finance and
economics and Moericke earned a finance degree.
They also took learning the Chippewa River to another
“degree’, and with a lot of time on the water and non-
classroom related sweat gained considerable expertise
on that Wisconsin vein in close proximity to campus.

“I have been fishing with Dad since | was one or
two,” said Steve Moericke. “You get to college and you
begin to do things on your own. 1 met Dan and we
started figuring out the Chippewa. We both worked at
Outdoor Rec on campus. Our manager grew up on the
Chip and he really helped us learn how to fish it

Because of the diversity and number of fish, Dan
Platta said that fishing the Chippewa was like playing
the lottery. “You throw your line out there and you nev-
er know what's going to be hitting”

Both students are already entering the real world
and its real work. Not at all to be confused with the
“reel” world that lakes like Escanaba offer. It didn't
hurt at all to wallow for a morning in that world with
someone like Dan Moericke leading the way. He's good
on the water, and his expertise at finding and catching
fish was born simply with a love for fishing. By the time
we headed in, this reporter had been given more fish
photo opportunities in two hours than might come ina
more normal week

At check out, our perch and pike harvest added to
the ongoing, hefty creel census data being compiled
year after year by the DNR. According to the NHFRA
most recent annual report covering April 16, 2006
through April 16, 2007 yellow perch continue to make
up the bulk of the harvest from Escanaba with an annu
al long-term average yellow perch harvest of 3,282, No
walleyes were harvested as expected during that time
period, with 20 pike, three muskies, 70 smallmouth and
four largemouth taken home.

Overall during that one year time period, a to-
tal of 3,704 anglers fished a total of 12,054 hours on
the NHFRA lakes. The large majority of anglers were
Wisconsin residents. To find the research lakes in the
Northern Highland State Forest, take Highway M four
miles south from Boulder Junction. Turn left at Neb-
ish Road and continue approximately five miles. Follow
lake signs.

to seal the Bulls first three-peat and Doug Gonring
is the head coach for the Kewaskum High School
baseball team.

Fast-forward fifteen years to the present and
Gonring is back managing the Indians baseball
team.

After the one year in 1993 as Kewaskum’s head
coach, Gonring coached 15 years at West Bend
East. Gonring coached the Suns to three state
tournament appearances, winning the champion-
ship in 1999 and 2002.

What Gonring loves about baseball are the
games within the game, “There's the game be-
tween the other team, the pitcher catcher game,”
Gonring said. “It's how much knowledge you can
teach the kids to think out those things. It teaches
a lot about life.”

Gonring grew up around baseball and base-
ball was a major part of his early life. He said his
dad and grandpa were the driving forces to get him
into baseball. His grandpa has a park named after
him in West Bend, Roman “Doc” Gonring Athletic
Complex. Gonring would help out his grandpa,
with his siblings,by raking the fields.

Gonring's playing background started with his
grandpa’s softball program.

This was before they had batting
cages or L-screens, so after a bucket of balls he
would have to go shag the balls.

Gonring's playing career had successes to go
along with some trials and tribulations. He caught
for East for three years on the varsity level, which
earned him a scholarship to Arkansas. A career
at Arkansas was short lived because of a knee and
shoulder operation.

After he sat out a year with his medical prob-
lems, he transferred to Indian Hills Community
College in lowa. Gonring then transferred to Flor-
ida Atlantic University were he played third base
and catcher. FAU's first baseball coach Steve Tray-

lor has been quoted to say Gonring is one of the
program's greatest run producers.

On Feb. 21, Gonring was inducted into FAU's
baseball hall of fame.

Gonring's stellar collegiate career landed him
into the majors where he played in the Toronto
Blue Jays and Houston Astros organizations.

“I was more of a utility guy, I could play a little
of everything,” Gonring said about his pro career
“IT'wasn't gifted athletically like those players were
like one of my old roommates Ken Caminiti, but

was there because | was smart enough to play the
game, compete and make guys think!

Coaching high school baseball is what he likes
and where he wants to stay. He said in college you
hear too many people saying “no” in the recruiting
aspect. He likes the fact that in high school you get
the kids you are given.

“Kids come out to play and you mold what you
get," Gonring said.

Gonring and his wife, Karen, have been mar-
ried for 19 years and currently reside in Kewaskum.
His daughter Lauren, 16, was all-conference as a
sophomore on the Kewaskum High School vol-
leyball team and Tony, 14, will be a freshman next
year.

In his spare time, Gonring likes to hunt, golf
and ride his Harley.
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
