40 Its Our Day: America’s Love Affair
with the White Wedding 1945-2005

It happens every summer.
You know it's coming, but the
swarm surprises you nonethe-
less.

They show up on your door-
step. On your company bulletin
board. Dropping on your kitch-
en table, begging for attention.
They hide as bookmarks in your
latest novel; breeding, it seems,
like two wire hangers in an oth-
erwise empty closet.

And so how many wedding
invitations have you gotten this
year?

A bunch, I'll bet, but why
watch yet another white-clad
woman walk to her wedding? In
the new book “It's Our Day” by
Katherine Jellison, you'll say “I
do” to reading about America’s
love for all things bridal.

In the aftermath of Hurri-
cane Katrina, amid all the pleas
for help, shelter, and homes for
displaced pets, someone or-
ganized a pipeline for brides.
All those future-Mrs. lost their
dresses in the flood, and while
basic necessities were obvious-
ly the most important, having a
beautiful dress and lacy veil in
which to wed were a close sec-
ond in many betrothed minds.

Why do we cherish the idea
of a formal white gown? Why
do so many women long for a
Cinderella-princess wedding?
Jellison says we've been condi-
tioned to want it, even though
weddings weren't always this
way.

In the years preceding the
Depression, wedding gowns
were simple, often utilitarian,
and often homemade. QQueen
Victoria was the first to wear a
white wedding gown, but from
her 1840 ceremony until after
the Depression, only brides
from well-off families could al-
ford the frivolity of a white dréss
they'd wear just once.

Once incomes rose, mid-
dle-class brides had money to

§-200%§
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spend and were willing to be-
come avowed consumers. As
families used weddings to con-

firm their middle-class-ness
(or to announce their “arrival”
to affluence), the popularity of
elaborate gowns grew and nev-
er wavered.

Since World War 11 (the
years in which Jellison starts
her examination of weddings),
through the 1950s (and pastel
bridesmaids’ dresses), 1960s,
(when mini-gowns vied for
popularity with “traditional”
dresses), the 1970s (when femi-
nism made weddings seem
anachronistic and quaint), the
1980s (skyrocketing divorce
rates), and beyond (think:
“Who Wants to Marry a Million-
aire?”) women marched down
the aisle clad in lace and vow-
ing that “being a princess” was
their wedding day dream.

Are you looking for a bridal
planner that will help you with
your storybook wedding? If
so, look elsewhere. This book
isn't going to give you Happily
Ever After, but it will make you
understand why you're feeling
pressure to getit.

While “It's Our Day” is
sometimes a little dry, author
Katherine Jellison explains
America’s obsession with The
Perfect Gown and bride as icon.
She discusses rising wedding
costs, and how bridal gowns
went from the useful-after-the-
wedding [rocks of great-grand-
ma'’s day to heirlooms that mod-
ern brides hope to pass on to
their daughters (despite that the
wedding industry wants noth-
ing less). Jellison also examines
weddings in African American
families and same-sex unions.

If you ery at weddings, or if
you're curious about nuptials
and brides, then scoop up this
book. “It's Our Day" is the per-
fect marriage between curiosity
and ceremony.

Statistics.. Fact vs Fiction

[he statistic has been
around since the 1980's and,
over the decades, supporters
of ethanol have had to deal
with it over and over again
and haven't been able to put
it away. As recently as a few
days ago, on the Fast Money
Show on CNBC, it reared its
ugly and false head once
again. The statistic? That it
takes 1,700 gallons of water to
produce a gallon of ethanol

Not true! But it was born
in the 1980's when Dr. David
Pimentel, an entomologist at
Cornell University launched
a campaign to refute claims of
the nation's corn growers that
ethanol could be an alterna-
tive fuel to help cut our reli
ance on foreign oil. For some
reason, he didn't like ethanol
and to support his argument,
he included the total amount
of water needed to grow the
corn crop in addition to the
water needed to process the
corn into ethanol to reach
his 1,700 gallon claim. Never
mind the fact that as little as
1% of the corn used for ethanol
production in this country re-

quires any irrigation and that
God-given rainfall provides
the moisture for the other 96%
of the crop

