Indians avenge only EWC loss

Ebert smacks grand slam

After a week of slow starts
and inconsistent hitting, the
Kewaskum baseball team
came into the Sheboygan Falls
game tooting a different horn.

A Nick Ebert grand slam,
in the top of the first, launched
the Indians ahead early. Visit-
ing Sheboygan Falls could not
recover from the damage dur-
ing Monday's 6-3 victory.

Jordan Petrin led off for
the Indians. He was down in
the count, but Falls' pitcher
Rick Martin hit Petrin on a
1-2 pitch to put Indians lead
off man on. Next batter, Ben
Butler also was behind in the
count, but a 0-2 pitch was shot
into right field moving Petrin,
who was on second to third.
Nick Olla was also hit by the
pitch, which loaded the bases
for clean-up hitter Nick Ebert.

The pitch was up to Ebert
and he launched it over the
fence in right center. The
fences were not marked for
distance, but looked farther
than most fields.

“I wasn't patient for the
first pitch. On the second, |
wanted to put the ball in play,
at least get one run in, hitting
it to the opposite field,” Ebert
said about the grand slam.

“I just contacted on a higher
pitch up in the zone. [ like the
pitches up, but it is also the
reason for sometimes horrible
swings at the plate.”

It was Ebert’s first grand
slam in his baseball career.

Head coach Doug Gonring
said starting a game out with
a grand slam is great to have,
but the biggest play of the
game happened in the bottom
of the fifth. Olla came in relief
of Ebert, after Ebert went four
solid innings.

Olla walked the first bat-
ter with four straight high fast-
balls. He made an adjustment
and got ahead of the next bat-
ter. He struck out the second
batter in the fourth pitch of
the at-bat as the man on first
attempted to steal second.
Newly substituted catcher
Josh Harbin completed the
“strike’em out throw'em out”
double play.

“That is just a big confi-
dence builder for your whole
team,” Olla said. “When you
get two outs like that to clear
the bases, it's a boost and it
excites you. You start to play
better”

Ebert got the win with his
four innings of three run, five
hit, three walk and three strike
out baseball.

Olla shut the door on She-

boygan Falls holding them
hitless in his three innings of
work. Olla has missed the past
two games because he was at
a football camp at North Da-
kota State. He also struck out
seven batters and gave up two
walks.

Butler had the other two
RBIs. He drove in Petrin twice.
In the second he did it with a
single and in the seventh with
a double. Butler went 3-for-3
with a run, two RBIs and
reached on an error.

It looked like Sheboygan
Falls had a few tricks up their
sleeve like the first game be-
tween the two at Kiwanis Park
when Falls beat the Indians
8-6 on June 10. The Falcons
had a man at second and third
with one out when Tyler Col-
lins drove in two runs with a
single to left. The next batter,
Kyle Hahn reached on an in-
field single. The Indians were
fortunate as an offered bunt
attempt went for a strike. Col-
lins was sleeping at second
and catcher Olla threw him
out.

Ihe Falcons were not done
scoring. Travis Christenson
knocked a double to score
Hahn from first. The score al-
ter the third was 5-3.

The Indians struggled
to get hits later in the game.

Mike
Gutjahr led off the sixth with a
base hit up the middle. Petrin
and Butler hit back-to-back
doubles in the seventh to add
the insurance run to finish out
the game.

But insurance companies
maintain that there are at least
fifteen commonly prescribed
drugs that are both easy to split
because of their design and
safe to take when presc ribed at
double the desired dosage and
then halved. These include
some cholesterol lowering
ones, certain anti-depressants
and a few blood pressure
medications

Without a doubt, pill
splitting is not something
to be undertaken without
first discussing it with your
doctor. But if your medication

Q. I'm 67 and have always

To find the right charitable
organization thats financially
efficient and supports a cause
you find important requires a
little homework.

Check Legitimacy - There
are a lot of charity scams out
there!
