Celebrate legally
and safely

The Wisconsin Department of
Agriculture, Trade and Consumer
Protection urges consumers to
celebrate the Fourth of July safely
by not purchasing or using illegal
fireworks and by adhering to safety
guidelines if using legal ones.

“Never give fireworks, even
sparklers, to young children. Spar-
klers burn at
2,000 degrees Fahrenheit. That's
hot enough to cause third degree
burns,” says Janet Jenkins, admin-
istrator of Trade and Consumer
Protection.

In 2007 nearly 10,000 Ameri-
cans were treated in emergency
rooms for firework-related injuries.
[he U.S. Consumer Product Safety
Commission (CPSC) reported that
64 percent of these injuries oc-
curred during the one month pe-
riod surrounding the July 4th holi-
day. Burns were the most common,
accounting for more than half of
the incidents. The parts of the body
most often injured were hands (es-
timated 2,000 injuries), eyes (1,400
injuries) and legs (1,200 injuries).
Over the last 10 years, there has
been an upward trend in injuries
Eleven deaths were reported in
2007, the same number as the pre-
vious year.

If you set fireworks off on your

temperatures of

own, be sure to follow these impor-
tant safety tips:

Never allow young children to
play with or ignite fireworks.

A responsible adult should
closely supervise all fireworks ac-
tivities.

Be sure other people are out of
range before lighting fireworks

Never point or throw fireworks
at another person.

Only light fireworks on a
smooth, flat surface away from the
house, dry leaves, and flammable
materials.

Light one item at a time, then
move back quickly.

Never try to re-light fireworks
that have not fully functioned.

Never carry fireworks in a
pocket or shoot them in metal or
glass containers.

Keep a bucket of water or a
hose handy in case of a malfunc-
tion or fire.

When you were a teenager
and living under your parents’
medieval rules, you probably
couldn’t wait to grow up, get
an apartment, and have a life
of your own.

Once you grew up, got an
apartment, and had a life of
your own, vou realized that
things weren't really much
different. You still had certain
responsibilities, you had to
do the same chores (for your-
self, this time) and, aside from
the bumps and potholes you
learned from, you were still the
same you.

But what if life shoved you
out of the nest before you were
ready? In the new novel “Made
in the U.S.A” by Billie Letts, two
kids strike out on their own. If
they don't, they might not be
able to stay together.

Lutie McFee had dreams
once but they didn't matter
any more. There was a time
when she thought she might be
an Olympic gymnast. She was
good enough. Even her coach
said so.

But that was all before the
totally untrue rumor that got
her kicked off the team and
made her classmates whisper
in the hallways. That was be-
fore Lutie’s father left Lutie and
her brother, Fate, in the care of
Floy, his overweight, wheez-
ing girlfriend. It was before
Floy dropped dead in checkout
aisle 3 at Wal-Mart.

On the other hand, I abso-
lutely loved Lutie, and I loved
the way that author Billie Letts
gave Lutie a faux-brave, brassy,
brash, scared-little-girl coun-
tenance. I loved Fate and his
sixth-grade-old-man person-
ality. And while yes, this story
was a little far-fetched, T admit-
tedly never knew where it was
going next. That surely kept me
reading.

If you're in need of a good
vacation book and you don't
mind some slightly outlandish
plot twists, grab this book and
enjoy.

A sustained workforce
shortage, difficulty in getting
doctors and nurses to move to
rural communities, and rising
healthcare liability premiums
are continuing to drive costs
higher.

We let the boat go with a
bit of help from the trolling
motor, working water mostly
three to five feet deep but with
thesoccasional hole that de-
manded we stop and probe.

“We should see muskies
today in ridiculously shallow
water,” Gaurkee added just a
bend or two into the trip. We'll
probably see fish in less than
three feet of water, if notin less
than two feet. You get spoiled
out here. I've only taken 10

The Peshtigo was a bit

stubborn initially, but she
gave in with the day. A
19-inch smallmouth would

fall and a nice northern pike
Gaurkee quietly predicted
that a certain tree should
likely hold a musky if history
meant anything, but his spin-
ner bait returned untouched.
Pagel’s follow-up surface lure
was attacked though, before
the lure’s bubble trail home
had cleared the overhafging
shoreline canopy. The fish left
us with just a swirl and a ques-
tion mark; how big was it?
“Small rivers like this; the
Oconto, the upper Wisconsin
just seem to excel with surface
lures,” Gaurkee said. “And ev
ery one of these fallen trees
could hold a musky. That can
be the problem. My guess is
thatthere's a fish thatwe would
like to catch just about on ey
ery tree. Maybe not a musky,
but a walleye or a pike.”
Eventually, we would see
five muskies. The three fish
we actually watched following
our lures were in the 30-inch
class. The two muskies that
hit were never hooked and
we had no clear indication of
their size. Halfway through
our journey, an oxbow holding
shallow backwater on a turn in

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the Peshtigo also marked the
deepest hole in the river. The
22 footdeep treasure chest was
too intriguing for the guides to
pass by, and they anchored at
the head of the hole and sent
jigs and crawlers to see if any
one was home.

Three walleyes to 23 inch-
es and three channel cats in
the five or six pound class
were the reward for 30 min
utes of work. “I'll give you one
good reason why I'm not run-
ning up to Canada,” Gaurkee
said. "You're on it”

With the full moon due
in and the lunar charts pre-
dicting active muskies, we
continued on. The tension of
expecting a strike rose in the
boat with the falling darkness
and the “blup” “blup” “blup”
of surface baits melding with
a chorus from the awakening
night life

Inthe end, the lunarcharts
lied. But in the end, and the
beginning, and the middle,
there was nothing not to like
about an 11 mile drift trip on
the Peshtigo. Actually, there
was nothing not to love about
it.

And that, will lie gentle on
a Wisconsin boy's mind.
