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Village awards $6.9 million contract to 
C.D. Smith for WWTP upgrades

KEWASKUM- After two years of 
discussions, proposals from dozens of 
engineering firms across the state and 
gripes from residents, Village Trustees 
accepted a proposal from C.D. Smith 
Construction of Fond du Lac for close 
to $7 million for the upgrade. Sewer 
rates for residents are expected to 
jump over 90% in the next two years 
to help pay for the project.

Before accepting the contract 
from C.D. Smith, Trustees consulted 
with their financial advisors from 
Ehlers & Associates on how the proj­
ect, the largest the village has ever 
undertaken, would be paid for. Dave 
Wagner addressed financing options 
for the WWTP project and gave the 
board two options.

It was ultimately decided that the 
Village will finance the entire project 
(that is not paid yet) with a loan from 
the state’s clean water fund. Thus far,

the village has paid over $38,000 to 
start the project.

To be eligible for the attractive fi­
nancing provided through a clean wa­
ter fund loan, the Village is required 
to provide documentation on how the 
loan will be paid back. The Village will 
do this by raising it's sewer rates over 
a two-year period.

At Monday's meeting trustees 
needed to commit in the form of a 
resolution to increase rates over the 
next two years by a little over 90%. All 
Trustees voted in favor of the increase 
with the exception of Trustee Kevin 
Scheunemann.

In addition to increasing sewer 
rates, the village will also increase 
impact fees, commonly referred to as 
connection fees to $3,900. The con­
nection figure is based on the village 
having about 30 new connections an 
nually.

According to Zoning Administrator 
Chad Cook, thus far, the village has 
had seven connections in 2008. A 
total of 16 occurred in 2007. Wagner 
explained that if 30 connections don’t 
occur, it doesn’t affect the plan much, 
half will still make the numbers work. 
The main issue is increasing the rates 
in the next two years.

Cook asked Wagner how Kewas- 
kum’s impact fees compared with 
other communities. Wagner ex­
plained that Kewaskum would now 
be higher than most. "This is a signifi­
cant increase moving forward,” he re­
marked.

Trustee Derek Peterson, who 
chairs the Public Works Committee, 
stated after reviewing four proposals, 
the committee voted to go with C.D. 
Smith. Only Scheunemann voted 
against the recommendatiofT.

”1 voted against this in committee. 
I do have to look at the events over the 
last month. I have to question as to 
why our community is being picked 
on on this mandate. We are one of the 
few communities that did not dump 
(raw sewage in the Milwaukee River) 
with the last flood waters, which says 
the dumping issue in 2004, which 
happened during construction in the 
(River Hill) park, and caused this man­
date to come back on the table is no 
longer in play. There are a ton of other 
communities who dumped in the 
area (with the last rainfall), one right 
to the north of here. This would not be 
on the table if we were not being ham­
stringed by the DNR and forced to do 
this. 1 question the value judgement of 
the DNR in this case because the issue 
of us dumping in 2004 was a tempo­
rary issue due to construction and has 
noting to do with the current capacity 
of the plant in my opinion. When you 
tell people of this community you are 
going to double their sewer rates no 
one cares how their sewer plant oper­
ates, as long as there is clean water at 
the end that’s the issue. I feel the cur­
rent plant can do that for the next five 
years with minimum issues," stated 
Scheunemann.

Pete Albers the former wastewater
superintendent, addressed the board, 
“Two years ago the director of pub­
lic works asked me if we need a new 
plant. He asked me if I knew anyone 
who could evaluate our plant. I found 
someone, president of an engineering 
firm, he did a study, came in, met with 
the past administrator and the opera­
tors. The first thing he said was, ‘you 
don't need it and you can’t afford it! 
You need a head works and some mi­
nor new equipment, there were not 
violations in the last 40 years except 
the so called violation in 2004. There 
were 120 communities who violated 
in 2004. We never found out what 
they did, if we are 40 miles south here, 
they can dump million of gallons ev-

