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Board of Education approves Closing
teacher contracts for 2007-09

KEWASKUM- Teachers in the
school district have settled with the
Board of Education on a contract for
the 2007-2009 school years. Business
Manager for the District Paul Reichert,
stated the agreement was accepted by
teachers on Thursday, June 16 and the
Board of Education on June 23. Four
teachers voted against the proposal.

The total compensation (salaries
and benefits) was increased by 4.07%
each year of the contract. For the 2007-
08 contract year, the increased money
available for salaries was added to the
various levels of compensation. Those
levels are determined by the degrees
and level of education an educator
maintains.

The contract significantly increas-
es the schedule maximum a teacher
with a Masters Degree plus 20 college
credits or teacher with 14 years with
the district. The increase takes that
teacher from $58,153 to $61,933.

An educator carrying a Masters
Degree plus 50 credits and 14 years
with the district will receive $75,031

The starting salary remains the
same as in the 2006-07 contract year.

For the 2008-09 contract vear,
the salary of every level in the salary
schedule was increased by 2.45%. In
addition, three new levels were add
ed

Beginning in 2008-09 teachers
will earn one sick day for each month
worked during the school year up to
a maximum of 10 sick days per year
Under the old contract, teachers were
given 11 sick days at the start of each
school vear. The limitation on the
number of sick days teachers may
use to care for their sick children was
eliminated.

Under the old contract, teach
ers could take one personal day at no
cost. A second personal day could be
taken if the teacher would pay for the
cost of a substitute. Under the new
contract, teachers are entitled to two
personal days each year without cost.
The personal days are not cumulative
For each unused personal day, the
teacher will be paid the amount of the
substitute teacher rate at the end of
the school year.

Currently, teachers who retire be-
fore June 30, 2009 may be eligible for
post-employment health insurance
benefits after age 65 when they be
come eligible for Medicare. Under the
new contract, teachers retiring after
that date may only receive post-em
ployment health insurance benefits
until they reach age 65.

Department Chairs at the high
school are replaced with K-12 Curric
ulum Facilitators. Teachers assigned
to this position will be paid $500 for
working an additional 20 hours out
side of their regular duties. They will
coordinate the curriculum in a par
ticular area, for all grade levels.

leachers who work outside of
their regular duties will be paid at
an hourly rate of $25.62 per hour for
2007-08 year. In 2008-09 the rate will
be $26.25. The previous contract spe«
ified that the teacher would be paid at
80% of their per diem hourly rate.

Summer school teachers will be
paid at a rate of $22 per hour for the
summer of 2008 and $24 per hour
during the summer of 2009. The rate
for 2007 was $21 per hour.

KEWASKUM- Another chapter
has come to a close in the ongoing
saga regarding 33 acres in the village's
tax incremental finance (TIF) dis
trict. That chapter however has ended
much like many other chapters, with
out much action.

Earlier this year a mediator order
land owner Gary Gavin to accept an
other offer from Greg Chimelewski,
Gavin complied and a closing was set
for Monday, July 14. At that time Gavin
was forced to take the land off the mar
ket.

Gavin stared Tuesday after the an
ticipated closing on the property came
and went that “nothing happened, 1
really have no comment on the issue.”

Village Administrator Matt Heiser
said as far as the village was concerned
they did not have any information on
the transaction

However at the July Village
Board meeting Heiser informed Vil
lage Trustees that Gavin asked for a
special meeting of the Village Board,
prior to the closing. However that
meeting ultimately did not happen.

“1 would not schedule the meet
ing per the council of the village attor
neys,” Heiser stated.

Improvements to the property as
required by the Department of Trans-
portation have been completed. As
of press time, the listing agent Karen
Callen was unavailable to comment,
however the firm's website still listed
the property as under contract.

The property has a selling price of
$2,600,000 and includes a free acre of
land for any one building on the prop
erty.

Village installs new cross walk ~ Community Abridged
signs to aid pedestrians

KEWASKUM-Pedestrians are supposed to
have the right-of-way when it comes to crossing
the street, but that is not always the case. This
is why the Kewaskum Police Department have
put the yellow cross walk signs in the middle of
roads at busy crosswalks in the village.

