In the Light of You

By Nathan Singer
Bleak House Books $24.95 232 pages >

NATHAN SINGER

A long time ago, you be-
lieved in the Tooth Fairy and
the Easter Bunny

Anything your Uncle told
you was truth. When you twist
ed Grandpa's nose, his teeth fell
forward. If you made a silly face
often enough, your face would
freeze that way. And "because
I said so” was always reason
enough to obey Mom.

Then you grew up.

Are you glad you're not like
you were when you were a kid?
Or do you wish you could have
some of that innocence again?
Mikal Fanon doesn't want to
go back to his childhood. For a
little less than a year, he was a
person he didn't like much, and
in the new novel “In the Light
of You" by Nathan Singer, Mikal
remembers a far-from-innocent
time.

For much of his life, Mikal
Fanon knew poverty, violence,
and hard times. His parents
moved the family often, the last
time to a downtrodden area
mostly populated by black peo-
ple. When he was younger, this
was no big deal. But when he
left home because he couldn't
stand his parents and school
because he thought it was a
waste, things were different.

Mikal Fanon joined the
Skinheads

He didn’t really set out for
it. It was just something to do. A
way to belong. A way to get rid
of frustrations by slam-dancing
to Racialist music, intimidating
interracial couples, and fighting
with rival groups.

Although he refused _to
carry a gun, Mikal was a popu-
lar member of the group and
quickly rose to “right-hand
man” status. Richard, the lead-

er of the Skins, was charismatic
and everyone in the group - all
the Skinheads, in fact - loved
him

So when Richard saw a
cute young co-ed at a bar and
brought her home with him,
Mikal wasn’t surprised. But he
was a little jealous and he hated
hearing Sherry and Richard in

their bedroom in the middle of

the night.

But that's not all Mikal hat-
ed. Niani Shange, a beautiful
black activist, kept rotating into
his world, along with a scary
freak of a man with cold eyes
and matted dreadlocks. Jack
Curry and Niani were every-
thing Mikal detested.

And everything he wanted
to become.

[ have to admit that “In the
Light of You” made me squirm.
The racism (or “racialism’ as
author Nathan Singer calls it)
is matter-of-fact, ever-present,
and unapologetic. The violence
goes largely unpunished. And,
other than Mikal (who some
times skewed con
science), most of the characters
were creepy, not very interest
ing, and quite unlikeable.

Ihat aside, while there were
flashes of action in this book
and a few story threads that kept
me reading, the ending seemed
rushed and not very plausible
At the risk ol giving away the
ending, 1 thought Mikal’s “re
demption” was forced and his
new calling, convoluted

This is not a terrible book,
butit's not Nathan Singer’s best,
either. If you want to tackle this
coming-of-age novel, give it a
whirl, but I think “In the Light
of You" is probably on the heavy
side of s0-s0.

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Hockey co-op adds Kewaskum

Kewaskum students will have the oppor-
tunity to participate in the fastest game on ice,
hockey, come Nov. 10, but they will not be Indi-
ans, they will be Ledgers.

Kewaskum high school is now part of the St.
Mary’s Springs hockey co-op team. Kewaskum
will be taking the place from North Fond du Lac
as the third team of the co-op. Campbellsport
rounds out the three-school hockey co-op.

“Anything to get these kids to be a part of
Kewaskum High School, as members not just at-
tenders,” said Kewaskum High School Athletic Di-
rector Jason Piittmann said about adding hockey
to Kewaskum athletics. “What's the
best way to get a kid to want to come to
school? Is to be a partofit. Granted it’s
not going to be our program, but based
on our numbers and facilities co-oping
is the best way to go.”

Last season, the Ledgers were 7-10
and won their first round playoff game
against Ashwaubenon. Their season
came to an end in the second round
against Fond du Lac.

“The state only has one division,” said St
Mary's Springs co-op hockey coach Ty Steffes.
“You don't have depth if the school doesn't have a
lot of kids."

Steffes said with the addition of Kewaskum,
the team would be able to have a full JV and varsi-
ty roster. Last year, they had enough for the varsity
team and played seldom JV games. Steffes said
having a full JV and varsity roster would make the
program better down the road.

Steffes said the team is very young, only four
players from last years’ team graduated. He said
the team had some troubles scoring. The team

started to play together late in the season and
Steffes contributed the playoff win to that.

Piittmann did all of the research and leg-
work to find the best co-op possible to join. Af-
ter considerations with other schools, he thought
St. Mary’s Springs was the best fit. The team will
practice and play at the Blue Line Center on the
south side of Fond du Lac. It is the same facility
used by Marian College.

“The facility is very nice. The high school
team has their own locker room, so they don't
have to worry about taking their stuff home every
night,” said Piittmann.

St. Mary's Springs gets excellent ice time with
this facility. Most of the practices will be after
school, unlike many high schools who can only
find ice time either early mornings before school
or around midnight.

Piittmann conducted a survey
to see how much interest there was
for hockey in the school and who has
experience. The survey showed nine
kids showing an interest to play hock-
€Y

“Three of them would have at
least ten years or more playing hockey
and another one with atleast sixyears,”
said Piittmann on the Kewaskum High
School students with an interest in playing hock-
ey. “So we are talking about some kids who have
put in some significant time playing this game.”

The Kewaskum students are still bound under
the athletic code with the academic and behavior
standards and will earn the Kewaskum “K" varsity
letter for playing.

NFL trades will

There have been two marquee trades in the past week to
strengthen two NFC teams. The Washington Redskins aquired
defensive end Jason Taylor and disgruntled tight end Jeremy
Shockey moves south to New Orleans.

The Washington Redskins defensive end Phillip Daniels
tore his ACL during a 7-on-7 drill.

DeeAnna Clark thought she
could get off easy when some
of her co-workers asked her
to participate in the Danskin
Women's Triathlon in Pleas-
ant Prairie. She asked her
longtime elementary school
friend Kali Witte if she would
do it with her, thinking Witte
would say no. Clark found out
Witte was game, so the two be
gan training in March.

They entered into the
YMCA's mini triathlon as a
warm up in May.

“It was a short distance
one. [ think we were really
ready by then. We did it as a
practice,” Clark said on how
they trained for the triathlon.
