Banking scam

She went to West Bend Sav­
ings and their Customer Service 
Department is trying to help the 
complainant recover her lost

funds.
According to the bank, the 

money was debited to some­
one in a community named 
Valencia, outside of the United

Marienthal’s first solo re­

cord, Voices of the Heart, was 

recorded with GRP Records 

and produced by Corea. He 

produced his next two albums, 

Round Trip and Crossroads, 

with bass-playing giant John 

Padtucci. During this time, 

Marienthal became one of the 

most recorded sax players in 

contemporary jazz, playing on 

over 50 GRP albums alone, in­

cluding records by Lee Riten- 

our, Dave Grusin, David Benoit, 

and The Rippingtons.

In 1991, Marienthal called 

upon Jeff Lorber and Russell 

Ferrante of the Yeliowjackets to 

write with and produce his Oa­

sis CD. The collaboration was 

one of Marienthal's most suc­

cessful records, making it into 

the top five on the Billboard 

Contemporary Jazz Charts, with 

two of the tunes in the top 10 

of the National Contemporary 

Jazz Radio Charts.

Li­

sa’s interests include computers, pho­

tography, travel, basketball, bicycling, 

soccer/rugby, swimming, volleyball, 

ballroom dancing, art, modern music 

among other things.

Lisa currently lives with her father 

who is a physician; her mother who 

is a nurse; three brothers and a sister.

Jam packed Sunday
If you were not spending your Sunday watching sports, frankly you missed out a great day 

in sports. There were so many great events on, there was no reason to go outside and get fresh 
air. You had a choice of watching the PGA Championship, Brewers in extra innings against the 
Nationals and the little tiny event called the Summer Olympics.

Sunday morning began with the highly anticipated basketball game between China and Team 
USA, or the "Redeem Team.” Kobe Bryant and LeBron James said this game had the energy of a 
playoff game and said this is the biggest stage they have ever played on.

The game started out with Yao Ming stepping back and hitting a three to put the Chinese 
ahead on the first position. Yao played good for not being 100 percent on the court. He played 
with some extra tenacity in this game.

“Tiger-like.” I agree Harrington is playing some excellent golf, but Harrington won in Tigerless 
majors. No one has stared down Tiger head-to-head and came out the victor yet.

Harrington shot a 4-under 66 in the final round at Oakland Hills. Harrington shot a 66 on 
Saturday as well. Garcia shot a 68 in his final round. The final day players scored an average of 
73.438, a little over three over par.

They are currendy 3.5 games behind 
the Cubs in the NL Central and three games ahead of the Cardinals for the Wild Card.

The night ended with the most climatic ending of the day. It was a perfect ending to a day of 
lying on the couch in sports heaven. Back to the Olympics we go, to the Water Cube.

First, there was Katie Hoff in the 400-meter Freestyle. Hoff swam a perfect 350 meters. She 
broke away from the pack after the second turn and it looked like she was going to win gold. I 
think she started her sprint a little early because the rest of the pack was gaining on her. England's 
Rebecca Adlington and Hoff were neck and neck at the stretch. Adlington out reached Hoff by .07 
seconds for the gold.

Following the Hoff race came the most exciting swimming race ever. The USA world record- 
breaking time in the 4x100 meter Freestyle Relay over France was the epitome of what the Olym­
pics stand for. Michael Phelps owes Jason Lezak much credit for Phelps second gold in his quest 
for eight. Ihe intensity on Phelps's face shows the passion that went into this race.

Lezak looked like he had no chance to catch France's Alain Bernard in the final 50 meters of 
the race. It must have been Bernard's trash talk before the race, "The Americans? We're going to 
smash them.

"I defi­
nitely like the opportunity to 
coach where I went to school."
