Town hopeful to receive FEMA assistance

TOWN of FARMINGTON- Tradi-
tions were broken at the township’s
September meeting. The township
will now use The Statesman as their
official newspaper to publish public
notices. The town will also change
the date of their monthly meetings in
2009.

The change in the town's news-
paper will take effect September 11.
Residents spoke in favor of the idea.
Chris Elbe thought it was nicer to
have a smaller, community newspa-
per covering the issues of the town-
ship.

Chairman Gary Schreiberagreed,
“I would be more than in favor, sim-
ply because it covers the School Dis-
trict very well. It covers Farmington
very well”

Supervisor lke Roell, stated he
was not in favor of the idea, “I don't
see us needing a change,” he stipu-
lated.

Supervisor Art Seyfertintroduced
a motion, to use The Statesman for a

trial period of one-year, and revisit it
in a year. Chairman Schreiber sec-
onded, Roell opposed.

The second large change came in
the form of changing the township's
meeting date. Starting in January of
2009, the town board will meet the
second Tuesday of the month instead
of the first. Treasurer Ken Ramthun,
asked for the change because the
meeting schedule conflicted with the
bill payment schedule.

Building Inspector John Derler,
reported that one new home permit
was issued in August. A total of four
building permits for the year have
been issued.

A Conditional Use Permit will
be required for Eugene Ziegler, 1120
Greenway Lane, after complaints
from his neighbors were received re-
garding trailers and lawn equipment
being brought to his property from a
business he owns in Grafton. A vote
on the Conditional Use Permit will
be brought back before the board in
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Dan Poradek addressed the su-
pervisors regarding his neighbors,
Trev and Terri Timblin, and a com-
plaint of noise and dust from motor
bikes and all terrain vehicles (ATV).
He explained that the Timblins
built an ATV track, and are running
ATV's with open exhausts that echos
throughout the whole neighbor-
hood.

Four residents in attendance ad-
ditionally voiced their disgust. Terri
Timblin explained that this was the
first time this was brought to their
attention. The four residents were
mostly concerned with the noise cre-
ated from the ATV's,

Chairman Schreiber explained
he went to the Timblin residence and
spoke with Terri. “I saw the track, her
son was operating a four wheeler, it
was the middle of the day, there was
dust.

Assemblyman Dan LeMahieu
hasn't had a primary to run in since
he won his seat after defeating seven
in a Republican Primary in 2002.
This time, he faces just one chal-
lenger, a young man with impressive
name recognition from the opposite
direction of the district.

Representative LeMahieu began
his tenure in the Legislature in 2003
after serving a long career inside lo-
cal politics of Sheboygan County for
14 years. For 12 years he was a coun-
ty board supervisor, the remainder
he served as board chairman.

He resides in Cascade with his
wife Rosemary. LeMahieu owned
Oostburg's Lakeshore Weekly for 23
years before selling it to his son. He
is also involved in the Oostburg Ki-
wanis Club and Oostburg Business
Association.

During his three terms in the
Wisconsin State Assembly he re-
mains active on the following Legis-
lative committees: Aging and Long
Term Care, Courts and Corrections,
Natural Resources, Urban and Local
Affairs and Review of Administrative
Rules which he co-chairs.

to Life, he is the only candidate endorsed by
both. He is also the only candidate endorsed by
The Wisonsin Farm Bureau and NRA. He was
Pro-Life legislator of the year in 2005

The bills LeMahieu has authored include
bill to eliminate the estate tax commonly re-
ferred to the death tax and introduced a bill on
collection of fines and forfeitures for munici-
palities. In past terms he passed a bill (AB-810)
in 2005 that brings Federal dollars to county
nursing homes resulting in $3.2 million com
ing to district's nursing home, covers their
losses from medical assistance patients. Before
the state got it and they used it for whatever the
state wanted. This bill forces the state to give
it to the county nursing homes. Statewide this
was $16 million. He also passed numerous leg-
islation affecting counties and this resulted in
him being named Wisconsin Counties Asso
ciation Legislator of the Year.

LeMahieu proudly announced that he was
one of 12 legislators that said no to tax increas-
es in the state budget. He said he voted against
a compromise but ultimately he was part of ac-
tions that eliminated over $15 billion in tax in-
creases last session. “It's important we keep the
fiscal conservative legislators in the assembly
to fight these tax increases,” he explained.

LeMahieu, as the co-chair of the Legislative
Rules Committee the committee, that oversees
the rules state agencies promulgate, and under
direction of Governor Doyle, they tend to be re-
strictive on small businesses and farmers. We
need to fight those restrictive rules to protect
jobs and the agricultural community.

