I want to talk about a book I recently 
finished reading... this book is called, 
“Confessions of An Economic Hitman." 
1 highly recommend anybody that feels 
they know a lot about politics and in­
tends on voting this November, to read 
this book.

lohn Perkins writes his own story 
about working as an economic hit man 
(EHM) from the late 60s, 70’s, 80's and 
his life up to 2004. Here's how it goes.

It started around 1951, just after 
WWII, dur ing the Cold War. England had 
been taking oil out of Iran, finally Iran 
got fed up and decided to kick England 
out. England asked for help from their 
ally, the United States. Up until this time, 
military force was an easy/quick option 
in some cases to deal with this, but since 
both the United States and Russia had 
nuclear weapons, a different approach 
became necessary.

Along comes a CIA man named 
Kermit Roosevelt, (Teddy’s grandson). 
He devised a plan to win over the people 
that involved payoffs, bribes and threats. 
He then enlisted them to organize street 
riots and demonstrations, which creat­
ed the impression that Mossadegh (the 
leader) was both unpopular  and inept.

In the end, Mossadegh went down 
and spent the rest of his life under house 
arrest. The pro- American Mohammed 
Rez Shah became the unchallenged dic­
tator. This set the stage for many years 
to come for a new occupation called 
EH M's. Here's how it works.

Guys like Perkins who worked for 
an engineering company called MAIN, 
would go into these Third World coun­
tries, devise a plan to build infrastruc­
ture, such as electrif ication, water, sew­
er, roads, bridges, etc., to modernize the 
country. They would purposefully inflate 
the economic forecast of how this would 
benefit their  country. The U.S. would 
offer a loan which would be funneled 
through the World Bank or the IMF (In­
ternational Monetary Fund). As time 
went by, the country would not be able 
to repay the loan, the U.S. would say, 
well, we’ll have to take your natural re­
sources, oil, minerals or whatever.

Perkins goes into great detail about 
countries all around the world, Panama: 
control over the canal; Ecuador: oil; Ven­
ezuela: oil; Saudi Arabia: a deal worked 
out right after the '73 oil embargo called 
Jecor, Joint Economic Commission in 
which the sale of oil to the U.S., in turn 
the Saudis would purchase U.S. securi­
ties, which, in turn went to huge mult i­

national corporations like Bechtel, who 
by the way, is at Oak Creek power plant 
right now, Brown & Root, Halliburton.

So in essence, the sale of oil went to 
pay contractors to build infrastructure. 
Here’s the catch. The top leaders of these 
countr ies became very wealthy, while 
the rest of the people actually became 
much worse off. The land many t in 
was left polluted, deforested, with con­
taminated dr inking water, soil and air.

The book talks about what is re­
ally going on with the oil companies. 
Perkins talks specifically giving names 
and dates. He talks about Hugo Chavez 
of Venezuela; Osama bin Laden; 9/11; 
Iraq and Iran. He talks about people like 
George Schulz, once a Bechtel president 
served under Nixon and Reagan; how 
Caspar Weinberger, a Bechtel vice presi­
dent, served as Secretary of Defense for 
Reagan, George H.W. Bush as founder of 
Zapata Petroleum, served under Nixon, 
Ford and as President and a CIA direc­
tor.

He talks about how countr ies even­
tually would find a man that had integri­
ty and moral character that would stand 
up to the U.S. and the multi- nationals 
and oil companies, refusing to give it up 
for nothing and how the CIA would send 
in the Jackals and somehow the leaders 
would die in a plane crash.

Is it any wonder why people around 
the world hate us? And yet the Repub­
licans expound on their contentions of 
morals. Now they crank up the fear factor 
of terrorism. This is a must read book.

"The season opener is typi­

Anna Asch, his wife, is 
an accomplished pianist, teach­
er, and composer.

Under Bud Asch’s direction, 
the Capriccio Espanol promises 
to "glitter with dazzling colors” 
in the words of its composer 
who incorporated melodic de­
sign, variations in theme, per­
cussion rhythm, and Spanish

dance when he created it in 
1887.

