"W e’ve never had anybody do 
that before."

The scholarship fund also fared 
well with the results at the runner- 
up spot. "Because Bob Gibson is an 
NCAA athlete, he cannot take prize 
money,” Gosa said.

Gibson, who is a KHS graduate, 
finished with a fine time of 17:08. He 
is currently attending UW-Oshkosh.

When it came to the women par­
ticipants, Sue Daggett Miller may be 
getting older, but she is still pretty 
darn competitive. She took first 
place with a time of 18:58, which was 
40 seconds ahead of the next fastest 
runner, Rachel Brandt (19:38).

Miller, who currently lives in the 
West Bend area with her family, is 
employed by the Kohler Company, 
and she told Gosa that Kohler wants 
to help sponsor the KEYS race in 
2009.

Gosa couldn't have been happi­
er when he got up Sunday morning 
to see the sun shining and predic­
tions of pleasant temperatures. “The 
weather was fantastic," he said, indi­
cating there were an additional 125 
"walk-up” participants, bringing the 
total to 825 runners and walkers.

"That was nice,” Gosa went on. "All 
in all, it went very well."

The new course received some 
positive comments, according to 
Gosa, who said not having to cross 
Highway. 45 makes the event safer 
and easier to manage, plus the group 
enjoyed running up Wildlife Drive to 
the Eisenban Trail and finishing up 
right behind *he football field score­
board.

United States Postal Service announces 
deadlines for service members’ mail going overseas

KEWASKUM - While the first signs 
of autumn may yet to appear, it’s not 
too early to start thinking about holiday 
cards, letters and packages destined 
for servicemembers and their families 
stationed in faraway lands. According 
to the Kewaskum Postmaster, the first 
deadline for the 2008 holiday season is 
about 30 days away.

Thursday, Nov. 13, is the deadline 
for sending holiday packages to troops 
stationed overseas using Parcel Post to 
all Air/Army Post Office (APO) or Fleet 
Post Office (FPO) ZIP Codes.

"The U.S. Postal Service is encour­
aging early deadlines,” said Kewaskum 
Postmaster Monica Lepak, "to ensure 
packages reach their destination in 
time for the holidays.”

All military mail, regardless of des­
tination, is sent by domestic mail rate. 
International rates do not apply to mil­
itary mail delivery.

One way customers can confirm 
delivery is by using Delivery Confir­
mation, available for almost all mili­
tary destinations outside the United 
States. Delivery Confirmation provides 
customers with the date, ZIP Code and 
time the package was delivered. This

information can be accessed online at 
www.usps.com.

"Mail is one of the greatest mo­
rale boosters we can give our soldiers, 
sailors, Marines, airmen and Coast 
Guardsmen during the holidays.” said 
Lepak. "When they see packages or 
letters waiting for them it brings them 
that much closer to family and the 
comforts of home.”

The U.S. Postal Service also has a 
Military Care Kit to make it easier for 
military families and friends to send 
packages to servicemen and women 
and their families stationed overseas. 
Each free kit contains three flat rate 
boxes, two cube boxes, nine address 
labels, and 16 customs forms. The kit 
may be ordered by calling the USPS 
Expedited Package Supply Center at 
1-800-610-8734.

"Another good deal,” said Lepak, 
is the Priority Mail Large Flat-Rate Box 
introduced earlier this year. It offers a 
$2 discount to APO/FPO destinations 
and ships for $10.95. Go online, use 
Click-n-Ship and the price drops to 
$10.50.

The U.S. Postal Service has also 
made celebrating the holidays more

personal by making it as fun and easy 
as baking holiday cookies.

“With a little creativity, custom­
ers can create their own holiday cards 
and customized postage on First-Class 
Mail, Priority Mail and Express Mail,” 
the Kewaskum Postmaster added. "It’s 
all available at www.usps.com.”

All packages and mail must be 
addressed to individual service mem­
bers, as required by U.S. Department 
of Defense regulations. "We cannot 
accept any mail addressed to 'Any Ser­
vice member,” Lepak added.

The U.S. Postal Service places

APO/FPO mail on special charter 
flights, commercial airlines and mili­
tary service aircraft to reach armed 
services members overseas as quickly 
as possible.

"Let the U.S. Postal Service do 
what we do best — pick up and de­
liver your mail,” said Lepak. "Prepare 
Priority Mail and Express Mail pack­
ages and then notify us online at www. 
usps.com/pickup that they're ready to 
be picked up. Free package pickup is 
available from home or office."

