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State aid increase lowers tax Indians
levy, tax rate for  school distr ict

Enrollment in district schools up by 66 studentsBy Andrew Kuehl

KEWASKUM-  Ihe Kewaskum 
Board of  Education met Monday to 
approve their  f inal 2008- 09 budget. 
The outcome of the meeting saw a 
lower tax levy, due to an increase in 
state revenue.

At the Distr ict ’s annual meet­
ing in August, electors approved 
a $519,000 increase to the general 
fund tax levy however, after receiving 
a firm number  from the Depar tment 
of  Instruction regarding their  state 
aid, and then sharpening their  pen­
cils, the distr ict lowered their  gen­
eral fund levy increase to $392,383 
(4.66%) for 2008- 09.

The distr ict will see an increase 
of  $569,464 to their  state aid, which 
ult imately lowered the combined tax 
levy. In the last budget, the Distr ict 
suffered a $358,000 decrease in aid. 
The Distr ict also saw a surge in their 
revenue limit, which increased by 
$111,362.

President John Kenworthy voiced 
his pleasure at “ the third lowest tax 
rate in 24 years for the distr ict." Dis­
tr ict residents will see a combined 
tax rate of  $8.14 up 6C from the previ­
ous year.

While many residents are pre­

par ing for declining home values, 
Business Manager  Paul Reichert, 
explained that property value in the 
school distr ict actually increased by 
2.34%. However, this is the smallest 
increase since the 1989- 90 budget. 
He explained that when formulat ing 
the budget before the annual meet­
ing, he used a modest 2% increase.

Added to the budget was a new 
fund designated for the high school’s 
fitness center. The distr ict expects 
to see $19,775 in membership rev­
enue to offset salaries and benefits of 
$18,775.

After Reicher t’s presentation, 
Board of  Education Clerk Mary M il l ­
er, mot ioned to approve the final 
2008- 09 budget for the Distr ict and 
the tax levy of  $10,345,536.

In prepar ing their  f inal numbers 
for the Depar tment of  Instruction 
Reichert revealed that as a whole, 
enrollment has increased by 66 stu­
dents from last year. These are stu­
dents actually enrolled and at tend­
ing school in the Distr ict. The distr ict 
now serves a total of  2,112 students.

Breaking the numbers down for 
the current school year, the distr ict's 
three elementary schools (Wayne, 
Farmington and Kewaskum) have a

total of  928 students, an increase of 
56 students. At Kewaskum Middle 
School, enrollment is down; Re­
ichert stated smaller  class sizes has 
been consistent with students now 
in grades six and seven. The total 
populat ion at KMS is 378, down 33 
students from the year before. Ke­
waskum High School now has a pop­
ulat ion of  742, up 43 students

Expenditures from open en­
rollment again decreased as it has 
since those expenditures peaked in 
the 2004- 05 budget when the dis­
tr ict spent $644,184. In the 2008- 09 
budget the distr ict expects to spend 
$455,100 more than what the distr ict 
will take in.

Over the last five years, the dis­
tr ict has consistendy seen between 
140 and 150 students leave the dis­
tr ict annually . Steady gains have been 
noticed in regards to the number  of 
students incoming to the distr ict that 
has aided in lower ing the cost of  pay­
ing for students leaving the distr ict.

Dear Editor:

I think many of the people who in­
tend to vote for Barack Obama purely 
for reasons based on "change" don’t 
realize what they are voting for.

ferson, who kept his heritage 
a secret, and whose picture 
would remain mysteriously 
unf inished.

Vinnie Ream FJoxie was a 
young, ambit ious woman with 
big plans and a big talent for 
sculpture. She bucked societal 
restraints against women ar t­
ists and, while still a teenager, 
had Abraham Lincoln sit for a 
clay por trait shortly before he 
was assassinated. The result­
ing statue is still on display in 
the Rotunda in Washington 
DC.

