TOWN OF ASHFORD- The Fond
du Lac County Sheriff’s Department
has reported that a group of hunt-
ers found a body at 9:17 a.m. Sunday
partially submerged in a frozen creek
in a wooded area behind W4617 Sky-
line Drive on land owned by Joseph
Bonlender.

A press conference held Mon
day, revealed that the cause of death
remains under investigation. Sheriff
Mick Fink has reportedly not ruled
out suicide, but said murder seems
more likely.

Responding officers searched
the area and took photographs at
the crime scene. Fond du Lac Coun
ty Medical Examiner Douglas Kel-
ley removed the body Sunday after
noon. ?

Kelley is said to be working with a
forensic odontologist who will check
the teeth against dental records and
a forensic anthropologist who will
handle skeletal work.

The Sheriff's Department is hop-
ing to have the body examined this
week. No timeline was given for re-
sults.

The victim is reported to be
white woman and stressed that fam
ilies missing a child should not be
concerned.

Although no women have been
reported missing recently in Fond
du Lac or surrounding counties,
Fink said he is hopeful results from
the Medical Examiner’s Office will
send up red flags in National Crime
Investigation Center records.

Currently, the Sheriff's Depart-
ment is waiting for results from the
Medical Examiner’s Office and han
dling inquiries from other agencies.

Time to end Federal Afhrmative Action Mandate

Now that the election is over, it's time for Wash-
ington to both end the divisiveness caused by big
government as well as improve the American econ-
omy. So far big government President George Bush
and the big government Congress run by Nancy
Pelosi, Barack Obama, and the sort have focused pri-
marily on borrowing or printing more money to give
to wealthy bankers who've made foolish mistakes,
bail out people who shouldn’t have bought homes
in the first place, or looking to give money to other
mismanaged industries. This has caused more divi-
siveness as people who are working for or running
responsible businesses or people who didn’t buy
overpriced homes they couldn't afford wonder why
Bush, Obama, McCain, and Pelosi keep giving away
their tax dollars.

Before leaving office, President Bush can do one
thing all by himself to help America and he doesn't
need any Congressional approval. He can repeal
Executive Order No. 11246--an order put in place by
Lyndon Johnson on September 28, 1965 - Affirma-
tive Action for Federal Contracts.

Any company that does $10,000 worth of busi-
ness with the federal government and has 50 em
ployees must have an Affirmative Action plan. This
covers virtually any large business in America.

First, this means hiring a consulting company to
create a plan - an expense of $3,000 or $4,000 a year
for a small company. Every year companies must file
cumbersome reports with the federal government
which include each employee’s name, occupation,
and salary

Companies must get advice on who to hire, who
to fire, who to promote, and to whom to give a raise.
For car companies such as GM, it means who can

own a car dealership. Preferences are given to peo-
ple who have ancestors from Africa, Latin America,
or Asia. Preferences are also given to women and
Native Americans. For example, a business owner
could be told that “The next engineer you hire should
be a woman" or “Your next executive must be a mi-
nority.” You do not have to be a citizen to qualify
for a preference so that a legal immigrant from In-
dia would get a preference over a white citizen from
Wisconsin.

Your ethnicity is self-identified so that someone
could be 1/4, 1/8, or even 1/16 Asian or Hispanic
and still qualify.

A person who's ancestors came from Norway but
spent two generations in Mexico are Hispanic. Ifyou
move here from Spain, you are not Hispanic. People
from China, Vietnam, the Philippines, India or Paki-
stan are Asian.

First graders experiment
with fruits and veggies

At Kewaskum Elementary School, Mrs. Drost's and Mrs. Hanschke's first graders worked
on math and science through the use of pumpkins and other fruits and vegetables. The
children made predictions on if the fruits and vegetables would sink or float. The children
recorded the actual floating and sinking next to their predictions. Many of the children
were amazed to see that the squash, eggplant, banana and watermelon floated. They
were surprised that a lighter item like the carrot would sink! Then partners took a turn at
floating their own pumpkin. The children recorded which way the stem of their pumpkin
went in the water, They also recorded the weight, how tall, how big around and how many
lines their pumpkin had. The last part of the project included ‘guessing how many seeds
their pumpkins had followed by the digging out of the seeds. The groups made circles on
a large sheet of paper and put the seeds in groups of 10. The counts grew into the 400
seed range and higher for many partners.

consumers need to maintain

control. Judge the cause on its
merit, rather than its emotional
appeal.

