KEWASKUM- The Kewaskum
Village Board voted Monday, De-
cember 15, to deny two claims
brought by Gary and Linda Gavin
regarding the village's Tax Incre-
mental Finance (TIF) District. Con-
struction remains absent as the de-
veloper and village officials prepare
for the next chapter.

Village Administrator Matt
Heiser reported that the village re-
ceived two similar notices of claim
from the Gavins this past Septem
ber. The first drafted in 2007 by At-
torney Karen Christianson, and the
second, drafted this past Septem-
ber by Attorney Howard Schoen
feld. In both claims, the Gavins asks
for items to be addressed in regards
to the TIF district, located along
Highway 45, that was born in 2005.
In the most recent claim, they offer
an eight-point proposal for moving
forward

The first of the five items in
volves modifications to the estab-
lished performance schedule. The
Gavins contend that buildable acre-
age was taken from the parcel for
storm water retention ponds that
were not approved. They go on to
report that it is “substantially im
practic able” to construct the square
footage for commercial construc
tion envisioned by the current per-
formance schedule.

Site grading, an item that has
been a contentious topic for the last
two years, is mentioned second.
The claim argues that the village
was responsible for site grading in
certain areas. The Gavins state the
fill was not compacted in uniform
lifts and some of the soil is of “un-
acceptable quality.” The claim con
tends these matters were brought to
the village's attention through their
engineering firm, Ruekert Mileke
(RM) of Waukesha, and a promise
to remedy the situation was made
but never completed. Corrective
measures were [lltlil'llt'll o cost
$150,000 according to a contractor’s
estimate provided by the Gavins.

Storm water detention charges
are the third item of contention
The Gavins claim they were billed
$124,000 for storm water detention
Inconnection w ith a retention pond

that was agreed to by the now di

funct Bullseye Construction ( Bulls
eve was o l!l".l'|!-|.l a commercial
park on the property in question)
The Gavins contend that in the first

place, the pond deprived them of

developable acreage and the charg-
es being assessed now compound
their losses.

The oversizing of a sewer pipe is
next on the Gavins' list. The Gavins
imply they had an agreement with
the Village that they would be reim-
bursed for approximately $24,440
for the cost of installation ofan over
sized pipe in Nature Haven Subdivi-
sion (a part of the TIF district). The
claim indicates the Gavins agreed
to the oversized pipe to save the vil-
lage money.

Ihe Gavins also ask to have a list
of the eight items the village agreed
to in the developer’s agreement, be
addressed.

The three options Trustees
could choose from were: 1) Agree
to the claims in the notice and take
action to resolve it; 2) Disallow the
claim (which gives the Gavins 120
days to file an official lawsuit in cir-
cuit court) or 3) Ignore the claim.
(In the eyes of the law, it is consid
ered a disallowance, however this
opens the village up to the various
statutes of limitations whereby the
Gavins could file suit).

“l have been trying to get to
getherwith the Village Board for two
and a half years. I've requested four
meetings with the village board.
I've been denied all of them. I don't
understand what the approach is of
the Village of Kewaskum. It does me
no good, to sit down and talk with
Stan Riffle, a personal friend of Bill
Mielke (co-owner of Ruekert Miel-
ke) representing the Village of Ke-
waskum. There is definitely a con
flict of interest in the attorney you
hired to represent you; 1 hope you
board members realize that,” Gavin
explained to the board.

[he village hired Attorney H
Stan Riffle of Arenz, Molter, Macy
& Riffle SC located in Waukesha a
number of months ago on the rec-
ommendation of the Village Attor-
ney Gerald Kiefer. Riffle has repre-
sented the village before, namely
when they got their feet wet in Extra
Territorial Zoning. “Mr. Riffle rep-
resents over 12 communities. Mu
nicipal law is all his firm does. His
personal relationships aren't really
pertinent, however his willingness
to work in the middle of the night
and utilize those relationships to

Heiser explained the de-
velopment of the TIF district
has gone through a variety of
cycles. In September of 2007,
negotiations resumed with
Gavin after it was clear the
former buyer, Gregory Chime-
lewski representing United
Construction Group, was no
longer involved in the sale
of the property. Those nego-
tiations started with a special
meeting of the village board
that brought some progress.
Those meetings lasted until
the end of 2007.

