Kewaskum and other neighbor­
ing communities will be seeing a 
new sign on the front of their com­
munity bank come the end of the 
month. While bank name changes 
are nothing new, it is for custom­
ers of West Bend Savings Bank who 
soon will be customers of Westbury 
Bank.

Customers of the bank received 
a letter from C.E.O. Ray Lipman on 
Tuesday, January 20. He stated that 
the bank wanted to notify custom­
ers before formal announcements in 
the press.

It was announced in July of last 
year that Continental Savings Bank 
of Milwaukee would merge with 
West Bend Savings. Ihat will officialy 
take place on January 26.

Lipman stated in the letter that 
seven additional locations would be 
added with the merger.

"No account information will 
change for any West Bend Savings 
Bank Customer due to the merger, 
so no action is needed on your part. 
You will still be able to use your old 
checks and debit/ATM cards as you 
always have," Lipman stated in the 
letter.

A July press release stated, the 
combined bank headquarters will 
remain in West Bend. The bank will 
maintain a regional office in Green­
field. Current employees and officers 
of both institutions will retain their 
employment with the new bank.

Kewaskum firefighters rescued four people from a snowmobile crash on a trail in the Kettle Moraine State Forest 
Monday afternoon, January 19.

Speed is not believed to 
be a factor, but a bumpy trail, curve and operator error were.

Area community’s snow 
clean up budgets stretched

Mother Nature is having her 
way for a second year in a row on 
Wisconsin roadways with local 
towns and villages stretching their 
snow removal budgets to the lim­
its.

From January till March 2008 
alone, the Village of Kewaskum 
consumed all but a few thousand 
dollars of the entire snow budget 
Jerry Gilles, Public Works Director 
for the Village of Kewaskum ex­
plained.

The budget for snow removal 
in 2008 for the Village was approxi­
mately $40,000 in labor, over $5,000 
in fuel and over $14,000 in supplies 
- including salt. Currently, the vil­
lage is approximately $39,000 over 
budget which does not include all 
of the expenses from December. 
"The heavy snows and plow time in

December exasperated the budget 
situation,” Gilles said.

Meanwhile, roads within the 
Town of Kewaskum are well sup­
plied with snow removal supplies. 
Salt for Kewaskum town roads were 
ordered in May 2008 from the state 
through North American Salt Com­
pany, Kewaskum Town Chairman 
Ellis Kahn reported. "We looked at 
what we consumed last year and 
then we added more to the budget 
for this year,” Kahn said.

Village officials did the same by 
increasing its labor budget for snow 
removal by over $20,000 for labor, 
nearly $3,000 for fuel and nearly 
$8,000 in supplies.

Approximately $40,000 is bud­
geted for 2009 for the Town of Ke­
waskum snow removal. This is an 
increase of nearly $10,000 from 
the approximate $30,000 budgeted 
for 2008. Town officials determine 
snow removal expenditures by

looking at averages spent in previ­
ous winters and projected weather 
forecasts from sources such as the 
Farmer's Almanac. Ihe Village 
used a three year rolling average 
for the years 2006 through 2008 to 
determine its snow removal budget 
for 2009.

"So far things are in a manage­
able range," Gilles said regarding 
the 2009 snow removal budget. 
"We'll see how the rest of the month 
treats us."

Ihe Federal Emergency Man­
agement Agency (FEMA) granted 
the town of Kewaskum an emer­
gency $4,150 for snowplowing 
when southeast Wisconsin was 
declared a disaster area resulting 
from a series of storms which blew 
through the area in January 2008. 
Officials incorporated the money 
into the 2008 snow removal bud-

A design/engineering re­
quest for water main replace­

Approximately 1,212 feet 
of water main replacement

is planned on Hillside Drive 
while approximately 550 feet 
of concrete storm sewer pipe 
and associated catch basins 
and leads are planned for 
Habeck Street, according to 
the proposal request present­
ed to the Village board.

A request for proposals 
was also mailed to McMahon 
Associates of Neenah, who is 
performing work on the vil­
lage's wastewater treatment 
plant and the Village’s Engi-

Family Dairies spills milk 
into village sewer system

A routine walk-through 
December 3 at the Village of 
Kewaskum Wastewater Treat­
ment Plant (WWTP) resulted 
in a discovery of an unusual 
amount of milk waste enter­
ing the village's sanitary sewer 
system, by Plant Lead Opera­
tor Jim Noren and presented a 
memo stating such to the Vil­
lage Board Monday evening, 
January 19.

"Experience from past 
history and the looks of the 
aeration tanks led the opera­
tors to believe an abundance 
of milk had entered the waste 
stream,” the memo dated Jan. 
14 stated.

