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Local mom shows
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Plan commission tables
action on town subdivision

KEWASKUM- After meeting
frustration in working with the Vil
lage of Kewaskum on other residen-
tial developments and plagued by
the increased cost of fees to develop
within the village, local real estate
developer Gary Gavin decided to try
what is referred to as a country sub-
division in the Town of Kewaskum.
He found out Tuesday evening that
while his fees may have decreased
by about 80%, the bureaucracy is still
the same. Ultimately the Village's
Plan Commission tabled any action
until February.

Why does the Village have a say in
what is developed in the neighboring
township? Extraterritorial Zoning, a
state law that allows the village input
into land being developed one and a
half miles around their borders.

On Tuesday, the Village of Ke
waskum Plan Commission met to re
view and discuss a concept plan that
was more or less approved by town
officials in December. According to
Town Clerk Nancy Boden, Gavin was
given a honey-do-list and was told
fo bring the plans back for final ap
proval.

Gavin proposes to develop an

80-acre parcel of former farmland lo-
cated on Highway H West, next to the
village limits. His plan shows 47 lots
ranging from one to five acres each.

Gavin informed village commis-
sioners that all roads are set to align
to his proposed Regal Arbor devel-
opment that is located east of the
planned development. Roads are
also set to match up with the adja-
cent property to the north that lies
along Highway 28.

The parcel will include three
storm water retention ponds. Gavin
stated he would make them as large
as allowed by the DNR to catch storm
water that causes flooding annually
to the east. “"The more we can do in
the Volm and Regal property with
storm water, it will help slow the wa-
ter for those down stream,” Gavin ex-
plained.

Village President Andy Pesch re-
vealed he was most concerned about
the new Great Lakes Compact affect-
ing the village. Pesch was concerned
that the water pumped from the wells
could potentially have an impact on
the amount of water the village can
now pump into the Milwaukee River.
He felt that there could be a correla-
tion because the proposed subdivi-
sion is in the village’s water and sew-

er district.

Gavin stated that he is likely go-
ing to have community wells in-
stalled on every other lot where each
home would share a well with their
neighber. Commissioner Jim Hov-
land asked if the problem could be
eliminated is Gavin installed a scwer
and water line from the village into
the parcel. Gavin stated that such a
procedure isn’t allowed by the Vil-
lage.

Commissioners fired offa myriad
of questions to Gavin, more so then
town officials did at the last two town
board meetings where the proposal
was discussed.

The big problem for Village Ad-
ministrator Matt Heiser was the fact
that the development does not fit
into the village's land use map. “I
think the crux of the matter is the
use of the land in terms of the future.

There have been isolated questions

about the land use map that the vil
lage sent to the county for compre-
hensive planning effort,” he stated.
As far as their jurisdiction over
the land and what happens there it
was Heiser's belief the village could
stop the development if it did not fit
into the land use plan for the village.

Five area fire departments helped extinguish a fire that overtook a 30 x 40 storage building at 4250 County Road H
in the Town of Kewaskum on Friday, January 23 at 2:39 p.m.

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Wayne taxpayers
see $25,000
drop in tax levy

Taxpayers in the Town of Wayne
will not see an increase in the tax
levy for 2009. Instead, a decrease of
$25,000 was approved by the town
board during their monthly meeting
in December.

Ihe tax levy has remained steady
at approximately $225,000 for the
past four years. This year, the levy
was approved for $200,000. “Not
only have we not raised it for the last
four years, we have lowered it,” Town
Clerk Chris Kuehn reported.

Current funds at hand for the
Town of Wayne is approximately
$407,000 in round numbers, ac-
cording to the budget posted on the
town’s website. This is a decrease
from the $797,000 it had to work with
in 2008,

Capital improvement expen-
ditures see the biggest decrease.
That expenditure stood at $415,000
in 2007, It was slashed in 2008 by
$255,000 in 2008 to $160,000. The
approved capital expenditure bud-
get for 2009 is $100,000

Spending in the areas of admin-
istration, public works and equip-
ment will remain the same from
2008. Public Safety expenditures
will increase by $5,000 and recycling
spending will increase by $500 as
the budget indicates. Summer road
expenditures will decrease from
$150,000 in 2008 to $105,000 for
2009.

Interest revenue is slated to de
crease by $3,000 for 2009. Mean-
while, revenue generated from tip-
ping fees are expected to increase by
the same amount. Road aid revenue
will decrease by $5,000. The town's
recycle grant revenue will increase
to $7,000 for 2009 from $6,300 in
2008. Revenue sharing will remain
the same from last year. Anticipated
end Of year balance decreases from
approximately $272,000 to nearly
$252,000.

WEST BEND- Twenty-
two years ago, Nancy Kulas of
Kewaskum responded to an
ad in the paper for an exciting
job. Twenty-two years later
Officer Kulas is still a correc-
tions officer for the Washing-
ton County Jail

“It sounded interesting. |
took the test and passed,” Ku-
las said of becoming a correc-
tions officer, “and it has been
interesting. Everyday is differ-
ent

“The people are nice to
work with. Even the inmates,
if you treat them with respect,
they treat you back with re
spect.”

