Lawsuit over rights to TIF district
land still in court, arbitration

KEWASKUM-Whatstarted outas
an opportunity to bring jobs, a larger
tax base and some economic security
to the village, continues to sit empty
leaving the village no choice but to
cover the over $600,000 in 2008 ex
penses from the little increment that
exists and taking the rest from village
reserve funds. All this while the land-
owner and the developer continue
their battle for rights to the property
in Ozaukee County Circuit Court

After a year of trying to finalize
the sale of land in what is known as
the village's Tax Incremental Finance
(TIF) District to Bullseye Construc-
tion Group of Kewaskum, landowner
Gary Gavin sued Bullseye Construc-
tion Group, United Construction,
Gregory Chmielewski and Laurance

Chmielewski on September 13, 2006.
The case, according to both parties, is
currently in arbitration. Gavin claims
that-Gregary Chmielewski is telling
the court he still wishes to purchase
the property. However, through nu-
merous contacts Gregory has stated
that he is not planning to develop
anything in the future.

Gavin says the purpose of the
lawsuit was to take back his rights to
the land after the offer to purchase
granted Bullseye Construction title
insurance to the property. Because
Bullseye Construction held the pol-
icy, Gavin says he was forced to sue
himself to force a sherift’s sale.

The court ordered the Sheriff's
sale in July of 2007, however Bullseye

Construction was the winning bidder
at the sale. This voided the initial of-
fer to purchase and enabled Bullseye
Construction to purchase the prop
erty,

In regards to the carrent-litiga-
tion, Gregory Chmielewski stated
in an email, “I cannot comment on
anything having te do with the litiga-
tion. As both the Judge and the Ar-
bitrator will look poorly upon me if 1
do so and out of respect for them and
the case, 1 will not make any state
ments.”

Chmielewski continued, “If you
read the transcripts carefully you will
realize that Gary has walked off with

Renovations on
track at wastewater
treatment plant

KEWASKUM- The Village's
Wastewater Treatment facility reno-
vation project continues, still within
budget and is expected to be fully
on-line by August, Public Works Di-
rector Jerry Gilles explained.

So far, the head works building,
Ultra Violet (UV) equipment, pump-
ing building and the concrete work
for the additional final clarifier have
been constructed. The mechanical,
electrical and plumbing contractors
are working inside the two build-
ings.

The first project was the head
works building. Installation of the
grit removal equipment is currently
taking place, Gilles explained.

Ihe screen for that building is
a major piece of equipment that
has not arrived. The generator used
in the lower building which holds
much of the plant’s electrical wiring
is being installed. Once the genera
tor and the transfer switches are in
stalled, the plant can convert to the
180 volt service which is expected to
be done in the next few weeks, Gilles
explained.

Several years ago, the Village
began using chlorine to treat waste
water before it entered the river. This
was a common disinfectant used
primarily during the summer. The
Wisconsin Department of Natural
Resources (DNR) later mandated re-
moval of the chlorine because of the
potential harm to aquatic life. The
village then converted to a UV disin
fection system.

loday, there is a draft proposal
from the DNR to mandate chemi
cal treatments be used in municipal
drinking water. The proposed rule
states, “All municipal water systems
and all other than municipal wa
ter systems constructed after the
effective date of this code shall be
equipped with equipment and the
necessary appurtenances which can
continuously disinfect the water”

So far, no date has been set be-
cause public hearings need to occur
before the final proposal is present-
ed-to the Wisconsin legislature.

Gilles elaborated on the pro
posal. “The state has proposed the
disinfection rule so that we may end
up (if passed by the state) being re
quired to provide disinfection on the
drinking water which would prob
ably mean the addition of chlorine.”

The four wells used to pump
water out of the ground is tested for
bacteria four times monthly. The vil-
lage is not required to disinfect the
drinking water supply so long as safe
levels are maintained.

$1.5 million in cash and has
cost me millions in other addi-
tional damages directlyrelated
to the investments | had made
in the community. Mr. Gavin
has financially destroyed me.
He has caused immeasurable
and irreparable harm to my
businesses, my family, and
myself. At this time [ am not
personally in a position to
pursue any real estate or busi
ness development and don't
expect for this to change in the
foreseeable future.”

Local company also
involved in separate
Chmielewski litigation

In additrion to litigation
between himsell and Gavin,
Gregory Chmielewski is also
the defendant in a case against
Campbellsport Building Sup-
ply. That case dates back to
August of 2006. From current
court documents it is set to go
to trial in September of 2009.

