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Second permit denied for Stem salvage yard, Wayne approves 
Schmidt property back in non-compliance fireworks permit,

TOWN of KEWASKUM- The Plan
Commission Monday night denied 
Donald and Sandy Stern’s request for 
a conditional use permit to operate a 
salvage yard on their property.

The commission voted 6-1 to 
deny the request. Thomas Schoofs 
voted against the motion to deny.

During a public hearing on the 
permit request, a few town residents 
told the commission the issue has 
gone on long enough and it knows 
the right thing to do.

An April 10 memo from the Plan 
Commission and Town Board Chair­
man Ellis Kahn to the commission 
says the Stern property at 3350 E. 
Moraine Drive is still in non-compli­
ance with town code.

The town also has not received 
payment for unpaid invoices. 
$10,334.25 was put on the Sterns’ 
property tax bill and $2,992.70 is due

since then. $1,288.95 is past due, the 
memo said.

The conditional use permit that 
was approved on Nov. 19, 2007, was 
revoked Dec. 15 2008, the memo 
said.

The Town Board on February
16, approved giving the Sterns until 
March 1 to get a signed contract from 
a state licensed recycler, give a copy 
to the town and clean up the prop­
erty by May 1. If the town did not re­
ceive a copy of the contract, it would 
take court action.

The town did not receive a copy 
of the contract, and on March 6 the 
town building inspector examined 
the property from the roadway. The 
town sent a letter to the Sterns on 
March 18 saying they had 10 days 
to clean up the property. On March
30, the building inspector found the 
property was still not in compliance.

On March 31, court papers were 
filed. The Sterns have until May 3 to 
respond to the lawsuit.

The Town Board decided to send 
Wilmer Schmidt another letter ask­
ing him to clean up his property 
again.

The letter - the second of its kind 
recently - could serve as the final 
notice before the town goes in and 
cleans up the property itself, then 
charges Schmidt.

"The establishment is getting to 
look very junky to say the least,” said 
Kahn.

"So it's back where it was,” said 
Supervisor Allen Hron.

Kahn is particularly concerned 
that 55-gallon drums are being sold 
on the property, and the town doesn't 
know what they once contained. It 
could have been hazardous materi­
als.

The property at 4350 Highway 28 
has had cleanup issues before, one 
time resulting in Schmidt being ar­
rested after not allowing authorities

center around wi-fi, salt shed

TOWN of WAYNE- Wi-Fi tech­
nology, selling a truck, getting a big­
ger salt shed and improving its only 
park highlighted the town’s annual 
meeting on April 14. The next night 
the Plan Commission met and held 
a Public Hearing before the town 
board and approved a Conditional 
Use Permit for David Beyer of Uncle 
Sam's Fireworks.

"I think it's going to be a big 
hit," said newly elected clerk Julie 
Kriewaldt.

She said she knows of several 
people waiting for their Internet ser­
vice provider contracts to expire so 
they can sign up for Wi-Fi, a fast and 
reliable service.

The town discussed selling its 
1992 plow truck. Residents support 
the sale, but are concerned with how 
the process will be completed, said 
Kriewaldt. The town took official ac­
tion at their meeting on Wednesday. 
Chairman Carl Klemme indicated 
the truck is a 1992 International with 
a nine foot wing and 10 foot blade. It 
also has a V-box. The truck currently 
sits in storage so he is unaware of the 
current mileage.

Those with questions can con­
tact the town hall or any supervisor. 
Bids will be accepted until June 2, 
they should be mailed to the town 
hall, 6030 Mohawk Road, Campbell­
sport, Wl 53010. The town will have 
the right to reject any or all bids re­
ceived.

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New Fane bridge project, new plow truck

TOWN of AUBURN-
Funding for an already 
planned bridge replacement in 
New Fane will come from the 
federal government through 
stimulus money. Town offi­
cials made the announcement 
at their April meeting, Monday 
evening. Officials also proudly 
reported their new plow truck 
was in the garage and com­
pletely paid for.

Among other town busi­
ness, three members were 
re-appointed to the Plan 
Commission. Merle Laatsch 
will serve from 2009-Tl as 
chairman, Bonnie Berg was 
appointed as secretary from 
2009-'11 and Cory Opper- 
mann from 2009-’12.

