KEWASKUM- A blaze that could
be seen from many points in the vil-
lage of Kewaskum for a brief time
Sunday evening consumed a large
barn. While the blaze looked horrific,
there were no injuries and the home
on the property suffered no damage.

Kewaskum Fire and Police De-
partments were paged to the Willard
Prost property at 8891 Kettle View
Drive at 4:30 p.m. for a barn fully en-
gulfed in flames. Assistance was im-
mediately requested from Boltonville
and Kohlsville Fire Departments.

The initial blaze had neighbors
concerned that with the high heat
factor their homes could catch fire.
However, that did not occur.

The property is situated at the
corner of Kettle View Drive and High-
way H west. Highway H was closed at
Edgewood Drive by Kewaskum Po-
lice and Highland Drive by Washing-
ton County Sheriff deputies.

Kewaskum Fire Chief Mark Groe-

schel stated a resident of the prop-
erty, Ron Will, was burning a brush
pile on the west side of the barn and
Groeschel believed a spark or ember
from that fire, sparked the barn.

Groeschel said Will noticed
smoke near the northwest side and
tried to extinguish the fire but was
unsuccessful. Earlier in the day, Will
and family were baling straw that
was loose in the barn. The structure
was nearly full of straw which aided
in the quick ferocious flames.

Intense heat from the fire sparked
a nearby shed that was torn down
earlier in the day. A garage and the
home on the property were kept wet
to avoid catching fire.

Kohlville Firefighters provided a
full assist while Boltonville brought
water that was later not needed as
hydrants from adjacent subdivisions
were used.

Sopinski Excavating was called
to the scene and provided a backhoe
to bring down what was not already
burned. The straw was removed by
Sopinski and wet so that it would not

smolder and flare up.

Kewaskum Firefighters left the
scene at 7:36 p.m.

There is no dollar estimate to
the damage and the fire is not being
treated as suspicious in nature.

Livestock
sales require
licenses say
state agency

MADISON- Wisconsin an
imal health officials are issuing
a reminder that livestock con-
signment sales and auctions,
as well as buying and reselling
animals - even for fair projects
- must be licensed under state
law, to protect both livestock
health and Wisconsin's animal
agriculture

Assistant State Veterinar-
ian Dr. Paul McGraw recently
sent a letter to some producers
who have organized such sales
in the past, reminding them of
the requirement. But there are
others in the state involved in
these activities who may not
have come to the state’s atten-
tion and did not get a reminder
in their mailboxes.

It's also common at this
time of year for one individual
to buy animals either in Wis-
consin or out of state and re-
sell them to young people for
fair projects. These animals
need all the appropriate health
papers, and the seller needs
an animal dealer license. The
dealer license is for the person
who sells animals shortly after
buying them without chang-
ing them - for example, by us-
ing them as breeder or feeder
animals. These animals also
need to have all the appropriate
health papers.

Animal market licenses
cost $220 a year, if the licens-
ee holds sales on four days or
fewer during the year. Animal
dealer licenses are $220 a year.

The Indians had to settle for sev-
enth overall.

“With us having a rebuilding vear,
more fZ(ll]]Pt‘ll[l\’t’ feams we can t han-
dle” Gosa said about the meet which
was held on the new Kettle Moraine
Lutheran (KML) High track on Tues-
day (except for the pole vault which
the West Bend High School hosted
Monday because KML does not have a
vaulting pit."

Hartford Union won the meet, pil-
ing up 147 points. West Bend West and
Germantown, two of the other Division
1 schools, finished second and third
with 132 and 121 points, respectively.

Dickmann, a returning state quali-
fier, soared 13 feet (13-0) to claim the
pole vault, which was a bitof a surprise
because a vaulter from West Bend East,
Jake Czisny, has already gone 14-6 this
year.
On this day, however, Czisny failed
to clear one of the lower heights, and
that left the door open for Dickmann
to claim the title.

Bouncing back with a
deten?upnged effort

PEWAUKEE- There wasn't much
recovery time for the Indians boys
track team last week.

Three days after battling against
the teams in Washington County, the
Indians were back at it in Friday’s an-
nual Altheimer Invitational in Pewau-
kee with mixed results.

In some case the Indians were bet-
ter; in others they were unable to du-
plicate their county marks. One thing
for sure, however, their point total was
up considerably, to 74.50 points, good
for sixth place and just five points out
of the fourth spot.

Elkhorn won the meet with 134
points, 14 more than runner-up Pe-
waukee,

One of Kewaskum's top efforts
came in the 4x100 relay where Eric
Turowskd, Nick Olla, Eric Perkins and
Mat Toles combined for a time of 46
and .27 (46.27) seconds.

“They ran well ... stuck all their
handoffs," coach Jerry Gosa said, add-
ing, “They beat some good teams,
including Elkhorn, Cedar Grove-Bel-
gium and Mayville.

It was surprising since, with the
same runners, the 4x200 relay team
had to settle for sixth place.

Good handoffs helped in the short-
er relay, according to Gosa, who said
the Indians were about third heading
into the exchange from No. 2 to 3. “We

had an excellent handoff and came out
in the lead,” he said.

As usual, Jake Dickmann had a
good night, winning the pole vault with
a leap of 12 feet (12-0). “He cleared
twelve feet on the first jump, then
the guy talked him into going right to
thirteen,” Gosa said, indicating, “He'll
never do that again” because it’s too
difficult to go up a full foot at a time.

Dickmann also cleared 5-10 to tie
for second in the high jump.

The Indians' third win came in the
triple jump, with Turowski leaping 37-
10.5 in a facility which is not conducive
to very good jumps.

Turowski and Scott Steldt added
nine points to the KHS total with their
respective third (18-06.25) and sixth
(18-01) places.

Steldt and Brandon Zolp did not
duplicate their usual feats in the 400,
taking seventh (54.14) and 12th (55.99),
respectively.

“I think they were a little off” Gosa
said, but, “The (4x400) relay came back
and dropped almost six seconds off
their best time.”

With Zach Herriges running on
that relay for the first ime, along with
sophomore Luke Kopeschka, the KHS
unit took third with a time of 3:43.10.

Herriges also showed some of the
promise he displayed in the distance
events last spring. His 2:07.74 was good
for third place, and Gosa said, “That's
the best he’s run in over a year”
