School District educates parents of online dangers

KEWASKUM- David Schultz 
doesn't let his children have Face- 
book accounts.

The Kewaskum Middle School 
teacher and certified Internet safety 
presenter, along with the rest of the 
district's Technology Group, last 
week showed a group of parents the 
dangers their children may encoun­
ter on the World Wide Web.

Using materials from i-Safe Inc., 
a nonprofit foundation devoted to 
Internet safety education, Schultz 
showed how close-knit families with 
positive parent-child relationships 
can succumb to predators lurking the 
Internet. In extreme cases, meeting 
someone introduced through social 
networking Web sites or chat rooms 
end up in rape or worse. Teens can 
be killed on first encounters.

“Never, ever meet in person 
someone out meet on the Internet," 
Schultz said.

Responsible adults don't pursue 
relationships with teens, he said.

It isn't easy to keep up with chil­
dren online. Some of the several par­
ents in attendance essentially admit­
ted their children know more about 
computers and the Internet than

they do.
Predators don't need much in­

formation. Schultz said students are 
often pretty good about not divulg­
ing personal identification informa­
tion, but things as simple as school 
colors and what they*re doing on Fri­
day night can be enough for some­
one to be able to find them. This 
information should not be used in 
chat rooms, messaging people or in 
online games, he said.

Schultz advised usernames and 
profiles should be general and anon­
ymous, not containing anything that 
could reveal personal information. 
Children should report any kind of 
threats or strangers' solicitations to 
their parents.

This includes cyber bullying, 
a growing problem among youth. 
Fifty-eight percent of students say 
the/ve been bullied online and not 
told their parents, according to iSafe.

“You can tell friends about it 
if you want, but you have to tell an 
adult," Schultz said.

Parents should keep computers 
in common areas like the living room 
or kitchen - not in children's rooms 
- and should know their children's 
passwords.

Since it's easier for predators to 
find children if they know what they

look like, children should not post 
photos of themselves or friends on­
line.

"Kids should never do that," 
Schultz said.

According to iSafe, 66 percent of 
predators find their victims in chat 
rooms and 24 percent in instant 
messaging. Seventy-seven percent of 
their targets are ages 14-17.

Predators go through stages of 
introduction to gaming trust, play­
ing on victims' weaknesses, turning 
them against their family and friends 
and even blackmailing them before 
meeting face to face.

“Predators can be very, very pa­
tient," Schultz said. "They know what 
to do."

Don't, Schultz said, threaten to 
take away children's computers or 
cell phones (increasingly popular In­
ternet access points). Children will 
be less inclined to share what they're 
doing online.

Even with open communica­
tion, teens have found ways to hide 
their activity. There's a way of typing 
in white - so it doesn't show while a 
parent is watching or nearby. While 
it looks invisible, the receiver of the 
message just has to highlight the text

TOWN OF WAYNE- A little pa 
tience and a risk-free opportunity 
has the town surfing the 'net using 
a cutting-edge wireless service that 
the national government thinks is so 
important it helped fund the tech­
nology.

Wayne is serving as a test mar­
ket for HierComm, a broadband, 
wireless communications company 
in Hartland. HierComm, started in 
2004 based on a grant from the Unit­
ed States Department of Agriculture 
to develop a broadband system for 
rural areas, is trying a long-range 
WiFi service at no cost to the town, 
aside from residents who sign up to 
use it.

"It's just a technical test," said 
Ken Schlager, president of Hier­
Comm. "People ask us now - where 
do you have this operating? We can 
say Wayne."

“It's a business opportunity for 
them," said Kieth Kriewaldt, former 
supervisor. “The infrastructure costs 
nothing."

A few years ago, Kriewaldt had 
been looking for a more reliable In­
ternet provider for the town, and 
Schlager was looking for a rural test 
market.

The pair found each other when 
Schlager gave a talk at the Hartford 
Town Hall. Then, Schlager doubled 
as president of HierComm and chief 
telecomm officer with the Southeast 
Wisconsin Regional Planning Com

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Two killed, four injured in Auburn, Scott crashes

A beautiful weekend may 
have contributed to a num­
ber of crashes occurring in 
the area on Sunday, May 24. 
Deputies from the Fond du 
Lac County Sheriff's Office re­
sponded to four motor vehicle 
crashes in the southeast por­
tion of the county.

