KEWASKUM- The Public Library
is sporting a fresh new look as it be-
gins to reflect the image that librar-
ies are not just about paperbacks
and hardcovers anymore. A $75,000
remodeling is now complete and al-
lows the library a chance to make
better use of their existing space.

Library Director Steev Baker re-
ported success in the seven-week
project that started in May and ended
about two weeks ago. The project was
funded by three sources, mostly by a
donation by the late Wayland Tes-
sar. The rest of the funding, approxi-
mately $20,000, came from money
received annually from Washington
County that must be matched by the
village in order to be spent. Baker
says the library has about $100,000
built up from the county over the
years.

Baker says the goal was to make
a better use of existing space. While
square footage was not added, linear
feet of shelving was increased by cre-
ating different spaces. Baker's office
was moved and cut in half. The chil-
dren’s section was modernized and
the reference section was cut in half.

“When we pulled reference, we
made space for better seating for
people to use our wireless internet,

better placed (electrical) outlets,’
Baker explained.

A change in the way people now
get their reference information al-
lowed for the reference section to be
decreased. Many things like ency-
clopedias and maps are now found
online and can be accessed by using
one of the four high-speed internet
ready computers at the library.

Much of what was the library’s
reference section now holds the in-
flux of new media items the library
handles such as DVD and VHS vid-
eos. Recently the library has added
a limited selection of Nintendo Wii
games as well. Video games, at the
library?

“Wedid asurveylast year, and pa-
trons thought we should have them,
they wanted the games,” Baker stat-
ed. He explained many of the games
they have are interactive games that
tell stories just like DVDs.

When Baker came to Kewaskum
in 2000, the library had just started
in audiobooks and videos. Now the
library’s catalog reflects hundreds
of audiobooks (now on cd), videos
(now dvds), music (cds) and wire-
less internet and computer use. He
voiced his opinion in saying small
town libraries like Kewaskum are
now used as a cultural center for en-
tertainment.

“The bulk of our collection is en-
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tertainment, I don’t think that’s bad,”
Baker added.

Next on his list Baker says he and
library staff will continue fine tuning
their collection. Ridding the shelves
of many old materials and embrac-
ing new materials is a daily task and
challenge. He says relocating things
in the library so the collections fit to-
gether better will also be something
he works on.

E-books and Kindle are expected
to come into play in the near future
as people switch from holding a pa-
perback or hardcover book in their
hands to reading on their laptop
computers and smartphones. High
speed internet will allow people the
ability to download these books and
audio books right to their computers,
mp3 players or smartphones. Baker
says the library currently has a lim-
ited selection of e-books but expects
that to grow as technology improves.

A new library system that allows
Kewaskum Library patrons to view
and check out items in the collection
of 45 libraries in the state has allowed
patrons to find basically anything
they need and have it in their hands
within a day or two. This allows the
library the abulity to fill the needs of
customers seeking older items that
are not widely used in Kewaskum
and keep the shelves fresh.

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Water tower

future still
unknown

KEWASKUM- The village's tin
man is awaiting a checkup to deter-
mine its future.

Public Works Director Jerry
Gilles told the Public Works and
Public Services Committee last week
he is waiting for the water tower near
Regal Ware to be inspected to see if it
can be saved or if it needs to be torn
down.

The 1929 water tower needs a
roof and, ultimately, a full replace-
ment with a bill slated to fall in the $1
million range. The tower’s roof has
deteriorated and rusted, running the
risk of leakage and contamination.

“It's bad,” Gilles said at an earlier
June committee meeting. “I'm not

even sure the DNR'Will let us opefi ~

that tank next spring”

Sealing the joints with caulk and
getting a new roof could be a short-
term fix which could run about
$150,000, but Gilles worries that
something else may go wrong on an
80-year-old tower.

Designing and building a new
tower is an 18- to 24-month project.
The village has a site for it in Kettle
Country Estates but the tower alone
could run $875,000, not including
digging the well, “so we're looking
at a significant amount of money,”
Gilles said.

If the village discontinues use of
the tower, it could use its other tow-
er until a second one is built. Then,
however, one water main break cuts
off water to the entire village.

“It's a risk factor. You have no
backup,” Gilles said.

But the village receives $46,455
a year from antennas on the tower.
Gilles recommends leaving the tow-
er up - even if it’s not in use - to col-
lect the money or until a new tower
is built and the antennas can be
moved.

A Yugoslavian immigrant
who once played football for
Kewaskum High School has
given his alma mater’s athletic
complex named for his former

Kons Sadownikow, owner
of American Design and Build
Inc. of West Bend and self
lescribed patriot, recently do
nated a new flag and flagpole
to the Doc Mitchell Athletic
Complex

Sadownikow said he got
the idea after he went to a
football game last year and
saw the condition of the old
flagpole.

