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Oil up the scissors, county’s 2010 
budget facing many cuts, 2% jump

WEST BEND- County em­
ployees may face layoffs and fur­
loughs next year if wages of union 
and non-represented employees 
aren't frozen, Doug Johnson told the 
County Board Tuesday.

The freeze was one of Johnson's 
highlights from a preview of the 2010 
budget process that will be complet­
ed in a vastly different context than 
last year.

Johnson, the county administra­
tor, said $800,000 is at stake in the 
wage freeze negotiation, including 
not providing a cost-of-living adjust­
ment.

He half joked at the state's new 
mission statement - “misery loves 
company." State government cut 
shared revenue and is limiting prop­
erty tax levies to a maximum increase 
of 3 percent.

Johnson wants to keep the coun­

ty's levy increase to 2 percent in re­
sponse to taxpayers' situations.

He pointed out the County Board 
actually cut its tax levy from 2008 to
2009 - one of two counties of the 
state's 72 to do so. Last year's proper­
ty tax levy was $38.3 million. Its total 
budget was $125 million.

The economy's fall has a couple 
of other numbers on the rise. From 
April 2008 to 2009, county unem­
ployment went from 3.7 to 9.3 per­
cent. West Bend, the county's largest 
city with 30,000 people, went from 
5.5 percent to 13.8 percent, fourth- 
highest among the state's largest cit­
ies.

Wisconsin's rate more than dou­
bled from 4.2 percent to 8.8.

Delinquent taxes are up as well. 
Washington County was owed $1.46 
million on April 30, 2008. This year, it 
was $2.13 million.

The county's half-cent sales tax, 
however, has decreased from $9.3

million in 2008 to a updated estimate 
of $8 million this year. Its destina­
tion changes as well, as Johnson said 
the 2008 excess revenue of $750,000 
is going to cover the sales tax gap, 
not capital improvements. The 2008 
sales tax, Johnson said, saved county 
workers from furloughs this year.

Last year's budget had projected 
$8.75 million in sales tax revenue this 
year. Next year, it estimates it will re­
ceive $8.25 million.

The county's 24 departments 
and many of their 900 employees are 
working on their budgets. Each de­
partment starts with a base budget 
and submits a budget request higher 
than the base amount. Liaison com­
mittees prioritize the budgets.

The county administrator and 
County Board chairman review the 
budgets, followed by the Finance 
Committee. Nov. 5 is the target date 
for approval.

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County Board contemplates County Board eyes master 
$2.1 million remodel plan plan for all county buildings

WEST BEND- Architects 
presented the County Board 
on Tuesday with a $2.1 million 
remodeling plan for the Pub­
lic Agency Center (PAC) and a 
$250,000 plan to remodel the 
Senior Center.

After a space assessment 
needs for each department, 
walkthroughs and interviews, 
Potter Lawson Architects of 
Madison suggests some shift­
ing for better efficiency and 
more than doubled meeting 
space in each department.

"Every department I met 
with expressed the need for 
more meeting space," said 
Wendy von Below of Potter 
Lawson.

On the first floor, the Ag­
ing and Disability Resource 
Center (ARDC) is expanded 
into a meeting room as it is 
slated to grow from six to 10 
employees by 2014. The UW 
Extension expands into part of 
a break room for more space

The Health Department 
would remain on the first floor 
with the same entrance and a 
waiting area moved a little to 
the north.

On the second floor, Hu­
man Services would for the 
most part be left alone, and 
a meeting center would be 
added, nearly double the size 
of the one ARDC occupies on 
the first floor. Two medium­
sized rooms would be added 
as well,

The United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture Farm Ser­
vice Agency on the third floor 
would be moved to the second 
floor and occupy about the 
same space.

On the third floor, the 
Planning and Parks Depart­
ment would be integrated into 
a suite to provide storage area 
and a meeting room.

Should the remodeling 
take place, staff could move 
to the third floor and return 
when work is completed, said 
von Below.

The total cost estimate is 
$2,178,800.

Several County Board 
members had questions, in­
cluding William Meyers re­
questing the plan be less ex­
pensive. Von Below said the 
firm wasn’t given a budget 
but minimized work where it 
could and keep existing walls 
and doors. One challenge is 
much of the building is made 
of demountable partitions in­
stead of drywall, which makes 
it hard to connect. Demount­
able partitions aren’t made 
anymore, she said.

County Board Chairman 
Herb Tennies reminded the 
board the cost may go up or 
down as details of the project 
are hammered out.

Supervisor Carol Puerling 
asked why Human Services 
couldn’t occupy the first and 
second floors with meeting 
space on the third. Von Below 
said the handicapped can use

the entrance on grade level to 
reach the second floor, and 
those who used the third-floor 
don't generally need handi­
capped access. Von Below said 
Human Services department 
head Jim Strachota was ada­
mant about keeping his group 
together, though it is too big to 
fit on one floor.

Supervisor Brian Bausch 
asked who is responsible to 
determine the needs of the 
building versus a wish list. 
Tennies assured him the pro­
cess will be thorough.

"It will be critiqued so 
we're not overdoing some­
thing ... but also looks into 
the future (for expansion),” he 
said.

County Administrator 
Doug Johnson said the plan 
was requested because many 
departments have changed 
since the PAC was built.

Potter Lawson suggest 
turning the upper floor of the 
Senior Center into a meeting 
center, improve the restrooms 
for handicapped access and 
add additional storage to the 
lower floor. The total cost is 
estimated to be $252,000.

