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Farmington seeking legal opinion on
necessity of permit for Dyno Tuning

TOWN of FARMINGTON- The
Town Board is seeking a legal opin-
ion on whether or not a local auto
tuning business needs a conditional
use permit and advises residents to
contact a board member when the
noise from the shop gets too loud.

At their monthly board meet-
ing, one couple presented a petition
requesting the board deo something
about the noise from West Bend
Dyno Tuning at 8450 Trading Post
Trail. Donald and Terrilee Zimdars
live across the street from the busi-
ness and claim the noise, especially
late at night and into the wee hours
of the morning, has been unbear-
able. Nineteen people from 12 ad-
dresses signed the petition.

The Zimdars said they contacted

business owner Brad Riekkoff both
verbally and through written com-
munication, contacted Town Chair-
man Gary Schreiber and the county
sheriff’s department.

“It hasn’t gotten better,” said Don
Zimdars.

Riekkoff said his hours are from
10 am. to 8 p.m. Monday through
Friday, 10-5 on Saturday and by ap-
pointments on Sunday. He said he
tries to shut down the dyno - the
biggest noisemaker, before 10. He
said the sheriff’s department said he
could be open from 7 a.m. to 10 p.m.
and said he is willing to shut down
the dyno earlier.

“He’s just got a personal vendet-
ta against me since I built the house
there,” Riekkoff said of Don Zimdars.
Whether or not the shop’s doors are
closed is a major element in the noise

control. Riekkoff claims the doors
are closed when the dyno is running.
Terrilee said she has video of the
shop running with its doors open at
2:40 a.m. She also complained about
cars revving their engines as they
leave Riekkoff’s property.

Neighbor Chris Elbe who runs a
farm said his workers can’t sleep due
to the noise. He said the business
would need a conditional use per-
mit according to the town. Riekkoff
claims it doesn’t.

The Town Board said it would
check with its attorney on the issue.

“I'm not satisfied he needs a con-
ditional use,” Schreiber said.

About 20 residents came to the
meeting to argue for or against the
business. Some said the noise is not

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Midwest organic farmers
convene at Dobberphul farm

Town of Farmington farmer Tim Dobberphul explains some of his pasture management
techniques to a group of 40 people at organic farm field day on Monday. Dobberphul went
organic several years ago and became certified to make more money on his milk.

TOWN of FARMINGTON - For Tim Dob-
berphul, the switch to organic farming wasn't
difficult but it was much more profitable.

The longtime farmer whose grandfather
began an operation in 1925 and moved to the
present location on the corner of Boltonville
Road and Highway H in 1952 already rarely
used sprays. He easily transitioned to full or-
ganic and became certified in organic farming
four years ago.

“It’s the economics of it. I had to get paid
more for my milk,” Dobberphul told a crowd
of about 40 at last Monday’s organic farm field
day sponsored by Midwest Organic and Sus-
tainable Education Service (MOSES) with help
from Horizon Organic.

He used to average 70 to 80 pounds of milk
per cow, but Dobberphul noticed everyone
was making money - the vet, feed mills, etc. -
but him.

Getting certified meant making more mon-
ey.

“It just made sense to get certified, he
said.

Now, Dobberphul gets 45 pounds per cow
but other costs are way down.

“All we ever see the vet for now is breach
birth,” he said. “We never have sick cows.”

Pregnancy rates are up, mastitis is not a
problem and he doesn'’t cull cows anymore.

Dobberphul credits his wife, Melissa, for
her gift in tending to calves. He has two young
boys and while his dad at 72 still milks every
day, Dobberphul basically is a one-man show
working his 90 acres and milking 75 cows.

Organic farming experts were on hand
to explain some tricks of the trade to organic
farming.

Rhonda Gildersleeve of the UW Extension

holds a newly created position called grazing
specialist. She explained cows’ grazing habits
and how understanding them can be a key to
success.

“Cows were made to eat on the go, go
somewhere else to get away from a lion, rest
and chew cud,” she said.

Cows need to rest for as much time as they
graze in order to properly digest their food, she
said.

Cows need a consistent diet and plenty of
water easily accessible. Cow herds, she said,
have a pecking order, like to stay on straight
and narrow paths and graze together.

“The herd that grazes together stays to-
gether,” she said.

Laura Paine, organic grazing and agricul-
ture specialist with the state’s Department of
Agriculture, discussed how to maximize milk
output by managing the pasture.

“Management is going to make the biggest
difference in your yield,” she said.

The first step, she said, is to put in fence
posts and start managing.

