2009-"10 budget increases $633,148

TOWN of FARMINGTON- Brad
Riekkoff got his conditional use
permit to run his auto repair shop
that drew noise complaints from
neighbors, but can only be open to
customers during a Town Board-
imposed schedule, along with other
restrictions.

Riekkoff and the board compro-
mised on a schedule at last week's
Town Board meeting, after a heated
meeting in July drew residents for
and against the shop, some saying
it made too much noise and others
saying it doesn’t and Riekkoff is only
running his business to earn a living.
The board decided West Bend Dyno
Tuning at 8450 Trading Post Trail
will be allowed to be open Mondays,
Wednesdays and Fridays from 9 a.m.
to 6:30 p.m., Tuesdays and Thursdays
from 9 a.m. to 9 p.m. and Saturdays
from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m.

The board had requested Riek-
koff to close at 8 on Tuesdays and
Thursdays, but he convinced them to
make it 9.

“I need to work on the dyno,”
Riekkoff told the board.

Supervisor Art Seyfert agreed to
the request since many businesses
close at 9.

“I think that’s reasonable,” he
said.

Riekkoff can work on his dyno -
the machine drawing the noise com-
plaints - until 9 p.m. every day but
canonlybe open to customers during
his hours of business. He is required
to keep his garage doors closed while
the dyno is in operation.

Riekkoff was instructed to con-
tinue to tell customers not to rev
their engines when they pull out of
his driveway and to exit to the north
if possible.

“We want to keep the noise down
as much as possible,” said Town
Chairman Gary Schreiber.

The board unanimously ap-
proved the conditional use permit.

The board will review the situ-
ation in six months. If everything is
going well, the shop's hours may be

extended.

“That’s fair,” Riekkoff said.

Ifyou're going to pave your drive-
way, check with the town first.

You need a permit.

If you don’t get one, you're going
to be charged double.

The Town Board at last week’s
meeting approved amending its or-
dinance to double the permit fee
from $20 to $40 when the homeown-
er doesn’t apply for one before pav-
ing.

While asphalt and gravel drive-
ways are fine, concrete driveways
that go into the road right of way
damage snow plows, said Schreiber.

Three town residents in the past
month have put in concrete drive-
ways without permits, he said.

The town puts a note about re-
quiring permits for paving driveways
in with residents’ tax bills, but people
apparently weren’'t reading them,
Schreiber said.

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Farmington to hire consultant for 2035 plan

TOWN OF FARMINGTON
- In an effort to better under-
stand its comprehensive 2035
plan and protect its land use
rights, the town will hire The
Foundation For Common Sense
Inc. before approving the docu-
ment.

The Town Board voted 2-1
to hire the nonprofit organi-
zation at last week’s meeting.
Supervisor Mark Foyse voted
against, saying he wanted more
discussion before agreeing to
hire the foundation.

The cost is $1,500 for three
meetings in which Jay Verhulst,
president of the two-person or-
ganization, will go through the
town’s plan and tweak wording
to preserve land use rights.

Specifically, Verhulst sug-
gests changing some wording
in each town's individual 2035
plans, namely replacing “in-
tergovernmental cooperation”
with “coordination.”

While intergovernmental

is no legal weight to Verhulst's
claims, citing opinion from an
attorney with the Wisconsin
Towns Association. Glass cited
two letters from Lee Turonie,
assistant legal counsel with the
association.

Turonie says coordination
only applies to cases involving
federally owned land managed
by the BLM. Wisconsin has
“very little” land managed by
the BLM, most of it tribal land,
he wrote.

“There is zero State of Wis-
consin law that can be used as a
basis for demanding Coordina-
tion,” Turonie wrote.

Last week, a similar debate
ensued last week between the
board, a few residents and a
county planner.

“I don’t understand the
plan,” said Town Chairman
Gary Schreiber. He wants some-
one to explain it to him in “plain
English.”

Debora Sielski, deputy ad-
ministrator for the county’s
Planning and Parks Depart-
ment, said the plan is written by
planners.

“That’s the problem,”
Schreiber said. “It's not written
in layman'’s terms.”

