Fire hydrant maintenance arises on
public vs private street debate

VILLAGE of KEWASKUM- Pic-
ture this: The Kewaskum Fire De-
partment responds to a fire on a pri-
vate drive in the village. Firefighters
arrive on scene and hook up to the
nearest fire hydrant.

It doesn’t work.

That seems to be an appar-
ent possibility after two residents
on Monday questioned the Village
Board about whose responsibility
it is to flush fire hydrants on private
streets in the village.

Jerry Stilb, who lives in Nature
Havens Estates, a planned unit de-
velopment (PUD), said a hydrant in
his subdivision may not have been
flushed in eight to 10 years. Public
hydrants in the village are flushed
annually to clear out sediment and
ensure they're working properly.

In an argument that sounds like
the great garbage debate of '08 rein-
carnated, the question of services on
public versus private streets is again
on the table.

Stilb said public safety is his main
concern.

“You had best keep that in the
forefronts of your minds. If I were the
fire chief, I'd be dancing on some-
body’s desk,” he told the board.

Fire Chief Mark Groeschel said
if a hydrant doesn’t work when re-
sponding to a fire, the fire depart-
ment and village are going “to look
pretty bad,” in addition to the “life
safety issue.”

“I never knew that private hy-
drants weren't getting flushed,” he
said.

Public Works Director Jerry Gilles
said the village has never flushed pri-
vately owned hydrants. That respon-
sibility falls to the hydrant’s owners,
which could be a person or associa-
tion or another entity, like a school
district or private company like Re-
gal Ware.

The village code doesn’t address
flushing fire hydrants, but Gilles
found the city of River Falls allows
private developments to hire the city
to do its hydrants or hire another en-

tity for the work. Penalties ensue if
the hydrants are not flushed.

Gilles said when Grafton faced
the same issue it flushed all the hy-
drants in the village, public and pri-
vate.

According to the state’s Public
Service Commission, water utilities
are not responsible for private hy-
drants, but they may have ordinances
offering to do the work for a charge,
Gilles said.

Nature Havens resident Jim Ver-
halen said hydrant flushing should
be covered in the $3,500 he paid in
taxes last year.

“It just doesn’t seem fair,” he told
the board.

Even if the village had a similar
ordinance to that of River Falls, it
would not apply to the Nature Ha-
vens issue. According to the develop-
er’s agreement, while the water and
sanitary sewer are to be dedicated to
the village and become a “public” in-
frastructure, the streets are to remain

little stress lately. Why? In less than
a month her post office with five car-
rier routes will double as the United
States Postal Service moves carriers
out of the current Campbellsport
Post Office to Kewaskum where sort-
ing will take place.

“This past year, we have seen an
unprecedented decline on mail vol-
ume - 9 billions pieces of mail less
than the same time last year. We
have been aggressively looking at
ways to contain costs while keeping
the service standards that our cus-
tomers expect. One of the ways we
have found to do this is by an initia-
tive called the Delivery Unit Reloca-
tion process,” stated Marge Oehlke,
Corporate Communications for the
USPS.

Post Offices in Theresa and Al-
lenton have gone through similar
changes. Theresa mail carriers now
sort all their mail in Mayville. Al-
lenton Carriers now call West Bend
home

Campbellsport customers with
post office boxes will notice no
change as their mail will be deliv-
ered there after it’s sorted in Kewas-
kum. Customers will also notice no
change in the Campbellsport lobby
and counter services.

The Statesman will have more in-
formation on the story as the change
takes place mid-October.

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Communities mourns the loss of Farmington crash victims

TOWN of FARMINGTON-
Two area women were killed
Friday evening, September 18,
after being involved in a two-ve-
hicle, head-on crash. One of the
vehicle’s drivers remains in sat-
isfactory condition at Froedtert
Hospital.

Washington County Sher-
iff's Deputies responded to the
scene on Highway 144 north
of Elm Tree Drive at 9:21 p.m.
and were joined by Boltonville
First Responders, Firefighters,
Kewaskum Firefighters, EMTSs,
West Bend Intercept and Flight
for Life Helecopter.