So, how much water does
it take to process ethanol? It
takes four gallons of water to
process one gallon of ethanol
That's less water than it takes
to flush the average toilet in
this country, so please, let's
put this false statistic out to
pasture forever, so we don't
have to deal with it again.
While I'm at it, let me add one
more number to the mix...
it does take 1,851 gallons of
water to refine a barrel of
crude oil. That's according
to Argonne National Labo
ratory which also says water
use in dry mill ethanol plants
dropped more than 26% be-
tween 2000 and 2006

On another subject, but
still related, 1 fully expected
speakers and attendees at the
Global Food Summit in Rome
last week to spend most of
their program time bashing
the bio-fuels industry, blam-
ing it for world hunger and
starvation, higher world food

prices and all the other ills
of the world. So it came as a
pleasant surprise that while it
was mentioned, speakers fo
cused more on trade policies
that limited movement of food
and agricultural products be-
tween countries. They were
especially critical of countries
that embargoed shipments
of food to other countries to
ensure their own citizens had
enough food; and some speak
ers had very harsh words for
the oil-rich countries who do-
nate little or no money to fight
world hunger.

There were some very
positive suggestions on steps
to take to alleviate world hun-
ger and I especially liked the
idea of a new Green Revolu-
tion to equal the success of
the first Green Revolution of
the 1960’s led by Nobel Peace
Prize winner, Dr. Norman Bor-
laug, a program that literally
saved millions of people from
starvation. We did it before,
we can do it again!

Deadline for 2008 Farmers Union
Carbon Credits Program is Aug. 15

CHIPPEWA FALLS - Wis
consin farmers and landown
enrolling
no-till and seeded grassland
conservation projects in the
Farmers Union Carbon Credit
Program have until August 15,
2008 to meet the 2008 enroll-
ment deadline.

The Farmers Union Car-
bon Credit Program, ad-
ministered by North Dakota
Farmers Union, allows farm
ers and landowners to earn
income by storing carbon in
their soil through conserva-
tion practices including con
tinuous no-till crop produc-
tion, long-term grass seeding,
forestry and methane capture
projects, which reduce green-
house gas emissions into the
atmosphere. These are five
year contracts.

"With carbon now a trad-
able commodity, producers
have the opportunity to enroll
their projects in the Farmers
Union Carbon Credit Program
online and earn a little extra
income,” WFU President Sue

ers interested in

Beitlich said. “As carbon pric-
es have continued to increase,
now is a great time to get in on
this program.”

The Farmers Union Car
bon Credit Program accepts
applications on an on-going
basis. However, to receive
payment in 2009, qualified
farmers and landowners must
enroll by August 15, 2008. If
eligible conservation meth
ods were practiced in 2007
and 2008, landowners can re-
ceive payments for both 2007
and 2008. The deadline does
not apply to forestry projects.

Over 3.5 million acres
have been enrolled in the
Farmers Union Carbon Credit
Program and marketed on the
Chicago Climate Exchange
(CCX). Producers who enroll
in the program receive an an-
nual payment based on pre
vailing carbon market prices.

A great 2006 season of 35 homeruns and 85 RBI's in the 2006
season, Bill Hall's performance has slipped.

Following the 2006 season the Brewers thought they had
a stud utility player that can play the infield or outfield. Hall
signed a four-year deal worth $24 million, but hasn't lived up to
the paycheck.

Hall, 28, is batting .164 against right-handed pitching
Meanwhile, Russ Branyan, recently called up from AAA-Nash-
ville, is batting .333 with five homers and seven RBl in 11 games
Seems to me the Brewers play has picked up with Branyan play
ing nearly every day

“If Billy's not going to be an everyday player, it's probably
best for him and the team to be traded,” Hall's agent Terry Bross
told the Milwaukee Journal Sentinel. “They could get a pitcher
for him that would really help the team. I'm sure there are some
teams out there that could use a third baseman or shortstop.”