The village of Kewaskum’s Department of Public Works has recently taken delivery on two new peices of equip­
ment. The first, a 2006 Tympco Regenerative Air Street Sweeper. The sweeper comes with a full new factory war­
ranty, as it was a demo unit for the dealership where the village purchased the truck. The village has traded their 
current sweeper for the new model that will help with leaf collection, a function that did not work on the former 
sweeper. The second piece of a equipment received was a 2008 International Dump truck with snow plow and 
wing. The village traded a 1987 Ford tandem axle truck and received $9,000 for it. The new truck, after the trade 
cost $94,000 plus $19,000 for the plow and wing. The new truck has a significantly better turning radius and the ad­
dition of a truck with a plow wing will greatly speed up the plowing process come winter. The truck will also be used 
for hauling aggregate material for the village. Both pieces of equipment were purchased from the DPW budget and 
not by financing measures.

Dear Editor-
Last week you printed a letter 

by Ginny Maziarka of West Bend 
about the so-called "harassment 
policy” of the Kewaskum School 
District. I looked up this policy 
on the KSD web site and was con­
fused. The KSD policy (411.2 — 
Student Conduct and Discipline 
Non-Discrimination Statement 
and Student Harassment Prohibi­
tion) is, to me, a very fair-minded 
and unambiguous policy.

I don’t know which policy Ms. 
Maziarka read; she made refer­
ences to Wisconsin Administra­
tive Code PI-9 which is not men­
tioned or alluded to in the KSD 
policy. The only other repeated 
reference in Ms. Maziarka's letter 
was her obvious dislike of the use 
of "sexual orientation” as it relates 
to student harassment.

This, I think, is what Ms. Maz­
iarka is really concerned about— 
that GLBT (gay, lesbian, bi sexual 
and transgendered) students get 
what she calls "special rights” 
compared to other students. This 
is neither the letter nor the spirit 
of the KSD policy.

The truth is that some kids 
are mean, some kids are bullies, 
some kids are disrespectful and

some kids are, for many reasons, 
easily targeted for harassment. By 
naming "sexual orientation" spe­
cifically, the policy assures those 
kids and their families that the 
district will not ignore this spe­
cific kind of harassment.

The fact that individuals be­
lieve being gay is a "behavioral 
choice” and therefore those stu­
dents who identify themselves as 
gay should not have equal pro­
tection from harassment in an 
academic setting is all the more 
reason to specify "sexual orienta­
tion” in the policy. Perhaps Ms. 
Maziarka’s solution to protect gay 
students from bullying is to tell 
them to stop being gay?

As a parent of two KSD stu­
dents and someone who works 
every day in the community with 
middle school and high school 
kids, I am proud that our district 
is willing to take a stand against 
harassment of every kind and 
that our teachers, principals and 
staff members are committed to 
the respectful treatment of all stu­
dents.

KEWASKUM- After it's 
abrupt closing, the historic 
downtown building that has 
been home to close to a doz­
en restaurants will re-open 
under the ownership of for­
mer Woody's Steakhouse em­
ployee, Victoria Feucht. It will 
open as Victoria’s Cornerstone 
Inn.

Feucht is currently the 
manager of Rock River Hills 
Supper Club in Horicon. She 
says owning and operating 
her own restaurant has been 
a dream of hers for years. In 
fact, she was ready to act on 
that dream in Horicon, offi­
cially leasing and taking over 
the supper club she managed.

Being able to complete 
her dream in her hometown 
excites Feucht. She said Mon­
day she intends on opening in 
late August or early Septem­
ber. She has her chefs, many 
from Woody’s Steakhouse, 
along with waitstaff in place 
and those dining in the new 
restaurant may recognize a 
few faces.

Early indications reveal 
the menu will continue to of­
fer a variety of choice steaks, 
the same as Woody’s Steak­
house however, the menu will 
be downsized so she can offer 
a wider variety of daily and 
weekly specials, so custom­
ers do not become bored with 
the same menu. She will also

offer a limited lunch menu, 
with items that can be freshly 
prepared for those who need 
to meet a 30-minute lunch pe­
riod.