“The reason why they are put there (is)
because it was requested by many of the resi-
dents,” said police chief Dick Knoebel, "and to
make people understand they are supposed to
stop at the crosswalk. Itis for safety purposes.”

There are 10 crosswalk signs in Kewaskum.
Two of them are located off Fond du Lac Av-
enue, three are off Main Street, three are off of
the Eisenbahn trail, which were requested by
Village officials, one across from Holy Trinity
Church and by St. Lucas School.

Knoebel has heard positive feedback
about the signs since they were put in place in
March.

So far, Knoebel said no one has been cit-
ed for violating the law. He did comment on
how some of the signs look like they have been
hit. He said the signs are public property, if an
officer sees a vehicle hit a sign and leave, the
driver could be cited for hit-and-run.

“Right now we are trying to just educate
people and give warnings,” Knoebel said.

Knoebel said the signs are working and
traffic is slowing down because of the signs.
He said the reason the sign is so effective is
they are hard to miss being in the middle of the
street.

“What (the signs) do is make you more
concerned when taking a turn,” Knoebel said.
“You can't just make a wide turn into a lane.
You have to turn into the correct lane.”

Knoebel suggested if a sign has been struck
to contact the police department. The signs
are made to fold when they are hit. He said he
needs to know in case it needed to be replaced
with a different sign.

Clarification regarding last weeks
cover story on WW TP updates

Last week's edition presented the largest
construction plan in the history of our village.
Sadly, it was news not one village resident or bet-
ter yet taxpayer or sewer/water customer had a
tough time swallowing.

I would like to point out that I erred in the
heading of last week's cover. [ stated that village
awarded a $6.9 million contract to C.D. Smith of
Fond du Lac for the contract. This was incorrect,
the actual contract was $6,083,000. However, the
actual project’s bottom line is still $6.9 million.

The project is still going to force sewer utility
bills to raise by about 90% in two years.

As long as we are clarifying things it's im-
portant to point out that the village has already
paid over $30,000 in engineering and other costs
associated with the project. According to Village
Administrator Matt Heiser the village will finance
$6,788,625.

An exact figure on the connection fees will
be addressed formally in the near future at a vil-
lage board meeting. That fee is now expected to
be $3,939.

As the writer of last weeks article, and after
many phone calls and emails asking me if my fig-
ures were indeed correct, I thought it was impor-
tant to go through and listen to my audio of the
meeting again and double check hand outs from
the various meetings to double check my figures.
As I mentioned earlier, there were figures in the
wrong places.

While listening to the audio I came across
comments from Trustee Derek Peterson, who
chairs the Public Works Committee that explains
various details of the project | did not mention in
my initial article. “This is not a project that a com-
munity looks forward too. It is the single largest
investment that a community has to make. As
far as rate increases, unfortunately there should
have been rate increases in the past that proba-
bly were never made. (Had those taken place) we
(the village) would not be looking at these large
increases.”

Peterson continued, “People should be

aware there is TIF debt in this analysis which is
not something people anticipated. Another fac-
tor that complicates things is we also have to
have debt service coverage. That means this vil-
lage will be better off in the future for projects
similar to this and possibly sewer main replace-
ment on Highway 28 during the reconstruction
phase (in 2010). There are a lot of issues tied into
this that sort of complicate the reason as to why
we are where we are, It's easy to say yeah, we
don't want it. I don't want to look at the conse-
quences of taking a gamble and seeing (interest)
rates rise or the project cost rise. In some essence
we have to be satisfied we were able to please the
DNR as far as what we thought would be a good
fix for our community. We took into consider-
ation the residents through two public hearings.
There was two choices, we could say no we are
not going to comply or we can do it with the least
amount of money, | think we are doing it for the
least amount of money. We have an engineering
firm doing this for under $400,000 (total amount
going to McMahon & Associates, the project en-
gineers) this is the lowest amount we have seen
for a project like this,” concluded Peterson.