Karl McCarty, resides with his parents on
their Campbellsport farm. He is a part-time
teacher at Oakfield High School. He is a mem-
ber of the Campbellsport Board of Education
and volunteers on the Campbellsport Commu-
nity Theater Board of Directors.

real leadership and to maintain a high ethical
standard. “I see corruption in Madison and no
one is doing anything. There is not enough lob
bying transparency, we passed eight budgets
and don't know where the money is going. Ear
marks are incredibly unethical,” he professed.
He explained that over $30 million in earmarks
were given in October of 2007.

Economic development through energy
is another driving force of the McCarty cam-
paign. He says he is in favor of expanding the
Murphy Oil Plant in Superior. He estimated the
expansion would create 400 jobs “The benefits
are unbelievable. | would argue its environ
mentally sound, Superior has clay based soil,”
he explained

Ihe use of solar energy is another talking
pointin McCarty’s campaign. He explained the
economic benefits of using solar energy are in-
creasing. “The vast majority (of energy) in Ger-
many is solar based. They have a climate like
Wisconsin and are similar in size. If we miss the
board on solar, we miss the boat on jobs,” he
stipulated.

McCarty beholds a passion for the region'’s
lakes. He shared his disgust that nothing has
been done regarding the ballast water being
dumped in Lake Michigan by ships. “We have
known about this for 40 years, and nothing at
the state level has been done. We need to get
a grip on that, Michigan says boats need bal-
last treatment systems in the boats. Canada has
salt water flushing, that kills most of the inver-
tebrates. We are a pro-business party, but we
are seeing the collapse of the fishing industry.
Water is the basis of life, we need to be watch-
ing Michigan's lake levels,” he said.

McCarty stated that while not endorsed,
he is Pro-life and pro-gun. He did receive the
League of Conservation Voters endorsement.

“This campaign is not about what Dan has
done, it's about what he hasn't done,” McCarty
concluded.

than willing to work some-
thing out,” he stated.

“We moved dirt around,
made some hills and jumps.
The kids race around the
state, they need to practice,
we wanted something more
life-like.

A second situation from
the June rainstorms was dis-
covered on Paradise Road,
south of the Valley View in-
tersection.

If guests would like to
apply for a passport, they need
to bring some identification
items. All must be originals,
not photocopies.

Two identical passport
photos of yourself. Passport
photos are available at the
event at a nominal cost. Pass-
port photos are also available
at various outlets.

A valid photo ID of your-
self. Acceptable 1Ds include:
state driver’s license, govern-
ment photo ID, state-issued
photo 1D, or an old passport.
The ID cannot be expired.

Proof of citizenship. An
original or certified birth cer-
tificate with an official seal, or
original naturalization papers.
If you have lost your birth cer-
tificate, replacements are usu-
ally available through the state
that issued the original certifi-
cate. Hospital birth certificates
are not acceptable.

Funds. An adult passport
(16 and older) costs $100 ($75
+ $25) in fees. Fees must be
paid before the application is
accepted. The cost for minors
(15 and below) is $85 ($60 +
$25). Personal checks or mon-

ey orders are necessary for
the State Department fee (no
credit cards).

Minors obtaining pass-
ports. Minors under 15 must
be present with both parents
and must bring original birth
certificates. Minors under 15
may need special permission
for international travel. Visit
the State Department website
at www.travel.state.gov for full
details.

Postmaster Monica Lepak
is looking forward to meeting
local residents at the event.
“Our passport fair is an op-
portunity for travelers to plan
ahead so they don't worry

about receiving their passports
before their departure date.
Currently it could take up to 6
or 8 weeks for processing be-
fore you will receive your pass-
port. This event is also a great
chance for us to share a cup
of coffee with our guests and
meet the public,” she said.

Passport Fairs are an ef-
fort to head off an unusually
high demand for passports
anticipated in 2008 and 20089.

KEWASKUM- Kewaskum
Elementary School Principal
Tom Fischer made it through
his first year as principal and
is happy school is underway.
The biggest changes at KES is
the addition of a kindergarten
class and starting a Student
Government organization.

Title 1 reading teacher. KES
receives the Title 1 reading
teacher, because KES is clas-
sified by the Federal Govern-
ment as a Title one school.

Title one schools are de-
termined by the number of
discounted lunches the school
serves to impoverished fami-
lies.

A Title 1 reading teacher
works with students in and
outside the classroom in
small group formats working
on basic reading skills, and
English as a second language
students. Help is given before
and after school for students
needing extra help. Once a
school is designated Title 1
the government mandates
this is provided for students.
Focus on math with Tite 1
funds is performed as well.

Reading will be the focus
of teachers this year. This is
a district wide initiative and
KES will follow this by having
small group guided reading
during sustained silent read-
ing time.

Classroom meetings will
be continued, this is similar to
the advisements in the mid-
dle/high school.

KES has some had a few
open offices, with the district
offices moving, Technology
Director Jane Lazarevic, Psy-
chologist, Sarah Phillips along
with the Special Education
department have all moved

out of KES.