"The Capriccio shows off 
the orchestra, there are a lot of 
solos for a lot of instruments, 
and variety in different ways,” 
said Bud Asch.

Glenn Asch, who attended 
Kewaskum High School, has a 
degree in violin performance 
from the University of  Wiscon­
sin in Madison, and a master’s 
in violin performance from 
UW- Milwaukee. A member 
of the MSO since 1980, Glenn 
Asch has frequently been called 
upon to solo in MSO concerts, 
in styles ranging from classical, 
to bluegrass, to jazz.

Fond du Lac County Sher­
if f ’s deputies were dispatched 
to Jan’s Bar in New Fane 
when it was reported that the 
33- year- old part- owner of Jan's 
Bar in New Fane fired a single 
shot from a .45- caliber pistol 
into the ceiling to help quell 
what another person told au­
thorities was a "tremendous 
brawl.” After the man fired the 
shot, all parties involved in the 
disturbance either fled from 
the premises or were told to 
leave. The owners then closed 
the bar for the night. The dis­
trict attorney was expected to 
determine if charges would 
be filed against the man who 
fired the shot.

Though they are long 
dead, and their war is part of 
America’s early history, one 
Kewaskum man has not for­
gotten those men who served 
in the Civil War and now lie 
in unmarked graves. James 
Andre of Kewaskum, has be­
gun a project which he hopes 
other communities or groups 
will become interested and 
involved in, seeking out the 
graves of Civil War veterans so 
plaques may be obtained to 
mark their final resdng place. 
Andre stated it doesn't cost 
you anything, and all you have 
to do is make a request to the

federal government, supply­
ing the name and a plaque 
will be sent for placement 
on the grave. Such a request 
was made by the local Robert 
G. Romaine Post on behalf 
of Valentine Witzig, William 
Wilke and Charles Schuppel. 
Andre volunteered to f ind the 
graves. Witzig is buried in St. 
Michael's Church cemetery 
in St. Michaels. No one knew 
exactly where his grave was, 
according to Andre, because 
it was never marked. Records 
only indicated he lived from 
1827 to 1901, and was buried 
30 feet from the west bound­
ary. Andre and the parish’s 
priest selected a plot in the 
general area and placed the 
marker. Now he has a perma­
nent where service groups can 
place his flag. Wilke’s grave is 
located in what Andre says the 
"old timers” call Buffalo Cem­
etery, and Schuppel is buried 
in Van Vechtin Cemetery. He 
said people should look in old 
cemeteries to see if there are 
more vets buried there who 
should have marker. He was 
also upset by the deserted, 
unkept condit ion of many of 
the old cemeteries. Recently 
another plaque was requested 
for John Jake Engler who is 
buried in Elmore Cemetery.

Kewaskum High School has been involved 
with a German exchange student program 
since 1992. Since 1994, Slinger High School 
has also been involved with the program. The 
two high schools send kids to Germany every 
o ther year.

This is the year the Kewaskum hosted the 
G erm an exchange students. Families around 
the com m unity are playing host to seven 
15-year-old sophom ores, Elisa Junker, Tamara 
Steiner, Natascha Morbitzer, Peter Plage, Cara 
Liedtke and Eva Birx, Anna Schart and two 
facility mem bers, Wolfgang Wining and Sina 
Heck.

KHS G erm an teacher Frau (Mrs.) Terry 
Rosenthal said when the Kewaskum students 
are in Germany, they fly into Frankfurt and are 
scattered in little villages around Langensel- 
bold and live with host families.

"We take a three or four day trip to Munich 
for a field trip," Rosenthal said. "They go on the 
Rhine, they go to castles, they go to birthday 
parties, they go to anything the family wants 
to."

All of the G erm an exchange students said 
they were am azed about how much space 
people have living in Kewaskum and the rest of 
America. Germany is slightly sm aller than the 
state of M ontana, but has just over 82 million 
people, That is just about the sam e as Califor­
nia, Texas and New York, the U.S.'s three most 
populous states.

"There’s more nature and it is not so loud," 
Steiner.