Kewaskum firefighters had a large project in front of them when they arrived for a res­
cue on the Ice Age Trail in the Kettle Moraine State Forest on Saturday, October 11 
at 12:11 p.m. Firefighters, EMTs, Forest Rangers and Washington and Fond du Lac 
County Sheriff s Deputies were all dispatched to East Moraine Drive in the town of 
Kewaskum for an adult male who was having a heart attack on the trail. Washington 
County Sheriffs Department Captain Steve Gonwa stated that Andrew F. Kirchmeier, 
54, was hiking with another male adult and their boyscout troup from Pardeeville. The 
boys got ahead of the adults and were told to keep going and to stop at the next road 
they came to.. Kirchmeier collapsed when he and the other adult stopped. His com­
panion called 911 and gave his approximate location and started CPR. Kewaskum 
Rescue arrived on scene with an ATV and located Kirchmeier about one mile onto the 
trail (about .1-.2 of a mile south of the county line). Despite their efforts, rescue person­
nel found Kirchmeier deceased. Gonwa indicated a natural death, however the County 
Medical Examiner is investigating the death.

MADISON- Almost $97 

million in state and federal 
disaster assistance is being 
disbursed to individuals and 
business owners in Wisconsin. 
Adding in the $12 million in 
obligated funds for approved 
public assistance projects 
brings the disaster assistance 
total to $109 million.

Work continues in the 30 
Wisconsin counties eligible 
for public assistance supple­
mental Federal emergency 
Management Agency grants 
for losses and operating costs 
for governmental agencies 
brought about by the storms 
and flooding in )une and July.

There have been 843 re­
quests for Public Assistance 
from the 30 counties, with 
1,301 separate projects now 
submitted to FEMA for con­
sideration.

Public assistance is avail­
able for qualified projects in 
the following categories: de­
bris removal; emergency pro­
tective measures; roads and 
bridges; water control facili­
ties; public buildings and con­
tents; public utilities; parks 
and recreation.

I want to talk about a book 
I recently finished reading, 
called, "Confessions of An 
Economic Hitman." 1 highly 
recommend anybody that 
feels they know a lot about 
politics and intends on vot­
ing this November, to read this 
book.

John Perkins writes his 
own story about working as 
an economic hit man (EHM ) 
from the late 60's, 70’s, 80’s 
and his life up to 2004.

This 
set the stage for many years 
to come for a new occupation 
called EHM's.

Guys like Perkins who 
worked for an engineering 
company called MAIN, would 
go into Third World countries, 
devise a plan to build infra­
structure, such as electrifi­
cation, water, sewer, roads, 
bridges, etc., to modernize the 
country. They would purpose­
fully inflate the economic fore­
cast of how this would benefit 
their country. The U.S. would 
offer a loan which would be 
funneled through the World 
Bank or the IM F (International 
Monetary Fund). As time went 
by, the country would not be 
able to repay the loan, the U.S. 
would say, well, we'll have to 
take your natural resources, 
oil, minerals or whatever.

Perkins goes into great de­
tail about countries all around 
the world, Panama: control 
over the canal; Ecuador: oil; 
Venezuela: oil; Saudi Arabia: 
a deal worked out right after 
the ‘73 oil embargo called Je- 
cor, Joint Economic Commis­
sion in which the sale of oil 
to the U.S., in turn the Saudis 
would purchase U.S. securi­
ties, which, in turn went to 
huge multi-national corpora­
tions like Bechtel, who by the 
way, is at an Oak Creek power 
plant right now, Brown & Root, 
Halliburton.

So in essence, the sale of 
oil went to pay contractors to 
build infrastructure. Here's

the catch. The top leaders of 
these countries because very 
wealthy, while the rest of the 
people actually became much 
worse off. The land many times 
was left polluted, deforested, 
with contaminated drinking 
water, soil and air.

Ihe  book talks about what 
is really going on with the oil 
companies. Perkins talks spe­
cifically giving names and 
dates. He talks about Hugo 
Chavez of Venezuela; Osama 
bin Laden; 9/11; Iraq and Iran. 
He talks about people like 
George Schulz, once a Bech­
tel president served under 
Nixon and Reagan; how Cas­
par Weinberger, a Bechtel vice 
president, served as Secretary 
of Defense for Reagan, George
H.W. Bush as founder of Za­
pata Petroleum, served under 
Nixon, Ford and as President 
and a CIA director.

He talks about how coun­
tries eventually would find a 
man that had integrity and 
moral character that would 
stand up to the U.S. and the 
multi-nationals and oil com­
panies, refusing to give it up 
for nothing and how the CIA 
would send in the jackals and 
somehow the leaders would 
die in a plane crash.

Is it any wonder why peo­
ple around the world hate us? 
And yet the Republicans ex­
pound on their contentions of 
morals. Now they crank up the 
fear factor of terrorism. This is 
a must read book.

other factors — as well as development of ad­
ministrative knowledge, leadership abilities and 
financial management. Faculty members and 
participants engage in free-flowing exchange of 
information, share job-related experiences, net­
work with colleagues, and examine factors that 
contribute to successful on-the-job performance 
by municipal officials.