Ihe  unknow n photographs 
of panorama painter  Bernhard 
Schneider  that were discov­
ered in a Cedarburg basement 
by a waitress, whose research 
opened up a new view of  late 
19th and early 20th century 
Milwaukee and Cedarburg.

Jerry Pfeil was homeless 
and alcoholic on Milwaukee's 
south side. A f r iendship and 
pr int- making collaborat ion 
with West Bend native and 
artist Char les Dwyer turned 
his life around and likely saved 
his life.

Born in Bishopton, just 
west of  Glasgow, Graeme Reid 
graduated from the University 
of  Glasgow and Indiana State

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Have you ever found your­
self in the middle of something 
you wish you'd never gotten in­
volved in?

You know how it goes. A 
problem is presented and you 
say you'll help. You’re eager 
to get to work. You dig in and 
things go well. Then you're 
asked to do more.

And more.
Pretty soon, you’re up to 

your ears in a mess you never 
wanted. What you do want is 
out of the situation, but that 
ain't happening any time soon.

Private Investigator Cor­
coran "Cork" O'Connor is up 
against something big: his peo­
ple need justice for two brutal 
murders, while the citizens of 
Tamarack County want answers 
for another death. In the new 
book "Red Knife” by William 
Kent Krueger, Cork knows he 
needs to cut through clues to 
solve the problem.

For many years, northern 
Minnesota's Ojibwe Indian 
Tribe co- existed peacefully 
with local white residents. Sure, 
there were issues, but they were 
settled amicably until Kristi 
Reinhardt, spoiled daughter of 
businessman Buck Reinhardt, 
was found dead. Then every­
one pointed fingers at the Red 
Boyz.

Led by Alex Kingbird, the 
Red Boyz were a tight gang of 
Native young men who were 
learning to embrace their 
Ojibwe history and morality.

This book, the latest in the 
"Cork O’Connor Mystery” se­
ries, is jammed with a great 
cast, any of whom could have 
been the killer. Cork himself is 
one of those White- Hatted guys 
who see the world in shades of 
grey and is willing to break the 
law sometimes, even though he 
doesn't like himself much after­
ward. There are a couple of very 
well- done twists and surprises 
in this mystery, which makes it 
a very satisfying read.

At the end of a long day, 
don’t you want something that 
will clear your head of all the 
clutter? If you do, involve your­
self in this novel.

Bringing the hunt to the hunter... 

Pheasant hunting state-owned properties

Once already on this over­
cast October 25th Saturday 
morning, Troy Thorson had 
watched his seven year- old 
chocolate lab give in to the 
overpowering scent of pheas­
ant hanging fresh on the grasses 
of Vernon Marsh. "Annie” had 
abandoned her "stay close" pos­
ture to take up the chase with an 
instinctive tenacity, eventually 
pushing a long- tailed rooster to 
the sky far ahead of her master.

The bird would not have 
been reached by Thorson’s 
shotgun. As is often the way 
with luck and skill in a hunter's 
field though, the rooster broke 
cover and broke back directly 
at Thorson in escape. One shot­
gun report had placed a first 
rooster of the young season in 
the gamebag.

The game continued on, 
long tail feathers reaching from 
Thorson’s vest to tell another 
story of success; like other tales 
written across the ages since 
pheasants hunting in Wisconsin 
emerged in the late 1800s. Now 
though, the hunter welcomed 
the intrusion of a reporter to tag 
along with a camera, and Rocco, 
a one year old black lab with un­
ending potential and an equal 
amount of field ignorance. With 
a little luck, Rocco would earn 
some apprenticeship points 
from the savvy Annie on one of 
the 71 state properties stocked 
with pheasants throughout 
Wisconsin, and throughout the 
season, by the Department of 
Natural Resources (DNR).

"Whenever I try to hunt 
for wild birds in Wisconsin, I

haven't seen any,” said 'Ihorson. 
“The state stocking program lets 
me hunt pheasants close to 
home.”