Look-alike charities

Consumers need to be
cautious of look-alike chari-
ties, groups that imitate better-
known organizations as a way
to attract donors. These groups
create confusion among donors
and concern on the part of es-
tablished charities. They may
conduct identical fund raising
campaigns, use similar sound-
ing names, use familiar pro-
motional material, and even
arrange for common mailing
addresses.

Deliberate attempts 1o
confuse the public with look-
alike solicitations are illegal in
Wisconsin. State law prohibits
the use of names, symbols or
statements so closely related or
similar to that used by another
charity that they will confuse or
mislead. Read written solicita-
tions you receive very carefully.

Misrepresentations

Contributions may be so-
licited on behalf of an organiza-
tion by someone who is not af-
filiated with the group and has
no intention of turning over any
money to it. When in doubt, ask
for identification from the solic-
itor and printed, verifiable in-
formation about the organiza-
tion. Be sure to write any check
to the organization and not to
the individual soliciting. NEVER
contribute in cash or send cash
through the mail. If you are un-
sure about donating in response
to a mail, telephone, or door-to-
door solicitation, an alternative
would be to find a local charity

Rememberloving “The Poky
Litle Puppy” when you were
a kid? Revisit those years with
“Golden Legacy” by Leonard S.
Marcus. This book is filled with
pictures of those classic Golden
Books we loved way back when,
and it’s an excellent gift for any
Baby Boomer or teacher who
loves those “old” books anew.

Does someone you know
miss “Northern Exposure”?
Then grab “Toehold” by Ste-
phen H. Foreman. In this novel,
life is always just the other side
of normal in the tiny town of
Toehold, Alaska, a berg blessed
with a bunch of batty residents.

This great stand-in for a missing
favorite TV program will make
vour giftee laugh.

From chick-adventure au-
thor Jennifer Estep comes "Jinx',
the story of a reluctant new fe-
superhero who falls in
love like a speeding bullet with
a dangerous man who's able to
find trouble in a single bound.
Tip: this little paperback is per-
fect for a stocking stuffer.

Undoubtedly, you've got a
sleuth or two on your list, and
I've undoubtedly got some sug-
gestions to make your giving
easy: look for “Crime” by Irvine
Welsh, a book about a mur-
dered child and the messed-up
guy in charge of saving her; “Ir-
rational Numbers” by Robert
Spiller, another in the “Bonnie
Pinkwater” series (your giftee
will want them all, by the way);
or find “The Fourth Victim” by
Tony Spinosa, a thriller-mystery
with multiple bodies.

Speaking of thrillers, look
for “Songs for the Missing” by
Stewart O'Nan; “Calumet City”
by Charlie Newton; or “Flight of
the Hornbill” by Eric Stone. Bet-

ter yet, wrap up all three for the

armchair spy on your list.

Looking for a gift for some-
onewho's looking for love? Then
wrap up “Manless in Montclair”
by Amy Holman Edelman. This
cute book is about one wid-
ow’s reluctant search for love
in very-married suburbia. Also
consider “Cutting Loose” by
Nadine Dajani (a book about
three women and the men they
might - or might not - love), or
“Confessions of a Contractor”
by Richard Murphy (the story
of a man who renovates houses
and his love life).

“Interactive” seems to be
all the rage in books these days,
and it's kind of fun. If your teen
loved “Cathy’s Book” last year,
then be sure to wrap up “Cathy’s
Key” this year. This book con-
tains a novel, as well as real
phone numbers to call, real
email addresses to send to, and
an envelope of “stuff” that the
fictional Cathy has kept. Hint:
this series isn't just for teens. |
loved these books and I passed
them on to adult friends.