Early in 2008 there was
perceived activity that the pre-
vious buyer was working on
again acquiring the land. That
stopped communication be-
tween Gavin and the Village
until this past June. The no-

tices of claim from Gavin were
received in September of this
year that resulted in further
dialog according to Heiser. He
indicated Village staff and at-
torneys met with Gavin in Oc-
tober to discuss his demands
that resulted in another letter
from the village in November.
“We have not received a re-
sponse to that letter, stated
Heiser.

Heiser stated there was a
request for a special meeting
between Gavin and the Trust-
eesreceived this past July, how-
ever the village's legal counsel
requested “documentation”
from Gavin and Chimelewski
but that documentation was
never received, so legal coun-
sel advised the village staff not
to fulfill the meeting request.

After the meeting, Heiser
explained the documentation
the village requested was a
written request from Gavin for
what he was verbally request-
ing, changes to the developer’s
agreement. “We got a draft,
literally at the 11th hour, giv-
ing us less than 24 hours to
review the information before
the meeting,” Heiser further

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New warm decor will greet parishioners, visitors at
Holy Trinity Parish this Christmas

Visitors coming for Christmas Mass at Holy
Trinity Catholic Church will be impressed with the
physical improvements made within the past year,
including a new paint job, a new crucifix on the al-
tar and also the transfer of the tabernacle to a more
prominent, central location.

Fr. Edwin Kornath, who s in his fourth year as the
pastor of the 147-year old parish, is delighted with
the end result of the project, which began shortly af-
ter Easter and was completed in mid-June in time for
the parish school’s annual eighth grade graduation
ceremony.

“It's the hard work of the people who made it
possible,” Kornath said this past week, including
in that list the members of the Holy Trinity Liturgy
Committee, retirees who volunteered their services,
electricians, carpenters and all those who donated
to the project.

What is immediately obvious upon entering the
Church is the new color scheme. The walls, ceilings
and pillars were all painted, and Fr. Ed noted there
was a lot of gold highlighting done, included the
“leafing” on the walls,

Concerning the moving of the tabernacle, Fr. Ed
said, “A parishioner made an altar of reposition for
it,” referring to the excellent carpentry skills of Mike
Nigh. There are also steps going up to the tabernacle,
which is now raised “so all people can see it from the
front to the back of the Church.”

In the narthex (entry or lobby), people will be
drawn to the painting of the Holy Trinity, which was
refurbished by artists employed by Murphy Deco-
ration Company, according to Fr. Ed, who said the
company is based in Hazel Green, Wisconsin.

As far as the new crucifix behind the altar, “That
was a donated item,” Fr. Ed said, explaining the cru-
cifix itself was old, but the shiny, polished plate be-
hind it is new.

“The former crucifix was cleaned and now hangs
over the Reconciliation Room,” Fr.Ed said, adding,
“The painting of the Holy Trinity fills the space nicely
in the narthex,” as does the crucifix.

Originally the parish was going to replace its
hanging lights in the body of the Church, but instead
the lights were thoroughly cleaned and refurbished,
and, “New, efficient bulbs are in them now.”

Another part of the project was cleaning and re-
leading the stained glass windows which adorn the
east and west walls of the Church.

Fr. Ed believes “The cream, beige, golds and pink
(decor) are very quiet colors, colors which are very
conducive to prayer and reflection.”

The total cost of the project was approximately
$120,000, with some of that figure coming from an
insurance settlement from water damage caused by
the negligence of the firm putting the new roof on
the Church.

Other funds came from the Faith in Our Future
Campaign, which was held last summer and from
the parish’s own Capitol Campaign held over a year
ago to make repairs on the Church.

“We're still working on the sound system,” Fr.

Kornath said, explaining a closed circuit TV system is
being installed in time for Christmas. When the main
body of the Church and choir lofts are filled, people
will be ushered to the basement where they will be
able to see and hear the Mass via a large screen.

Eventually a large-screen will also be added to
the narthex, according to Fr. Kornath, who said other
plans call for the Holy Family statue and the painting
of the Holy Trinity to be illuminated.

“Everyone has been real pleased with the proj-
ect,’ Fr. Kornath said, indicating he is very happy
with the way the Church looks and very appreciative
of how people responded to the Faith In Our Future
Campaign, which reached $750,00 in donations and
pledges.

“We reached our benchmark,” Fr. Kornath said,
noting 60 percent of the total will stay in the parish
for projects and educational programs, while 40 per-
cent “is shared with the wider church,” including the
seminary, the new St. Claire Center’s training for lay
people, Catholic education, permanent deaconate
programs, Marriage Encounter programs, and the
Catholic Herald, the newspaper of the Milwaukee
Archdiocese.