Staff at Family Dairies, 
located at 1626 N. Fond du 
Lac Avenue in the village had 
washed three milk trailers the 
day before the discovery at the 
wastewater treatment facil­
ity. During the cleaning op­
eration, Family Dairies Intake 
Plant Manager Mike Payne 
did not realize the strength 
and amount of waste that was 
being discharged by them into 
the sanitary sewer system, the

memo indicated.
Village Public Works Di­

rector Jerry Gilles stressed no 
harm was done to the Village 
drinking water. "It never en­
tered the drinking supply,” 
Gilles said. "It just went to the 
sewer plant. They discharged 
into the sanitary sewer system 
which leads to the WWTP.”

Simply put, the sudden 
large amount of milk dis­
charge from Family Dairies 
put the WWTP in overdrive. 
The WWTP had to work hard­
er to treat the water before dis­
charging into the Milwaukee 
River, Gilles explained.

The permitted weekly av­
erage for Biological Oxygen 
Demand (BOD) is 18 milli­
grams per liter. BOD is the rate 
which organisms use the oxy­
gen in wastewater to decom­
pose organic matter. During 
the Family Dairies incident, 
the weekly average was 40 
milligrams per liter.

Family Dairies will be 
charged for any fines or forfei­
tures resulting from exceeding 
the permit limit. Village Board 
members approved a user 
charge of $7,820 to the com­
pany.

Two car accident sends one to hospital

TOWN of FARM1NGTON-
A two car accident Monday 
evening, January 19 at the in­
tersection of Highways 28 and 
144 sent one man to the hospi­
tal with minor injuries Wash­
ington County Sheriff’s Lieu­
tenant Bob Martin reported.

get. Nearly $1,600 was left 
over from the 2008 bud­
get which carried over into 
2009, Kahn reported. Had 
the township not been 
granted the FEMA money, 
"we would have probably 
been $3,000 or $4,000 in the 
hole" he said.

In 2006, a yearly total of 
232 man hours were spent 
plowing Kewaskum town 
roadways. This increased 
in 2007 with 541 man hours 
spent in 2007 and 524 hours 
in 2008.

"Salt is considerably 
more expensive than sand,” 
Farmington town chairper­
son Gary Schreiber said. 
Sand runs approximately 
$8.50 per ton when ordered 
during the spring in any giv­
en year compared to nearly 
$45 per ton for salt, Ellis ex­
plained. Sand doesn’t melt 
the icy roadways. "When 
people in the area drive on 
Hwy 45 or 41 to Milwaukee 
to work and see the roads 
bare, they expect the same 
for township roads,” Ellis

said.
Village officials echoed 

a similar response. "It is 
the experience of village 
staff that the residents were 
not satisfied with the road 
conditions when sand was 
used," Gilles said. "Resi­
dents prefer the conditions 
that result from salt."

The town of Farmington 
in 2008 went a little over 
$78,000 in the red for snow 
removal operations out of 
the total allocated of ap­
proximately $127,000, 
Farmington Town Clerk 
Joanne Oneska reported. 
Morton Salt Company 
based in Salt Lake, Utah, 
Farmington's supplier for 
salt, increased their salt 
prices this year from previ­
ous years.

Town of Auburn uses a 
salt/sand mixture. Nearly 
$21,000 was spent in road 
maintenance alone in De­
cember 2008, town chair­
person Merle Laatsch re­
ported.

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Schmidt finds success during 
his 34 behind the wheel

Johnson Bus's John Schmidt is the next in our series pro­
filing those who keep our community running. Schmidt has 
been a bus driver for 34 years in the Kewaskum School 
District.

In a week where change 
has been the theme, over the 
last 34 years there has been no 
change on who drives the chil­
dren of Kewaskum to school.

John Schmidt just started 
his 34th year behind the wheel 
of a Johnson Bus Company 
bus. Schmidt drives the bus 
for kids of all ages and grades. 
First on the route are the high 
school kids. Next are the el­
ementary school children. At 
about noon, he is driving the 
four-year-old kindergarten­
ers.

After school, Schmidt 
takes the children home or he 
will drive a KHS athletic team 
to their game. Schmidt said 
Two Rivers is his longest drive. 
Madison field trips are anoth­
er long haul for Schmidt.

"There are the good days 
and the bad days. You al­
ways learn new things about 
the kids," Schmidt said. “ 
Ihe bad days, it's usually the 
weather and it all depends on 
what happened at school or at 
home with the kids that affects 
their behavior."

Over Schmidt's 34-year 
tenure, he has seen chang­
es in Kewaskum's educa­
tion system. Schmidt said 
the small class sizes and in­
crease in paraprofessionals 
have improved education in 
Kewaskum.