Kulas' duties are to take
care of the inmates, whether it
is physical needs, letting them
out for work (only work re-
lease inmates), booking them,
taking their pictures and tak-
ing fingerprints. Typically, in-
mates Kulas deals with on a
day-to-day basis range from
misdemeanor traffic viola-
tors to felony cases waiting to
be sentenced to prison. Ku-
las said a lot of them could be
your neighbors.

Jail Administrator Shirley
Miller described the difficult
days in the jail are because of
“controlled chaos.”

“I's when 15 different
things are going on at the
same time and you try and
deal with what's in front of
you and don’t panic. Just tak-
ing care of business. The main
thing is to keep everything se-
cure and make sure everyone
stays safe,” Miller explained.

Kulas said about 90 per-
cent of the inmates are coop-
erative to work with and fol-
low the rules. The other 10
percent of the inmates misbe-
have because of mental health
problems or they struggle with
alcohol and drugs she said.

The paper and computer
work Kulas completes during
the booking procedure can get
extensive. Health conditions
of the inmates are an impor-
tant focus of the paperwork
for inmates. She has to gen-
erate paperwork for the nurs-
ing staff if the inmates have
withdrawals or has immediate
health problems like asthma
or they are diabetic.

Kulas also has to record
any prisoner movement, ac-
tivities for inmates and any
other special reports.

“She knows what she is
doing, She is an experienced
officer,” Miller said. “She deéals
with all of the inmates respect
fully. It makes her job easier
when you treat them like a hu-
man being.

“We don't judge why they
are here and | don't think
Nancy does that. She works
very well with the inmate pop-
ulation.”

The Washington County
Jail has 311 beds, with some
cells having double bunks
Miller said the highest amount
of inmates Kulas and the cor-
rections department staff have
taken care of at once is 240
total inmates. They have dif-
ferent pods for inmates and

classify them in minimum,
medium and maximum in-
mate pods.

Kulas and Miller have
worked together at the jail for
all of Kulas' 22 years. Miller
started part-time three years
before Kulas, both taking the
full-time Corrections Officer
job in 1987. Miller is a gradu-
ate of Kewaskum High School.
Kulas moved to Washington
County back in 1977.

Kulas may also be known
to many long-time Kewaskum
residents while she and her
husband Bill were owners of
what was then The Glacier
Inn, now Victoria's Corner-
stone Inn.

In the new book “God Sto-
ries, edited by Jennifer Skiff,
you'll read stories of people
who've been touched by mi-
raculous events too strange (o
believe

In her introduction, Jen-
nifer Skiff says that we humans
wanf{what we can't always have;
specifically, we want irrefutable
evidence that a Higher Power
eXISts,

“I'm certainly not an expen
on the subject of God or reli-
gion,” she says, but her interest
was piqued when a minister
asked if she had a "God Story”
(a “miracle-like experience that
proves God exists”). Skiff began
to collect such stories, seeing
more and more similar proofs
not only in her own life but in
the lives of others. In this book,
she presents some of them.

An office manager prayed
for a guardian angel to protect
her comatose father. When she
was finally able to visit her dad
in the hospital, her eyes were
drawn to a small angel pinned
to the bulletin board over his
bed.

If you've ever had a bad
day, you'll sympathize with an
administrative assistant who,

after a challenging morning,
loudly asked God to talk to her.
Immediately, she noticed the
clouds in the sky in front of her
vehicle. They spelled out the
letters G-O-D.

A retired federal agent re-
calls that, as a young man riding
with friends in a car, a voice told
him to get out of the vehicle im-
mediately. Later that night, an-
other friend called to say there
had been a car accident...

When emergency sirens
woke a napping real estate ap-
praiser, she remembers think-
ing that the vehicles seemed
to stop right outside her door.
When she looked outside, there
was nothing there but as she
turned around, she saw that
a kitchen appliance had mal-
functioned and started a fire.

Editor Jennifer Skiff says of
these stories that “a chill may
overwhelm you” when reading
them. That's true - to a point
Some of the tales in “God Sto-
ries” definitely stretch the
meaning of "miraculous” While
I'm sure the storytellers were
touched, 1 couldn’t help but
think that Skiff could have re-
placed some of these tales with
more powerful ones that were
closer related to the themes in
her book.

On the other hand, there
are, indeed, some tales that
will raise the hair on your arms:
things that are too strong to be
waved away as mere coinci-
dence and can't be easily ex-
plained. Those are the stories
that make this quick-to-read,
gentle book worth looking for.

If you've ever been touched
by something that’s too wonder-
ful to dismiss as “one of those
things’, pick up “God Stories”
For you, this book is divine.

236, Wis. Stats.

(b) Other Divisions. Any division
of land other than a subdivision, of
which a plat has not been approved
and recorded, pursuant to section 86-
4, shall be surveyed and a certified
survey map of such division approved
and recorded as required by section
B6-11.

(¢)Applicability to Condominiums.
This Chapter is expressly applicable
to  condominium  developmenis
within the Village's jurisdiction,
pursuant to Sec. 703.27(1), Wis.
Stats. For purposes of this chapter,
a condominium unit and any
associated limited common elements
shall be deemed to be equivalent to
a lot or parcel created by the act of
subdivision.