When contacted,
Campbellsport Building Sup-
ply President Joel Fleischman
gave the following statement,
“There arereal positivestolook
atlong term for Kewaskum and
the TIF district specifically.
Long term, the community is
in a great location. Kewaskum
has the best of both worlds:
the gateway to the vast and
beautiful Kettle Moraine but
less than 45 minutes to down-
town Milwaukee. Low crime
rate, a wonderful school sys-
tem, and a maintained park
system are other ,things that
make Kewaskum stand out.
Kewaskum has residential, as
well as industrial lots available
at prices below other commu-
nities south of us. We also are
extremely fortunate to have
entrepreneurs locally that are
willing to continue to pursue
the American dream right here
in Kewaskum. The TIF district
will bring jobs, more ameni-
ties to existing residents, and
tax revenue, This TIF district
is something all residents and
surrounding communities
should be very proud of. The
lawsuit pending is an unfortu-
nate pimple on an otherwise
great complexion. Like most
lawsuits closure cannot come
quick enough for all con-
cerned parties.”

Building or not building?

A home owned by Greg-
ory Chmielewski on Hillcrest
Drive in the village is cur-
rently in foreclosure. Through
an email obtained through
an open records request,
Chmielewski told Kewaskum’s
Zoning Administrator Chad
Cook, he (Chmielewski) was
better off letting the bank take
the Hillerest Drive property
because it would not be prof-
itable to convert the structure
to a commercial office build-
ing as once discussed. Bring-
ing the property to minimal
rental standards would also
not “pencil out” as it would
“take five years to reach a
break even point,” according
to Chmielewski.

Laurance  Chmielewski
currently owns properties on
Silver Fox Drive in the village.
Gregory stated Monday that
Laurance has a potential buy-
er for those properties who
may build two houses on the
two empty lots and then sell
them. However, according to
Gregory Chmielewski nothing
has been officially proposed
to the Village because noth-
ing is firm yet. “Two of the lots
had already been approved by
the Village for several years
now, so it's not really any
new development as the lots
were pre-existing. The houses
should have been built years
ago. The buyer may put up the
houses or not, | don't know
for sure, it will be up to them.
Any new construction will be
financed and managed by the
buyer and neither myself or
my brother will have anything
to do with it. The terms of the
purchase are still being nego-
tiated." Gregory stated. If the
deal is completed, he expect-
ed it to take place in July of this
year.

“Due to the current status
of the economy [ am no longer
involved in any real estate or
business development of any
kind, nor am 1 working with
Empyrean Holdings. For me,
I am completely out of ev-
erything, I have some critical
personal family issues | need
to take care of and 100% of my
focus and time is spent on that
right now and will probably
continue through the year’
stated Greg Chmielewski
through an email on February
9.

However, in a January 28,
2008, letter sent to the Vil-
lage’s Building Inspector/
Zoning Administrator Chad
Cook, Chmielewski stated he
planned on building homes
on Silver Fox North and sell-
ing or renting the properties
by the end of 2009. He states
that ownership will be trans-
ferred out of Laurance's name
in the next few months and
Laurance will not be involved
in the project

A list of questions as well
as architectural renderings

of 12 old world European
residential structures ranging
from 736 to 2,745 square feet
was also enclosed with the let-
ter.

Trouble on the West Coast?

This past summer Greg-
ory Chmielewski was the tar-
get of numerous accusations
from former staff members
on various websites dealing
with workers compensation
news. Workcompcentral.com
reported that Independent
Management Resources, LLC
(IMR), a company owned and
operated by Chmielewski (ac-
cording to workcompcentral),
began bankruptcy proceed-
ings in June of 2008. IMR is re-
ported to have offered a tribal-
based “worker injury” plan
as an alternative to the state’s
statutory workers' compensa-
tion coverage.

IMR is reported to be fac-
ing three lawsuits in Califor-
nia's Sonoma County. The
article stated IMR owed $12.5
million to creditors. Some
of that debt is reported to be
owed to various-government
agencies in California.

In addition to workcom-
pcentral.com, another web-
site www.adjuster.com posted
numerous articles regarding
IMR. A two-part interview
with former IMR staffer Ro-
berta Garrett was published.

Another former employ-

‘ee, Michael Garman, made

a formal complaint against
Gregory Chmielewski to the
U.S. Securities and Exchange
Commission in a letter dated
December 21, 2008. A copy
of that letter was found with
an article on workcompcen-
tral.com. Confirmation of the
Commission ever receiving or
acting on the letter could not
be confirmed at press time.