Three town residents were 
also re-appointed to serve on 
the Board of Appeals. Pete 
Fellenz will serve as Chair­
man from 2009-'12; Brian En­
right will serve from 2009-'12; 
Roger Schleif will serve as first 
alternate from 2009-'l 1.

Town Chairman Merle 
Laatsch stated the town will 
need to decide which road 
projects they wish to pursue 
this summer. He indicated Old 
Bridge Road will likely need to 
be pulverized and resurfaced. 
There may also be work need­
ed in the ditch which may re­
sult in having to install some 
new culverts. Haushalter Road 
is quite rutted and needs to be 
graded. He also noted a num­
ber of problems on Auburn- 
Ashford Road.

A town resident asked if 
the town would get money 
from the State for Haushal­
ter Road as it is on state land. 
Laatsch indicated that is un­
likely. Action will likely take 
place at the May meeting.

Laatsch announced the

Town of Kewaskum is seek­
ing an agreement to repair 
and maintain County Line 
Road. Currently half of the 
road belongs to each town. He 
thought that it should be fixed 
and the cost split by the town­
ships and then an agreement 
made. No action was taken.

The idea of constructing 
a salt shed for the town was 
discussed. The town currently 
has a shed where they store 
the salt and sand mix that is 
used on town roads.

Supervisor Joe Wood- 
worth voiced that he believed 
the costs of various sized sheds 
versus the money saved by 
buying large quantities should 
be considered. Laatsch said it

wasn’t so much a cost savings 
but the ability to have salt on 
hand when it was needed in­
stead of having to first truck it
in.

Laatsch explained the 
shed would be used only for 
salt storage, not sand or the 
mixed material.

Woodworth thought now 
was the time to proceed with 
the project as contractors are 
looking for work.

An initial bid for the 
project was received from 
Campbellsport Building Sup­
ply in the amount of $30,000. 
The specifications revealed a 
24’x40' and 16' tall walls. The 
cost did not include excava­
tion, flooring and other mis­

cellaneous items.
Regarding the New Fane 

Bridge project, Laatsch an­
nounced the town will receive 
100% of the construction costs 
back from the federal govern­
ment. They are expecting to 
receive just over $92,000. The 
already spent engineering 
costs will not be reimbursed.

Work is expected to com­
mence July 1 for a period of 
three months. Laatsch stated 
there will be adjustments to 
the bridge/road mostly mak­
ing the intersection of High­
way S a T intersection.

Clerk Bonnie Berg indi­
cated Fond du Lac County as­
sisted the town with applying 
for the money. She indicated

they looked at work that was 
going to be started and since 
the bridge project was set to 
start, it was picked.

Laatsch announced the 
town will be forced to follow 
a state mandate ordering the 
replacement of all road signs 
in the town by 2012. The top­
ic will be discussed at future 
meetings.

No estimate as to the 
cost was revealed, however 
Laatsch noted the Town of Ke- 
waskum's project was thought 
to cost $90,000.

The new signs will be 
highly reflective and easier to 
read.

UW-EXT to hold well testing program in Farmington
TOWN of FARMINGTON-

The Washington County UW- 
Extension Office has teamed 
up with the University of Wis­
consin - Stevens Point to offer 
a drinking water testing pro­
gram on Friday and Monday, 
April 24, and 27 for property 
owners who get their water 
from a private well.

While public and munici­
pal wells are state regulated 
to ensure that water quality 
meets current drinking water 
standards, private well own­
ers must assume the respon­
sibility of testing and treating 
their water to ensure it is safe 
to drink.

For a nominal $42 fee, 
private well owners who reg­
ister in advance will be able 
to participate in the "Home­
owners Package,” which is the 
standard test for overall water 
quality. Included in this pack­
age are bacteria and nitrate-

nitrogen analysis, two of the 
most common health related 
water concerns. In addition, 
pH, hardness, alkalinity, con­
ductivity, chloride, and corro- 
sivity will also be measured.

Sample bottle pickup will 
be at the Farmington Town 
Hall on Friday, April 24 be­
tween 7:30 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. 
Participants will be given in­
structions for properly sam­
pling their drinking water 
over the weekend and will be 
required to return the sample 
bottle to the Town Hall on 
Monday, April 27 between 
7:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. Due 
to the workload at the Stevens 
Point lab, only the first 150 
Farmington residents who call 
prior to April 24 to reserve a 
bottle will be able to partici­
pate. Residents may register 
by calling 262-335-4480 and 
asking for Helen.