At 4:31 p.m., deputies re­
sponded to County Road G 
near Youth Camp Road in the 
Town of Auburn for a car who 
hit a tree while negotiating a 
curve. Both female occupants 
of the vehicle were injured 
when the driver lost control 
while negotiating a curve, and 
the vehicle left the roadway 
and struck a tree. All injuries 
were non-life threatening, and 
both were wearing seatbelts.

Kewaskum Fire Depart­
ment and EMS responded to 
the scene and were assisted by 
West Bend EMS Intercept.

At approximately 5:11 
p.m., the Fond du Lac County 
Sheriff's Dispatch center re­
ceived a call in regards to a

motorcycle crash on County 
Highway S and Forest View 
Road in the Town of Scott. It 
was determined the accident 
occurred in Sheboygan county 
and deputies from that county 
and a state patrol trooper were 
sent to assist Kewaskum Fire 
Department at the scene.

The Wisconsin Depart­
ment of Natural Resources 
handled traffic and closed 
County Road S at Forest View 
Drive, Tower Drive and Maple 
Tree Drive.

A preliminary investiga­
tion indicated the motorcycle 
driven by Daryl Maas, 43, of 
Sheboygan was westbound 
on County Road S, just east 
of Forest View Road, when an 
eastbound vehicle being op­
erated by Michael Corcoran, 
61, of West Bend crossed the 
center line and caused Maas 
to lose control.

As a result, the motorcy­
cle overturned ejecting both 
Maas and his passenger, Lori 
Maas, 42, also of Sheboygan, 
onto the pavement. The driver 
sustained minor injuries, how­
ever Lori was fatally injured at

the scene. Neither the driver 
or the passenger was wearing 
a helmet.

At 6:21 p.m., deputies re­
sponded to State Highway 67 
east of County Road SS in the 
Town of Auburn for a second 
fatal motorcycle crash.

The investigation showed 
the motorcycle was west­
bound on State Highway 67 
when the operator, a 32-year- 
old Campbellsport man, lost 
control after negotiating a 
curve. The motorcycle left the 
roadway and travelled into the 
ditch, ejecting the driver and a 
31 year old female passenger.

The passenger, Crystal 
Daly, 32, of West Allis, died at 
the scene as a result of her in­
juries.

Sergeant Ryan Wald- 
schmidt of The Fond du Lac 
County Sheriff's Office stated 
the operator did not have a 
motorcycle endorsement and 
alcohol is believed to be a con­
tributing factor in the crash.

Neither were wearing hel­
mets. The operator's name is 
not being released, as he is 
being charged with Homicide

Town ofWayne to get new computer
Town Road tour slated for fune 6

TOWN OF WAYNE - The town 
is getting a new computer, and 
this one won't hook up to the 
Internet via dialup service.

The Town Board last week 
approved buying a computer 
and accessories from Com­
puter Discount Warehouse for 
a price not to exceed $2,000.

Of the four bids received, 
Town Clerk Julie Kriewaldt 
liked Computer Discount 
Warehouse's proposal for a 
Hewlett-Packard-Compaq 
desktop computer for $822.45. 
It comes with 2 gigabytes of 
RAM opposed to 1 gig from 
the other bids.

The computer will run 
Windows XP rather than Vista 
because Vista doesn’t work 
well with some software.

The computer will use 
WiFi service rather than di­
alup. Kriewaldt said she does 
some town work from her 
home computer because di­
alup service can't handle the 
documents.

Supervisor Bob Schulteis 
asked about a laptop. Former 
supervisor Kieth Kriewaldt, 
Julie’s husband, advised

against a laptop but said this 
computer can be put on a cart 
to be moved.

“The problem with a lap­
top is usually laptops are two 
generations behind," he said.

The monitor should run 
$295 or less, and Quicken soft­
ware $263. Shipping is slated 
to be $35.

“In this day and age, you've 
got to have a good computer," 
said Carl Klemme, town chair­
man.

The town last week sched­
uled its road tour for 8 a.m. on 
June 6. It will be posted as an

official meeting of the Town 
Board.

"That way we can look at 
some roads and see where we 
want crack filling and county 
ditching," said Town Chair­
man Carl Klemme.

Since it will be a posted 
meeting, Klemme joked it's 
OK "if people want to get in 
their car and follow us."

Continued from page 1 Online Dangers
to be able to read it.

How much do parents 
know? Less than they think, 
according to statistics from 
iSafe. Ninety percent of par­
ents say they know some or a 
lot of what their children do 
on the Internet.

But 34 percent of children 
say parents don't know what 
they do online.

Ninety-two percent of 
parents say they have rules for 
what their children do online,

but only 65 percent of children 
say their parents have rules.