“It was old,” said Jason
Piittmann, Kewaskum Athletic
Director.

Sadownikow contacted
Jim Palmer, the school dis-
trict’s director of building and
grounds, and got working on
the project. The new pole went
up in spring.

Sadownikow graduated
in 1961 from Kewaskum. He
played for Ernie “Doc” Mitch-
ell and Walter Bade, and still
has chips in his elbow from

the old, hard field.

“It honors the flag a little
more,” Sadownikow said of the
pole. “Besides that, I played for
Doc and to have a flag flying
over his field is kinda neat”

“It dresses up the facility
a little more,” said Piittmann,
who also coaches the school’s
football team that has rarely
lost a home game the past sev-
eral years. Piittmann puts the
flag up and down and said the

new pole runs smoother. The
flagpole is from Flyrite Corp.
in Germantown.

Piittmann said the district
is grateful for Sadownikow’s
pride in America and his alma
mater.

“We're grateful to alumni
like him,” he said.

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Samaritan to show off
remodeling at open house

The Samaritan Health
Center of West Bend will un-
veil its new look at an open
house on July 16.

The $8.6 million remodel-
ing project that started July 21,
2008, should be completed by
the end of the month, said Ed
Somers, administrator of the
facility.

The improvement is so
drastic you can’t recognize the
old facility.

“When you're inside, no,”
Somers said.

The Samaritan will have
119 private nursing home
rooms and six semi-private
rooms.

“All of them have private
bathrooms now,” Somers
said.

The facility is going from
228 to 131 beds, but adding
a 3l-unit community based
residential facility (assisted
living) called the Fields of
Washington County, Somers
said. All beds are now electric,
he said.

The new look is much
more homey than the old one.
“It had concrete block walls. It
had a cold, unwelcome feeling
to it,” Somers said.

And now?

The walls were plastered
over to look smoother and

more residential.

“It is a tremendous psy-
chological lift” Somers said.
“It really helps.”

Washington County is-
sued $8.6 million of bonds
for the project, which the Sa-
maritan will pay back over 20
years.

“We receive no county
levy,” Somers said.

Plunkett Raysich Archi-
tects of Milwaukee did the de-
sign work, and Construction
Management Group of New
Berlin served as construction
manager for the project.

The open house runs from
2-6 p.m. on Thursday, July 16.
Guided and self-guided tours
will be available on three of
the five floors. Light refresh-
ments will be available.

“I'm extremely excited.
I'm remodeled out. The resi-
dents have been really good
sports,” Somers said.

Kewaskum Gridiron Club
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Skeleton is the latest excitement in KHS grad, Bausch’s life

She had gone skydiving
and bungee jumping before.
That morning she helped as
a brakeman for a bobsled-
der “which basically felt like
a minute-long car wreck that
left me feeling nauseous.” Try-
ing the sport of skeleton, said
Kewaskum’s 2003 co-valedic-
torian Lauri Bausch, wasn'’t
exactly appealing.

“So the idea of jumping
on a sled head first and per-
sonally being responsible for
steering my way down, pretty
much gave me a panic attack.”
But it was too late. Her name
was announced, the green
light turned on and the start
clock was counting down.

“I seriously felt like I was
about to blackout,” she said.

With her history of thrill
activities, she figured she
could handle skeleton just
once. Little did she know.

“So I got on, and once I
was in the first turn I surpris-
ingly relaxed and loved it
Funny thing is, my helmet was
way too big, so five out of the
six trial runs I took that day I
couldn’t see a thing and just
let my body do whatever felt
natural,” she said: “I'll never
know if I would have panicked
had I seen the course the very
first time I went down.”

That was last fall at the
Olympic Training Center in
Lake Placid, N.Y. Bausch was
an intern.

After love at first run,
Bausch still wasn'’t sure if she
wanted to pursue a competi-
tive career in the sport.

Several weeks later, she
returned to Lake Placid for
the Eastern Club Races. She

wound up fifth amongst
the women who raced and
achieved good run times for
her level of experience.

Bausch is now in Texas
training for the US Bobsled
& Skeleton Federation com-
bined test later this year. The
24-year-old hopes to make
the World Cup team in 2010-
11 and earn a spot in the 2014
Olympics.

For Bausch's personality
and character, skeleton is al-
most a paradox.

“The sport requires that
you go from an intense start, to
lying relaxed throughout the
rest of the course. I'm a high-
stress person so I thought I
wouldn’t be able to do that.
Anyone that knows me well
knows I'm not good at making
myself relax and have difficul-
ty focusing,” she said.

“Butwhenever I got on the
sled, I immediately relaxed
and was able to focus.”
Skeleton has made her focus
for much longer than several
seconds at a time.