ARC Director 
Hanson resigns

WEST BEND- The
County Board got its first look 
at a master plan for its land 
and buildings on Tuesday, of 
which the short-term version 
does a little street remodeling.

The plans' goal, said Ron 
Locast of Potter Lawson Archi­
tects of Madison, is to improve 
stormwater management, ve­
hicle and pedestrian circula­
tion, and utilities.

The short-term plan calls 
for Schmidt Road to be re­
routed east just south of the 
county gas pumps to connect 
to Rolfs Avenue, eliminating 
Schmidt's access to Highway 
33. Rolfs Avenue would be ex­
tended to Creek Road.

The firm ranked the coun­
ty's facilities, with the Govern­
ment Center and county gas 
pumps ranking “fair.” Some 
parts of the center, Locast 
said, is nearly 50 years old but 
structurally sound and bet­
ter maintained than govern­
ment buildings in other cit­
ies. The pumps are old and in 
a place for future expansion. 
The long-term plan (30 to 50 
years) moves the pumps near 
the Highway Department.

The Senior Center and 
county's south sheds ranked 
"poor.” Neither are in good 
shape, Locast said.

The short-term plan would 
add pedestrian boulevards to 
help people cross Highway 33 
from the PAC to the Govern­
ment Center, etc. Building a 
bridge or tunnel across the 
road each would cost around 
$1 million, and Locast said 
people tend not to use either. 
Parking lot access would be 
from Highway 33 (entrance 
only), Rolfs Avenue and 
Schmidt Road.

A 60-stall parking lot 
would be added north of the 
County Jail connected to the 
Sheriff's Department and jail’s 
lot.

The existing west parking 
lot off of Highway 33 south of 
Fair Park School is said to of­
ten be used by school traffic. 
Locast said discussions with 
the school district on cuing 
some of its traffic are ongoing. 
The short-term plan costs an 
estimated $1.4 million.

The long-term plan moves 
the PAC across the street next 
to the Government Center, 
with green space separating 
the two, includes additions 
to the court, jail, Sheriff's De­
partment and Government 
Center, adds a cafeteria/meet­
ing hall and more parking.

The idea behind the plan 
is to provide a guide for the 
county on where to expand its 
buildings and remodel its fa­
cilities. It essentially serves as 
an equivalent to a 2035 plan, 
only for county land, said 
Doug Johnson, county admin­
istrative coordinator.

County Board Chairman 
Herb Tennies said the plans 
could change, but they at pro­
vide plans for future county 
boards.

Car starts fire in

Almost Home
by Christine Gleason, MD

On your way home from 
work the other night, you 
stopped by the store to pick up 
some things you needed.

And (isn’t it always like 
this?) you had a few items in 
mind, but you bought more 
than was on your list: a gal­
lon of milk, a bag of apples, 
three cans of soup, two liters 
of soda, and a frozen pizza. It 
was packed nicely in one bag, 
and you headed home.

Now imagine a baby so 
tiny that its cradle could al­
most be made from the empty 
milk jug. A baby that weighs 
slightly more than your frozen 
pizza. In the new book "Almost 
Home" by Christine Gleason, 
MD, you'll read about the lives 
and deaths of those infants, 
and the doctor who worked to 
save them.

Although she says she was 
never a "kid person” as a teen­
ager, when Christine Gleason 
finally went to work in the 
NICU (Neonatal Intensive 
Care Unit) during her pediat­
ric internship, she discovered, 
to her surprise, that she en­
joyed working with tiny, frag­
ile premature babies.

But her specialty career 
had a nearly-inauspicious 
start. After three months of 
working in the ER, Gleason’s 
first day in the NICU arrived in 
September 1979 and was filled 
with very sick babies. Like a 
first love, though, it's hard for 
a doctor to forget her first pa­
tient.

For a long time, the baby 
had no name and no visi­
tors except the doctors and 
nurses who cared for him. His 
mother was young, poor, un­
married, scared, and unwill-

ing to become attached to an 
infant she figured would die. 
Undaunted, and knowing that 
the baby needed his mother 
as much as his mother needed 
closure, Gleason talked the 
girl into visiting her child one 
last time.

Over the course of Glea­
son's career, there were many 
memorable babies: Owen, 
the infant who almost caused 
Gleason to abandon her ca­
reer. Linda, the teenager who 
was laughing one minute and 
dying the next. Patrick, who 
charmed the NICU staff and 
was eventually adopted by 
one of his nurses. Emily, the 
baby caught between her par­
ents' cultures. Joshua, whose 
mother wouldn’t live to see 
his first birthday. Harry, who 
changed his mother's life in 
unexpected ways.

"Almost Home" is one of 
those rare books that I didn’t 
want to end, not just because 
of the stories author Christine 
Gleason tells, but also because 
of the gentle, knowledgeable 
way she tells them.

Gleason weaves triumphs

and failures in the NICU in 
with personal stories of a 
soured marriage, an on-again, 
off-again relationship, and, 
eventually, babies of her own. 
Each patient’s story is told 
truthfully - mistakes, guesses, 
and positive outcomes in­
cluded. There are tears in this 
book, some can-you-believe- 
it moments and plenty of 
smiles to make you awed and 
“awwwwww" ed.

While I wouldn'.t hand this 
book to brand-new parents of 
a preemie, it's perfect for other 
Moms, Dads, and grandpar­
ents, and would make a nice 
thank-you to a special doctor. 
For them, and for readers who 
love true-medicine books, "Al­
most Home" is a heavy with 
goodness.