Manure is the land’s main source of fertil-
ity, she said, and in well laid-out pastures every
square foot of space receives a dose of manure
every few years.

Water should be no more than 500 feet
away to prevent manure from being dumped
all in one place.

Planting depends on the soil type, and
multiple types can be found on any one farm,
she said.

The Department of Agriculture, through
federal funds, covers up to 75 percent of certifi-
cation costs of $750 per operation.

“There’s going to be an ex-
pense with this in three years,”
Knoebel said

Village loses $21k
in state money

The on-time state budget
includes a dent in shared rev-
enue, and Kewaskum is no ex-
ception.

The village will receive
$21,846 less next year in
shared revenue, Village Ad-
ministrator Mathew Heiser
told the Village Board Monday
night.

Village Board ok’s
$16k of changes to
treatment plant

The Village Board ap-
proved more than $16,000 of
change orders to the wastewa-
ter treatment plant upgrade
on last week.

One of the three approved
costs $10,294 for stainless steel
swivel piping. Public Works
Director Jerry Gilles had got-
ten a second estimate because
the cost looked high, but that

came in within $69 so the
price was deemed acceptable.

Another was for $5,270
for supports to the headworks
building, and the other was
for $1,147 to add wiring to the
secondary scum floats.

The project is nearing
completion, with only the pri-
mary clarifiers left to be built,
Gilles said.

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Red Cross searches
for new director

WEST BEND- The Wash-
ington County Chapter of the
American Red Cross is reas-
sessing itself as it searches for
a new executive director.

After  Betsy  Hanson
abruptly resigned July 1, the
board is taking a look at what
kind of functions the chapter
will perform in the future and
how that relates to the Mil-
waukee chapter, said Jim Vest,
chairman of the American Red
Cross in West Bend and West
Bend fire chief.

“What we're doing is look-
ing at forming a transforming
committee,” he said.

The board is developing a
plan to “meet core Red Cross
functions,” he said.

One example is switch-
ing the medical transport
program from the Red Cross
to the Interfaith Caregivers of
Washington County. Vest said
the transport program didn't
fit the Red Cross" mission.

Changes in structure have
recently occurred and more
are on the way, Vest said. A
year ago, the chapter’s cover-
age area covered the northern
half of Washington County.
Now, it covers the entire coun-
ty.

The board is working with
the Milwaukee chapter on de-
veloping a plan to meet the
Red Cross’ functions, he said.
That will determine the role of
the new director.

“We're very lucky in that
the people who are working
for the Red Cross have been
able to take over and keep it
running right now,” Vest said.

Vest said the board wants
to hire a new (.1”L‘(’11'1! 4as soon
as possible, and will be able
to focus more on the process
after this week’s Real Heroes
awards dinner. He said the
two office employees at the
chapter and volunteers have
been doing a great job and he
doesn’t want to lean on them
too much

City re-opens
18th Avenue

WEST BEND- The halle-
lujah chorus you hear coming
from vehicles’ windows is the
celebration of the re-opening
of one of the city’s only north-
south arteries last week.

18th Avenue had been
closed for construction from
Chestnut south to Oak. The
road is still not accessible
from Chestnut and Oak, but
those should open up in the
next two weeks, said David
Wronski, civil engineer for
West Bend. For now, north-
south travelers are back on the
straight and narrow.

“They’re glad at least they
can get through,” Wronski
said.

The project includes re-
placing all the water mains
with plastic pipe due to soil
corrosion, repairing sanitary
sewers, replacing all catch

basins, cutting out grounds
unsupportable for a road and
putting in suitable material,
and topped it all off with a
fresh sheet of concrete.

Crewsaretwoweeksahead
of schedule, thanks to the dry
weather, and under budget,
Wronski said. The project is
slated to cost $825,000.

“We still haven't finalized
all dollar amounts, but it looks
like we should be underneath
that,” he said.

Traffic has mostly been
cooperative, but Wronski
said some people have tried
to move barricades and get
around the construction, and
a motorcycle drove through
wet concrete.

“It would be nice if we got
a little more compliance,” he
said.

Sanitary sewer work con-
tinues on South Main Street
from Decorah to Poplar. The
road is open to local traffic
but Wronski doesn’t recom-
mend trying to get all the way
through.

Traffic isn't out of the
woods yet as the reconstruc-
tion of Veterans Avenue is
slated to start soon.

Regents freeze UWWC
tuition for third year

MADISON - The Universi-
ty of Wisconsin System Board
of Regents approved an an-
nual operating budget and set
tuition rates for the 2009-10
academic year at its July meet-
ing in Madison on Thursday.