Sielski said she and Nancy
Anderson, a chief county assis-
tant planner with the Southeast
Wisconsin Regional Planning
Commission, will answer any
questions on the plan.

“Will you change it if you
don’t like something?” said Su-
pervisor Mark Foyse.

“Yes,” Sielski said. “It’s your
plan.”

Sielski is worried that
changing portions of the plan

may not make it compliant
with state requirements. Farm-
ington’s plan now meets all re-
quirements.

Schreiber said while the
town'’s attorney doesn’t know
anything about the Foundation
For Common Sense and the
Towns Association disagrees
with its stance on land use plan-
ning, Supervisor Art Seyfert
spent a lot of time with Verhulst
and is “reasonably convinced”
in a few years the town may
have lost some freedoms if it
approves its 2035 plan as is.

Town resident Dale Spaeth
questioned whether or not Ver-
hulst could do a thorough job
since he’s the only one working
on the plan. He said he knows
some of the towns up north that

contracted with the foundation,
and they're “tiny” compared to
Farmington.

Town resident Travis Bry-
ant asked if a cheaper alterna-
tive is available.

“$1,500 sounds like a lot of
money,” he said.

“What is the value, “Sey-
fert said, “of our authority and
freedom here in the town of
Farmington?”

Town resident Chris Elbe
asked if anything beyond $1,500
would need to be spent. Seyfert
said it depends on what the
town does with its plan.

Sielski said she and An-
derson will try to arrange their
schedules to be at each meeting
with Verhulst and the town Plan
Commission.

The state-imposed deadline
to pass the 2035 plan is Dec. 31.

Corcoran “Cork”
O’Connor will forever regret
what happened when his
wife, Jo, left. In the new book
“Heaven's Keep” by William
Kent Krueger, he wishes he
could take it all back.

A hundred times a week,
Cork O’Connor imagines what
her last day on Earth was like.
Jo was on her way to a confer-
ence in Seattle, her briefcase
full of recommendations on
government oversight for In-
dian gaming casinos. She was
flying there with friends and
new acquaintances. And Cork
hoped she wasn’t still angry
with him in the aftermath of
an argument.

Settele let his 18 foot fiberglass
ship settle into the Lake Michi-
gan blues just inside the north
gap of the Milwaukee Harbor,
then let the white Zoom fluke
plastic tail drop to a hard bot-
tom 31 feet below. The black
clutter of baitfish on the elec-
tronic screen sent the exact
message he was hoping for.

“The biggest key is finding
the bait,” Settele said. “Find
the bait and these Chinook
salmon will be nearby. Ah,
man right now this screen is
full of alewife.”

Through May, June and
July, in the harbors of Port
Washington, Sheboygan and
Milwaukee, Settele had found
the baitfish and found too the
nearby predators before the
frantic bite began to fade in
August. All summer long, the
bite had been nocturnal. As
summer faded and crawled
into an early September, Set-
tele was guessing the Chinook
salmon would be better tar-
geted at mid-day.

The Chinook’s changing
feeding habits, he surmised,
were being triggered by physi-
cal changes in the fish as au-
tumn loomed and with it the
annual spawning runs up the
tributaries of the Great Lake.

Settele evolved too to stay
on a bite that had offered fast,
furious and often non-stop ac-
tion.

“Fishing has been just ex-
cellent,” he said. “We'd get on
the water in the evening and
fish into dark. Their bodies
started going through a transi-
tion in August. Their stomach
shrinks. Their eyesight chang-
es and isn't as good. Instead
of biting to eat the Chinook
are striking from aggression.
In the night we would have to
use glow-in-the-dark spoons
and crankbaits. But [ think
that fishing now on these
bright sunny days will allow
the salmon to see the lure and
hit.”

Settele has been a stu-
dent of the feeding Chinook,
and uses his observation and
reading as an angler to try and
imitate the alewife that serve
as a salmon staple. On the
Port Washington harbor, he
had watched a Chinook tor-
pedo into a school of roving
alewife, and was intrigued at
the number of injured baitfish
that skittered and flailed in the
water from the initial assault.
The show became even more
intriguing when other salmon
followed up to gorge on the
easy pickins. He used the un-
expected field lesson to offer a
jigging lesson to Randy Roth-

pared to work the harbor last
week in 70-degree tempera-
tures under pure blue skies
and bright sunshine.