Upon arrival, it was discov-

ered that a northbound SUV
driven by Donald E. Voeks, 58,
of Farmington collided in his
lane of traffic with a southbound
vehicle operated by Rachael M.
Olson, 34, of Campbellsport.
Olson suffered fatal injuries
and was pronounced deceased
at the scene by the Washington
County Medical Examiners Of-
fice. She was the only occupant
in the car and it was believed she
had not been wearing a seatbelt.

Wayne sets deadline for Chapel
Highland Roads, buys computer

TOWN of WAYNE- A local
developer has a new deadline
to upgrade his roads before the
town can accept them.

The Town Board last week
approved a deadline of Oct. 15
for developer Michael Batzler
to improve roads in the Cha-
pel Highland Roads before the
town takes them over for main-
tenance.

Floods in June 2008 showed
the wrong calculations were
used for stormwater treatment
as water came over the roads
and created ponds in people’s
yards. Some of the road had to
be redone, and culvert work
and ditching is required to fix
the problem before the town
takes over the roads.

“He admitted there was a
problem,” said Town Chairman
Carl Klemme, “and thought the
engineer should fix it

The town has plowed the
roads but charged Batzler for
the work to the tune of about
$5,000.

The town set an original
deadline of Sept. 1 but extend-
ed it as more time was needed
to get the work done.

Supervisors also refused
to compensate a resident for
ditching work before the job
and remains consistent in its
stance now that it's done.

Duane Nickel approached
the town to request ditching
work be paid for on West Bend
Road along his land and was
turned down. He could do the
work, the Town Board said, but
he would have to pay for it.

Nickel did the work to pre-
vent his fields from flooding
again and requested the town
pay the $900 for the job. At last
week’s board meeting, the town
again refused on a vote of 3-0.

“We refused to ditch it be-
cause it was low lying the way it
was,” said Town Chairman Carl
Klemme.

The stretch of road covers
between a half to three-fourths
of a mile and sits on the town of
Theresa’s jurisdiction. A mutual
agreement has Wayne main-
taining the road.

Town Treasurer Gerald
Schulz is getting a new comput-
er and printer.

Supervisors approved
spending up to $2,000 to re-
place the computer, printer and
monitor.

Schulz said the computer

has a tendency to go out for a
couple of hours at a time and
the printer is “iffy.”

The town directed Clerk
Julie Kriewaldt and former su-
pervisor Kieth, her husband, to
pick out the new equipment.

Remember the day you
found your best friend?

Or was it the other way
around? Did she find you?

Maybe she was a Pet of the
Week picture staring at you from
a newspaper or TV screen. Per-
haps you spied him in a shelter
kennel and he threw himself at
the gate to reach you. Or maybe
someone handed you a furry
bundle and that was it: you
weren't looking for a pet, but
you weren't looking to go head-
over-heels, either.

Loving your best friend as
you do, you wonder how any-
one can hurt a trusting animal
Ten New York tough-guys (and
their “den mother”) wonder the
same thing. In the new book
“Rescue Ink” by Rescue Ink
with Denise Flaim, you'll read
about them and their dogged
work saving abused animals.

When confronted by a six-
foot-two tattooed biker-type guy
with a gruff voice and biceps the
size of a small child, you almost
expectto getmashed. Atthe very
least, you hope for a chance to
skitter away with your life intact.
But if you're an abused animal
and the big guy is from Rescue
Ink, you have nothing to fear.

If a dog, cat, rabbit or horse
is in trouble, it doesn’t matter if
the animal is in a suburb near
Manhattan, a small apartment
in Queens, or a brownstone in
Brooklyn, the guys from Rescue
Ink don’t back down from any-
thing.

Rescue Ink prides itself on
an “in your face” way of saving
animals: confronting uncaring
owners is commonplace, and
cross-armed stare-downs work
wonders. If the situation is more

delicate, members are pros
at negotiation and can be ex-
tremely generous with supplies
and information. Although Rot
tweilers and pit bulls are favor-
ites with these burly guys, there
are cat “experts” on the team, as
well as a member who lives with
a big pack of tiny dogs.