Pitching is exactly what the Crew needs.

I feel the Brewers need to pursue a trade with the Kansas
City Royals for starter Zack Greinke. KC reportedly is looking
trade Greinke if the deal is right

Greinke, 24, has a 5-4 record with a 3.77 ERA with 62 strike-
outs in 86 innings this season. Greinke is a young, up-and-
coming pitcher that needs to get with a good team. I'm sure it is
tough to win many games is Kansas City. Last season, he went
7-7 with a 3.69 ERA.

However, a deal straight up for the two looks unlikely. Hall is
making $4.9 million to Greinke's $1.4, and I don’t see the Royals
adding to their payroll.

Boettcher comes up with
a big throw in Iowa meet

Being invited to the Senior
All-Star Spotlight Track Meet at
Northern lowa University was a
chance for a little redemption
for Kewaskum High senior Ben
Boettcher.

Mission accomplished for
the hard-working discus throw-
er who had stumbled a bit in
the WIAA Division 2 state meet
and had to settle for a seventh
place-finish with a throw just
under 160 feet.

On Saturday in Cedar Falls,
Boettcher threw a personal best
179 feet, 3 inches (179-3) to fin
ish third overall among the ath
letes from lowa, [llinois, Wis-
consin and South Dakota. He
was just two inches behind the
runner-up Ryan Bader, who is
also from Wisconsin

[he winning throw sur-
passed the 186-foot mark. The
top three finishers also received
medals for their efforts.

Boettcher, one of the stars
on the Indian football team last
fall, had established a school re-
cord in the event with a throw of
178-7 at the sectional meet, and
Saturday's effort was berter.

“1 guess so, | broke the
school record again,” Boettcher
said Monday, concerning how
he performed in the lowa met,
which was run according to col-
legiate rules. Each athlete got
three throws in the preliminar-
ies and the top throwers, anoth-
er three each in the finals, but
just one at a time.

“My first throw was a
scratch. [twas too bad,” Boettch
er said, figuring it was very long.
“On the second one, | had a 171
(feet) or something like that,
and the third one was the 179"

In the finals, he said he
scratched on one attempt and
also had one that sailed 177 or
178.

One of the keys to doing
well in this meet was staying
relaxed, according to Boettcher,
who said, “There's not as much
pressure at this meet even
though it's a bigger meet."

Boettcher is still a bit unde
cided about what he will do in
the fall. Coaches at Concordia
University are interested in hav
ing him on their football team,
but now he is wondering if track
is a better option for him.

‘I like to play football, but
probably track-wise, 1 have
more of a future,” Boettcher
said, indicating there were col-
lege coaches scouting the meet
and noting the coach from Indi
ana State University, where for
mer KHS record holder Charlie
Sparks competed, is interested
in him. “He wants me to come
there for a visit,” Boettcher said.

f'wo more track meets
are on Boettcher's June calen-
dar. “I'm going to the Junior
Olympics at Carroll College
on June 23rd, and I'm going to
compete at the Badger State
Games. Those are on June 28th,”
Boettcher said. "We'll see if |
can still get over the 180-mark.

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Parents - paying for
college? Do the math first

!

(ARA) - In these chal-
lenging financial times, par-
ents make certain sacrifices
to ensure they can navigate
the crunch and provide their
children with the things
they need most. Given the
frequent need for sacrifices
when it comes to paying for
college, parents owe it to
themselves to make sure they
focus on value. '

Securing the right educa-
tion at the right price means
“doing the math” to deter-
mine the real cost of a college
education. While the reality
check may not be pleasant,
it can lead to considerable
money-saving
when it comes to funding a
child’s Ul”l‘:;:k' education.