The building’s owner Gary 
Gavin confirmed he leased the 
building and is doing some 
light remodeling while the 
building is vacant and Feucht 
prepares for her opening.

Hours of operation will be 
the same as Woody’s Steak­
house.

KEWASKUM- There are an 
estimated 3,500 people in the 
village of Kewaskum and only 
a handful of that total are not 
familiar with Isabelle Muck­
erheide ... even fewer who don't 
like her.

Isabelle is one of those 
wonderful people who is de­
fined by her happy disposition, 
her activity in the community, 
her friendliness, and last but 
certainly not least, her strong 
faith.

So it was no surprise the 
whole community turned out 
Sunday at the Amerahn Hall to 
join in Isabelle’s 90th birthday 
party.

Bom in Neshkoro but a 
resident of Kewaskum for ap­
proximately 63 years, Isabelle 
enjoyed her day in the spot­
light, which she shared with 
her brother-in-law, Henry Kurz, 
who turned 80 on the very day 
she hit the big 9-0.

Neshkoro is located in Mar­
quette County and was home 
to Anton and Stella (Paluka) 
Yeska. "I had two brothers and 
three sisters,” she said. "Three of 
them are gone. I’m the oldest of 
thosg who are still alive.”

Isabelle said her dad was a 
“jack-of-all trades... a carpenter 
mainly, and her mother a house 
wife, who "stayed at home with 
the kids.”

Several months after her 
birth on July 6, 1918, an im­
portant world event occurred. 
"In November, it was the Armi­
stice," Isabelle said. "My mother 
wrapped me in a shawl, and 
we went to the neighbors. They 
were so glad it (World War I ) 
was over."

Isabelle met her husband 
A1 when he was helping con­
struct an overhead bridge in 
Neshkoro. "He had a big smile," 
she recalled, and when asked 
about their first date, she said,

"It was in town about a week or 
two later.”

The couple married in 
1942, moved to Madison for a 
short time while he was in the 
service, then they came back 
to Al’s home town, Kewaskum, 
and eventually built their home 
on Highway 28 west of the Vil­
lage.

A1 Muckerheide wound 
up working for Washington 
County, but Isabelle said he had 
plenty of other jobs, including 
being a cook at the Baker Can­
ning Company and "helping 
his dad. They did sawing and 
threshing.”

When this reporter com­
mented what a fine man A1 
was, Isabelle proudly remarked, 
"Wasn’t he though!”

A1 passed away in 1979, and 
thanks to family, friends, neigh­
bors and her faith community, 
Isabelle forged a life on her own 
and a joyful one at that.

About her connection to 
Holy Trinity Catholic Church 
where she normally occupies a 
place in the front pew, Isabelle 
said, “I've been at Holy Trinity 
since coming to town. I think Fr. 
La Buwi was here when we first 
came to town.”

Isabelle attends daily Mass

"whenever I get a chance ... as 
long as I'm still able to drive."

When Arnie Amerling died 
last year and Edward Hawig 
died several weeks ago, Isabelle 
moved up the ladder as the par­
ishes elder statesmen. “I'm not 
sure. I’m going to say I'm one of 
the oldest,” Isabelle said. "I've 
seen a lot of changes (in the 
parish) since I've been here,” 
but she doesn’t mind. "You just 
have to adjust.”

Holy Trinity’s current pas­
tor, Fr. Ed Kornath, has enjoyed 
having Isabelle in his parish. In 
addition to her being a wonder­
ful person, Fr. Ed said, "She is an 
excellent baker. At least every 
two or three weeks, she brings 
me a loaf of banana bread.”

Fr. Ed goes on, "She is a very 
faith-filled lady ... It's a joy to 
talk with her. She had very fine 
stories to tell."

When she isn’t at Holy 
Trinity, Isabelle said she enjoys 
playing cards or bingo, working 
word searches or visiting with 
friends, and then there are auc­
tions, which once were a pas­
sion.