Itis also pertinent to point out that the sewer
bill is about 70% of the total bill. This increase
does NOT effect the water portion of a user’s util-
ity bill.

The Village's financial consultants estimated
that the average user's (which was not defined
in documents from the firm) bill would increase
$99 per quarter or $405 annually.

Because of the interest our readers have, we
will attempt to include these documents on our
website as well as audio from the various meet-
ings held.

Kewaskum Elementary School principal
Tom Fischer sits on the board of directors for
the Boys and Girls Club of Washington County
and said bumping the amount from three days
to five days does not sound like a big deal, but it
is.

The Boys and Girls Club operates after
school from 4 p.m. to 6 p.m.

“We have early release Wednesdays. At two
o'clock the kids go home,” Fischer said. “We
promised the parents that we can keep their kids
here from 2 p.m. to 4 p.m. with people supervis-
ing them. Next year, the Boys and Girls Club is
going to be running the early release program.”

The kids in the Boys and Girls Club on
Wednesdays will have the opportunity to stay
until the usual 6 p.m.

Attendees will have plenty of fun activities
to take part in. Fischer said they have activities
like arts and crafts, cooking, computers, video
games, inside and outside games and home-
work club.

“Everyday homewark club is a big thing,’

said Fischer. "Homework club is the first thing
they do before they can do any other activities.”

Last year, Fischer said they had 90 members
take part in the Boys and Girls club. He said that
was big for a community the size of Kewaskum.

The Boys and Girls Club is extremely af-
fordable. It is $20 for the whole year and they
also provide the service though summer school.
This will compete with the two child care facili-
ties already in Kewaskum Elementary.

“It's all donated money,” Fischer said about
how the Boys and Girls Club funds their pro-
gram. “It's continual fund raising from the busi-
nesses in Kewaskum, the Kiwanis Club and the
district has even helped us out some.”

Fischer also mentioned The village of
Kewaskum and Washington County Social Ser-
vices for many contributions to the Boys and
Girls Club.

The staff watching the kids for the Boys and
Girls Club will be from Kewaskum Elementary
School. A couple Kewaskum High School stu-
dents will also be a part of watching the kids.

“We want kids to know the people who are
supervising them, they already have a connec-
tion with them and they know the building,” Fis-
cher said about the staff.

Fischer noted his daughter is a member of
the Boys and Girls Club.

“More than anything, it gives kids a safe
place to go,” Fischer said.

Sign up for the Boys and Girls Club will be
the same day a school registration on Thursday,
August 7 and Monday, August 11. A Boys and
Girls Club sign up booth will be available for
parents who wish to sign up their students or
ask further questions.

Herbert said he has 20
years experience and his wife,
Debbie, has about 15 vears of
experience running a restau
rant, but this is his first time
OWning a restaurant.

Skeletons in the Closet: Stories
Sfrom the County Morgue
By Tobin T. Bunk and Stephen D. Cohle, MD
Prometheus Books $27.95 408 pages )

You try to do everything
right.

You eat from all the major
food groups. You hit the gym
regularly. You read the labels to
make sure you're not ingesting
bad-for-you things. Bedtime is
at the same time every night,
you gave up smoking and drink-
ing, and you buckle up when
you get behind the wheel.

And you know what? You
can't escape it.

Someday, you'll die.

In the new book “Skel-
etons in the Closet” by Tobin
T. Buhk and Stephen D. Cohle,
M.D., you'll read about the ways
people die: accidents, murder,
natural causes; and a real-life
Michigan forensic team that in-
vestigates them all.

As a volunteer for the Kent
County Morgue in the west-
ern part of Michigan, Tobin
Buhk spends a lot of time in the
morgue, assisting with death
investigation and, indirectly,
catching criminals. In this book
(his second with Dr. Cohle), he
and Cohle write about cases
they've investigated and ways a
body can meet an untimely de-
mise.

Since identical twins pos-
sess identical DNA, mistaken
identity is possible. This makes
it easy for one twin to kill the
other and assume his iden-
tity. In the opening case of this
book, one twin has an unfortu-
nate snowmaobile accident. Was
his brother hiding a murder?