This has provided an ad-
ditional conference room in
the main office. Laurie Beim-
born who handled volunteer
coordination moved into the
special education office out-
side the main office and now
handles volunteers for the
whole district in additon to
overseeing the growing Boys
& Girls Club.

In it's second year, The
Boys and Girls Club have over
100 people in the program,
they handle supervision of
students during the Wednes-
day early release for the dis-
trict and are open after school,
five days a week.

The Boys and Girls Club is
open to all kids in the school
district but transportation is
not offered for students not
at KES. Addition information
can be obtained by calling the
school at 626-8427.

The Book of Lies

By Brad Meltzer
Grand Central Publishing §25.99 352 pages J

How much did comic books
cost when you were a kid?

Remember the smell of
comic book paper, and the
“win this bike" ad on the back?
Begging for the latest Archie or
Spiderman issue, promising to
share with your younger sib-
lings but secretly intending to
hoard it for yourself? I'll bet you
even remember how much coin
(and it really was coin then) you
had to shell out for an afternoon
of entertainment.

In the new novel “The Book
of Lies” by Brad Meltzer, a rare
and nearly-unknown comic
book is so priceless that the cost
to have it may be death.

When he was nine years
old, Calvin Harper watched as
his father pushed Cal’s mother
to her death. Lloyd Harper went
to the penitentiary for murder
then disappeared upon release,
never bothering to look for his
son. Cal, once a disgrace to the
FBI and now working with the
indigent, never forgot or forgave
his father.

So when the well-dressed
“homeless” man with the stom-
ach wound gasps the name of
Lloyd Harper, Cal recognizes his
father and is angry. He hadn't
seen Lloyd in nineteen years
and now Lloyd is in Cal's work
territory, bleeding and - Cal is
sure - lying.

Lloyd says he doesn’t know
who hired him to run a load of
shrimp to Cleveland, and he
has no idea who shot him or
why. Cal doesn't believe him,
and goes digging.

But amidst the mess of
melting shrimp, there it was, the
reason Lloyd was involved: at
the bottom of an occupied cof-
fin lay a hand-drawn Superman
comic book. Cal knows that
there's more to these funnies
than a mere tie to the boy who
created the Man of Steel. Reluc-
tantly allowing his father to help
and with his life in danger, Cal
decides to follow the clues that
make no sense but are obvious-
ly important to somebody.

Ellis Belasco knows that
Lloyd Harper has the map that
will lead to the Book. If Ellis
can get his hands on it, he will
fulfill the destiny started by his
great-grandfather. The Prophet
is helping Ellis, and the Judge
has paid good money to recover
what Ellis knows Lloyd Harper
has.

And if people have to die
because of it, well...

Loosely based around truth,
“The Book of Lies” is one of
those novels that somewhat de-
fies description but here goes:
it's part mystery, part conspir-
acy, part Da Vinci Code, plenty
of pop culture, your obligatory
Nazis, and some history mixed
with thriller.

Author Brad Meltzer ad-
mits in his author’s notes that
he gently stretched real, true
facts to make this novel. Since
the first third of the book is

awash in confusion, under-
standing that is good. It makes
you want to stick with the story.
By the time the paper fog clears,
though, you won't be disap-
pointed that you did.

If you consume novels
faster than a speeding bullet
or if you'd happily leap over
tall bookcases for a great read,
yvou'll love this one. “The Book
of Lies" is pretty super.

The State Fire Marshal’s
Office, in conjunction with the
Fond du Lac County Sheriff’s
Department, is investigating a
suspicious fire on the Wilmer
and Robert Felten farm, 724 Mill
Rd., Kewaskum. The Kewaskum
Fire Department received the
call at 9:45 pm on Monday and
remained on the scene until
2:46 am Tuesday morning. They
were aided by the Boltonville,
Batavia, Beechwood, Fillmore
and Campbellsport fire depart-
ments. Lost in the fire was a 60
by 100 foot metal shed contain-
ing several tractors, a round
baler, kick baler, two wagons of
hay and the Feltens' workshop
with all its equipment and tools.
Kewaskum Fire Chief Augie
Bilgo said the damage estimate
is expected to be in excess of
$200,000. Less than a year ago,
the Felten farm was hit by fire.
In the October, 1982 blaze, the
family lost a new 108 x 60 foot
pole shed, a new tractor and
brand new manure spreader.
Monday night’s fire was the
sixth farm fire to occur in the
immediate area in the past ten
years.

An ammonia spill which
occurred at the Marigold Dairy
plant last week, went unre
ported and undected by local
and Department of Natural
Resources officials until dead
fish began showing up in the
Kewaskum area of the Milwau-
kee River. Large numbers of
dead fish were found near the
river area of Cty. Hwy. H and
below the dam at River Hill Park
here.The incident which killed
almost 5,000 fish was under in-
vestigation by the DNR.