School in America is m uch different here 
than what they are used to. The students agreed 
that it is m uch more strict in Germany.

"We can 't sleep in the lessons," Liedtke

said. "We would go to the head teacher (if they 
were caught sleeping in Germany).”

However, their school days are shorter. 
They all seem ed to like the fact that school was 
m ore difficult, but shorter.

The G erm an students begin m andatory 
English classes in fifth grade Rosenthal said. 
She said they also teach different levels, A, B 
and C, of English in G erm an schools. Ihe "A" 
level makes the G erm an m ore student college 
ready. At KHS, all students taking G erm an are 
in one class and they only have to take the class 
for a couple of years. Ihese students have been 
speaking English for six years.

Plage said he really enjoys how m any TV 
stations we get in America.

"We mosdy only have 30," Plage said 
though he is not a TV watcher. "You gUys have 
100 or som ething. I like it."

All seven of the students really like how 
friendly the people are around the comm unity. 
They said we talk m uch nicer to each other. 
Morbitzer added: "They open the door for you 
and people in G erm any don 't do that.”

Plage and Heck got first hand experience 
of American sports last weekend. Plage went 
to Green Bay to go see the Packers play the 
Falcons. Heck went to Milwaukee to see the 
Brewers win gam e three on Saturday.

Plage said he likes our version of football, 
but m any of the girls did not like it because 
they said they did not understand the game.

Rosenthal said she has had from four stu ­
dents to 11 students go with her to Germany. 
She said it all depends on how the econom y is 
doing when they go. The last trip cost a little 
over $1,800 for three weeks.

"There is no m oney exchange. This is not 
an official program," Rosenthal said. "It is a 
long time, but informal exchange."

Why is it that you only spill, 
fall, splat, or otherw ise make a 
fool of yourself w hen everyone 
in the w orld is looking?

W hen things are perfect, of 
course, nobody's ever around 
to notice.

From the Bay of Pigs to lip­
stick on a pig, our presidents 
(and presidential candidates) 
have surely presented their 
share of political bloopers.

Take, for instance, The Fa­
ther of O ur Country. As if be­
ing the first President w asn’t 
pressure enough, George 
W ashington agreed to a tax on 
whiskey which led to unrest in 
the backwoods of the new born 
United States. Citizens were lit­
erally up in arm s over a fee on 
their booze, and they rebelled. 
Though the wildly u npopu­
lar law was on the books until 
Thomas Jefferson's presidency, 
it was com m on knowledge that 
anyone who tried to collect the 
tax would m eet with violence.

clear out the squatters. Almost 
im m ediately after the orders 
were sent, Hoover had second 
thoughts and tried to pull Mac­
Arthur back.

W hoops. It d idn 't work. 
Tear gas flew, tents burned, and 
in the end, Hoover was blam ed 
for the melee.

George Santayana said that 
those who can ’t learn from h is­
tory are doom ed to repeat it, so 
future presidents should ob­
serve Lyndon Johnson’s lesson: 
never lie. Johnson and Secre­
tary of Defense Robert McNa­
m ara fabricated a story they 
knew would escalate conflict in 
Vietnam. You know what h ap ­
pened next, but you might not 
know that it changed the way a 
president can wage war.

Judging from the funny, 
irreverent cover here, you’d 
perhaps expect a light-hearted 
book filled with plenty of laughs, 
right?

Nope.
"Failures of the Presidents” 

is m uch deeper and drier than 
you’d anticipate by just picking 
this book up. Authors Thomas 
J. Craughwell and M. William 
Phelps include m any very seri­
ous presidential losses and lack 
of successes that altered history, 
changed laws, and redirected 
the way Americans perceived 
the office and the m en in it. Al­
though I would have appreciat­
ed a sm idge more hum or here, 
this isn’t a bad book. It’s just 
m ore som ber and serious than 
not.

Still, if you’re fascinated 
with politics in this historically- 
political year, "Failures of the 
Presidents” is a definite must- 
have for your bookshelf. For 
you, missing this book is a big 
boo-boo.