Local government officials completing the 
three-year sequence of programs earn all of the 
education points needed for national certifica­
tion, with additional points earned by experi­
ence in local government and participation in 
other meetings and educational seminars. Offi­
cials holding the title of both clerk and treasurer 
are eligible to receive both the clerk's and trea­
surer's certification by completing a fourth year 
at the institute.

The Clerks’ Institute at UW-Green Bay is 
accredited by the International Institute of Mu­
nicipal Clerks and by the Wisconsin Municipal 
Clerks Association. The Treasurers' Institute is 
accredited by the Associate of Public Treasurers - 
United States and Canada, and by the Municipal 
Treasurers Association of Wisconsin.

(about 50)

2 Tbsp. water

INSERT wooden pop 
sticks (from bag of caramels) 
into stem end of each apple. 
Cover large plate with waxed 
paper; grease paper with but­
ter. Set aside.

PLACE caramels in large 
saucepan. Add water; cook on 
medium-low heat until cara­
mels are completely melted, 
stirring constantly.

DIP apples into melted 
caramel until evenly coated, 
spooning caramel over apples 
if necessary. Allow excess car­
amel to drip off. Scrape bot­
toms of apples, then place on 
prepared plate.

Have you ever slept in a 
tent?

How about a teepee? Ever 
slept in an igloo, a yurt, or a 
mud hut? Spent the night in 
a building made of grass or 
glass, twigs or paper? What 
about a castle? Have you ever 
slept in a house that floats?

Now imagine living in a 
dwelling that was built more 
than 200 years ago, all by hand 
and without machines. Imag­
ine sleeping in a place that’s 
been home to over 40 families 
plus dogs, cats, horses, an al­
ligator, and a goat. That place 
is “Our White House" and in 
the book by the same name, 
created by 108 authors and 
illustrators and the National 
Children’s Book and Literacy 
Alliance, you'll learn about 
that house and the people 
who lived in it.

Long before the home for 
our Presidents was built, ar­
chitects looked at the grounds 
and saw a mosquito-filled 
swamp surrounded by fields. 
A stone-cutter and his son be­
gan carving and crafting the 
magnificent house, despite 
a bit of jealousy and rivalry. 
Mary Brigid Barrett imagines 
what it must’ve been like, 
while Walter Dean Myers re­
minds us that slaves had a 
hand in the building, too.

Our third President, 
Thomas Jefferson, was a very 
brave man, according to 
Stephanie Loer. Jefferson had 
a kitchen garden (a garden 
near the kitchen door) and 
he actually planted, grew and 
-  gasp! -  ate a tomato! That 
was when people thought to­
matoes were poison, but Tom 
taught them otherwise.

By the way, did you know 
that Thomas Jefferson loved 
dinosaurs? Did you know that 
the White House he lived in is

not the same White House you 
see in Washington now? In 
fact, did you know that the first 
twenty-five Presidents, tech­
nically speaking, really didn’t 
live in the "WTiite House"?

Native Americans were 
frequent visitors to the White 
House during President Lin­
coln ’s time. Some of them, 
says Joseph Bruchac, were 
disappointed that the Presi­
dent didn’t speak well (he did; 
it was just a misunderstand­
ing).

From George W. to George 
W., "Our WTiite House” is a 
great book to read when you 
want to learn about the his­
tory behind the little shack 
where the President lives.

Do your kids have a defi­
nite opinion on the political 
process this year? Do you 
know a future U.S. President 
who wants to learn about his 
or her someday-home? If so, 
this is the book to get.

I was stunned at the 
work included in "Our White 
House" You and your child 
will read articles by Charles 
Dickens, John Scieszka, Lyn­
da Johnson Robb and more. 
There's a beautiful poem in 
here by Kate DiCamillo. Matt 
Tavares contributed illustra­
tions, as did Mark Teague and 
others. With so many talents 
coming together, you know 
this book is well-worth having 
for this and plenty of elections 
to come.

Although it might be 
tempting to get this book 
for gradeschoolers, much 
of what’s in here is prob­
ably beyond them. But if your 
12-years-old-and-up young 
historian is loving this politi­
cal year, "Our White House” 
is definitely a book to have in 
your house.

October gun deer hunt to run Oct. 16-19

MADISON -  W isconsin’s 
October antlerless deer only 
gun hunt returns in 2008 giv­
ing hunters an opportunity to 
harvest extra deer under mild 
season conditions, donate deer 
to statewide venison donation 
program and prequalify for 
Eam -a-Buck (EAB) authoriza­
tion prior to the traditional No­
vember 9-day gun deer hunt.