Wisconsin’s wild bird pop­
ulation does allow excellent 
hunting in certain regions or 
even pockets of the state. This 
column will examine 2008 wild 
bird hunting in the near future. 
But, like Thorson knows, hunt­
ing wild birds can often mean 
relatively long travel and more 
ground work prior to the hunt 
like gaining permission on pri­
vate lands. Birds released in the 
state stocking program on pub­
lic properties, often called "put 
and take” because pheasants 
are raised and released specifi­
cally to be hunted, helps bridge 
the gap between those with a 
desire to hunt pheasants but 
with no avenue to do so.

According to an October 
7, DNR media release, 70,000 
pheasant hunters in 2007 re­
ported harvesting 360,207 birds 
overalJ. Top harvest counties 
included Kenosha, Dane and 
Dodge. Last year, "put and take” 
birds stocked from the Poynette 
Game Farm numbered 58,000 
birds which were stocked on 
70 properties. Due in part, ac­
cording to the release, to higher 
gas and feed costs, this year, the 
number of stocked birds was 
decreased to 52,000 pheasants.

The State Game Farm is re­

sponsible for stocking Wiscon­
sin properties from the far south 
as far north as Eau Claire and 
Marathon counties. Wisconsin 
pheasant hunters can check the 
Special Pheasant Regulations 
and Maps on the DNR web­
site for 2008 stocking informa­
tion identifying public hunting 
grounds slated for pheasant 
stocking near them.

Planning at Poynette begins 
the spring before the next year's 
hunting season with the selec­
tion of hen and rooster breed­
ers. For example, 7,900 hens 
and 700 roosters were kept last 
spring to produce stock for the 
2008 fall season currently un­
derway. The hatching season 
begins in April and continues 
weekly until mature stock at 18 
weeks old is sufficient to supply 
the properties from a week prior 
to the first day of the season Oc­
tober 18 through the final day of 
the season December 31.

In addition to creating ex­
cellent table fare and giving 
the hunter an opportunity to 
target pheasants, the stocking 
program allows hunters to train 
their dogs. This is the first time 
in 16 years in which I enter the 
pheasant season without a dog. 
But, between my sister Patty 
Quigley’s, Rocco and Dylan; an 
apparently gun shy, one- year 
old yellow lab belonging to my 
sister Barb Johnson, I will be

kept busy in puppy love. My 
own puppy purchase looms 
somewhere close on the hori­
zon.

Saturday, Rocco showed 
the undisciplined puppy play­
fulness that comes with not yet 
knowing what this game is all 
about. Playtime stopped tem­
porarily when Thorson pulled 
out the rooster already in the 
game bag and introduced the 
bird, face- to- face, to Rocco. In­
stincts took over and held the 
young pup transfixed for two 
minutes.

Annie would show her 
master one more rooster, her 
"birdie" behavior showing the 
way. When Thorson saw the 
bird though, it had crossed the 
Vernon Marsh refuge line off 
limits to hunters and utilized 
by the state as a waterfowl pro­
duction area. At day’s end, the 
hunter, though, couldn't have 
asked for more.

"This is our third year of 
pheasant hunting public prop­
erty,” Ihorson said. "We hunt 
on week days before work be­
cause there are not very many 
other hunters out. The decline 
of the wild pheasant in Wiscon­
sin kind of makes me sad. But 
without this stocking program, 
I'd never have the opportunity 
to hunt pheasants at all.”

INFORMATION TO ELECTORS 
Upon entering the polling place, an 
elector shall give his or her name and 
address before being permitted to 
vote. Where ballots are distributed to 
electors, the initials of two inspectors 
must appear on the ballot. Upon be­
ing permitted to vote, the elector shall 
retire alone to a voting booth and cast 
his or her ballot except that an elec­
tor who is a parent or guardian may 
be accompanied by the elector’s mi­
nor child or minor ward. An election 
official may inform the elector of the 
proper manner for casting a vote, but 
the official may not in any manner 
advise or indicate a particular voting 
choice.