Even if your kids are into
fantasy-type fiction, there’s a
bit of scientist in them. Speak
to that tendency with “Will It
Blow” by Elizabeth Rusch. This
book takes a look at Mt. St. Hel-
ens and all the things that go
along with volcanoes and vol-
cano sleuthing. This is a skinny
book packed with all kinds of
experiments and - shhhhhhh -
learning-without-learning text.
Also try “The American Boy's
Handy Book” by D.C. Beard.
This is a reprint of a 19th-centu-
ry book for boys. It's quaint, but
the stuff in here will still thrill a
boy who loves activity.

Do you have a young ex-
plorer in your house? If you
do, you can’t go wrong with
“The Field Guide to Safari Ani-
mals” by Paul Beck or “The
Field Guide to Ocean Animals”
by Phyllis Perry. These cool in-
teractive books are filled with
facts and information, but the
bonus is that there are easy-to-
assemble cardboard animals
and pull-out dioramas that your

child can play with while read-
ing these books. While you're
probably going to want to keep
them away from little kids,
these books are perfect for boys
or girls ages 8 1o 13.

Does vour child know what
he or she wants for the holidays?
Then show them "What Dogs
Want for Christmas” with this
cute book by Kandy Radzinski.
Quick to read and with many
of your favorite canines inside,
enjoying this book will quickly
become a holiday tradition at
your house. And if you want a
classic book to read aloud, pick
up “A Charlie Brown Christmas”
by Charles M. Schulz. Newly
released in a beautiful picture
book, this will delight any fan of
any age.

Did your young stargazer
ask Santa for a telescope this
vear? Be sure to add “The Planet
Hunter” by Elizabeth Rusch in
that package. This is a (fictional)
story about what “happened” to
the (real) planet Pluto, and it
includes a poster of the Solar
System inside so your child can
become a Planet Hunter, too.
Another book for the science-
minded kid is “Weird Weather”
by Kate Evans. It's a bit of sci-
ence in a sort of comic-book
format and will make any young
meteorologist smile.

If you're an R.A. Salvatore
fan, you naturally want to in-
troduce your kids to his fantasy
world. There’s no better way
than with “The Stowaway” by
R.A. Salvatore. Setin the Forgot-
ten Realms, this novel is perfect
for kids age 10 and up but adult
fans can't go wrong by scooping

_it up, too. Another book - this

one is more for girls - is “Hiding
Glory"” by Laura Chester. It’s the
story of a tiny blue horse that
takes a girl on a magical jour-
ney. Again, this book is great for
the 10-and-up set, but Big Girls
might enjoy it, too.

Did you ever find a kids
book that's almost too good
for kids? For instance, there's
“Wabi Sabi" by Mark Reibstein,
with art by Ed Young. This is
the story of a cat in Japan who

wonders what her name means.
That's not the best part, though.
The artwork is in a collage style,
and it has to be seen to be ap

preciated. Buy this book to give
as a gift, but be sure to steal it
back often to enjoy voursell.

Is there a kid alive who
doesn't enjoy hearing their own
story of how they came into the
family?
telling it, you'll also love read
ing these bouks aloud: “You
Are My Wish Come True” is the
story of a little bear who loves
hearing how his maother waited
for him and imagined him be-
fore he was born. In “I Wished
For You: An Adoption Story’, a
young bear hears the story of
how he and his Mama became a
family. Both of these books are
written and illustrated by Mari-
anne Richmond, and they're
both perfect for kids ages 3 to 8.

So many kids will be cel-
ebrating the holidays this year,
while Mom or Dad (or both) is
half a world away. If you know a
kid like that, you'll want to share
“Off to War” by Deborah Ellis.
This is a book written mostly by
kids, for kids who have a par-
ent away at war. Meant for kids
10-and-up, it might be okay for
kids who are slightly younger,
but carefully consider your gif-
tee first. Either way, it's a good
book to read with a child who's
missing someone special this
holiday season.

For the outdoor enthusiast
on your list, you can’t go wrong
with “Explore Wisconsin Riv-
ers” by Doris Green. Give this
book now, and you'll give the
kayaker, the canoer, the boater,
or the water lover plenty of time
to decide on where they're go-
ing to spend next summer.