And what will Fr. Ed’s Christmas message be to
his flock? “Right now, we're in kind of a sad world”
with the sagging economy and no world peace, he
said, "So I will try to share a message of hope ... God’s
love is always stronger than any darkness in our life.
In all scripture, it says, 'Be not afraid. We have to re-
member Christ always has his hand on all our shoul-
ders.”

In-
vestigators revealed a manne-
quin complete with hair and
exact clothing worn by a death

tive."

Fond du Lac County Sher-
iff Mick Fink informed the
media that the case is official
being referred as a Jane Doe
investigation as identification
has not been made a month
after the body was found.

Sheriff Fink joined inves-
tigators working the inves-
tigation in asking the media
for their help in getting infor-
mation to the general public
about a case where a group
of hunters uncovered the re-
mains of a female death vic-
tim.

On November 23, the
Sheriff's Office recovered
the remains of a female body
found in a secluded wooded

* area in rural Fond du Lac
County. The site is approxi-
mately half way between Fond
du Lac and the greater Mil-
waukee area. Fink did not rule
out the possibility the body
could have come from the
Chicago or Minneapolis area

- R
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as well.

The body was clothed at
the time of discovery and par-
tially decomposed. The body
was clothed in Angels brand
blue jeans, and a Zoey Beth
black top with pink trim.

The jeans are currently
being sold through Kohls De-
partment Stores. The top, is
of recent sale through Family
Dollar stores throughout the
United States. She was not
wearing shoes or any jewelry.

Through medical and an-
thropological workups the fol-
lowing information was deter-
mined:

The victim is female, most
likely Caucasian however His-
panic decent cannot be com-
pletely ruled out.
the victim is believed to be 5
foot 1 inch, with a range of 3
inches plus or minus.

Hospitals defer plans to
form Progressive Health

MILWAUKEE - Given
the difficult economic times,
Columbia St. Mary's and
Froedtert and Community
Health have deferred plans to
form Progressive Health. As
like-minded  organizations,
they will continue to collabo-
rate on specific initiatives that
improve the safety, quality
and efficiency of healthcare.

“We remain committed

“We
value the opportunity to work
closely together. However,
during this time of economic
uncertainty, each organiza-
tion must be good stewards of
its financial resources and re-
main focused on its respective
operations.”

Both Petasnick and Bride-
au believe the need to trans-
form healthcare has never
been clearer. They also believe
that they will be better able to
do this as partners. However,
in the current environment,
deferring action is the wise
course.

According to the Wiscon-
sin Hospital Association, the
national economic downturn
is affecting hospitals. The cri-
sis gripping the financial mar-
kets has made it difficult and
expensive to access capital.
Hospitals are seeing declin-
ing revenues as more patients
delay care and increasingly
rely on charity care and gov-
ernment safety net programs.

Two-thirds of Wisconsin hos-
pitals report plans to cancel,
delay or scale back capital
projects. As prudent organi-
zations, Columbia St. Mary's
and Froedtert & Community
Health are taking time to re-
evaluate capital plans and
retool operations to address
these challenges. Columbia
St. Mary's will continue to
move forward with the con-
struction of its new hospital
project in Milwaukee.

The Federal Trade Com-
mission recently notified the
parties that the Progressive
Health file was closed without
further request for informa-
tion or action.

Discussions regarding
future implementation of
Progressive Health will con-
tinue but no formal timetable
for finalizing the partnership
has been established.

Can a small handful of pen-
nies make a difference?

You wonder as you dump
them into the kettle for the bell-
ringer standing just outside the
doorway of the store where you
finished Christmas shopping. It
was cold, but she seemed happy
as she jingled and thanked ev-
eryone for their change.

It's a mean old world these
days and you can easily spare a
pocketful of donation, but how
can your few cents help any-
body?

Pick up the new book
“Breakfast at Sally’s” by Rich-
ard LeMieux. You'll see what
change vour change can make,
and you'll wish you had more to
offer.

Once upon a time, Richard
LeMieux had it all: a huge, well-
stocked house, complete with
the finest wines, rich foods,
and electronics; a successful
business that employed several
people; a Significant Other who
enjoyed world travel with Le-
Mieux; and a family that loved
him.