Schmidt has a perfect driv­
ing record. Weather condi­
tions make it tougher to drive, 
Schmidt said, and he has had 
to maneuver the bus to avoid

any danger.
"When I started driving, 

days like we’ve had, we've 
driven in,” Schmidt said 
about driving in the snow and 
Kewaskum schools having off 
for snow days. "We pushed a 
lot of snow with our little bus­
es. Now, it doesn’t take much 
to have a snow day.”

Schmidt recalled a time 
where he was driving kids to 
school in Kohlsville where the 
snow was as tall as the bus.

During the summer 
months Schmidt is the bus 
driver for Camp Awana in

Fredonia. Schmidt took over 
for a friend three years ago 
for Camp Awana and said he 
has picked up campers in the 
Chicago area to bring them to 
Fredonia.

"It’s important in seeing 
the kids get to school. There's 
a lot of responsibility to it,” 
Schmidt said about driving a 
bus for kids. "I've just always 
enjoyed driving the kids.”

When Schmidt is not 
driving the kids to and from 
school, he takes Johnson Bus 
Company drivers out on their 
road test. Schmidt has been a 
Commercial Driver’s License 
examiner since 1991.

"My road test is set 
up through the Village of 
Kewaskum here and then I 
have to get in certain maneu­
vers, such as multiple lanes, 
I go down into West Bend,” 
Schmidt said.

When asked how long 
he plans to drive the bus in 
Kewaskum he said: “Probably 
for as long as I can.”

Crunch! A History of the Great 
American Potato Chip

by Drik Burhans

Days Gone By

You’ve been practicing.
Ever since the playoffs be­

gan, you've been working out, 
making sure you’re in tip-top 
shape for the Super Bowl. Real­
ly, you wouldn’t want to sprain 
anything doing the high-five. 
It's best to warm up before any 
sort of victory dance or prayer 
stance on behalf of your favor­
ite team. There'll be no spotter 
needed as you raise your finger 
to point at a funny commercial. 
But that hand-to-mouth mo­
tion you use during the game? 
You need lots more practice on 
that little maneuver. But just 
to be sure you’re doing things 
right, read “Crunch! A History 
of the Great American Potato 
Chip" by Dirk Burhans.

Legend has it that George 
Crum, in a fit of anger in 1853, 
sliced potatoes paper-thin 
and fried them in response to 
a complaint from a customer 
(some say Cornelius Vander­
bilt) alleging that Crum’s pota­
toes weren'j crispy enough. The 
legend, though, may be a myth: 
Crum’s sister may have been 
the original Potato Potentate.

Potatoes themselves have 
been around for centuries; ar­
chaeological evidence shows 
that they may date back to 
11,000 BC. Most species origi­
nated in South and Central 
America, although hardier po­
tato types were found slightly 
north. In Europe, it's thought 
that the potato made its debut 
via Spain in the late 1500s. Be­
cause they were easy to grow, 
the spud spread.

Early in the last century, 
most potato chips were manu­
factured locally and sold from 
barrels, boxes, or in paper bags. 
Chips were made slowly and re­
quired quick selling lest humid­
ity turn them stale, which could

happen within hours. Oil fires 
in potato chip factories were 
common.

By the 1930s, all that 
changed. New technology made 
it possible to quickly (and more 
safely) mass-produce potato 
chips, and later, to seal the bags 
so they could be transported 
farther away from the factory. 
Suddenly, the snack was out of 
the bag.

Over the years, potato chips 
have been the object of lawsuits 
and takeovers, mergers and 
name-changes. They've been 
influenced by television and 
have influenced pop-culture. 
You can get chips in a cylinder, 
a bag, or a box in plain, baked 
or ridged, and in lots of flavors 
including jalapeno, dill pickle, 
and barbecue. You can buy 
Goth chips, organic chips, and 
believe it or not, if party-plan- 
ning time is running out, you 
can buy chips online.

Can you pass the bag over 
here, please?

While "Crunch!" some­
times is a little heavy on local 
history - particularly, but not 
entirely, that of the Midwest and 
Ohio Valley area - it’s basically 
a very fun book. Author Dirk 
Burhans says that he wrote this 
book because he never knew 
there were so many brands of 
chips, and he was amazed to 
find that each chipper made a 
different-tasting product. His 
gee-whiz willingness to exam­
ine the industry right down to 
the crumbs is what makes this 
book such a tasty one.

Before you stuff a hand­
ful of crispy goodness in your 
mouth during the game, read 
“Crunch!" For fans of potato 
chips and other gotta-have-it 
snacks, this book is worth its 
salt.

Being the president of the United States is debatably the 
toughest job in America.

President Eisenhower was the Tiger Woods of the presi­
dents. It has been said that Ike played 800 rounds of golf in his 
eight years in office. His handicap was between 14 and 18 and 
only broke 80 three times.