In his complaint, Garman
alleges that Gregory and Laur-
ance are involved in a possible
Ponzi scheme with Empyrean
Holdings of Texas. Garman
goes on to purport that Empy
rean Holdings through their
website  (www.goempyrean.
com) advertises for projects
that mislead investors as to

the status and ownership of
the projects.

“I've been scammed. I am
waiting for the village to real-
ize they're part of it," conclud-
ed Gary Gavin.

Village Administrator Matt
Heiser pointed out taxpayers
have not borne the above-
mentioned costs associated
with the TIF District. “All the
debt is being charged to the
TIF is supposed to, in theory,
pay for itself. Should incre-
ment not cover the cost, the
village has the right to pursue
penalties from the developer
(Gary Gavin) so the taxpayers
do not get saddled with this
cost,” he wrote in an email.

Writer's  opinion/com-
ments: [ began writing this
story in August of 2008, after
being presented with infor-
mation concerning Gregory
Chmielewski’s business affairs
and his passible endeavors in
the Village of Kewaskum. For
a brief time, my investigation
ceased because of other sto-
ries taking precedence. I again
began working on the story in
mid-January. I was recently
given a copy of the story pub-
lished on workcompcentral.
com by a source who claimed
to have worked with Gregory
Chmielewski in California.
During my investigation of the
story, postings of articles were
also found on adjuster.com
regarding Mr. Chmielewski’s
company, Independent Man-
agement Resources, LLC.

Due to the seriousness of
the allegations confronting
Mr. Chimelewski, because he
resides in the village and has
proposed projects here, 1 felt the
information should be given to
our readers. It is important to
realize that I could NOT find
evidence of any investors who
could provide documentation
that they fell victim to a Ponzi
scheme or anything else as al-
leged by the complaint provid-
ed by Michael Garman.

To further prompl investi-
gating this story, a Statesman
staff member, while conduct-
ing business at the Village
Hall, witnessed a discussion
between Zoning Administrator

Chad Cook and Chmielews-
ki. After seeing an unrelated
email to Village Administrator
Matt Heiser and Cook it was
decided to file an official open
records request with Village
Clerk Stephanie Justmann for
copies of all email correspon-
dence between the village and
Gregory Chmielewski in an
attempt to investigate any de-
velopments being proposed by
Chmielewski.

While the village contends
that zero tax dollars are being
spent on the current costs of the
TIF District, I believe that in-
formation to be false. Adminis-
trator Heiser and I disagree be-
cause he contends the money
being taken out of the reserves
was not money that immedi-
ately came from taxpayers. He
stated there is no way to in-
vestigate whether that money
came from last year’s budget
or the budget 25-50 years ago.
I contend that if it came from
village coffers, it came from the
taxpayers plain and simple.

As a final note, I would
like to point out that facts were
checked numerous times in
this story however, I encourage
our readers to do their own fact
checking. As a reporter I strive
to print the facts as I find them,
but they are the facts as I see
them, which maybe be inter-
preted differently by others.

In all fairness, I also feel
compelled to reveal that Gary
Gavin, who is mentioned in
this story, is the owner of the
building leased by this news-
paper. While Mr. Gavin was
used as a source of informa-
tion, he had no influence on
this story or other stories that
have been published regard-
ing the TIF District. This news-
paper will soon be publishing
another article regarding the
costs associated with the TIF
district in a future issue. Your
comments regarding this story
are appreciated.

Characterized as a “good
all around guy," Joe Hoerig
has worked as a custodian in
the Kewaskum School District
for 14 years.

“Joe goes out of his way
for everyone, anyone, if he can
help, Joe will be there said
KES Principal Tom Fischer.
“He takes care of things before
you even think of them.”

The last two years, Hoerig
has been a custodian at KES.
As the only custodian during
the daytime, Hoerig has many
responsibilities. Fischer said
Hoerig is best at keeping the
children and staff safe.

“Day-to-day operations. |
do a little bit of maintenance
stuff,’ Hoerig said about his
daily duties. “Anything that
comes up during the day deal-
ing with the kids, messes they
may have, if they get sick. That
kind of thing."

The busiest time for Ho-
erig is cleaning up the cafete-
ria after lunch. During these
winter months, Hoerig is out-
side shoveling and salting the
walkways to make sure there is
no ice.