Sometime in late May or

early June, water specialists 
will hold an educational pro­
gram in Farmington to share 
information about local water 
quality issues and help people 
understand their water test re­
sults and possible solutions to 
any problems.

While most of the wells 
in Wisconsin produce safe 
drinking water, about 15% of 
all water samples test posi­
tive for coliform bacteria and 
another 10% contain levels 
of nitrate-nitrogen above the 
safe drinking water standard. 
While water may look clean 
and taste good, the only way 
to know that it is safe to drink 
is to have it tested. This is an 
extremely valuable opportu­
nity for area residents, par­
ticularly those who have never 
had their water tested, to learn 
more about the quality of their 
drinking water and ground­
water resources in general.

UW-Extension is a unique 
partnership of counties, the 
U.S. Department of Agricul­
ture, and the University of 
Wisconsin working together to 
help people put knowledge to 
work. This partnership brings

education to people where 
they live, through Extension 
offices in all 72 of Wisconsin’s 
counties. It supports educa­
tional programs for farmers, 
businesses, communities, 
families, and young people.

Throughout your life - and 
quite possibly throughout every 
day - you experience a series of 
milestones.

Your parents eagerly looked 
for many of your firsts: tooth, 
word, steps, and day of school. 
You remember your first date, 
your first car, your first love, 
and your first job. These days, 
you look for first signs of spring 
first day of vacation, and other 
never-happened-before things 
that can happen.

As a new husband, author 
Michael Perry anticipated a 
whole slew of new experiences, 
and in "Coop" he writes about 
them: his farm and his family, 
fresh seasons, young livestock, 
and seeing his parents in a dif­
ferent light.

Michael Perry grew up on 
a farm in northern Wisconsin. 
During much of his childhood, 
his father milked cows to pay 
the bills and raised sheep to 
make up the difference when 
ends didn't meet. From his par­
ents - both members of an "ob­
scure fundamentalist Christian 
sect” - Perry learned self-suffi­
ciency, the value of hard work, 
and the ability to stand for his 
beliefs. He also learned to cob­
ble together what he needed 
from what he had on hand.

Those legacies helped when 
Perry, his new wife Anneliese, 
and his “given" daughter moved 
to his mother-in-law's former 
homestead.

Leaving behind his be­
loved New Auburn in favor of a 
smaller Wisconsin town wasn’t 
without adjustment, but Perry 
had a few things to look forward 
to: he was planning a coop for a 
long-desired flock of chickens. 
A weed-infested comer of the 
property would, with salvaged 
fencing become a pig pen.

There would be the beginnings 
of a garden beneath a hastily- 
made cold frame.

And Anneliese was preg­
nant with their first child.

During their first year on 
the farm, in between book 
tours, family obligations, and 
deadlines, Perry noticed the 
land, as is wont to do. He used 
a tailfeatherless pheasant and 
wood-stacking "punishment" 
as a lesson for his daughter. He 
reflects on waste-not, want-not 
philosophy when feeding his 
pigs with plants and game from 
the land. And his memories of 
growing up on a farm and in a 
warm, loving household tie into 
most of his observations.

On a farm, you embrace 
life. You know it's cyclical. And 
though you never get used to it, 
you know there is death.

And at the end of this book, 
you’ll know that 368 pages of 
"Coop” is woefully inadequate. 
It's hard to let go of. You'll want 
more.

"Tell me a story from your 
childhood" is a plea author Mi­
chael Perry is used to hearing 
and his readers are lucky he's 
a willing talespinner. This book 
is part paean to devoted par­
ents, faithful community, and 
a good upbringing; part joyous 
love letter to a family and to 
friends-made-family; and part 
common-sense parenting with 
plenty of humor. Will Rogers- 
ish philosophy, and not just a 
little grief.

If you're looking for the 
perfect Mother’s Day gift, some­
thing heartfelt for Father's Day, 
or if you just need a book to 
take to the hammock with you 
this summer, look for this one. 
“Coop" should be the first book 
you grab.

Plymouth won the meet with 
76 points, but that was only 
eight more than Kewaskum, 
which came in at 68, 10 better 
than 66 points put up by Two 
Rivers and a dozen ahead of 
Sheboygan Falls.