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Continued from page 1 Waynes Wi-Fi
mission (SEWRPAC).

"He was talking about 
communities and wireless net­
works. He was working with a 
grant from the agriculture de­
partment on a town up north 
putting in a WiFi system,” said 
Kriewaldt, a town supervisor 
at the time.

Kriewaldt approached 
Schlager after the meeting 
and offered Wayne as a testing 
ground. Schlager worked on 
the engineering and in Sep­
tember 2006 presented a plan 
to the Town Board.

"We said yeah, we liked it," 
Kriewaldt said.

The town sought requests 
for proposals, but no compa­
ny bit. HierComm wasn't yet 
ready with the financing. Last 
May, the company worked out 
the financing and approached 
the town with its proposal.

"This cost us nothing,” 
Kriewaldt said. "They're taking 
all the risk. The only thing we 
did is open it up to the town­
ship.”

"They took a proactive 
stance,” Schlager said of the 
town.

Kriewaldt’s house served 
as one of the few test sites - all 
covered with grant money. He 
ran the new technology on one 
computer and used one of the 
town's two existing providers 
on another. Neither of the two 
existing providers offers WiFi. 
"You could actually play mov­
ies on it. That's how fast this is," 
Kriewaldt said of HierComm's 
service.

"It has amplification sys­
tem so if trees get in the way it 
can amplify its signal - it liter­
ally will go through trees,” he 
said.

That drew Kriewaldt to the 
new service.

"Others could not keep 
consistent service. Weather 
havocked it, trees havocked 
it," he said.

Wayne was just what Hier­
Comm was looking for.

Schlager said 66 percent 
of the seven counties in South­
east Wisconsin are considered 
rural - no sanitary sewers, etc. 
- and Wayne is one of the low- 
est-density towns in the area.

"It is growing and has a 
higher income than Wauwa­
tosa" he said. "We wanted it 
to be in an unserved or under­
served area."

Schlager said Wayne's two 
providers offer wireless Inter­
net but not traditional WiFi 
service.

"WiFi is a standard tech­
nology by which a standard 
is built," Schlager said, as op­
posed to a proprietary stan­

dard. "The advantage of WiFi 
is ... it is a higher speed tech­
nology and the costs tend to 
be low because it is a standard 
technology."

HierComm's WiFi dif­
fers from other WiFi servic­
es because it's long range. 
HierComm has five, 50-foot, 
telephone-pole-like towers 
- or access points - covering 
Wayne's 36 square miles.

"It's advanced WiFi," 
Schlager said, "WiFi with long 
range. If you just had regular 
WiFi, you'd have so many ac­
cess points that it wouldn't be 
feasible.

"I've been to a lot of these 
hearings. People don't like 
(metal) towers, that's for sure. 
Wood fits in with landscape," 
Schlager said.

The service costs about 
$40 per month for a typical 
rate of 3 megabytes, about the 
same as the town's other two 
vendors - Netwurx of Hartford, 
Bertram Wireless of Adell. It 
moves about as fast as a DSL 
or cable service - 54 times 
faster than dialup, Kriewaldt

said. The service can handle 
up to 10 megabytes, usually for 
business purposes, he said. 
"They (the town) were able to 
provide a high-level service, 
actually better in some ways 
than you have in West Bend in 
terms of line speed and cost," 
Schlager said.

The service is becoming 
popular.

"Right now there's a 20- 
day waiting list," Kriewaldt 
said. "More and more of our 
people in the township have 
been applying.

"It's just another option to 
connect our constituents."

So far, the service has that 
reliability Kriewaldt wanted. It 
has been down one day due to 
a change in the system.

"Nobody's had any prob­
lems with it at all. Nothing 
at least we've heard of at the 
town level.

I was very impressed," he 
said.

HierComm's grant has 
since run out but the compa­
ny continues to grow, though 
it has no interest in competing 
with telecom or cable compa­
nies in highly populated areas 
like West Bend, Kewaskum, 
Hartford and Slinger.

"There are plans to move 
into other rural parts of Wash­
ington County," Schlager said. 
HierComm isn't yet at its 
break-even point in Wayne, 
"but keep in mind we're de­
veloping a lot of advanced 
technologies - longer range 
and getting through trees, etc." 
Schlager said. "We've learned 
a lot up there."

HierComm is considering 
adding voice-over service.

"That would not be hard to 
add once this gets more users. 
It would lower the break-even 
point significandy," Schlager 
said. "Most of the people up 
there are paying between $30 
and $50 a month for land line 
for regular voice."