“In a strange way I also see
my participation in the sport
as a way to develop character
because of the discipline and
hard work and so many other
things that go into it. I've kind
of been a drifter the past six
years, somehow succeeding
even though I often didn't
have my efforts focused or di-
rected,” she said. “So the idea
of really committing myself to
something that I'm incredibly
drawn to, regardless of the out-
come, is enough to leave me
feeling it was an opportunity
worth seizing. So even though
I love the rigor of physically
preparing for the sport, the
emotional/mental elements
may be even more enticing to
me.

Sports have always been
a big part of Bausch’s life. In
middle school, she played
basketball, volleyball and was
on the track team. In high
school, it was tennis and soc-
cer. She played softball her
entire life in summer leagues,
and in college she played and
coached rugby and participat-
ed in other sports leagues.

Last December, she grad-
uated from the University of
Wisconsin-Eau Claire with a
degree in kinesiology with a
focus on human performance/
sport performance.

“I took a ‘nontraditional’
route for my college educa-
tion,” she said. “I spent a se-
mester at Southern Cross Uni-
versity in Lismore, Australia,
then managed a branch of
my sister’s powersports busi-
ness in upper Michigan and
coached youth rugby in Port
Elizabeth, South Africa be-
tween my semesters at UW-
EC”

Bausch is a certified
strength and conditioning
specialist through the Nation-
al Strength and Conditioning
Association and writes her
own strength/power training
programs.

Now near Houston,
Bausch works as a sport per-
formance coach in between
training. A typical day is atypi-
cal. i

“Most days at work, I start
out leading a few speed-agili-
ty-conditioning camps in the
morning, and late afternoon til
about 8 p.m. I lead additional
sport performance sessions,’
she said. “Three days a week
I've been going to a chiroprac-
tor who specializes in athletes
and get ART/soft tissue work
done to try to recover from the
damages I caused playing rug-

by etc in the past plus improve
my muscle activation since
I've developed quite a few im-
balances that will hinder my
ability to improve my perfor-
mance as I continue training.”

During her midday break,
she lifts every other day and
does dynamic warmup/mus-
cle activation/rehab exercises
on off days.

One day per week she
trains one-on-one with her
supervisor, emphasizing ac-
celeration and max velocity
technique to improve speed
and efficiency in her skeleton
start.

She also does base run-
ning workouts - longer sprint
intervals - that taper down to
the specific distances used in
the start of skeleton.

“This in particular is a
challenge for me because I
have to try to run early in the
morning or late at night to
avoid peak heat/humidity. I
recently purchased a practice
push sled off an old athlete
that I am now working into my
routine,” she said.

“Even though that sounds
like a lot, I still build in recov-
ery days.”

And her diet? Well, it's not
Michael Phelps, but it is close-
ly calculated.

“I tend to eat a lot of yo-
gurt, hard boiled eggs, gra-
nola, grilled chicken breast
and other lean meats, fresh
fruits/vegetables, nuts, whey
protein shakes, stuff like that,”
she said. “Though I eat a fair
share of protein I don’t cut out
carbs - I just generally try to
eat whole grain products”

She shoots for smaller but
more frequent meals.

“Occasionally I will record
my actually diet and analyze
how the macro/micronutri-
ents span out but I'd rather
enjoy my meals and go based
on how my body feels at this
time. I used to have a more
routine down, but I work a
long drawn out day, and try
to time out meals around my
workouts and have them pre-
pared before I head out to
work. I really try to eat healthy
and balanced but again the

paycheck only goes so far. “

She hopes to eventually
be full funded.

“I would love to be able
to fully dedicate my schedule
to training like some athletes
have had the opportunity to,
but even a full-time job could
not cover all my expenses at
this time. That's why I'm trying
to do what I can to improve
quickly (train hard, invest in
chiropractic care, eat relatively
healthy) while still working to
pay part of the way, so that my
second season hopefully I can
be a funded athlete,” she said.

“If I can’t prove myself
early, I probably would have
to focus more on working
enough to pay general life
expenses, then dedicate less
time to sliding/training, which
to me sounds like the track to
being ranked less than I could
had I fully committed myself”

Bausch eventually plans
to train in Lake Placid, when
she can do skeleton for weeks
on end. Funding is again an is-
sue as she would have to pay
her own way.

“Even when I have the op-
portunity to slide daily I will
try to keep up lifting/sprinting
several days a week and con-
tinue varying my routine and
incorporating rest/recovery
so that I don’t overtrain,” she
said.

Regardless, Bausch said
the commitment and experi-
ence is making her a better
person.

“I think it's worthwhile
that I continue putting my-
self through the challenges
athletes face since those ex-
periences will likely make me
a better sport performance
coach (or even a chiropractor
as I am still contemplating be-
coming),” she said.