UW System President
Kevin P. Reilly’s budget will
freeze tuition for the third
consecutive year for 12,735
resident students enrolled at
13 freshman-sophomore UW
Colleges campuses includ-
ing UW-Washington County
(UW-WC).

“Maintaining tuition at
2006 rates for the 2009-2010
academic year means that the
UW Colleges will continue to
be the most affordable access
point for anyone who wants to
start, continue or complete a
degree,” said UW Colleges and
UW-Extension  Chancellor
David Wilson, who has spear-
headed the push to keep the
UW Colleges affordable, es-
pecially in these challenging
economic times.

With this tuition freeze,
UW-WC will maintain its
long-held reputation as an af-
fordable choice for incoming
students of all ages who can
then complete a baccalaure-
ate degree at UW-WC or at any

four-year UW campus.

The tuition for two semes-
ters at UW-WC will remain at
$4,268 for 2009-10. This is ap-
proximately $1,100 less than
the four-year comprehensive
campuses, $2,600 less than at
UW-Milwaukee and $3,000
less than the tuition at UW-
Madison.

According to UW-WC
Dean, David Nixon, “‘UW-
Washington County contin-
ues to provide a quality and
affordable college experience
for area students. In addi-
tion to saving substantially on
tuition costs, statistics have
shown that students who be-
gin their education at UW-WC
(or one of the other 2-year UW
campuses), have higher grad-
uation rates than those who
begin their studies at a 4-year
campus.

If someone wants
a quarter, then they end up in
the carcass show. Kids can see
how it grades out there, he
said.

The carcass show is held
the Wednesday evening after
the fair, at Kewaskum Frozen
Foods. Experts grade the dif-
ferent aspects of the various
animals, checking for how
much fat, etc

Ries said the carcass show
gives a better grade. While at
the fair animals are judged as
animals, “here we can actually
see how they're really going to
judge.”

It's a small world. And it’s
getting smaller.

Casein point: youstrike up
a conversation with a stranger
at the airport and find that
you both worked in the same
building twenty years ago. Or
you overhear a dear friend dis-
cussing someone you just met
that morning - and it turns out
she’s distantly related to your
new acquaintance. Or you
suddenly discover that you
really are “six degrees sepa-
rated” from the Queen of Eng-
land and Brad Pitt.

Our paths cross with so
many people every day, it's
almost inevitable that we're
all connected. But in the new
novel “A Disobedient Girl” by
Ru Freeman, two women with
different lives are linked in the
most heartbreaking way.

Latha loved the finer
things in life.

Though she couldn't
use the Lux soap in front of
Madam, the wonderful smell
made her smile, perhaps in
part because the soap was
stolen. Stolen, like the best
things Latha owned. Sure, she
wore nice saris, but they were
always hand-me-downs. Be-
cause she was a servant, Latha
was expected not to want the
finer things in life.

She didn't remember a

time before she came to the
Vithanage home. They told
her that she had no mother,
and that was why she be-
came Thara's servant. Latha
and Thara were friends, but
Vithanage Madam never let
Latha forget her place.
Long ago, Biso tried to drown
herself and her three children
in the ocean but when the
waves broke over her body,
she lost her courage, walked
out of the water, and returned
home to another beating.

Biso loved her children:
the oldest, Loku Putha, big-
boned like his father but way
too impressionable.

from her. Her second, con-
ceived by an American, was
ripped from her.

Every now and then, I get
a book that makes me want to
do nothing but go to the sofa
to read. This is one of those
kinds of books.

Beautifully written (al-
though a little wordy at times),
“A Disobedient Girl” pulls you
into another world complete-
ly. You know that no good will
come to defiant Latha, and
though you truly want her to
have those fine things, you
know it will come at a price.
You'll want to wring haughty
Thara's little neck. Watching
Biso unravel is unsettling, and
- while you may have the “se-
cret” figured out by the middle
of this book - it hurts to read
the way it happens.

Judging by this - Ru Free-
man'’s first book - she's an au-
thor you're going to want to
keep an eye on. For a debut
novel, “A Disobedient Girl”
ain’t no small thing.