“Drop the lure straight
down until it hits bottom,”
Settele said. “Hold the line
against the rod with one finger
so that you get a good hook set
when you feel the strike. You
can'’t rely on the drag to bury
the hook. Twitch the fluke
several times steady just a few
inches off the bottom and then
every once in a while pop it up
a few feet and let it fall like an
injured baitfish. We use Gulp
or Fluke Tails in white to best
resemble the coloration of the
alewife”

Confident in the time of
day and presentation, Settele
said he would also continue
to adjust the depth of his lure
until he found the predator’s
location in the water column.
Aggressive or subtle jigging
would also be determined
after the salmon let us know
their preference on this after-
noon. As we entered the fall
transition, it was likely that a
brown trout would hit instead
of the targeted Chinook.

“We have to see where
they are in the water column,”
he said. “It's 62 degrees on
the surface right now. The
fish have liked it at about 50
degrees the best. Most of the
time, they've been tight to the
bottom because of the cooler
water temperatures there. A
west/southwest wind  will
bring the cooler water in.

Armed with 8-1/2 foot
medium action rods with the
backbone to handle an ex-
traordinarily tenacious fighter,
it was time to go to work. We
dropped 5/8 and three-quar-
ter ounce jigs dressed with
Zoom Flukes or Berkley Gulp
plastics on 10-pound Seaquar
fluorocarbon line. This was
not to be a motor-trolling
cruise in a charter boat built to
handle the high seas. Settele
uses equipment and tactics
that the common man can af-
ford and use, on fertile harbor
water easily assessable with
small outboards and most of-
ten protected from the winds
and waves.

If we did hook up with a
Chinook, Settele said to ex-
pect 150 yards of line to be
ripped off the reel in seconds.
In response, the skipper would
do his best to follow with the
Minn Kota trolling motor until
we could wrestle the salmon
into submission. The largest
Chinook to fall to Settee’s tac-
tics and equipment this sum-
mer weighed 26 pounds.

steel or forged galvanized
hooks because the fish would
straighten out the hooks I
used on the store-bought jigs,”
he said. “They were too thin. I
make these. We're going to try
aggressive jigging and hardly
jigging at all until through tri-
al and error we find out what
they want. When we do hook
up, just imagine hooking your
jig to the bumper of a truck on
Highway 41. Because that’s
what it feels like”

We missed a half dozen
strikes over the first 90 min-
utes. The fish were banging
the lures and disappearing
before any of us were able to
bury a hook. With expecta-
tions high, Rothenbueler’s rod
bent over the weight of a good
fish hell-bent on a pardon and
early release
"~ I'mnot sure what the fight
looked like beneath the waves.
But I do know that three men
riding the waves in a small
boat, one with a rod, one with
a net and one with a camera,
trying to get out of the way of
each other as the fish traveled
this way and that was no less
than a KeyStone Kop remake.

When Randy led the 15
pound salmon to net, one
thing was very clear. We
wished Settele had called in
the heart of summer , when 20
fish harbor days and monster
Chinook are the expectation
rather than a fleeting autumn
hope.

“It has been so good 1
could catch a limit of five fish
in 90 minutes of fishing,” Set-
tele said. “And this is some-
thing that any fisherman with
a decent boat can do.”

HARTFORD- Unusual cir-
cumstances continue to ham-
per the Oconomowoc girls
golf team in its bid for the Wis-
consin Little Ten golf title.

After signing an incorrect
score, Cooney had Brinkley
Schmidt DQ’ed in the sea-
son-opener, and then in last
Tuesday’s meet at West Bend
Country Club, Schmidt had to
withdraw because of illness,
enabling Hartford to take the
top spot. Hartford won with a
208 total, while Oconomowoc,
which had won two of the con-
ference matches in a row, had
to settle for third place at 212.

Alexa Snyder of Oconomo-
woc was the medalist with a
46.

In the battle for the third

place in the standings, it
wasn't as much a matter of the
Kewaskum girls playing badly
as it was Watertown's girls
playing well.