There are stories with hap-
py endings in “Rescue Ink’, in-
cluding that of Rebel, originally
called Ribbon because his ears
had been torn as such. Spike,
once all snarly teeth, is on his
way to becoming a trustwor-
thy pet. One “nervous-looking
lab” was relinquished after an
anti-puppy-mill rally. Formerly
abused pets found new leashes
on life because of Rescue Ink.

If you're a pet lover (and re-
ally - would you be reading this
review if you weren’'t?), when
you're done reading this book,
you'll thank God there are
people like the guys in “Rescue
Ink”.

Although most of the sto-
ries here are cringe-worthy
(but with happy endings), I re-
ally liked the messages that the
rescuers and co-author Denise
Flaim offered: take responsibil-
ity for your animals; give them
training, proper care, and pro-
tection; love them like they de-
serve to be loved; and spay and
neuter. Readers wanting more
information will find tips at the
end of this book and hints of a
website that, while not includ-
ed, is easy to find.

Dog and cat lovers in par-
ticular will eat this book up, but
any fan of the four-legged will
want it, too. “Rescue Ink” is a
book to fetch.

Shoppmg a Farmer’s Market

headed to our local farmers market on Sat
uld;y\ because we're having a pickle-making par-

ty at my sister’s house this week. It’s that time of

year to can our family’s favorite recipe, prepared
with a variety of peppers, including the elusive
Hungarian pepper.

So, the hunt was on! (Actually, that’s a little
too aggressive sounding. In truth, my pace at the
market is more of a putter than it is a pounce.)

My choice of markets within a 45-minute drive
of our home now numbers more than twenty,
with options increasing annually as people be-
come more conscientious of wanting to know
where their food came from and who grew it
Community gardens are sprouting up as well all
over the place, as are rural roadside stands beside
family-owned farms, allowing consumers to take
advantage of fresh, high-quality produce, locally
grown.

Marketgoers today are also given an option
for organic produce which is grown in a spirit
of stewardship towards the land, in an environ-
mentally-safe manner free of

Of equal interest to me were the gourmet gar
lics, the shiitake mushrooms (a Chinese variety),
the hubbard squash, the “King Kohlrabi” (bigger
than a grown man'’s head and promised to be
“tender and tasty,” not woody), the multi-colored
corn-on-the-cob (so sweet it was called “candy
corn”), the “Packer mix” beans (a bag of half yel-
low beans and half green which I bought because
[ was amused by the clever marketing), and the
fingerling potatoes which looked like, well, fin-
gers!

I also sampled a few of the melons—musk,
honey dew (not to be confused with the list that
wives give to their husbands), and a pure yellow
watermelon—yes, yellow!—with an intensely-
flavored fruit more juicy and delicious than a tra-
ditional red.

Samples were ample. The unique flavors of
cheese this past week included chili spice, chive
bacon, and salsa queso. Curds were also offered,
and they squeaked like a mouse in the attic when
bitten into. (The squeaking sound determines the
curd’s freshness.)

otics, and by-products. Such animals are classi-
fied as “free-range” and graze on lush pastures,
promoting wellness for the animals, and wellness
for those who consume them.

Signs will indicate this. There’s usually a va-
riety of hand-lettered advertisements displayed
by these small, family-run businesses. “Local.
Organic. Delicious.” “Grown Without Pesticides.”
“Fresh from our farm to your table” “The Very
Best” “A Healthy Treat.”

My favorite sign on Saturday simply read: “My
Pride” Itwas nextto heirloom tomatoes. The true
definition of an “heirloom” vegetable is a vegeta-
ble grown from a seed which has been “nurtured,
selected, protected, and handed down from one
family member to another for many generations.”
Heirloom seeds ensure consumers that their food
has not been genetically engineered, manipu-
lated, or modified in any way. Planting heirloom
seeds is a time-honored tradition used by “seed
savers” who are deeply connected to the land.
The end result is produce of outstanding quality
with an authentic, exceptional flavor. Heirloom
seeds also make a wider selection of unique va-
rieties of the plant available. For example, there
were more specialty tomato choices than I could
have imagined including the Juliet (so flavorful!),
the Riesentraube (a small tomato brought from
Germany meaning “a bunch of grapes”), the Ti-
ger Tom (striped!), and the Chocolate Cherry
(brown!).