A few smart, simple rules
can help families determine a
realistic number to start bud-
geting for.

Math Rule 1 - Know Your
Estimated Total Costs

Tuition is just one part of
the total cost of college. It's
important to factor in books,
meals, housing, -transpor-
tation and other expenses
(even decorating the dorm
room) when making a col-
lege financial plan. Your
school should be able to pro-
vide helpful information on
costs. Meanwhile, here are a
few insights that may help

Four-year public col-
lege — If vou're in-state, the
average budget is about
$18,000 per vear, of which tu-
ition and fees are $6,185. The
average out-of-state budget
should be about $28,000, of
which tuition and fees are
$16,640. Students consider-
ing a public college should
be mindful that tuition and
fees are approximately one-
third of their total budget.

* Four-year private col-
lege — The average budget
should be about $35,000 per
year, of which tuition and
fees are close to $24,000. Stu-
dents considering a private
school should consider their
tuition and fees as just over

two-thirds of their total bud-

get.

* Two-year college — The
average estimated budget for
a two-year college is about
$13,126 per year. Tuition and
fees are just $2,361 of that
amount. Students consider-
ing a two-vear college should
understand that tuition and
fees are approximately 20
percent ot their total hlegl'l

Math Rule 2 — Know the
Impact of One Percentage
Point of Interest and Shop
Around for the Best Rate on
Student Loans

If, after determining
the total cost, you and your
child decide you need to bor-
row, keep in mind that even
a small change in rate can
make a substantial difference
in the overall cost of a stu-
dent loan. For example

* A 510,000 private stu-
dent loan that has an average
percentage rate (APR) of 8.69
percent will cost $20,512 in
interest if you defer payment
until after graduation

* Meanwhile, a $10,000
private student loan with an
APR of 6.92 percent will cost
$14,797 in interest if you de-
fer payment until after grad-
uation.

In other words, a less-
than-2-percent difference
in the rate of interest on a
$10,000 loan translates to
a $5,700 difference in the
amount you'll have to repay.

Math Rule 3 - Under-
stand the Impact of Your Re-
payment Decisions

Using the same examples
above, recalculate the inter-
est payments if the borrower
starts repayment on the stu-
dent loan immediately.

* The first loan's total
interest owed is reduced to
$11,056, a savings of nearly
$9,500 in overall interest
paid.

* The second loan’s over-
all interest amount paid re-
duced to $8,420, a nearly
$6,400 difference.

to be made consistently, it
may not be realistic for many
students to start repayment
immediately. However,
knowing that interest accrues
during the deferment period
and that you have to make
it up by paying it back later
should help parents and stu-
dents make smarter borrow-
ing decisions

Student loan company
MyRichUncle offers handy
tools for prospective borrow-
ers. One tool, called the APR
Monthly Repayment Calcu-
lator, provides student loan
borrowers a new process
where they can view exam-
ples of private student loans
and repayment from several
different vantage points, in-
cluding the cost difference
between different repayment

Help your teen stay safe
during summer months

remained consistent since
this survey began more than
a decade ago.

Lonnie Carton, Ph.D.,
director of Teen and Family
Resources for the Web-based
“Warm2Kids” program and
an advisory panel member
of the “Family Talk About
Drinking” program, offers
parents advice on how to use
their positive influence with
teens as they celebrate grad-
uation .\lhi'rl‘siu_\ the more
relaxed days ahead.

‘It's important for par-
ents to create an .1tﬂm-phprv
of open communication w ith
their teens, especially during
the summer months when
teens have more free time,”
Carton says. “Along with
setting firm rules and guide-
lines, parents can teach teens
criticaldecision-makingskills
to help them make respon-
sible choices -- including not
drinking when underage.”

Dr. Carton advises par-
ents to let teens know that
rules are made to protect
them, not punish them, and
remind them to make their
own decisions based on what
they know is right. Teens
should call immediately if
they get into a situation they
know isn’t safe. Carton also