Isabelle said she still goes 
occasionally "when (Mike) Paul 
has an auction.” She also en­
joyed a long association with

the Kewaskum Historical Soci­
ety.

It’s no secret Isabelle loved 
to collect old postcards she 
purchased at auctions. She of­
ten shares them with the read­
ers of The Statesman, especially 
around major holidays.

"I like anything old. We 
went to the auctions. That was 
our pastime," Isabelle said 
about her collection, which at 
one point numberd 10,000. "In 
those days, you used one-cent 
stamps on the cards.”

Isabelle also still enjoys 
cooking, something she once 
did while working in Green 
Lake, Wisconsin. "I cooked for 
Spencer Tracy once," she said, 
explaining he was receiving a 
honorary degree at Ripon Col­
lege and she helped cater the 
meal.

Another guest of the bed 
and breakfast owned and oper­
ated by the Carver family she 
worked for was Mrs. Simon 
Kander, the author of the Set­
tlement Cookbook.

About her secret to longev­
ity, Isabelle said laughingly, "I 
always say it’s because I am a

Polack,” then adds, "The good 
Lord helps me out. That’s all I 
can figure out, and don't smoke 
or drink.”

And does Isabelle think 
she will reach 100? "I don't 
know," she said, adding, "I had 
a party when I was 80 and now 
I’m having one at 90 ... I don't 
know if I should reserve it for 
another 10 years. "I’m happy to 
be here. I’ve met so many nice 
friends, and my neighbors, you 
can't beat them. They're always 
there when you need them," 
she said.

Isabelle was also happy to 
share the day with Kurz. "We 
thought it was cause for a dou­
ble celebration," she said.

A well deserved celebra­
tion.

Writer’s note: One of the 
highlights of the celebration 
was a special phone call Isa­
belle received Saturday eve­
ning from her great niece in 
New Zealand.

Kids Safety Bulletin
Summer Camp Safety

By: Don C. Keenan

When you send your chil­
dren to summer camp, you ex­
pect them to swim, play tennis, 
do arts and crafts, and make 
plenty of new friends. You ex­
pect them to have an experi­
ence they can remember their 
whole lives. Most of all, you 
expect them to be safe.

More thari 10 million chil­
dren go to summer camp each 
year. There are about 12,000 
camps in the U.S. - 7,000 over­
night camps and 5,000 day 
camps. But of those camps, 
only about 25 percent are ac­
credited by the American 
Camping Association (ACA). 
The ACA provides accredita­
tion to camps for meeting cer­
tain industry standards.

How safe are summer 
camps? We know that chil­
dren are injured and sev­
eral children die each year at 
camps. But the real statistics 
are a mystery, because camps 
aren’t required by federal law 
to report injuries and deaths. 
The ACA received eight reports 
of deaths in 2003 (the most re­
cent data), but there was no 
information available on the 
75 percent of non-accredited 
camps that don’t report to the 
organization.

To help protect your chil­
dren, use the following check­
list when deciding on a camp 
program:

ACA Accreditation: Is the 
camp accredited? ACA-ac- 
credited camps have a higher 
safety standard than non-ac­
credited camps. Even if you 
find an accredited camp, you 
still need to investigate its 
safety standards. 
Staff-to-camper ratio: How 
many campers are assigned 
to each counselor or staff 
member? Ratios differ by age 
groups, so you need to use 
your judgment when evalu­
ating the camp's ratio. High 
school aged children may 
need fewer councelors than 
a camp designed for elemen­
tary school aged children. In 
general, at resident camps, 
the ACA recommends the fol­
lowing:

1:6 (that's one staff mem­
ber for every 6 campers) for 
ages 7 and 8

1:8 for ages 9 to 14 
1:10 for ages L5 to 17 
At day camps, recommen-

dations are 1:8 for children 6 
to 8, 1:10 for ages 9 to 14, and 
1:12 for campers ages 15 to
17.

Staff training: What kinds 
of training do the counselors 
and other staff members have 
to go through? Who provides 
the training - the camp, or 
an outside agency? Outside 
agencies are always preferred, 
and counselors should always 
be trained in basic first aid.