After a frozen-stiff stiff was
carried into the morgue, a con-
voluted case comes before the
courts., Did a man kill one of
his employees or was the man's
father the murderer? In a he
said-he-said-he-said-he-said
argument, nobody pays in the
end

When paramedics are

called to the home of a dis-
traught mother, they do every-
thing they can to save her infant
son, but_the baby dies. Until
the boy’s autopsy, no one had
thought to look into the deaths
of the mother's other two chil-
dren.

When a woman’s nude
body is discovered floating in a
small lake near Lake Michigan,
authorities determine that she
was a Wisconsin resident. What
still confounds them is the be-
lief that she floated over 100
miles to the point where she
was found.

Or did she?

Do you like to read while
you eat meals? It's safe with this
book, but only barely...

Although authors Tobin
Buhk and Stephen Cohle tend
to wax melodramatic, overuse
clichés, and meander on top-
ics, it's forgivable. You won't
mind because this book reads
like a fictional mystery with all
the whodunits, suspense, and
sleuthing.

The difference is that here,
every word is true but not dis-
gustingly so. There are few
stomach-churning case stud-
ies in “Skeletons in the Closet”
Yes, there's blood and a little bit
of gore but you expect that in a
true-life CSI-type book. It's not
the focus, though; Buhk and
Cohle present the crimes and
the evidence without overly-
graphic descriptions of the
crime scene. The Eeeeeeuuuu-
wwww Factor exists in this
book, but not enough to give
vou nightmares.

Make no bones about it: if
you like true crime stories, mys
teries, or if you don't miss any
of the "CSI" incarnations aon
I'V, grab this. “Skeletons in the
Closet” is a book you'll be dying
to read

They made it!

The Badger Bikers, includ-
ing former Kewaskum Middle
School technology teacher
Dave Drexler, completed the
across cross country bicycle
tour, Race Across America,
which benefitted the Make-A-
Wish Foundation in Wiscon-
sin.

Starting out in Oceans-
ide, California, the eight rid-
ers cleared hurdles including
a 100-degree change in tem-
perature in less than 24 hours,
serious cases of sleep depri-
vation, negotiating steep and
harrowing downhill moun-
tain roads in the dark and
some questionable directions
which of time in St. Louis. Still
they churned ahead, covering
over 3,000 miles through 15
states and reached Annapolis,
Maryland in seven days and
21 hours.

“It went great, Drexler
said recently, adding, “All
eight of us finished up.”

Drexler and the others
" had trained for months, get-

ting ready for the trek, but
their training runs took place
mainly on roads and areas
they were familiar with and
not in the dark.

Concerning one of the
major challenges of the ride,
Drexler said it was the day the
route included traveling from
the flats of California to their
first major mountain climb,
one that reached 10,000 feet
above sea level.

“The air temperature was
114 degrees (in the middle
of California), “ he said, then
when they reached the moun-
tains, “Within a mater of
hours, it was 28 degrees.”

Drexler said this neces-
sitated wearing layers of
clothes, and as the tempera-
ture got more pleasant, the
riders would peel off a layer
and have it picked up by one
of the trailing vehicles.

The lack of sleep was ex-
pected, but Drexler said he
didn’t think it would be quite
as difficult as it was.

“The first couple of days
were very difficult, he said,
but, after that, “You got so
tired, you could sleep any

place” He figured each rider
maybe slept an average of six
hours totally each day.

The plan was for each
team to cover so many miles
in its shift, and the times were
divided up by the riders into
five to seven mile sprints. The
one exception, according to
Drexler, was going through
the mountains. “When we got
into the mountains, we were
doing shorter intervals.”

Concerning the miscue in
St. Louis, Drexler said, “It was
two in the morning, and we
got lost” What happened was
a street sign was not properly
displayed, so they wound up
in a dead end at first, then lat-
er they found a state trooper,
who led them to the correct
street so they could move on.

“This was a little frustrat-
ing," Drexler went on, adding
most of the riders took other
setbacks in stride, like a cou-
ple flat tires and proceeding in
the dark.

The flip side of the lost
time and lack of sleep were