A silo on the Daniel Roden-
kirch farm located at Hwys. 144
and 28, sustained extensive
damage when it was struck by
lightning early Thursday morn-
ing.

Indians victorious
in season opener

The Kewaskum High
School football team extended
their shut out streak to three
games against West Bend
East as the Indians won their
season opener, 21-0, Friday
night.

“Any time you can throw
up a goose egg, that's a good
thing,” Indians head coach Ja-
son Piittmann said. “It's a goal
(to shut teams out), but it's not
something we talk about. Alot
of things can happen. A guy
could fall and all of the sud-
den the shut out is gone.”

Piittmann continued,
“The big thing is, we came out
and got a good win. Any win is
a good win and we got a good
win to start the season.”

West Bend East got a heavy
dose of the Indians’ running
attack. The Indians rushed 53
times for 211 yards and three
touchdowns on the night
That is almost four yards per
carry.

Jordan Petrin led all rush-
ers with 85 yards off of 18 car-
ries. Quarterback Nick Olla
ran the ball 17 times for 51
yards, with a pair of one-yard
touchdowns and Cody Seibel
had seven carries for 51 yards.

“I was telling Jordan Pe-
trin in the fourth quarter, it
gives us depth,” Piittmann said
about the team'’s depth at the
running back position. “We
can pound one tailback and
come with another. Defenses
get beat on that”

The Indians could not
have scripted a better opening
drive to the season. The In-
dians surgically moved down
the field on a 14 play 70-yard
drive that was capped off with
an Olla one-yard option keep-
er for the score.

The Suns got a heavy dose
of Petrin on this drive. The
first play from scrimmage was
a Petrin 10-yard run for a first
down. Petrin had two 14-yard
rushes on this drive, one on
a third and eight, which were
the longest runs for the Indi-
ans for the game.

The Indians converted on
three third down conversions
during the drive.

Kicker Brian Backhaus'
PAT attempt was missed wide
right giving Kewaskum a 6-0
early lead.

West Bend East's spread
formation offense was new to
see for the Indians defense.
“It was a little difficult, but we
got the hang of it. We've been
practicing all week (for the
spread),’ Seibel said.

With Kewaskum being
part of the Kettle Moraine,
what better sport to join than
cross-country to see some of
the scenic area while practic-
ing.

Head coach for the boy
and girls Dave Drexler expects
his upperclassmen to carry
each team to success in the
Eastern Wisconsin Confer-
ence (EWC).

Drexler said the boys'
team has a strong nucleus of
three seniors and one junior
that will have successful sea-
sons.

“We've got a good group of
returnees,” Drexler said of the
boys’ squad. “They’re looking
very good.”

The boys' team is led by
junior Zach Herriges. He was
on the road to the state meet,
until he was sidelined with a
broken ankle three weeks be-
fore the meet last year

“It's been pretty good. It
feels real strong now,” Herri-
ges said about his ankle.

Seniors Matt Butzke, Jake
Dickmann and Aaron Monte
round out the experienced
runners for the boys. Drexler
said Herriges and the three se-
niors work well as a group.

Drexler has only one se-
nior that has returned to the
girls team. He said he hopes
for more girls to come out for
the team when school starts.
There are a few girls from
last year's team who have
not come out yet this season.

“It's always difficult to
start practice before school
starts,’ Drexler said. “Some-
times I pick up a few more,
sometimes I don't. It's disap-
pointing because they come
to school and they say ‘you've
already started the season, it's
too late to join! Well it's not
too late, the season has only
been two weeks.”

Tonya Jansen is the lone
senior as of now on the girl's
team. The girls have two ju-
niors and four sophomores,
Drexler said Jansen will be the
leader for the girl's.

“She is a very strong run-
ner and is looking good in
practice,” Drexler said of Jans-

-

en. “Hopefully she will pull
the rest along and lead well”

Practices have been light
at the start of the season be-
cause Drexler said he doesn't
want to run the group into any
injuries. What they have been
doing are a lot of speed and
tempo runs.

“We've spent a few days at
Riverhill Park doing hill work.
They love that," Drexler said
jokingly.

Drexler has emphasized
more of the mental part of
cross-country running with
finishing races off strong.
Drexler said it is the toughest
part to practice on, especially

this early in the season.

“This year I've been using
the idea of a concrete hill or
concrete mountains,” Drexler
said. “I don't mean a moun-
tain per se, but running an
extra fast time is a mountain
to overcome because it is an
obstacle.”

Right now the boys have
eight participants and the
girls have nine. Only seven
from each group are able to
run on varsity. Drexler has not
yet determined who the seven
for each team will be. He said
he is in the process in practice
and has an idea, but it will take
a couple of meets before he