Stamp of Approval...Artist wins Great 
Lakes trout and salmon competition

Many years fishing Lake Michigan from shore as a young 
boy and later from boats helped Wildlife artist Jim Tostrud 
become acclimated to the fish species and habitat that 
would help him win the 2009 Great Lakes trout and salmon 
stamp competition.

There was som ething fishy 
about the bicycle accident just 
west of the Kenosha H arbor in 
the 1970s. Twelve year old Jim 
Tostrud peddled for hom e, one 
20-pound King salm on te th ­
ered to each side of the handle 
bars for balance. Such a perfor­
m ance would ordinarily pose no 
problem  for the young angling 
addict and aspiring W iscon­
sin wildlife artist. Tostrud had 
m ade more difficult journeys 
hom e with up to a limit of five 
steelhead, browns, Chinook or 
Cohos m any tim es before after 
successful trips to fish the rocks, 
piers and tributaries of the big 
iake.

It was a shore thing; Tostrud 
would routinely catch fish and 
safely deliver the catch. Ih is  
though, this is where a fish tail 
enters our fish tale. Tostrud la­
bored on, his stinky cargo shift­
ed, the bike wobbled and the 
tail of one big King found the 
spokes of one little bike. And 
one little fisherm an took a solo 
flight.

"That’s w hen I w ent right 
over the handle bars," Tostrud 
said. "I got a little beat up w hen 
1 landed but 1 was okay. But 
even as a little guy I would fish 
Lake Michigan any tim e I could. 
1 really studied the fish and the 
habitat. As an artist, 1 want to

m ake sure that the anatom y and 
the posture or m ovem ent of the 
wildlife I paint is accurate."

It was that early and o n ­
going education in the fields 
and on the w ater of Wisconsin 
and his attention to detail that 
helped Tostrud earn first place 
recognition in the 2009 Great 
Lakes trout and salm on stam p 
com petition coordinated by 
the D epartm ent of Natural Re­
sources (DNR). His com bina­
tion acry lic airbrush and hand 
brush rendering of a Seeforellen 
Brown Trout will adorn the state 
stam p required of all anglers 
next year fishing Lake Superior, 
Lake Michigan, and Great Lakes 
tributaries upstream  to the first 
obstruction, or dam.

Ihe com petition is one of 
several state art com petitions 
for hunting and fishing seasons 
that require a stam p purchase 
to participate, including inland 
trout, turkey, pheasant, and wa­
terfowl. The artist entry must 
be original, previously u n p u b ­
lished art in work that might be 
oil, acrylic or colored pencil, he 
said, and the 8-inch by 10-inch 
art m ust be subm itted unsigned 
to ensure unbiased judging.

Revenue raised through 
purchase by sportsm en and 
w om en goes back to the re­
source, often in habitat m an ­
agem ent. Although Tostrud has 
placed in all of the com petitions 
and been runner-up  in the three 
of the contests including the 
Great Lakes Trout and Salmon 
com petition, this is his first, 1st 
place.

"I grew up fishing Lake 
Michigan,” Tostrud said. "I’ve 
seen the trout and salm on fish­
ing evolve in the 1960s, seven­
ties and eighties. After fishing 
all the tim e from shore as a 
kid I worked on several charter 
boats as a first mate. The pain t­
ing shows the brown trout ac­
curately, the sun rays carrying 
through the clear w ater on a

clear day, and the big rocks that 
are close to the Lake Michigan 
shore.”

"I worked as guide on Pikes 
Creek during the Lake Michigan 
hey-day w hen everyone fished 
the Root River in Racine. Ihe 
Wehr steelhead facility is on the 
Root but we have our own fish 
rearing facility on Pike’s Creek 
run by the great people of the 
Kenosha Sportfishing Associa­
tion."

It was to that association 
that Tostrud donated all ea rn ­
ings several years ago when, af­
ter finishing as runner-up in the 
state trout and salm on stam p 
com petition, he produced and 
sold limited edition prints of 
the original art. Reflective of 
the association’s non-profit ef­
forts to improve the fishery, 
40,000 salm on were raised at 
the rearing facility and released 
in 2008.