During the Oct. 16-19 hunt, 
only antlerless deer may be har­
vested. The hunt will take place 
in most deer management units 
statewide. The only exceptions 
are deer management units 
with limited antlerless deer 
quotas (those units without any 
shading or striping on the map) 
and the Central Forest deer 
management region (w'hite 
with black dots) where hunters 
met a benchm ark 2:1 antlerless 
deer to antlered deer harvest 
ratio in herd control units over 
the 2006-2007 seasons. If the 
antlerless to buck ratio between 
the archery and gun seasons 
does not meet 2:1 during the 
2008 season in the Central For­
est deer management region 
(units 53, 54A, 55, 56, and 58), 
the October hunt will return in 
those units in 2009.

O ctober gun deer hunting 
had been under a two-year trial 
moratorium that sunset when 
hunters in most deer m anage­
ment regions did not meet 
the required 2:1 antlerless to 
antlered deer harvest ratio de­
signed to pressure deer popu­
lations down, closer to unit 
population goals. The October 
season is very effective in mov­
ing deer populations toward 
goals by targeting antlerless, or 
mainly female, deer say wildlife 
managers.

“October is a great time to 
hunt for folks who have trouble 
with cold conditions,” said Keith 
Warnke, big game ecologist 
with the Department of Natural 
Resources. "It's also a great way 
to prequalify for Earn-a-Buck 
for those hunters who hunt in

EAB units and want to have a 
buck sticker in their pocket on 
opening day during the Novem­
ber 9-day hunt."

Besides gun deer hunters, 
many other game hunters will 
be in the woods and fields dur­
ing the October gun deer hunt. 
All hunters, except waterfowl 
hunters are reminded that blaze 
orange requirements are in ef­
fect during all gun deer seasons. 
Hunters and other outdoor rec- 
reationalists should be aware 
of these other user groups and 
should respect others activities 
as they wish their activity to be 
respected by others.

Biologists estimate the 
2008 prehunt deer population 
at between 1.5 and 1.7 million 
animals. Excessive deer popu­
lations contribute to increased 
car-deer collisions, costly agri­
cultural and horticultural losses 
and reduced or stagnant forest 
regeneration due to deer selec­
tively browsing certain forest 
tree and plant species.

Additional information on 
antlerless deer tags and EAB 
authorizations including a map 
of W isconsin deer management 
units is in the 2008 Wisconsin 
Deer Hunting Regulations pam ­
phlet.

Wildlife managers remind 
hunters of the statewide venison 
donation programs available in 
both the Chronic Wasting Dis­
ease (CWD) management units 
and non-CWD units. Since 2000 
hunters have donated over 2.8
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million pounds of venison to 
the program which makes the 
meat available to needy fami­
lies.

A list of deer drop-off sites 
is being updated weekly as meat 
processors sign-on to partici­
pate. All hunters must do to do­
nate to the program is harvest, 
tag and register a deer as they 
normally would, then transport 
the deer to a participating pro­
cessor. There is no charge to the 
hunter. It is suggested that hunt­
ers call ahead to the processor 
to verify hours of operation and 
capacity.
Precautions for Eating Deer 
Harvested with Lead Ammuni­
tion

Deer harvested with lead 
bullets have been shown to po­
tentially have tiny lead particles, 
or fragments remaining in the 
processed meat. These are of­
ten too small to be seen and can 
disperse far from the wound 
channel. Although lead in veni­
son does not rival lead paint in 
older hom es as a health risk for 
the public, the risk is not low' 
enough to ignore. Children un­
der 6 years and pregnant wom­
en are at the greatest risk from 
lead exposure.

The amount of lead found 
in a small percentage of venison 
samples suggests that long term 
effects of lead consumption 
could occur in people who reg­
ularly eat venison shot with lead 
ammunition. However, there is 
currently no known evidence
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linking human consumption of 
venison to lead poisoning.

These suggestions can re­
duce exposure to lead in veni­
son:

* Consider alternative non­
lead ammunition such as cop­
per or other high weight-reten- 
tion bullets, such as bonded 
bullets.

* Practice marksmanship 
and hunting skills to get closer, 
making cleaner, lethal shots 
away from m ajor muscle areas. 
Aim for the neck or the head, or 
the vitals behind the shoulder. 
D on’t shoot at running deer.

* Avoid consuming internal 
organs, as they can contain ex­
tra lead from heart-lung shots.

* Request your meat pro­
cessor to not use deer meat with 
excessive shot damage. If you 
process your own venison, trim 
a generous distance away from 
the wound channel and discard 
any meat that is bruised, discol­
ored or contains hair, dirt, bone 
fragments or grass. Do not use 
deer with excessive shot dam ­
age.