At the general election, if an elec­
tor wishes to cast a straight party 
vote for all candidates nominated by 
any party, the elector shall select the 
party of his jr  her choice and where 
an optical scan sv'tem is used, fill in 
the oval next to the party designc'ion. 
Where touch screen voting systems 
are used, the elector shall select the 
button next to the party designation.

A Straight Party vote is a vote for 
all the party’s candidates listed on the 
ballot, unless the elector casts a vote 
for a candidate of another party or 
writes in the name of a candidate. A 
straight party vote cannot be cast for 
Independent candidates.

To vote for individual candidates 
where an optical scan system is used, 
fill in the oval next to the candidate’s 
name. To vote for individual candi­
dates where a touch screen system 
is used, select the button next to the 
candidate's name.

To vote for a person whose name 
docs not appear on the ballot, the 
elector shall write (optical scan sys­
tems) or type (touch screen systems) 
the name of the candidate of his or 
her choice in the space provided for 
a write- in vote.

An elector must cast a vote for 
President and Vice President jointly 
on one ticket. To vote for persons 
whose names do not appear on the 
ballot, write (optical scan systems) 
or type (touch screen systems) the 
names of individuals for both offices 
on the lines provided. A write- in for 
only a vice presidential candidate will 
not be counted.

On referendum questions where 
optical scan systems arc used, fill in 
the oval next to “yes" if in favor of 
the question, or fill in the oval next to 
"no" if opposed to the question. On 
referendum questions where touch 
screen systems are used, select the 
button next to “yes" if in favor of the 
question, or select the button next to 
“no" if opposed to it.

The vote should not be cast in any 
other manner If an elector spoils an 
optical scan ballot, he or she shall re­
turn it to an election official who shall 
issue another ballot in its place, but 
not more than three ballots shall be 
issued to any one elector. If the ballot 
has not been initialed by two inspec­
tors or is defective in any other way, 
the elector shall return it to an elec­
tion official, who shall issue a proper 
ballot in its place. After casting his 
or her vote, the elector shall leave the

voting booth, properly deposit the 
ballot, and promptly leave the polling 
place. The elector may spoil a touch 
screen ballot at the voting station, but 
not more than three ballots shall be 
issued to any one elector. After an of­
ficial touch screen ballot is marked, 
the elector shall promptly leave the 
polling place.

After an official optical scan ballot 
is marked, it shall be inserted in the 
security sleeve so the marks do not 
show. After casting his or her vote, 
the elector shall leave the booth, in­
sert the ballot in the voting device 
and discard the sleeve, or deliver the 
ballot to an election inspector for de­
posit.

Not more than five minutes' time 
shall be allowed inside a voting 
booth. Sample ballots or other ma­
terials to assist the elector in marking 
his or her vote may be taken into the 
booth and copied. The sample ballot 
shall not be shown to anyone so as to 
reveal how the ballot is marked.

An elector may select an individu­
al to assist in casting his or her vote 
if the elector declares to the presid­
ing official that he or she is unable to 
read, has difficulty reading, writing, 
or understanding English, or that due 
to disability is unable to cast his or 
her ballot. The selected individual 
rendering assistance may not be the 
elector's employer or an agent of that 
employer or an officer or agent of a 
labor organization which represents 
the elector.

The offenses were a bit slug­
gish in two of the three Gridiron 
games that were played at West 
Bend in Saturday's finales. The 
Kewaskum eighth graders were 
upended 24- 6 by West Bend 
West, while the sixth grade suf­
fered a heartbreaking 7-6 defeat 
at the hands of their Spartan 
opponents.

The bright spot for the day 
was the effort of the seventh 
grade, which finished the year 
at 6-2 after shutting out West 
Bend 19-0.

The winless Spartan sev­
enth graders stayed with the 
Indians for the first quarter, but 
then Myles Crawley recovered a 
fumble at the Spartan's five yard 
line. Two plays later Brett Boe-  
gel went in for a touchdown, ac­
cording to coach Randy Schlice, 
who reported Alex Johnson 
passed to Joey Seitz for the con­
version.