See? There are lots of gift
choices when you head to a
bookstore. Be sure to remem-
ber bookmarks, check out the
audiobooks, too, and ask the
bookstare people if you're com-
pletely stumped. They know
books, and they're overjoyed to
help you.

CISCOE KID....
Musky action takes sting from deer camp
e

John Kubiak of New Berlin worked spawning ciscoe on the Manitowish Chain in Vilas
County to catch and release this 42-inch musky November14.

News from deer camp in
the far north the week prior to
the Wisconsin gun deer open-
er was darker than reports off
the water here in the Boulder
Junction/Manitowish Waters
area. Dark storm clouds in
fact, or rather Superior coun-
try “lake-effect” weather slow-
ly but steadily blanketed the
far northern counties of Wis-
consin in six to eight inches of
snow over two days.

Visibility diminished con-
siderably November 15 -17 for
those bowhunters looking for
a rutting buck from our cabin

in Boulder Junction. High
optimism initiated during a
snow-less first day in which
five deer were seen from this
reporter’s stand along with
good sign dropped with virtu-
ally all deer activity during the
next several snow days, despite
spending seven hours daily on
proven stands. Pre-gun sea-
son deer reports at least in our
pocket of the north were also
pessimistic.

Another several inches of
snow here fell November 21
on the eve of the gun season
opener. Don't get me wrong.
Deer are here, and opportuni-
ties will present themselves es-
pecially for the patient hunter.

Things were brighter for
my brother-in-law, working
lakes a few miles to the south-

west of us in Manitowish Wa-
ters. Row troller John Kubiak
of New Berlin plans one of his
several northern Wisconsin
trips targeting muskies each
year to correspond with the
ciscoe spawn of late Novem-
ber. The opportunistic musky
feeds heavily throughout the
year on the large, schooling
baitfish found in numerous
lakes throughout the state,
but the spawning season al-
lows anglers to better pinpoint
where the predator fish will lie
in ambush.

“I plan a trip every year
in late November to coincide
with the ciscoe spawn,” Ku-
biak said. “"When it happens
you know the muskies will be
close by. As the fall progresses
into November and the water

temperatures drop toward 39
degrees, ciscoe move to the
shallows to spawn at night un-
der a full moon. I usually miss
that prime time. I'll be too ear-
ly and the water temperature
might be at 44 degrees, or I'm
too late and the ciscoe are al-
ready done spawning.”

Because different lakes
throughout the state holding
ciscoes will have widely vary-
ing water temperatures, and
spawning dates, due to their
geographic location, lake size
and depth, Kubiak said local
bait shops can help anglers
keep tabs on ciscoe spawn-
ing activity. Townline Sports
in Manitowish Waters would
help Kubiak target Vilas Coun
ty muskies on the Manitowish
Chain based on that baitfish
activity. And, he said as ex-
amples, one lake he fished
had water temperatures at 39
degrees while another was
still at 44 degrees.

Although he had not pre-
viously hit the ciscoe spawn
correctly, ciscoe have played a
vital role in his most success-
ful summer row trolling trip
In 2007, Kubiak landed eight
fish from 41 inches to 48 inch
es in four days of midnight
row trolling after watching
the baitfish ripple the surface
as they rose quickly from the
depths to feed before retreat
ing again to deep water. Kubi
ak trolled his lures among the
activity and found the preda-
tor fish waiting to ambush the
ciscoe rising and falling again
to the depths.

“During the summer
months ciscoe hang down
deep below the thermocline
where muskies can't go be
cause of the lack of oxygen,’
he said. “Ciscoes will come to
the surface to feed. They shoot
straight up and straight back
down because the surface
water is too warm for them. |
could see that happening as |
rowed. The muskies want to
pick the ciscoes off and that’s
when you can pick the musk-
ies off.

In 2008, Kubiak planned
his trip in mid-November on
a full-moon hoping to hit the
spawn. As November pro-
gresses, he said, and water
temperatures near the low
40-degree mark, ciscoes stage
in deep water adjacent to the

spawning grounds. Anglers
can target those staging ar-
eas near deep-breaking rocky
shorelines.