Then, LeMieux's business
took a hit. Trying to stay afloat,
he borrowed money that he
couldn’t pay back. He spiraled
into depression and his Signifi-
cant Other left him. His family
wanted nothing to do with him
or his money-borrowing. Credi-
tors took his house and almost
all of his belongings, leaving
him with a van, a dog, some
clothing, and blankets.

Homeless and sick at heart,
LeMieux contemplated suicide
but couldn’t bear to leave his
beloved dog, Willow, behind.
Instead, he lived in his van,
sleeping in church parking lots,
begging for gas money, and eat-
ing at “Sally’s” (the Salvation
Army soup kitchen) in a city
near Seattle,

Led by a street philosopher-
guide known just as C, LeMieux
started to regain his dignity and
explore his options. He con-
sulted a sympathetic doctor
who diagnosed depression and
started treatment. He found
friendship among the people
who would have been “invisi-
ble” to him in his former life. In-
credibly, LeMieux began to see
that there were people worse-
off than he, and he discovered a
sense of gratitude. And through
the kindness of other homeless
people and a church filled with
folks willing to take a risk, he
put his life back together.

Author Richard' LeMieux's
story is graceful and dignified,
humble and un4sell-conscious,
gentle and cautious.

What makes his story so
good, though, is the one thing
that LeMieux hammers home:
what happened to him could
happen to any of us. That sober-
ing fact and today’s daily news
makes this an absolutely-can't-
miss book everyone should
read.

100 Years Ago
October 3, 1908

Fire which threatened the
business section and a large
portionoftheresidencedistrict
of Fond du Lac, destroyed two
churches, several residences,
an automobile garage and
damaged more than a score of
homes and other buildings at
an early hour September 26.
The conflagration, the largest
that Fond du Lac has experi-
enced since the destruction
of the Moore and Galloway
Lumber Company's mills and
vards, started in a garage, the
property of the Crescent Auto
and Machine Company. Many
buildings were damaged, the
roofs catching fire from brands
sent skyward by a gale of wind.
Smaller fires extended for a
distance of nearly 10 blocks.
A heavy gale, coupled with an
inadequate water supply, was
responsible for the spread of
the conflagration and the de-
lay in checking the path of the
fire. The total loss is estimated
to be over $250,000.

She rushed
out of the cellar and ran to-
ward the barn calling her hus-
band, who was working in the
barn, for help. Before he was
able to assist her, she fell to the
ground enveloped in a mass of
flame. Medical aid was som-
moned, but efforts to save the
unfortunate woman’s life were
unavailing.

The tradition of dad,
mom and the kids packing “the
ole family truckster” in search
of the perfect family Christmas
tree is alive and well in the Town
of Farmington at Christmas on
Indian Lore Tree Farm.

| With the purchase of a tree,
families can enjoy a 20-minute

hayride complete with lights,
music and peanuts, through the
Fechter's hilly, wooded property.
Jackie said guests should bring
their own blanket to keep warm.

After the hayride, guests
can warm up inside the gift shop
where Jackie and her daughter
have homemade treats for sale.
Hot cocoa and hot apple cider are
some of the hot beverages to sip
while inside. Guests can also have
Jackie add some whipped topping
and caramel for a new take on hot
apple cider.

“Some of them come in and
choose to get the hot cocoa ahead
of time and then some come after.
We have picnic tables in the shop
so people can sit, enjoy and warm
up. And on Packer day of course
we have the TV on in the shop
Jackie said.

A large campfire is roaring
throughout the day and night
where guests can also warm up or
prepare s'mores.

“You can go to a lot and buy a

Chocolate Tangerine
Cutouts
Makes 4 dozen cookies

INGREDIENTS:

Cookies-

1 1/4 cups (2 1/2 sticks) butter,
softened and divided

1/2 cup Dutch-process cocoa
powder

1 tsp. tangerine essential oil

1 cup sugar

2 large egg volks

1 tsp. pure vanilla extract

I tsp. tangerine zest

2 1/2 cups all-purpose flour
Frosting

I 3/4 cups powdered sugar

I tsp. egg white powder

2 Thsp. fresh tangerine juice

1 tsp. fresh lemon juice

1 tsp. tangerine zest

1/4 tsp. tangerine essential oil
food coloring and decorative

sugars (optional)

Directions:

Preheat oven to 375°F Melt
1/4 cup butter in a microwave-
safe bowl. Heat in 30-second
intervals until melted. Add
cocoa powder and tangerine
oil; mix until smooth and cool.