Interacting with the chil-
dren is what Hoerig looks for-
ward to everyday. Hoerig is a
popular guy walking down the
halls. Kids walk by with high
fives or knuckles for Hoerig.
He said he goofs around with
the kids, trying not to get him
or the kids in trouble.

And the kids give back
to Hoerig. He recalled how a
youngster brightend up a day
after his nephew had recently
passed away.

“They are very in tune with
what's going on with you,” Ho-
erig said.

Hoerig does his job never
complaining, Fischer said,
but Hoerig said he could do
without cleaning some of the
messes when the kids get sick.

Hoerig started working for

the school district at the high
school working nights part-
time. He said he thought it
was a good job and wanted to
work full-time.

“Atthe high school, I didn't
get to be around the kids too
much because 1 was coming
in at night when they were
basically going home,” Hoerig
said. “That's why over here it’s
much nicer because you get to
see the kids every day here.”

A custodian has to know
how to fix and operate many
different things. Hoerig re-
cently was patching holes in
some of the drywall. The dis-
trict has a maintenance per-
son for larger jobs. But what
Fischer likes about Hoerig is
his willingness to learn how to
fix anything.

“He learns new tech-
niques. He's never one to
pass the buck. He will always

The days Hoerig is not at
the school, Fischer the
school feels the affects.

Hoerig lives in Kewaskum,
is married to Paula and they
share three kids.
children graduated from KHS
and the other is a junior at
KHS. In his spare time, Hoerig
likes to fish, do family things
like going to Packer or Brewer
games and gambles a little.

Ultimately, the KES custo-
dian does his job very well and
is a good guy. Fischer said Ho-
erig helped him one weekend
with a car problem. Fischer
said Hoerig without question
came to his aid and charged
up his car.

“Joe just does whatever
needs to be done. He loves
people. He's great with the
kids. He's great with the par-
ents. The kids love him. Ev-
eryone likes him. I can’t say
enough about him,” Fischer
said enthusiastically.

Kewaskum Elementary
School art teacher Peggy Hen-
ke thought KES needed some
more color around the school,
so she teamed up with profes-
sional artist Marina Lee to help
put together a school wide art
project.

“What it amounts to is I've
worked with [Lee| before and I
kind of had a little plan where
I wanted to put some decora-
tions in the school, Her and |
teamed together and we came
up with these banners that the
kids did and they are going to
get mounted against the wall up
against the ceiling,” Henke de-
scribed about the project.

“There was one empty, ugly
hallway that we had.

Lee comes to the school
as an artist in resident. Henke
described an artist in resident
as a working artist who com-
missions themsell to come to
a school and does a project
with the kids. Lee has done the

school residency since 1992 and
has visited over 100 schools.

“I started when my daugh-
ter was very young and I figured
out that the art I was making at
that time wasn't really respond-
ing to little kids or to people
without art background,” Lee
said on how she got involved
in being an artist in resident.
“1 wanted to do an art that was
over educational bounds, age
bounds, ethnic bounds, what-
ever.”

This project is @ true collab-
oration of Lee and Henke work-
ing with every class at KES, from
1-K to fifth grade. Lee came up
with the plants, insects; flowers
and nature theme.

The first couple days of the
project the kids sketched out
the designs. Henke said Lee in-
structed the children on how to
draw the abstract pieces. Some
designs the children came up
with were right angle flowers,
bugs or an abstract sun.

“What I love about [Lee] is
everything is so child-like.

“Say cheeeeese!”

As a child, you undoubted-
ly held “cheese” in your mouth
while your mother was on the
backside ofa camera. Birthdays,
picnics, silly backyard days in
a blow-up pool, holidays with
Grandma, and so many Firsts
were immortalized with a pop
(remember flash cubes?) or a
snap (cameras with a fold-up
viewer?) or a whirr and a shake
(instant pictures?).

But some pictures, long-
held in storage, could deepen
a mystery. In the new book
“Bones of Betrayal” by Jefferson
Bass, Dr. Bill Brockton needs to
put everything in focus to solve
a murder.

The old man floating in the
abandoned swimming pool on
the side of a Tennessee hill had
been dead long enough to have
frozen in the ice. When Brock-
ton and his assistant, Miran-
da, got the body thawed, they
turned it over to the medical
examiner, Dr. Edelberto Garcia,
for autopsy.