"These were some pretty 
evenly matched teams," KHS 
coach Jerry Gosa said, noting 
once again his team’s relays, 
sprinters, hurdlers and field 
events were strong and added, 
“Our distance people are try­
ing like crazy, but we don’t 
have any senior distance run­
ners.”

The Indians came up with 
five first places, and where

they didn't win, the Indians 
came in with seconds or dou­
ble places, like the 200-meter 
dash where Jessie Liniewski 
and Nichole Kison finished 
2-3 with respective times of 28 
and .86 seconds (28.86) and 
29.23.

Those two young ladies 
had already helped the 4x100 
relay quartet to a first place, 
covering the one lap with 
teammates Haley Gregoriou 
and Anna Butler in 55.93, and 
the same four were also ahead 
of the field in the 4x200 relay. 
Their time in that race was 
1:56.75.

Liniewski completed her 
day by taking a third in the 
high jump after clearing 4 feet, 
8 inches (4-8) while Gregoriou 
claimed top honors in the gru­
eling 300-meter hurdles, cov­
ering the distance in 53.03.

"She’s a talented young 
lady ... has a lot of potential," 
Gosa said about Gregoriou, 
who is a junior.

While Gosa was pleased 
with the two places in the 
200 and wins in both relays,

he said, "We've got to hope 
they’re going to go faster” be­
cause competition to reach the 
state meet will be so tough.

What might help the situ­
ation is a couple freshmen are 
starting to push for places in 
the lineup. "They want spots 
on the varsity," Gosa said.

Kewaskum’s other first 
places were garnered by Alissa 
Clapper, in the pole vault, and 
Bryanna Keller in the triple 
jump. Clapper cleared 9-0 in 
the pole vault, and Gosa said, 
“She’s been very consistent... 
and it was a very windy day.”

Keller, a sophomore, 
jumped 28-6.5 in the triple 
jump to edge Calli Wachowski 
of Two Rivers by one half an 
inch.

Even though this is her 
first season in high school 
track, Butler continues to be 
a major contributor, finishing 
third in the 100 at 13.73.

Heather Schmitt had a 
good outing for the Lady In­
dians, with her second in the 
400 (1:08.14) and a fourth in 
the long jump (13-6). “That

Steldt, Zolp, Dickmann provide track highlights

PLYMOUTH- The Indians’ 
boys track team ran against 
the big dogs of the Eastern 
Wisconsin Conference (EWC) 
in the outdoor opener last 
Tuesday night, April 14, and 
the results definitely exposed 
the Indians' weaknesses.

Coming away with no top- 
three finishes in any of the 
distance, hurdles and weight 
events, Kewaskum finished 
fourth with 46.5 points, be­
hind the host Panthers, who 
amassed 94 points, Two Rivers 
at 82.5 and Sheboygan Falls 
with 48.

Jake Dickmann had a good 
outing and will be counted on 
to do more of the same in the 
future. Dickmann cleared 11 
feet, 6 inches (11 -6) to claim 
top honors in the pole vault 
and went 5-8 to take the high 
jump. The weather affected 
both these events, preventing 
Dickmann going higher.

Kewaskum scored points 
in three of the four relay races, 
with the bests coming in the 
4x200 and 4x400 relays. The 
quartet of Eric Turowski, Mi­
chael Herriges, T.J. Schlice and 
Mat Toles clicked off a 1:43.91 
in the 4x200 for second place, 
while Steldt, Zolp, Lucas Ko- 
peschka and Toles combined 
for a 3:47.07, good for second 
place in the 4x400.

The same Indian foursome 
that ran in the 4x200 relay add­
ed two points with their third 
place (49.75) in the 4x100.

Other top-three finishers 
included: a third by Eric Tur­
owski in the 100-meter dash, 
11.82; Zolp, third in the triple 
jump 37-0; and Schlice, third 
in the high jump, 5-6.

"The kids have not been on

a regular schedule," Gosa said, 
reporting some were gone 
with their families, and others 
were working and not able to 
train on a daily basis.

Gosa is looking for a better out­
come Friday when Kewaskum 
will host the seventh annual 
Indian Invitational. Field 
events begin at 3:30 p.m., with

running events slated to start 
at 4 p.m.