The company is also in­
terested in developing a pub­
lic safety system at a different 
frequency dedicated to law 
enforcement and emergency 
medicine. Kenosha County 
recently funded a demon­
stration using one tower, and 
Schlager said it is "very much 
committed to putting in the 
other nine towers."

HierComm is looking out­
side Wisconsin as well. It is in 
talks with counties in Illinois 
to offer its service.

On Tuesday, May 19th, 
4th grade students from 
Kewaskum Elementary

ral Wisconsin School Day.

along the Milwaukee River.

Wisconsin. Throughout the 
school day, students rotated 
through several hands-on 
stations.

Each station had the 
general purpose of teaching 
an aspect of rural pioneer 
life. The tours of the cabin 
and museum showcased 
the living quarters of an im­
migrant family in early Wis­
consin and raised an aware­
ness of our local history. The 
rope making, com shelling, 
fanning mill, and baking sta­
tions helped students make 
connections between grow­
ing, harvesting, and con­
sumption according to the 
rural methods that were pe­
riod appropriate to pioneer 
Wisconsin. The candle dip­
ping station illustrated how 
rural homes were self-suffi­
cient and used all resources 
available to them including 
pig fat. Students not only 
learned the challenges and 
tediousness of the pioneer 
family workload, they also 
had an opportunity to play 
an exciting game of town

ball, a precursor to baseball.
The day ended as stu­

dents gathered together to 
eat cornbread they prepared 
in the Dutch oven. Students 
reflected about the day's 
various activities and all of 
the new things they learned 
from the knowledgeable vol­
unteers. They couldn't wait 
to share these experiences 
and show off their home­
made candles and ropes.

Girls Track: Indians’ strong suits evident in EWC test

There weren't very many 
events the Plymouth High girls 
track team wasn't good in.

Scoring in all but the tri­
ple jump and high jump and 
coming up with double plac­
ing in five events and triple 
placing in the 100-meter hur­
dles, the 400 and 1,600, the 
Lady Panthers overpowered 
the other teams in the Eastern 
Wisconsin Conference Meet 
last Tuesday afternoon in She­
boygan.

Plymouth came in with 
160 points, 24.5 more than 
runner-up Two Rivers (136.50) 
Sheboygan Falls was third with 
92.50, followed by Kewaskum, 
which had four first places to­
ward 89 points.

"Just three and a half 
points out of third place ... 
that's respectable," KHS coach 
Jerry Gosa said, tipping his hat 
to the winners, adding, "Plym­
outh is really tough. They have 
the numbers."

KHS had the best num­
bers in the 4x100 and 4x200 
relays. First, the foursome of 
Haley Gregoriou, Anna Buder, 
Bryanna Keller and Jessie Lin- 
iewski combined for a time of 
1 minute, 50 and .51 seconds 
(1:50.51), their best time of the 
season and two full seconds

faster than they had run at the 
EWC Relays. They beat Two 
Rivers by .30 of a second.

"The came back and rees­
tablished themselves (as the 
team to beat) Tuesday," Gosa 
said, noting the time came in 
spite of the fact the weather 
was not the best for a track 
meet.

In the 4x100, the same 
group was clocked in 52.61, 
beating Sheboygan Falls by 
.58 of a second and avenging a 
loss to the Falcons in the relay 
event.

The high jump was defi­
nitely the Indians’ best event 
in this meet, with Liniewski 
winning the competition by 
clearing 5 feet and .25 inch (5- 
00.25) and Candace Beine and 
Amanda Witek going 4-10.25 
and 4-10, respectively, for 
third and fourth.

"That's what we were hop­
ing, that the high jump and 
pole vault were suppose to be 
our strongest events,” Gosa 
said.

Unfortunately, hopes for 
a win in the pole vault were 
dashed when the returning 
state qualifier recently left the 
team. Kassie Legate did have a 
good day in the event, clearing 
8-0 for sixth place.

Gregoriou claimed win 
No. 4 for the Indians, running a 
fine 50.56 in the 300 hurdles.

A second was contributed by 
Beine in the triple jump. The 
junior athlete went 31-04 in 
the event

Liniewski, who was in­
volved in three firsts, also 
added a third place in the 200, 
sprinting to the finish line in 
28.47.

Gosa was also pleased 
with the four young runners 
on the 4x400 relay, includ­
ing Heather Schmitt, Megan 
Thornton, Sarah McWilliams 
and Megan Ringwell, who 
combined for a 4:29.59, good 
for fourth.