CITRUS SALMON WITH
ORANGE RELISH

/4 cup orange juice

2 tablespoons olive oil

1 1/2 teaspoons McCormick(r)
Thyme Leaves, divided

4 salmon fillets (about 1
pound)

1 tablespoon brown sugar

1 teaspoon McCormick(r)
Paprika

1/2 teaspoon salt

12 teaspoon grated orange

peel
2 seedless oranges, peeled,

sectioned and cut into

2 tablespoons chopped red

bell pepper
1 tablespoon honey
1 tablespoon chopped red

onion
1 tablespoon chopped fresh

parsley
112 teaspoon McCormick(r)

Ground Ginger

Mix orange juice, oil and 1
teaspoon of the thyme in small
bowl. Place salmon in large
resealable plastic bag or glass
dish. Add marinade; turn to coat
well. Refrigerate 30 minutes or
longer for extra flavor.

For the relish, mix all ingre-
dients in medium bowl. Cover.
Refrigerate until ready to serve.

Mix brown sugar, paprika,
remaining 12 teaspoon thyme
and salt in small bowl. Remove
salmon from marinade. Discard
any remaining marinade. Rub
salmon evenly with paprika
mixture

Grill over medium-high heat
6 to 8 minutes per side or until
fish flakes easily with a fork. Or,
place salmon on foil-lined bak-
ing pan. Bake in preheated 400°

REMEMBERING DAN...
Sporting clays event helps shatter fundraising goal 3

With the last words of his
young life on an August eve-
ning in 2008, Dan Ross asked
his mother not to wake him
the next morning. The sport-
ing clays season at Wern Valley
Sportsmen’s Club in Wauke-
sha had concluded, a banquet
was scheduled for the follow-
ing evening, and the 16-year
old would not be expected to
report early to work.

Dan was comfortable and
talented with a shotgun him-
self, and had gone to state
competition twice as a mem-
ber of the Junior Team for
Wern Valley, winning a Divi-
sion 1st place once. He also
shot in the Winter Sporting
Clays League at the McMiller
Sportsman’s Club with his
parents and other team mem-
bers. As a member of the Wern
Valley’s Bird Crew, he raised
pheasants from chicks, many
of which were sold to farms for
release in the fields of South
Dakota and captured and re-
leased adult birds on site as
needed at the facility when
the hunters came.

Dan never woke. His par-
ents, Lynn and Charlie Ross
of Genesee, found their son
in bed, his life ended by a
cause that would not reveal
itself easily despite any pain
or grief suffered by a mom
and dad and sisters who re-
ally needed to just know why.
Medical evaluation seeking a
cause of death that included
toxology level and brain aneu-
rism reports and tests of heart,
liver and other too-common
causes of premature mortality
came back normal.

“No, my 16 year old son is
gone,” Lynn Ross responded.
“He ran up the stairs a healthy
boy. That's not normal”

Eventually, a typtase
bloodtestdelivered conclusive
evidence that Dan had died
from an “anaphylactic reac-
tion to an unknown allergen’,
or allergic reaction to some-
thing he had eaten. According
to Lynn Ross, a tryptase ref-
erence level is typically 11.4.
With an allergic reaction, the
histamine level measured by
the Tryptase test might elevate
into the 20s. Dan’s tryptase
level was over 200.

“Dan died in his sleep,
Lynn said. “I asked the Doctor
what would have happened if
he would have had the reac-
tion at the table when we were
there with him. He said, ‘your
husband would have called
911, you would have adminis-
tered CPR and Dan still would
have been gone in seconds”

In the few seconds it took
for loving parents to check
on a son, a family’s life was
shattered forever. Instead of
enjoying an evening at the
place where Dan had spent
much of his life, at the Wern
Valley sporting clays banquet
a hat was passed and shoot-
ers raised $1,000 in memory
of a generous young boy who
everyone liked and who, his
mother said, had never had a
bad day.

“Dan touched the com-
munity,” Lynn said. “This kid
never had a bad day in his
life. He smiled from the day
he was born, and literally he
had a smile on his face when

he died. My father died in his
sleep five weeks before at age
78. Now I think Dad had to go
to receive Dan.”

In passing Dan would con-
tinue to touch the community
through the courage of a fam-
ily that had seen firsthand the
extraordinary generosity that
their son carried in his heart.
Two years ago, Dan’s help had
been solicited from a Kettle
Moraine School District coach
when the State Trap Shoot
held at the Waukesha Gun
Club needed more personnel
(to be paid at an hourly rate)
to help coordinate events.
Revenue raised at the shoot
would be donated to the Dis-
trict’s Share the Field Project.