I'm delighted most when I stroll the street by
what I am not expecting to find, like those toma-
toes, and the 200-pound pumpkin I saw on Sat-
urday which was bigger than the farmer who had
hauled it into town. Price? Fifty dollars.

cereal and just-made yo-
gurt, produced locally,
rich and creamy. Also available were bottles of
pure maple sugar, tapped from nearby trees, and
loaves of fresh-baked bread—sourdough, pum-
pernickel, marble rye. And herb plants—basil,
thyme, mint, sage, oregano, cilantro, parsley,
dill—to plant in your backyard or care for on your
kitchen window sill.

And if you were hankering for something to
satisfy your sweet tooth, you were able to choose
from multiple eat-on-the-spot tasty treats (many
prepared in farm kitchens) including cinnamon
rolls, coffee cake, apricot scones, lemon poppy
seed muffins, blueberry turnovers, butter-cream
fudge (in flavors of chocolate amaretto and pea-
nut butter swirl), and slices of chocolate-chip
oatmeal banana bread. Some venders sold
made-from-scratch individual pies—including
Southern pecan and rhubarb—sized at approxi-
mately four big bites.

From leafy lettuces to hearty, wholesome
grains, the selection was diverse and novel. Ev-
erything you would expect to purchase was there,
and a few things that you wouldn't, like hand-knit
sweaters. These one-of-a-kind creations were
made by a local woman who raises llamas and
sheep for their wool back at her farm, and floppy-
eared bunnies for their angora. I asked her if she
spun her yarn on a spinning wheel. She did.

I ended my visit to the market by stopping at
a stand selling fresh-cut bouquets of sunflowers,
gladiolas, and lilies. The sign hanging there had a
bumble bee on it surrounded by blossoms. There
were two words and one simple instruction on
the sign: “Bee happy”” Ismiled, looked around,
and thought to myself, “How could I not?”

KEWASKUM- Another
double-digit win over a local
rival had the undefeated de-
fending conference champi-
ons scratching their heads as
they walked off the field last
Friday.

21-7 on the scoreboard
looks like a solid victory, but
Kewaskum was down 7-0 at
halftime to Campbellsport,
its second straight uninspired
start.

“I don’t know what we've
got to do. It’s very frustrating,”
said Coach Jason Piittmann
on his team’s flat play out of
the gates.

Flat as in less than 40 yards
of offense in the entire first
half, two turnovers and less
than nine minutes of pos-
session out of a possible 24.
Campbellsport looked more
like the undefeated team rath-
er than the winless one.

Quarterback Cody Nu-
ernberg said it takes a “butt
chewing” at half time from the
coaches for the Indians to get
on track.

“We have such a problem
getting going in the begin-
ning,” he said.

The Indians moved to 2-0
in the Eastern Wisconsin Con-
ference and 4-0 overall.

The defense bailed out the
Indians in holding the Cou-
gars to barely 100 yards for the
game and to seven points in a
first half that could have been
much worse, and ultimately
made the game-saving play in
the fourth quarter. For much
of the night, monster defen-
sive tackle Josh Boettcher and
speedy safety turned defen-

sive end Eric Enright chased
sophomore quarterback Tim
Whitty as if he took their lunch
money.

Up 14-7 with less than eight
minutes to play, the Cougars
drove the Indians’ 29. On third
and eight, Steven Chapman
picked off a pass on the 21 and
returned it to the Cougars’ 46.

The Indians slammed the
door by handing Cody Seibel
the ball on seven of the next
nine plays for 39 yards, the fi-
nal a 6-yard score.

“We had a good gut check
at halftime. When we're all
playing together we're a good
football team,” Nuernberg
said.

Campbellsport played a
field position game in the first
half; Kewaskum crossed mid-
field only once and it was by
four yards.

“That’s tough when you're
playing with your back against
the wall,” Piittmann said.

In the second quarter from
Kewaskum’'s 43, the Cougars
went 11 plays in three and
a half minutes to draw first
blood. A mix of passes and
runs led to the three-yard line,
where Kevin Gonring finished
the drive with a blast up the
middle.

A different team walked
out of the locker room to start
the third quarter. On its first
drive, the Indians drove 71
yards on six plays in barely
two minutes and seemed to