Background checks: Do 
the counselors and other 
camp staff have to undergo 
background checks? The 
ACA requires staff screening, 
which can include criminal 
background checks where 
permitted by law. Even camps 
that are not ACA-accredited 
should investigate the back­
ground of anyone who is go­
ing to be in close contact with 
children.

Medical care: Are there 
trained medical staff on site 
24 hours a day, 7 days a week? 
There should also be first aid 
equipment to handle every 
potential situation, from bug 
bites, to cuts and scrapes, to 
more serious injuries.

Emergency transporta­
tion: How long would it take 
an ambulance to reach the 
camp in case of emergepcy? 
Are there vehicles at the camp 
that could transport your child 
to a hospital? These questions 
are especially important if the 
camp is off the beaten path, 
far from a medical facility.

Skills test: Does the camp 
require campers to take a 
skills test before swimming, 
diving, boating, rock climb­
ing, rappelling, or horseback 
riding? Campers should never 
be allowed to participate in an 
activity for which they’re not 
ready or properly trained.

Buddy system: Are chil­
dren paired up by the "buddy" 
system before swimming or 
participating in other water 
activities? A buddy can alert 
counselors if his or her partner 
gets into trouble in the water.

WIAA rule changes

At the Wisconsin Interscholastic Athletic 
Association annual summer meeting the WIAA 
Board of Control approved several recommen­
dations that will impact schools athletics in the 
state.

Kewaskum high school athletic director Ja­
son Piittmann said most rule changes happen 
at a spring meeting, but some rules must go to 
the Board of Control and that is the reason for 
the summer meeting.

Ihe first set of changes per­
tains to basketball. Teams will be 
allowed in the 2009-10 season to 
schedule up to 22 games if all of 
the games are scheduled in Wis­
consin or bordering states. If a 
school wants to go further away 
for a game they are allowed to play 
20 games. Ihe board has cut down 
the number of practices from five 
to three before the team's first 
scrimmage. Piittmann said it was 
mainly the Milwaukee schools with national 
recognition that opposed the rule change.

Coming up in the 2008-09 season, basket­
ball coaches are recommended to attend seed­
ing meeting for the playoffs. Failure to attend 
the meeting will result in a loss of the coach's 
box in the first game. The WLAA have altered 
the method for determining divisions for the 
playoffs. The largest 116 schools will be placed 
in division one, the next 116 are in division two, 
the next 128 will be division three and the rest 
will be in division four.

The softball season will have a schedule 
change effective in 2010. The WlAA’s change 
moves the softball season one week later than

the current schedule. Ihis moves the State 
Tournament back a week to |une 17-19.

"After this last spring, the softball rule 
makes a lot of sense as wet as things were,” said 
Piittmann. “I talked about it with a WIAA exec­
utive staff member and the concern there was 
the later you go, it’s harder for schools with the 
fact school is out of session and trying to get 
fans and administrators to be present at state 
tournament games are more difficult.”

Piittmann said this new change would 
overall make it better to play because of the 
weather. He said most school’s season will be 
over during the school schedule.

The rules change to wrestling, but only at 
the junior varsity level. This rule 
change gives the IV the chance to 
have eight multiple and six dual 
meets. Multiple schools are al­
lowed at all dual meets too. Piitt­
mann said this rule does not effect 
Kewaskum’s wrestling program.

"JV we will run as many duals 
as the varsity, pretty much,” Piitt­
mann said. "We usually leave an 
empty date or two on the tourna­
ment side because we have not 

had real big numbers. There are some kids that 
one weekend they are a IV tournament wres­
tler and Tuesday they are a varsity dual meet 
wrestler.”

The WIAA changed some medical and 
sportsmanship rules. First, participants in any 
sport will not be able to compete the same day 
they received a fluid intravenously. The sports­
manship rule just requires schools administra­
tion to meet with the WIAA Executive Staff if 
the school is cited for multiple sportsmanship 
offenses. A ban of all artificial noisemakers at 
high school events was passed as well.