"Being the runner-up  is just 
being the first loser," Tostrud 
said. “All you get is a certificate 
but I w anted to help the asso­
ciation because those people 
do so m uch for the lake and 
they do things like stock ponds 
with trout and have kids com e 
to learn how to fish."

After 10 years of entering 
the state stam p com petitions 
and being so close but so far, so 
often, learning he had won the 
Great Lakes trout and salm on 
contest was alm ost a surreal ex­
perience. Filming a turkey hunt

in the north land for a cable tele­
vision program had not been 
successful and his truck on the 
trip hom e nearly broke down. 
Nursing the truck hom e on the 
highway, Tostrud "nearly broke 
down too’,’ w hen the phone call 
cam e in from the DNR inform ­
ing the artist of his win.

"I’ve worked so hard en ter­
ing these contest over the years," 
he said. "But I never won. It 
was so exciting. I’ve been pain t­
ing for m ost of my life. I've 
owned my own art business 
for 20 years. My work has been 
published on the cover of Wis­
consin O utdoor Journal, Woods 
and Waters, Midwest O utdoors 
and Deer & Deer Hunting. But 
to win a stam p contest gives a 
big boost to your artwork. It's 
huge. It's like w inning the Su­
per Bowl for me.”

"My talent is a gift from 
God. The cool thing about this 
painting is that I have caught so 
many browns, and have fished 
Lake Michigan so long, and 
know the habitat so well. I com e 
up with visions all the tim e be­
fore painting. And this is how I 
envisioned this piece of art be­
fore I started."

teams did not fair well, at least Kewaskum Indians fans 
had something to cheer about Friday night at Plym­
outh. The Indians stepped onto Plymouth's field on 
their homecoming and walked out victors with a 35-7 
win.

Kewaskum gave up their first points in EWC play in 
the first quarter, but the 42-yard touchdown pass given 
up was all Plymouth got.

"[Cody Lemke] just missed it. He gambled and it’s 
probably the wrong part of the field to gamble in, but 
he’s a junior, he’ll learn,” said head coach Jason Piitt- 
mann about the Plymouth score. "We talked to him 
about that and he's a smart kid. He won't make that 
mistake again."

The 42-yard touchdown was the only defensive 
breakdown of the game, especially from the defensive 
secondary.

"D-backs played incredibly well. They did a great 
job, comers especially had great position defense," said 
Piittmann. "I couldn't complain about any of our posi­
tion. We were in great spots and we picked off three 
balls."

Comerback Brandon Zolp said they knew they 
were going to be tested Friday night and the coaches 
prepared them for it.

“We know their routes. We know their plays and 
practiced for them, practiced covering them,” Zolp 
said.

On the second play from scrimmage, Plymouth 
quarterback Jon Criter threw a ball near the flat and In­
dian’s linebacker Joe Paulus picked it off and brought it 
back 27 yards for the score. The extra point was blocked 
and the Indians had a quick 6-0 lead.

The ball was punted back and forth a few times be­
fore the Tigers scored on the 42-yard touchdown pass 
to Zach Suchon late in the first. The score after the first 
quarter was 7-6 Plymouth.

The Indians put Plymouth away with a 22-point 
second quarter where big plays played a key role.

Kewaskum quarterback Nick Olla hooked up with 
Zolp for 27 yards, getting the Indians into Plymouth ter­
ritory just before the first quarter ended. Olla and Zolp 
finished the drive, with a 14-yard touchdown pass. Zolp 
ran a corner route to the goaline pilon and the ball was 
perfectly placed in Zolp’s breadbasket. Olla scrambled 
for the two-point conversion, but fell short.

The Indians defense forced a three-and-out on the 
next Tigers possession forcing them to punt. Three and 
outs were the theme of the Indians defense, making 
them go three and out five times in the game.

The Indians took advantage of the three-and-outs

with great punt returns by Zach Amerling. Amerling 
had three punt returns for 125 yards, including a long 
one of 63 yards.

"Our punt return team is amazing, they set up ev­
erything," Amerling said.