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Three Gridiron teams 
come home with victories

Good second-half efforts propelled two of the 
Gridiron football team s to victories, while the sev­
enth graders scored m ore than enough points in 
their game. For the eighth graders, it was a different 
story, however, as the Indians were unable to slow 
down a pretty potent Nicolet group in Saturday’s ac­
tion in Glendale.

Nicolet's eighth grade took a 32-16 lead at half 
and w ound up w inning 44-22 over the Kewaskum 
gridders, who fell to 3-3 overall.

"They were just running at will," coach Jim " Jone- 
sy” Korth said about the young Knights.

Kewaskum’s first TD cam e on a 50-yard pass play 
from Corey Burdick to Derek Aupperle. The sam e 
com bo team ed up for another long bom b in the sec­
ond quarter, setting up a short option run by Burdick 
for sue points.

In the third quarter, Teddy Wollner got into the 
scoring act when he broke a draw play for a 35-yard 
TD, and the final touchdow n cam e w hen Burdick 
kept the ball on an option and went 20 yards for the 
score.

Alex Fechter was a perfect four-for-four on PAT 
kicks.

“Derek m ade som e nice catches,” Korth said.

"Mr. (Joey) Seitz had a 75-yard kickoff return for 
a touchdow n, a 40-yard interception for a touch ­
down and a 68-yard run," coach Randy Schlice said 
about the seventh grade (5-1) game, which ended  in 
a 35-20 victory.

M atthew Ringwell kicked two PATs. “They were 
out first extra point kicks of the year," Schlice said, 
reporting his offense controlled the ball for 12 out of 
16 m inutes in the first half.

In the second half, Jared Monk scored his first 
TD of the season, according to Schlice, who said d e ­
fensively, "Robert Peterson had a nice game. He had 
four tackles for losses. The defense did extremely 
well."

"We really only played one half of football,” coach 
Joe Backhaus said about his sixth graders (4-2), who 
eked out a 14-6 victory over Nicolet.

The opening drive looked good until the young 
Indians got to Nicolet’s 20-yard line, then, according 
to Backhaus, the line w asn 't blocking, and fumbles, 
interceptions and penalties ham pered the offense.

Kewaskum was down 6-0 at half, then the Indi­
ans cam e out and put two touchdow ns on the board 
after interm ission.

The running of Zach Smith, Dylan Thull, Kenny 
Ellis and H unter D em m on started to wear down 
their opponents, and w hen Nicolet started keying on 
the running backs, Billy Lehm ann got free on som e

quarterback rollout plays. He scored both TDs. Thull 
had one of the PATs on a run, and he couldn 't recall 
who had the other.

With Brad Peterson "making a couple good 
plays," and Smith also doing well, the defense got 
tough and d idn 't allow any m ore scores, according 
to Backhaus.

The fifth graders (5-1) also were involved in a 
tight game, with the Indians com ing out on top 12- 
6 .

“Let m e tell you, it was close,” coach Mark Wal- 
cheske said, reporting his team  had six penalties in 
the first half, ham pering m ost of the drives.

The score was 6-6 at half, with Kewaskum’s touch­
down com ing on its third possession via a 10-yard 
run by Josh Baker after a 25-yard Michael Prochnow 
scamper.

In the second half, Brandon Thull's 40-yard punt 
return gave the Indians good field position, then af­
ter a 9-yard pass play and a 25-yard run by Baker, 
Prochnow scored from the one.

"The defense kept us in the game," Walcheske 
said, noting his front wall of Berat Elmazi, Char­
lie Witek, Jason Hanson, Thull and Steven Nurkala, 
"were just spectacular.”

This Saturday the Indians go into the playoffs, 
with the Indians entertaining team s from Saukville, 
based on the records of the eighth grade teams.

Tempers flare due to on-field antics

Head coach Dennis Gutbrod was proud of the 
way his team  conducted them selves on the field 
Thursday against Sheboygan Falls. It was not be­
cause of the way they played, but how they reacted 
to som e questionable sportsm anship by Sheboygan 
Falls.

"They w eren 't on edge, my boys were fine," G ut­
brod said the officials told him after the 8-0 loss on 
how his team  handled them selves during the game.

Sheboygan Falls head coach Jim Nieman crossed 
the half line after the game and was upset that his 
son on the team  had to leave the game with a broken 
nose. Nieman thought Dillon Thelen had intent to 
injure.

This play cam e late in the game w hen the Fal­
cons had started to play more arrogandy as their 
goals piled on. Thelen was called for a foul or given a 
card on the play.