Unlike summer, he would
not troll at night for safety rea-
sons. He always wears an in-
flatable life vest, but the com-
bination of the cold water and
high winds of November and
fishing from a 16-foot narrow
trolling boat made the deci-
sion to row only during day
light hours easier.

“The first lake I fished was
at 42 degrees and it just wasn't
happening,” Kubiak said. "I
changed the game plan to
fish dark water lakes without
ciscoe but Dan Connaughty
at Townline Sports talked me
out of it. He told me the lakes
where the ciscoes were spawn-
ing like crazy”

Kubiak visually located
the spawning baitfish by the
thousands in one to two feet
of water between two lakes.
When he stopped row trolling
to cast for muskies, five to six
ciscoes would [ollow. He also
knew that a 10-pound walleye
had been taken by a wade-
fisherman casting at night in
the same spawning territory.
Muskies are not the only pred
ator fish ready to accept an
easy meal offered by nature.

Kubiak calculated that
muskies would be lying in
wait off a deep edge waiting
to intercept ciscoes entering
and leaving the shallows to
spawn. He began to row troll
that adjacent water, bounc-
ing a Depth Raider in eight to
12 foot depths in water tem-
peratures at 41 degrees. Very
soon, a 42-inch musky was in
the skiff, waiting for Kubiak's
self-portrait against the shore
before the fish was safely re-
leased to forage on more cis-
coe.

“I was glad to have suc-
cess,” Kubiak said. “A 42-inch
musky isn’t a small fish. I'm
always hoping for a 50-inch
fish at this time of year, but the
plan around the spawning cis-
coes definitely came togeth-
er’

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Hunters register 133,828 deer on opening
weekend of traditional deer hunting season

MADISON - In conditions
that varied from sub-zero to
chilly and overcast on open-
ing morning, hunters partici-
pating in the traditional No-
vember 9-day gun deer hunt
registered a preliminary tally
of 133,828 deer over the first
two days of the hunt a 22 per-
cent decrease from 2007. Buck
harvest statewide was down
25 percent and antlerless har-
vest declined 20 percent. A
preliminary count for the two-
day opening weekend in 2007
counted 171,584 deer regis-
tered. Department of Natu-
ral Resources officials stress
that this is a preliminary call-
around tally that will change
when all registration stubs
are submitted by registration
stations and entered into the
department’s registration data

base.

Wildlife officials say sev-
eral factors likely contributed
to the lower count including
lower deer numbers after sev-
eral years of herd reduction
strategies, very cold hunting
conditions on opening morn-
ing in northern units, a late
opening weekend that missed
the peak of the rutting season,
poor fawn recruitment this
year, and tough winter condi-
tions last year after a string of
mild winters.

“Although this is a pre-
liminary count, we may be
seeing the result of a tough
winter and several seasons
designed bring deer numbers
down. DNR staff across the
state reported that hunters
were seeing fewer deer and
hearing fewer shots this year’

said DNR deer biologist Keith
Warnke. “Hunters’ efforts ap-
pear to be having a positive
effect on lowering overpopu-
lations of deer in many areas.”

Herd control season
structures provide extra days
of hunting and target antler-
less, or mostly female, deer
as a means of reducing high
populations.

Wicklund’s grasp

By all accounts, Dave
Wicklund had a very success-
ful collegiate football career.

The 2004 graduate of
Kewaskum High School start-
ed out his freshman year at Be-
midji State University (Mn.),
but the fit wasn’t right, the dis-
tance from home was a bit far,
so he transferred to UW-Eau
Claire, which Wicklund now
says was "the best decision I
ever made.”

It would be hard to argue
the point when one consid-
ers Wicklund was a three-year
defensive starter for the Blu-
golds, that he a captain his ju
nior and senior years and was
selected to the all-WIAC (Wis-
consin Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference) first team in 2007
when he and his teammates
went 5-2 in conference and
advanced to the quarterfinals
of the NCAA 3 playoffs, finish-
ing up at 8-3 for the year.