Cream together remaining
1 cup butter and sugar with an
electric mixer until light and
fluffy. Add cocoa mixture; mix

well. Add egg yolks, vanilla and
zest until combined. Gradually
add flour, scraping down sides
of bowl, as necessary, until
combined. Divide dough in two
and place each piece on large
sheet of plastic wrap. Flatten
into 1/2-inch thick discs,
wrap and refrigerate until firm
enough to roll out, about 30 1o
45 minutes.
On a lightly floured surface, roll
dough to 1/4-inch thickness
and cut into desired shapes
Place shapes on parchment
lined baking sheets; bake 10
to 12 minutes until firm and
edges are beginning to brown
Remove to a cooling rack; cool
completely

Meanwhile, in bowl of
electric mixer, on low speed
beat together powdered sugar
egg white powder, juices,
zest and tangerine oil until
moistened. Beat 2 to 3 minutes
more on high speed. Adjust
with more juice or powdered
sugar to desired consistency;
add food coloring, if desired.
Frost cookies and decorate
with sugars, as desired. When
frosting is set, store cookies at
room temperature in an airtight
container, separating layerswith
wax paper for up to 1 week.

INGREDIENTS:
Cookies
1 1/4 cups (2 1/2 sticks) butter,
softened and divided
1/2 cup Dutch-process cocoa
powder
1 tsp. tangerine essential oil
1 cup sugar
2 large egg yolks
1 tsp. pure vanilla extract
1 1sp. tangerine zest
2 1/2 cups all-purpose flour
Frosting
1 3/4 cups powdered sugar
I tsp. egg white powder
2 Thsp. fresh tangerine juice
1 tsp. fresh lemon juice
1 tsp. tangerine zest
1/4 tsp. tangerine essential oil
food coloring and decorative
sugars (optional )

Directions:

Preheat ovento375°FE Melt
1/4 cup butter in a microwave-
safe bowl. Heat in 30-second
intervals until melted. Add co-
coa powder and tangerine oil;
mix until smooth and cool,
Cream together remaining 1
cup butter and sugar with an
electric mixer until light and
fluffty. Add cocoa mixture;
mix well. Add egg yolks, va
nilla and zest until combined.
Gradually add flour, scraping
down sides of bowl, as neces-
sary, until combined. Divide
dough in two and place each

piece on large sheet of plastic
wrap.

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Don't make food poisoning a
new holiday tradition

If you cling to the nostalgic
appeal of raw beef dishes like
“tiger meat,” steak tartare, and
cannibal sandwiches, and you
love old-fashioned eggnog with
raw eggs, your holiday guests
might include some party
crashers - like Salmonella and
E. coli.

Those bacterial nasties lurk
in these traditional specialties.
Risky foods served during the
holidays could mean larger and
more serious outbreaks of food-
borne illness than at other times
of the year, because theyre
most often served at the kind of
gatherings that bring together
big groups of people. And
chances are the guests include
lots of small children and
elderly family members - both
particularly vulnerable groups.
For pregnant women, transplant

An outbreak of Salmonella
poisoning in Wisconsin in 1994
was traced to the ground beef
served raw in traditional holiday
dishes. 1t sickened nearly 160
people ranging in age from two
to 90 years old. While diarrhea
is the predominant symptom
of Salmonella infection, E. coli
0157:H7 infection can be quite
severe, resulting in kidney
failure and related lifelong
health problems, or even death.

There is no safe way to
consume raw meat, no matter
what precautions you take. But
if you insist on serving these
dishes, here are some things
that might reduce the risk - but
remember, you cannot safely
serve them by any public health
standard.

* Wash hands thoroughly
before and after handling raw
meats

* Use only freshly ground
cuts of meat - whole pieces

* Mixingredients with clean
utensils, never with hands.

* Never add raw eggs to the
recipe.

* Keep meat at 40 degrees F.
or lower until serving,

* Set serving dishes on ice.

* Bring out small portions
and refill with refrigerated
product as needed.

Likewise, says Tom
Leitzke, director of food
safety and inspection for the
department, “Some people
swear that eggnogs just not
the same without raw eggs”
But unlike raw beef, eggnog
can be prepared safely using
pasteurized eggs. Pasteurized
eggs are available in both liquid
form and as shell eggs, although
finding them in the shell may be
somewhat difficult