But this was no routine pro-
cedure. The dead man’s internal
organs were almost liquefied.
He had died slowly and pain-
fully after having swallowed a
tiny capsule of iridium-192, an
extremely deadly pellet of in-
tensely radioactive matter. And
Garcia and Miranda had han-
dled the capsule.

Decades before, Oak Ridge,
Tennessee was the site where
the nuclear bomb was born,
and Dr. Leonard Novak - the
dead man - had been an impor-
tant scientist at the helm of the
Manhattan Project. Highly in-
telligent, yet humble, Dr. Novak
was the keeper of many secrets.
One of them was in the freezer
of his apartment, stuffed in an
old Prince Albert tobacco can.

It was a film which ap-
peared to be unused, but when
Brockton's experts eked out an
image, they found another mys-
tery. Faintly, the photos showed
a man with a bullet hole in his
head, lying at the bottom of a
crater.

With two mysterious deaths
on his hands and two horribly
injured colleagues in treatment,
Brockton learned that Novak
was once married to a charm-
ing, now-aged lady who still
lived nearby. The former Mrs.
Novak loved her vodka and she
loved to tell stories. She also
loved to pretend she was senile
to everyone but Brockton.

And then, beneath murky
waters, another body sur-
faced...

I usually have a pretty
strong stomach, but “Bones of
Betrayal” was a little gruesome
even to me. Luckily, [ started it
well after dinner, late at night.

On the other hand, maybe
that wasn't such a good idea ei-
ther. This book kept me reading
way into the wee hours.

Author Jefferson Bass is ac-
tually two people: Jon Jefferson
is a journalist and documen-
tary filmmaker. Dr. Bill Bass is
a widely-known forensic an-
thropologist and founder of the
University of Tennessee's “Body
Farm” These credentials mean
that this book contains real-life
details you won't find in many
novels of this type; there are
been-there, done-that authen-
tic autopsy and crime-scene
scenes that delicate readers will
want to avoid but that CSI and
true-crime fans will relish.

If you love a mystery and
can picture yourself engrossed
in a good novel soon, then read
this one. “Bones of Betrayal"
will make you smile.

INFORMATION TO ELECTORS

Upon entering the polling place,
an elector shall give his or her name
and address before being permitted to
vole. Where ballots are distributed 1o
electors, the initials of two inspectors
must appear on the ballot. Upon
being permitted to vote, the elector
shall retire alone to a voting booth
or machine and cast his or her ballot
except that an elector who 1s a parent
or guardian may be accompanied by
the elector's minor child or minor
ward. An election official may inform
the elector of the proper manner for
casting a vote, but the official may
not in any manner advise or indicate
a particular voting choice.

At the spring primary election
where optical scan voting is used, the
elector shall fill in the oval next to the
name of the candidate of his or her
choice for each office for whom he
or she intends to vote. To vote for a
person whose name does not appear
on the ballot, the elector shall wnite
in the name of the person of his or her
choice in the space provided and fill
in the oval on the write-in line.

Where touch screen voting systems
are used, the elector shall depress
the button next to the name of the
candidate for whom he or she intends
to vote. To vote for a person whose
name does not appear on the ballot,

the elector shall type in the name of

the person of his or her choice in the
space provided for a write-in vote.

The vote should not be cast in any
other manner. If the elector spoils
an optical scan ballot, he or she shall
return 1t to an election official who
shall issue another ballot in its place,
but not more than three ballots shall
be issued to any one elector. If the
ballot has not been initialed by two
mspectors or is defective in any other
way, the elector shall return 1t to the
elecuon official, who shall 1ssue a
proper ballot in its place. The elector
may spoil a touch screen ballot at the

minutes’ time shall be allowed inside
a voung booth. Sample ballots or
other materials to assist the clector
in casting his or her vole may be
taken into the booth and copied. The
sample ballot shall not be shown 1o
anyone 50 as to reveal how the ballot
1s marked.

After an official opuical scan ballot
1s marked, it shall be inserted in the
security sleeve so the marks do not
show. After casting his or her vote,
the elector shall insert the ballot in the
voting device and discard the sleeve,
or deliver the ballot to an inspector
for deposit.  After an official ballot
is marked, the elector shall leave the
polling place promptly.

An elector may select an individual

to assist in casting his or her vote if

the elector declares to the presiding
official that he or she 15 unable 1o
read, has difficulty reading, writing
or understanding English or that due
to disability is unable to cast his or

her ballot. The selected individual
rendering assistance may not be the
elector's employer or an agent of that
employer or an officer or agent of a
labor organization which represents
the elector.