RIPON- The cream of the Indians' track 
teams definitely came to the top Tuesday eve­
ning in the Division 2 regional meet hosted by 
Ripon.

The Lady Indians (125 points), second be­
hind only Mayville (142.75) in the battle for the 
team tide, advance three relays and nine in­
dividuals in seven events to Friday's sectional 
meet while the boys have six athletes in four 
events, plus three relays, going on to Whitewa­
ter.

All athletes who finish in the top four move 
from regional to sectional, and the top four in 
the sectional earn berths in the State Track and 
Field Meet.

"We saw a lot of good efforts tonight," KHS 
coach Jerry Gosa said before boarding the bus 
and heading back to Kewaskum.

Senior Jessie Liniewski was right at the top 
of that "good effort" list, anchoring the 4x100 
and 4x200-meter relays to solid victories. In the 
4x200, Haley Gregoriou, Anna B utier, Bryanna 
Keller and Liniewski combined for a sizzling 
time of 1 minute, 49 and .77 seconds, which 
was their first time under 1:50 for the year.

Less than an hour later, the same group 
was clocked in 52.75 in the 4x100, just off the 
time they had in the EWC Meet.

Liniewski also placed second in the high 
jump after clearing 5 feet, 1 inch (5-1), and she 
finished third in the 200 in a very fast field.

Gregoriou was three for three on the day. 
In addition to being on the first-place relays, 
she took second in the 300 hurdles and will 
move on to Whitewater in that event.

One again, the Indians were very good in 
the high jump, sweeping the top three spots, 
much to the delight of jumping coach Jason 
Meinen. By clearing a personal-best 5-2 on her 
very first try, Amanda Witek won the event. 
Liniewski finished second, and Candace Beine 
third, going 4-10.

Beine was also good in the triple jump, 
moving up from fourth to second in the finals

of the event.
Kewaskum got a third place from Lacy Tay­

lor in the short; Abby Backhaus finished fourth 
in the 3,200, while Jessie Beaupre dropped four 
more seconds of her best 800 time to place 
fourth in the 800.

Keller also advances in the 100 where 
she finished fourth, and the 4x400 (Heather 
Schmitt, Megan Thornton, Sarah McWilliams 
and Megan Ringwell) relay moves on behind a 
fourth place.

KHS boys also have a good outing
The 86 points by the Indian boys put them 

in third place overall behind Mayville's 100, 
and way behind Ripon, which swamped the 
competition with 175 points.

Kewaskum's lone first was produced by se­
nior Jake Dickmann, who cleared 13-3 again. 
After being perfect from 12 feet to 13-0, Dick­
mann missed on his first two tries at 13-3, 
then made the height on his third and final at­
tempt.

Dickmann did not have as good a day in 
the high jump, clearing 5-8, b ut it was good 
enough for a fourth.

Relay runners Eric Turowski, Brandon 
Zolp, Nick Olla and Mat Toles finished second 
in the 4x100 and the 4x200. Ripon ran away 
with both relays, hitting a 44.19 in the shorter 
of the two.

Scott Steldt is advancing in two races, the 
open 400 where he ran a very smart race to take 
third, and he anchored the third-place 4x400 
team. Others on this relay were Zolp, Zach 
Herriges and Lucas Kopeschka.

Turowski saved his best jump (38-07.25) 
for last in the triple jump and moved up to 
third place.

Toles finished fourth in the 100 while fresh­
man Joey Wollner cleared 10- in a jumpoff to 
claim the fourth spot in the pole vault.

"Friday will be a challenging night for ev­
erybody," Gosa said.

SHEBOYGAN FALLS-
With its lack of numbers, 
the Kewaskum boys had no 
chance to winning the Eastern 
Wisconsin Conference track 
and field title, but one of the 
Indians and its 4x100-meter 
relay team helped make the 
meet at Sheboygan Falls one 
of the most exciting in years.

Senior Jake Dickmann 
won the pole vault and added 
a second and a third. He was 
definitely one of the top indi­
viduals in the meet, and Kiel 
turned out as the best team, 
outscoring Two Rivers by one- 
half of a point, 146.5 to 146, 
with defending champion 
Plymouth right on their heels 
with 141.

The Indians may have 
played a role in determining 
the outcome because their 
4x100 relay team finished just 
ahead of Two Rivers for first 
place, running a time of 46 and 
.08 seconds (46.08) to 46.09 
by the Raiders.