The project is an ongo-
ing collective fund-raising
effort to purchase at a cost of
$425,000 a synthetic athletic
field to be used by multiple
sports and activities by Kettle
Moraine and surrounding
communities. The existing
natural surface was used by
the KM football team only.
By the third game each year
large sections of the field were
reduced to dirt, and a great
potential resource was lim-
ited in use. If a synthetic field
could be installed, lacrosse,
field hockey, soccer, marching
bands and many other users
could all utilize the resource.

Although still not old
enough to drive, the then-15
year old had saved his money
and had purchased a 1991 Ca-
maro in need of work. Dan
worked at the state trap shoot
for four days, earning a pay-
check of almost $500.00. “He

asked us if we would be dis-
appointed if he donated the
money to ‘Share the Field)
his mother said. “Any parent
would be proud of that deci-
sion. That’s what we live for.
At 15, he was living to buy car
parts, but he wanted to give
away the money.”

In making service prepa-
rations for their son, the fu-
neral director asked Lynn and
Charlie Ross if they would like
to set up a memorial to Dan.
Although that issue hadn’t
been discussed at home, in
unison, they answered, “Share
the Field.”

After dismissing the pos-
sibility of an August date too
close to the day a year before
when the Ross family had
said goodbye to their son, the
“Share the Field” Memorial
Shoot for Dan Ross was held
on July 11, 2009 “Dan passed
in August,” said Lynn. “How
do you set up a memorial al-
most a year after he died? 1
couldn’t do it. I need August
to myself”

So very fittingly, it was the
memorial shoot that put the
long-time quest to raise the
funds necessary to buy and in-
stall what to many would be a
literal field of dreams virtually
within reach. With a goal of
$5000, the shoot raised $7200
and placed the ultimate target
just $12,000 away. Even now,
Dan continues to give back to
the community while a family

learns to let go.

“When Dan died with a
smile on his face, the Pastor
asked ‘wouldn’t you have a
smile on your face if the Good
Lord came to get you?” Lynn
said. “If I had to give up being
a mother, at least I gave it up
to God. I can’t compete with
God. We're blessed. We got to
be Dan'’s parents for almost 17
years.”

The Kewaskum A's escaped
Oakfield with a 9-8, 11 inning
victory on Sunday, ensuring
themselves a spot in the Rock
River .Playoffs for the second
consecutive year.

The A's jumped on top of
Oakfield with a seven run third
inning, but that lead disap-
peared as a sloppy fifth inning
let Qakfield tie the game at 7-7
A Kirk Gibson like home run by
Adam Sarauer in the top of the
11th and two outstanding de-
fensive plays by Jason Strobel
and Jake Panzer helped seal the
A's victory

Not to be outdone was the
pitching performance by Mitch
Huffman, who gave up one un-
earned run over 6 innings of re-
lief to pick up his sixth victory of
the year

Oakfield jumped ahead in
the bottom of inning one, taking
advantage of a walk and an in
field single to push across their
first run. The A's responded in
the third as they sent 13 batters
to the plate in scoring seven
runs. Nick Whitty led off with a
walk and Jake Spaeth reached
via a HBP to put two runners on
for Matt Meisenheimer. Meisen-
heimer dropped down a perfect
bunt for a base hit to load the
bases for Dan Shea. Shea hit a
groundball back to the pitcher
and an easy 1-2-3 double play
looked to be in order, but the
throw sailed over the catcher’s
head and two runs came into
score on the play. Kurt Zagzeb-
ski took advantage and followed
with a two RBI double down the
line to put the A's up 4-1.

Strobel and Adam Martz
ripped consecutive singles to

score another run and Adam
Sarauer capped the scoring
with a RBI double to deep left
giving the A’'s a 7-1 lead.

The A's however let Oak
field back into the game in the
6th as the Oaks sent 10 batters
to the plate taking advantage of
4 Kewaskum errors, 1 walk and
3 timely hits off starting pitcher
Jim Ziegler to tie the score at
7-7. The A's manufactured a run
in the top of the 6th as a Strobel
sac fly gave the A’s a brief lead
However, Oakfield responded
with a run in the bottom half of
the inning again tying the score,
this time at eight. The score
remained tied until the 1l1th,
when Adam Sarauer, bum leg
and all, belted a two-out solo
homerun to left giving the A's
the lead.

Oakfield would not go qui-
etly in the bottom of the 11th,
as they would put a runner on
second with one out. The next
batter up ripped a sharp single
up the middle setting up a play
at the plate. Strobel scooped up
the ball in center and made a
perfect throw to home to Jake
Panzer. A collision at the plate
ensued, but Panzer hung onto
the ball to get the second out of
the inning. After another single
by Oakfield, Huffman was able
to get a groundball to end the
game.