Piittmann said special teams are the first part of 
practice everyday. He said he wants his team to focus 
on special teams and that is why he chooses to work on 
them before the kids get tired during practice.

Amerling's big play ability was not just in the return 
game. He had a 43-yard run, a 31-yard catch and an 
interception. Amerling had 199 yards of total offense.

Running back Cody Seibel had a four-yard touch­
down and Olla had a QB sneak from one yard out for 
the two other touchdowns in the second quarter.

Plymouth played aggressive and went for a score 
after Olla’s TD, but on the first play of the drive Josh

Harbin came off the edge and knocked the ball out 
of Criter’s hand. Defensive tackle Fredrick Fellenz 
jumped on it on the Tigers' 32 yard line.

Olla completed passes to Zolp, for 22-yards, and 
Eric Shaske, for six-yards, before kicker Brian Backhaus 
came on to nail a 22-yard field goal as time expired in 
the first half. The Indians went into the locker with a 
28-7 halftime lead.

Fullback Nathan Westerman scored the only 
touchdown of the second half on the first play of the 
fourth quarter. Westerman got the hand-off on a fourth 
and one and took it 25 yards for the score.

On the night, the Indians ran for 251 yards rushing 
and went for 94 yards through the air. Meanwhile, the 
Tigers could only pile up 115 total yards.

“It’s nice. They had a huge crowd there and we 
were able to play well,” Piittmann said about beating 
Plymouth on their homecoming.

Preview: Sheboygan Falls, Homecoming

A week after Kewaskum traveled to 
Plymouth and beat them on their home­
coming, the Indians are home against 
Sheboygan Falls for their homecoming.

"We kind of have to ride them a little 
bit this week," head coach Jason Piitt­
mann said about preparing the team for 
homecoming week. "Remind them ev­
eryday at the beginning of practice, end 
of practice about making good choices 
and not getting caught up in the other 
stuff that happens that maybe other stu­
dents do because they don't have eligi­
bility to worry about.”

Piittmann said Sheboygan Falls 
looked solid defensively in that they only 
give up about 11 points per game.

"They played New Holstein 8-6 (and 
lost), they beat Two Rivers 21-0, but then 
they got beat by Kiel 24-7, so it is hard to 
see which team will show up," Piittmann 
said.

Sheboygan Falls will run a three- 
man front or a four-man front. Piitt­
mann thinks the Indians will see the 
4-4 defense because of what they run 
on offense. The strength to the Falcons 
defense is their speed and pursuit to the 
ball carrier.

"They just get to the ball, they are 
not a big team,” Piittmann said. "Look­
ing at their roster they have a few guys 
over 200 pounds, but not a huge number 
of guys."

Sheboygan Falls uses an odd looking 
form of a shotgun spread offense where 
the single running back lines up behind

the quarterback. Piittmann said quar­
terback Adam Lorenz and running back 
Zach Berg are their threats on offense.

Berg has rushed the ball 55 times 
for 158 yards for the season. Lorenz did 
not start the year under center, but has 
been started in conference play. Lorenz 
is 45 for 76 through the air for 507 yards, 
two touchdowns and one interception 
in the three games. He also has rushed 
for 84 yards on 37 attempts with two 
touchdowns. Lorenz' best receiver is 
Justin Laack. Laack has 17 catches for 
192 yards and one touchdown in confer­
ence. Laack had eight catches for 117 
yards and a touchdown against Two Riv­
ers.

Even though the Indians have not 
been tested in conference, Piittmann 
said he avoids a breakdown by preparing

his team every week and he stays on top 
of the team "so their heads don't get too 
big.”

"Homecoming week has it's own 
distractions in its own right, so we will 
really stay on top of that this week to 
make sure the kids are staying focused 
and not getting caught up with the other 
stuff and end up making poor choices," 
Piittmann said.

“To enjoy it and have fun, but home­
coming isn't about them, it's about the 
alumni that will come back and they 
want us to play well. To play well we have 
to focus with our heads on straight."

Piittmann is 4-1 on homecoming. 
Friday night’s homecoming game starts 
at 7 p.m.