Falls got on the scoreboard early. Sheboygan 
Falls' Seven Chen beat the Kewaskum defender to 
the ball from a nice header pass to put the Falcons 
ahead in the eighth m inute. Chen shot it on one 
touch from the pass.

The Indians chances to score were few and far 
between, but w hen they did have the opportunities, 
the players could not put the shot on goal. Just m in ­
utes after the first Falcon goal, Icaro Caldeira m ade a 
nice through ball to the corner to Nate W endelborn. 
W endelbom 's shot was just wide of the goal.

The Falcons added another one to their lead be­
fore halftime. Luis H ernandez was able to get free 
in the box and he m ade the Indians pay for it. The 
Falcons had a 2-0 lead into half.

"Instead of the two instances we couldn’t get the 
ball out of there, I thought we played well in the first 
half,” G utbrod said emphatically.

The second half is w hen the Falcons poured it 
on. Three m inutes into the half, the Indians Brad 
Conroy tackled a Falcons player in the box. Goalie 
cam e up the field to take the PK and scored.

Goals cam e quick, too. Chen scored off a cross­
ing pass in the 46th m inute, 7 also scored on a sim i­

Local runner qualifies for Boston Marathon

Terri Bodden, 38, has been 
a runner for her entire life and 
when she crossed the finish 
line at the Lakefront Marathon 
in Milwaukee she said it was 
pure glory.

“As I've told m ost people, 
it was probably like the fourth 
best day in my life after my 
kids were born," Bodden said. 
“It’s a great m arathon, it’s a 
great course and I had a great 
day."

For Bodden this was her 
first m arathon she has en ­
tered. Bodden has been a 
runner since the sixth grade 
and she knew running a m ara­
thon would be som ething she 
would "check off."

"I knew from the very be­
ginning of the race that I was 
having a good day and was go­
ing to have a good day,” said 
Bodden. "Just to have done 
it for so many people it would 
be, 'wow I just finished it,’ but 
for me it was I just finished it 
in nine m inutes less than what

I thought I could do."
Bodden com pleted the 

26.22-mile course in a time 
of 3:18.41. Bodden did ex­
ceptionally well in the stand ­
ings. Overall she was 145 
ou to f2 ,011 . She placed 12th 
am ongst 788 wom en entered 
in the race and was third of 
127 in her 35-39 year old divi­
sion.

The Lakefront Marathon 
is a Boston M arathon quali­
fier race. Bodden qualified for 
Boston, but will not race it u n ­
til 2010.

“My youngest is just two 
and so he will be another year 
older and it will be easier to 
travel,” Bodden said on why 
she will race the 2010 Boston 
Marathon, "and I want to get 
at least one more m arathon 
under my belt before I go to 
Boston because Boston is 
tough.”

For Bodden's division, a 
qualifying time is 3:45.

Boston M arathon qualifi­
ers have 18 m onths from qual­
ifying to race, so that allows 
Bodden to run in the 2010 
Boston M arathon.

Bodden plans to run  her 
second m arathon in January 
at the Rock n ’ Roll M arathon 
in Arizona.

The Lakefront M arathon 
is set in the perfect time of the 
year for a W isconsin Mara­
thon Bodden said. She said 
she was able to train during 
the nice sum m er m onths to 
get ready. Her training sched­
ule was running about 15-20 
hours per week.

Other Kewaskum partici­
pants in the Lakefront Mara­
thon include Rochelle Beine, 
Jennifer Gerhartz and Becky 
Domres. Timothy Hardy com ­
peted in the half m arathon. 
Beine and Gerhartz also qual­
ified for the Boston M arathon.

Unsportsmanlike 
conduct

1 was very fired up after what I saw take place on the soc­
cer field betw een Kewaskum and Sheboygan Falls last Thurs­
day. Unsportsm anlike conduct should not be tolerated in high 
school sports.

I cou ldn’t believe what the Falcons soccer team  did. It's 
bad enough for a team  to get beat by eight goals, but to rub it in 
the fashion the Falcons did is inexcusable.

Falcon's goalie was the worst on the field. He did not see 
much action, so he had the time to show boat. He was playing 
near the half line w hen his team  was on the offensive zone and 
leisurely fogged back when Kewaskum got the ball. A couple 
of times I thought he was going to let the Indians score just b e­
cause he was playing lackadaisical. He was doing push-ups 
during the game and after goals. He even lobbied to his coach 
to take a penalty kick during the game.

The sad thing is Falcons head coach Jim Nieman allowed it. 
W hat if he misses? It’s a live ball.

The Indians could not capitalize on the goalies lack of posi­
tion because they d on ’t have a player who can strike the ball 
well enough to shoot it from near half and score.