Also, just recently Wick-
lund was selected to the 2008
WIAC second-team as a safe-
ty, which was personally sat-
isfying while the team's 4-3
mark in the conference and
6-4 overall record were not.

“We had higher goals set
for ourselves as a team,” Wick-
lund, who is a month short of
his 23rd birthday, said Sunday
night, indicating he felt did
had a good season individu-
ally.

Wicklund ended the year
with 51 solo tackles and 17 as-
sists for a total of 68. He also

intercepted one pass (in the
second quarter of the game
against Stevens Point), broke
up two others and caused one
fumble.

So what was the differ-
ence between the ‘07 and ‘08
campaigns?

“We probably played a lit-
tle better on special teams last
year,” Wicklund, who played
at 6 and weighed 206 pounds,
said, adding, “ Last year we
forced something like 37 turn-
overs, and this year we had
only fifteen. That kind of hurt
ll\.“

As far as his own play,
Wicklund said he should have
had some more “picks.” “I
had two (interceptions) in my
hands,” he said

Then there were the out-
comes inclose games.

“The NFL is
pretty much out of reach,” he
said, but Europe has two teams
in Spain and others in Austria,
Amsterdam and Frankfurt.

Wicklund will get an op-
portunity to see what caliber
of football these teams play
when members of the Eau
Claire team travel to Barcelo-
na, Spain in May.

“We are going there for
two weeks, and we will be
playing one game,” Wicklund
said, although he personally
hasn't determined whether he
will play. “I haven't made that
decision yet.”

Whatever the case, he is
certain he was in the right
place in Eau Claire, both aca-
demically and for football,
and pleased he was able to
make the adjustment from
high school football to the col-
legiate game.

“I would definitely say the
biggest shock coming in is the
speed of the (college) game,”
Wicklund said.

Eau Claire concluded its
season on Nov. 15, so this past
weekend was his first free time
in nearly three months, Wick-
lund spent the time like many
men in Washington County.
“I was home to do a little deer
hunting,” he said, reporting he
eager to return home again for
Thanksgiving when he plans
to tackle a couple of big por-
tions of mom’s home cooked
food.

Michigan (1,102), and Florida
(985), led in nonresidents pur-
chasing licenses, each show
Ing an increase in Ildl’(li'l'];l'
tion over last year.

There are still six days re-
mainingin the 9-day gun hunt
followed by the muzzleloader
hunt and the December 4-day
antlerless deer hunt, so hunt-
ers still have plenty of oppor-
tunity to fill their freezers.

While opening Saturday

of Gun Deer Season passed
without a shooting incident,
there were five on Sunday.
One, sadly, was fatal. In Out-
agamie County, a 48-year-old
Appleton man was killed by a
shotgun slug to the chest dur-
ing a deer drive.

Two other men were in-
jured during deer drives - a
24-year-old man, hit in the
shoulder, in Shawano County;
and a 61-year-old man, hit in
the leg, in Washington Coun-
ty. Both were hit by shotgun
slugs. Two other hunters ex-
perienced self-inflicted inju-
ries to the foot - a 45-year-old
Minnesota man in Washburn
County (rifle injury) and a
13-year-old in Shawano Coun-
ty (shotgun injury.)

Hunter Safety Adminis-
trator Tim Lawhern noted that
historically about half of Wis-
consin’s shooting incidents
happen during deer drives,
usually because someone
wasn't where they were sup-
posed to be or someone shot
at a deer when they did not
have a safe backstop orin a di-
rection they should not have
been shooting. “It is really im-
portant that hunting parties
wanting to drive deer have a
plan and that they follow that
plan to the letter Knowing
where your hunting mates are
and where safe shooting lanes
are is critical,” he said.

Statistically, ak:--t half
the hunting incidents happen
during opening weekend. “I
am hoping we buck that sta-
tistic and can avoid further
incidents this year, Lawhern
said. “Compared to the ‘good
ole’ days, hunting is safe and
getting safer. In 1915, of the

state’s 155,000 hunters then,
24 were killed and 26 were in
jured. That meant 1 in about
3,100 hunters could expect
to be killed or injured. Today

it's 1 in 100,000 or better. Still
any shooting incident is one
too many.