After talking with som e of the Indian players, they said the 
Falcons were counting how m any times they could kick the 
ball through the Kewaskum defender's legs (nut-meg). The sad 
thing is they said Nieman was counting with them.

Now with Dillon Thelen’s play of breaking Niem an's nose, 
there was no intent to injure at all. I w atched the play. I thought 
I saw him catch him in the face with his elbow as he was going 
for a header. Sometim es that happens w hen you header the 
ball, your arm s fly. W hen I called Falls’ Athletic Director Luke 
Goral, he said it was Thelen’s knee hit his face. Well, if Thelen 
is going up for a header and Nieman's face is by his knee, then 
how can Thelen have intent to injure?

I was surprised the Indian players acted as well as they 
did. I thought only one Kewaskum player pushed excessively, 
but sorry I honestly can’t put the face with a name. The Brad 
Conroy yellow card was because of a tackle from behind. Hon- 
esdy, it could have been intended, but it was in the limits of the 
game.

The officials at the game definitely should be blam ed for 
the way the game was going. If I on the sidelines can tell the 
Falcons were crossing the line with arrogance, than they should 
have. They have the ability to clear up unsportsm anlike con­
duct with a blow of their whistfe.

Kewaskum athletic director Jason Piittm ann and Goral had 
som e good conversations the Friday after the game Piittm ann 
said. Piittman said Goral is a quality m an and both AD's ad ­
dressed the teams. Piittm ann said he sat down with the entire 
soccer team . Goral said he had a 30-m inute discussion with 
Nieman. Both AD’s felt the situation was not a good one. Goral 
agreed with me in saying the officials should have stepped in a 
little more and Goral said N ieman told him  he was out of line in 
som e circumstances.

That’s the understatem ent of the year, I would say.
But I think Piittm ann is the definition of a good sport and 

dem ands good sportsm anship from his team  and school. There 
have been instances like kneeling inside the five yard line at 
W aupun and letting sophom ore quarterback Cody Nuernberg 
play the entire fourth quarter on Friday to not show boat and 
run up the score.

"This is a school event. It’s an extension of the educational 
process,” Piittman said of high school athletics and sportsm an­
ship. "We expect people w hether they are spectators, fans, 
coaches, players/athletes, they need to respect that fact that it 
is an educational environm ent and behave accordingly.”

Piittmann also said Indians head coach Dennis Gutbrod 
acted very professional in the situation by not allowing the In­
dians to retaliate.

I’m  not sure if I would have been able to keep my cool if 
I was on that field. I personally think Nieman should not be 
coaching high school kids. One, no team  should act the way 
his team  did because it was disrespect to Kewaskum and to 
the game. Two, the guy was actually a part of the show boating 
with counting the nut-m egs and doing a little dance after they 
scored goal No. 5. I have never seen a coach get so anim ated in 
a fifth goal of a blow out. You would have thought that goal won 
the state cham pionship for Falls.

But parents of athletes at Kewaskum High School d o n ’t have 
to worry about their kids from disrespecting the game they play 
because of the stand up people KHS has coaching your kids.

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Indians celebrate Homecoming with win

At their Homecoming, the 
Kewaskum High School Football Team 
showed alum ni, fans and Sheboygan 
Falls what Indians football is all about. 
The Indians ran onto the field before a 
packed house and walked out victors 
beating the Falcons 31-14.

"It’s definitely a big thing. All the 
guys com e and watch you that played 
with you last year and it’s kind of fun to 
get a win for them  and show them  how 
good you are," quarterback Nick Olla 
said about w inning on Homecoming.

Head coach Jason Piittm ann said 
prepping for H omecoming is always 
difficult with all of the distractions, but 
he said the team  did an alright job with 
it and got better as the week went by.

The Indians did not look distracted 
on the first drive of the game. The In­
dians took the opening drive 11 plays 
for 80 yards, capped off with Cody Sei- 
bel taking the option pitch in for the 
eight-yard touchdow n. This drive was 
set up with a 21-yard scram ble by Olla 
on a third and four play.

Olla put the Indians in the end- 
zone on their second drive of the 
game. He scored from three yards out 
and ran over a Falcons defender in the 
process.

"They were taking pitch man and 
no one had me, so I was taking it,” Olla 
said of him running the ball. "After a 
while, I was getting sick of running 
around them, so I tried to run them  
over.”

The Falcons took the ensuing kick- 
off into Indians territory to the 26 yard 
line before the first quarter cam e to an 
end. On the first play of the second 
quarter, Falcons quarterback Adam 
Lorenz com pleted a 21-yard pass to 
Nick Roelse down to the Indians five. 
Linebacker Joe Paulus stepped in front 
of Lorenz' next pass attem pt for an in­
terception.

"I d on 't really know. It's just one of 
those things that just happens. There 
the ball was and I caught it,” Paulus

said of the interception. "That was 
pretty big. It looked like they were 
coming down to score. It turned  the 
whole game around. It would have 
been 14-7."

This pick was Paulus’ second pick 
in as m any games.

The Paulus interception led to an 
Indians drive inside the Falcons 10, 
but a penalty pushed them  backw-ards 
and they had to settle for a field goal. 
Kicker Brian Backhaus nailed a 27- 
yard field goal to put the Indians up 
17-0.

Penalties plagued the entire Indi­
ans team. Kewaskum had nine penal­
ties for 83 yards, com pared to Sheboy­
gan Falls who had four for 25 yards.

"We had a couple holdings, we 
had six m en on the line of scrimm age 
twice. It’s not like the penalties were

because we were trying to protect the 
quarterback for a blitz,” Piittm ann 
said. “It was just a lack of focus.”

The Falcons started to go back­
wards on the first position of the sec­
ond half, but a questionable pass 
interference penalty on third and 20 
extended the drive. Lorenz later con ­
nected with wide receiver Eric Kluz 
for a seven-yard touchdow n. Seibel 
blocked the extra point attem pt.

If you had blinked, you would have 
missed the Indians ensuing drive. Olla 
started it off with a 23-yard run. Full­
back Eric Turowski took a dive 41 yards 
to set up his five-yard touchdown.

" It was im portant that we com e out 
and answer the call. You know three 
plays obviously makes it a lot nicer,” 
Piittm ann said.

Turowski usually only starts on d e ­

fense as a linebacker, but he cam e in at 
fullback to relieve the injured Nathan 
Westerman.

"It's nice to have the guys you can 
go to if you need to,” Piittm ann said of 
Turowski com ing in and perform ing at 
fullback.

After the Indians forced a three- 
and-out, running back Jordan Petrin 
capped off a 12-play 83-yard drive with 
a one-yard TD. Olla started the drive 
with a 43-yard option keeper, where he 
cut back across the field to find day­
light.

The Falcons scored midway in the 
fourth quarter. Lorenz connected with 
Kluz again, this tim e it was from 13 
yards. Kluz also caught the two-point 
conversion.

Preview: New Holstein

The Kewaskum Indians and their No. 1 ranked 
scoring defense in the state match up with New Hol­
stein that has conference cham pionship im plica­
tions written all over it.

New Holstein is second behind the Indians in 
the EWC with a record of 4-1 in conference. Their 
only blemish cam e in the stunning 8-7 loss to 
Campbellsport.

"I think it’s on them. Our kids have been in pres­
sure packed games the last couple of years. It’s no th ­
ing new to our kids," Pittm ann said on who has more 
pressure coming into this game. “For New Holstein 
to win (conference), they need to win. It’s that sim ­
ple.”

Piittmann said looking at the film, New Holstein 
looks like one of the best team s they have seen all 
season.

"They have good size, their linem an move well,”

Piittm ann said of New Holstein. "They run their of­
fense pretty well. Their defense, you look num ber 
wise, they give up similar points per game as we do, 
just a couple points more. Num bers wise it’s a pretty 
even m atch up.”

The Indians have scored 197 points and have al­
lowed only 41, com pared to New Holstein that has 
scored 169 and has given up 47 points.

The key for the Indians this week is to cut down on 
the penalties. Against Sheboygan Falls, Kewaskum 
had nine penalties for 83 yards.

"If we are going to contend for the conference 
cham pionship and make a run in the playoffs, we 
need to clean up those little things," Piittm ann said 
after the Sheboygan Falls game.

Some players the Indians will be keying on are 
quarterback Chris Lefeber and running backs Jake 
Entringer, Cody Thede, Austin Polster and Eric We­
ber. Piittm ann said Weber was out early with an in ­
jury from taking a ball to the face during the baseball 
season and was out last week with an ankle injury, 
but expects him to play this week.

New Holstein is a run first team, but Piittmann 
said Lefeber is getting better every week passing. 
The Huskies will run their offense out of a double 
wing or wing-T.

“We probably haven’t seen an opponent this big 
since West Bend West,” Piittm ann said of the Huskies 
front five.

Defensively, they run a 4-4. Piittmann said their 
defensive schem e is similar to the Indians, w hereas 
they d o n ’t do a lot of blitzing or stunting.

Piittm ann thinks this gam e will be a “grind it 
o u t” football game that will not be decided until the 
third or fourth quarter.

"In watching film, it looks like they have a num ­
ber of their guys going both ways," said Piittmann. 
"They did last year, too. And I think that ended up 
being a factor that helped the game in our favor in 
the second half because they got tired. You were able 
to pound it on them  in the third and fourth quarter.”
