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KHS partnering with Nova
Services to fight teen delinquency

VILLAGE of KEWASKUM- Ke-
waskum High School is one of sev-
eral county high schools taking ad-
vantage of a $400,000 federal grant to
help teens find jobs.

Nova Services, a non-profit orga-
nization in West Bend serving trou-
bled youth and mentally challenged
adults, has received a three-year de-
linquency prevention grant from the
Office of Justice Assistance.

The grant targets county resi-
dents age 14-25 to help prevent de-
linquency and land jobs. Nova will
work with students to help them find
volunteer work and help them build
resumes to get jobs, often their first
work experiences, said Kathy Fies,
business manager for Nova.

“Because of this grant, this is at
no cost to the students, no cost to the

schools and no cost to the county,”
Fies told the Kewaskum Area Cham-
ber of Commerce in a recent presen-
tation on the program.

The grant enhances Nova's work
on preventing truancy as munici-
pal court cases are referred to Nova,
Fies said. Nova already works with
elementary and middle schools
through funds from the United Way
and Schlegel Foundation.

“What we're trying to do is broad-
en our possibilities,” Fies said.

Kewaskum High School Principal
Christine Horbas is on board. All stu-
dents in the 10th grade employability
skills class will be required to fill out
an enrollment form for the program.

“We're having them do it as an
assignment,” she said. “If they and
their parent choose they can mark
the application to have Nova help
build a resume. Our hope is that the
majority of our 10th graders take ad-

vantage of that.”

All applications students and
their parents choose to make active
will be sent to Nova.

“We're telling our students this
is a good advantage to you because
if you go blind into a job ... at least
this will show a work history for you,”
Horbas said. “It’s good practice for
the kids.”

The program is open to all stu-
dents as Nova has already met with
the Kewaskum Career Academy, the
district’s alternative high school.

Two weeks into the program Fies
said 50 students were already signed
up. She expects at least 115 total. If
results of the program are higher
than expected, more grant money
could become available, she said.

budget hearing
Nov. 30

VILLAGE of KEWASKUM- Ke-
waskum’s public hearing on its budget
is set for Monday, Nov. 30.

The village’s mill rate is slated to
be $7.15, a 53-cent increase (8 per-
cent) over last year’s $6.62.

The owner of a $150,000 home
would pay $1,072.50, nearly $80 more
than last year’s $993.

The tax levy is projected to be
$1,787,651. Of that, $90,635 is from
the new fire truck purchase which was
not budgeted for but deemed a need
by the Village Board. The department
was already behind on the truck re-
placement schedule.

Other major increases include
nearly a 30-percent health insur-
ance increase, or $83,715, for a to-
tal of $368,302. Of that, $66,471 goes
onto the general fund. The rest is split
evenly between the sewer and water
funds.

The Village Board at its Nov. 2
meeting gave the OK for Village Ad-
ministrator Mathew Heiser to seek a
different provider than Anthem/Blue
Cross. Heiser said he checked with
other municipalities and heard of 20-
to 24-percent increases, but not 30.

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Town dlears air over dear cutting of brush motion

TOWN OF KEWASKUM-
The Town Board on Monday
of last week moved to clear
up confusion regarding its
policies for brush clearing and
tree cutting.

Following a public com-
ment session, the board re-
scinded an earlier motion
from July 24 that asked resi-
dents to “clear cut” trees and
shrubs that conflict with the
right-of-way of snow plows,
school buses, farm machinery
and other vehicles.

Chairman Ellis R. Kahn
told the crowd the motion
used a bad choice of words
that made it sound like the
town wanted all trees felled
if they were too close to the
road.

On Monday, the town
passed a new motion that ad-
dresses concerns related to:

-Clearing overgrown
brush and tree limbs along
ditch lines and right-of-ways
as needed;

-Removing brush to en-
sure all road signs and inter-
sections are visible;

-Ensuring general safety
to those traveling on town
roads;

-Ensuring no trees would
be cut without agreement be-
tween the town board and
property owner.

Kahn said preventing
damage to town vehicles and
improving safety were the
main concerns.

“Some of our roads may
be only 16 feet wide,” he said.
“Some of them are 22 feet
wide. For a plow to actually
do a decent job of plowing, we
need at least 20 feet - a total of
20 feet (from the center line).
That varies because of the
roads. Some are wide, some
are narrow.”

Kahn said the new motion
provides leeway for the towri
to address problems with
individual landowners and
make decisions based on the
variables.

“Is it going to be etched
in stone that it's going to be
20 feet, 30 feet, 50 feet? No.
It's just common sense,” Kahn
said.

Trees that are healthy
would not be targeted for re-
moval unless they pose a ma-

jor safety issue or could dam-
age vehicles, he said.

Supervisor Daniel
Schmidt said the town had
found an official from a com-
pany that does brush clearing
who was willing to remove the
dead trees and brush at no
charge in return for the lum-
ber. Residents were concerned
he would cut trees down with-
out reason so he could keep
the brush.

“It will not be done by one
person’s opinion, it would
be done by the board,” Kahn
said. “We have to get to the
property owner and discuss it
with them. Obviously nice big
trees that are along the road,
if they're not diseased they’ll
probably stand - if they're not
going to damage or disrupt
our plow trucks. I like trees
as much as the next guy, but
those dead and diseased trees
are going to have to come
down.

“If it's a nice big old tree
standing there - and it's
healthy - and it’s far enough
away that we can zig zag
around it, then it will probably
be left,” he continued. “I hate
to be wishy washy about it, but

to be distributed
Nov 30

Public Works Director

Residents may recycle their
old garbage and recycling
carts by placing them in the
new ones, he said. Items must
fit inside the carts.

The recycling carts replace
the old, 18-gallon tubs. The
village has never distributed

garbage carts.

The village is sending a
letter to the Wisconsin De-
partment of Natural Resourc-
es objecting to a possible new
mandate that would require
municipalities to treat water
supplies with chlorine.

Public Works Direc-
tor Jerry Gilles explained
in the letter that requiring
Kewaskum to treat its water
with chlorine “would endan-
ger the quality of its water
and impose fiscal hardships
on the utility and its custom-
ers.’

Gilles wrote that scien-
tific arguments on the use
of chlorine are ongoing and
the chemical has not “been
conclusively proven as a safe
disinfectant.”

Kewaskum’'s water has
shown it doesn’t require
any additional disinfec-
tion, Gilles wrote. The larg-

to prevent re-growth of brush
where it has been cleared. The
state of Wisconsin and Wash-
ington County use the same
chemical for brush clearing,
he said, and it can be bought
by private property own-
ers who want to do the work
themselves.

Schmidt said the priority
was to get brush cleared to the
ditch lines and then deal with
overgrown trees in upcoming
years.

“That’s the ultimate plan,”
he said. “This is a many year
plan”

est water-borne disease, the
infamous cryptosporidium,
occurred in Milwaukee in a
system using chlorine as a
disinfectant, he wrote.

Inaddition, itis estimated
each well would cost $10,000
to comply with the new man-
date. In Kewaskum's case, it
may have to add a chemical
addition room to one of its
pump houses, Gilles said.

BOLTONVILLE- Bolton
ville has a new sign in front of
its Union Cemetery. The tree
of life, pounded and forged
into this sign is a metaphor for
the cycle stages of life itself
Mark Mondloch, the ironwork
artist of the Silver Creek Pot-
tery and Forge designed and
built the sign

Interest in the Boltonville
Union Cemetery goes way
back, beginning with some of
Boltonville’s earliest settlers.
Some of the original rules set
up by the founding families
are still in a Tupperware box
of records. “No horse will be
allowed to pass through the
grounds at a rate faster than a
walk. “No horse shall be left by
the driver on the grounds un-
fastened or fastened to a tree.”

The Boltonville Union
Cemetery continues to l)l'
supported and maintained
by members of the commu-
nity who are connected to the
cemetery. A good share of the
new sign’s cost was covered
with donations sent from both
near and far. Annual spring
meetings discuss and plan the
up-keep of the cemetery.

Beyond the new sign, sto-
ries of the community’s history
lie quietly under old and new
stones. One story is found in
the 1883 obituary of George

Bolton, whose tall gravestone
sits underneath the drooping
arms of a tall pine tree

George Bolton, a postmas
ter, village leader, and busi
nessman died in his prime as
the result of pneumonia fol-
lowing one of his well-known
foxhunts. To this day, you can
still see the buildings that
once held the Boltonville Post
Office, George's business, and
his home.

Another story here in-
volves Elijah A. Duncan, who
was the area’s last surviving
Civil War veteran of the Grand
Army of the Republic. There
are those who still remember
the largely attended service
honoring him at Boltonville’s
Woodmen Hall in 1932.

Before the war, Elijah

served the early settlers arriv
ing here mostly from the east
ern part of the United States,
Ireland, Scotland, and later
Germany. He built a sawmill
and a gristmill

But, there are many other
stories here that have been
long forgotten. And then,
there are the more recent sto-
ries, some of which are still too
painful and sad to tell

Yet, there’s just something
about visiting this cemetery

A handful of KHS juniors
and seniors were honored for
their academic achievement,
leadership, involvement in ac-
tivities, and dedication to the
community by being inducted
into the National Honor Soci-
ety.

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Spread joy, not germs, during Enchanted Forest
this holiday season

MADISON- Before you
go over the river and through
the woods to grandmother's
house this holiday season,
consider what a University
of Wisconsin-Madison infec-
tious-disease specialist calls
key myths about travel and ill-
ness.

“Many people have mis-
conceptions about how vi-
ruses and bacterial infections
are transmitted from person
to person, especially on air-
planes,” says Dr. Jim Con-
way, an associate professor of
medicine at the UW School of
Medicine and Public Health
(SMPH) and pediatric infec-
tious-disease physician at the
American Family Children’s
Hospital.

“If you combine common
sense with accurate informa-
tion, you'll have a much better
chance of staying healthy dur-
ing the holidays.”

Conway says the myths
fall into three general catego-
ries.

Myth #1: Stale airplane air
is a major source of contagious
disease.

“There are very few things
that fly through the air and
magically infect other people,”
says Conway. “Viral infections

like flu and colds spread when
you have contact with a drop-

let from someone’s sneeze or
cough. It's transmitted be-
cause humans can’t seem to
keep their hands away from
their faces,” says Conway. Vi-
ruses last several hours on
surfaces while bacteria can
last for weeks.

Myth #2: Immune-boost-
ing products will protect you
from holiday illnesses.

Conway says there is no
reliable evidence that shows
products marketed as “bol-
stering the immune system”
work. While the products con-
tain heavy doses of vitamins,
Conway says it's not ever been
demonstrated in any clinical
studies that a few chewables
or tablets will instantly make
the immune system stronger.

Myth #3: Surgical masks
provide more protection
against contagious viruses.

Conway says this is a myth
with a shred of truth in it. Sur-
gical masks won't stop colds
and other viruses because
these viruses are not airborne
like the pathogens causing
tuberculosis, smallpox and
measles.

“Since it would be rare to
come in contact with a conta-
gious disease that’s airborne,
the only reason to wear a mask
on a commercial airplane
is that you don’t trust your-

self not to touch your mouth,
eyes and nose, not to prevent
someone from breathing in
contaminated air OR if you are
coughing and sneezing your-
self, and want to protect other
people by minimizing spread
of your own secretions,” he
says. “To protect yourself,
though, you're much better off
spending 89 cents for a bottle
of hand sanitizer and keeping
your hands below your neck.”

Conway says people may
be tired of hearing it, but
the prescription for staying
healthy during the holidays
is frequent hand-washing,
the use of hand sanitizer and
keeping your hands away from
your face. In addition, make

sure everyone in the family
has received their influenza
vaccine, and that sick people
try to avoid close contact with
others.

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gests trying some themed
novelty lights for a bit of fun.
“For example, our Chili Pep-

TOWN OF POLK- Four county
rotary clubs in a first-time joint effort
are making the holidays a little bright-
er for the general public and a little
easier for those in need.

The West Bend Sunrise and Noon
Rotary clubs, Slinger/Allenton Club
and Hartford club combined to create
Enchantment in the Park, a holiday
lights display that opens Friday at the
Washington County Fair Park.

Admission is a non-perishable
food item or a freewill cash donation.
Proceeds go to four different food
pantries across the county.

The display runs Thursdays
through Sundays Nov. 27 through
Dec. 31. It features 300,000 lights in
drive-through and walkthrough com-
ponents - the walkthrough is all syn-
chronized to music - with Santa in
attendance each night from 5-7 p.m.,
children and adult choirs singing
every night, craft making for young
children in Santa’s workshop and a
hot-air balloon on display courtesy of
Gary Britton, weather pending.

On Dec. 6, the Council on Alco-
hol and Other Drug Abuse will hold a
5K walk for health including a shorter
reindeer dash for children as young as
3.

Event chairperson and Noon Ro-
tary Club member Betsy Guild said a
small group of Rotary members went
to see a similar display in Marshfield
last year and “decided it was absolute-
ly something we definitely wanted to
bring to Washington County.”

Planning began last November.
Hundreds of volunteers have helped,

including many the last 10 weekends
setting up 60 trees with synchronized
lights. Guild highlighted a few stand-
out efforts. Rick Steiner of Steiner Elec-
tric is overseeing the electrical por-
tion that comes to a total of 24 miles
of lights, WB Corp. owner Dan Gonwa
did design work and let his shop be
used to manufacture displays.

“Without those two companies
and individuals I don’t know that we
would have been able to pull this off
this year,” Guild said.

Westbury Bank is the premier
sponsor. Dozens of others are helping
along with in-kind donations.

This is the first collaborative ef-
fort the four Rotary clubs have done
together. The steering committee has
10 members, each of whom heads a
subcommittee, Guild said.

The venue is perfect, she said.

Fair Park staff members “have
been absolutely wonderful to work
with. They have made what could
have been an overwhelming endeav-
or much more manageable this year,
she said.

The admission price completes
the event.

“That in and of itself makes it
worthwhile,” Guild said. One of the
goals “was to bring the community
together in a spirit of service. There's
such energy and enthusiasm and co-
operation.”

La Crosse holds a similar event
with more than 1 million lights. Wash-
ington County may eventually get
there. ‘

“Our hope is that this becomes an
annual event for families. The plan is
to have this grow every year,” Guild
said.

Let rise until double in size or even with top of bundi
pan. Carefully remove wrap. Bake at 350°F for 30-35 minutes. Cover with foil last 15 minutes of baking.

Wisconsin Outdoors...Decisions
. _made indoors steer our course )

It was business as usual at
the McMiller Sport Center in
Eagle late this week as hunters
took last minute reprieve from
busy schedules to prepare for
the 2009 deer hunt. Like at hun-
dreds of site-in stations across
Wisconsin, sportsmen and
women fired rounds at targets
on 50 and 100 yard ranges un-
der the watchful eyes of hunter
safety instructors, adding their
own notes to an unending cho-
rus of rifle and shotgun reports.

The Wisconsin deer season
is so much more than tagging a
deer. Preparation, anticipation,
family tradition, Thanksgiving
and ultimately, memories are
a major part of the Wiscon-
sin deer hunting heritage. Of
course, saying the actual hunt
isn't the main reason we do
prepare annually to join with
family and friends on this spe-
cial journey is a lot like saying
people travel to Lambeau for a
Green Bay-Dallas tilt primarily
to tailgate. We want to tag the
deer, as much as we want to
watch the Packers destroy Dal-
las.

What happens in the field,
though, is often dictated by
decisions made in the meeting
rooms. In the past two weeks,
Wisconsin’s Outdoor Writers
received media releases from
the DNR predicting a lower har-
vest this year than in 2008; from
the Wisconsin Wildlife Federa-
tion offering a formal response
to Governor Jim Doyle’s veto of
the legislative vote that would
have placed the appointment of
the DNR Secretary back in the
hands of the Natural Resources
Board and out of governor con-
trol; and from the Wisconsin
Conservation Congress (WCC)
amending its position on the
2010 deer season proposal
adopting alternatives to Earn-
A-Buck. Highlights from each
statement follow.

The DNR lowered hunter
expectations for the overall har-
vest, citing a throttling back of
aggressive hunting regulations,
below average fawn production
in 2007 and 2008 with no word
at the time of the release of 2009
production, a drop in doe per-
mits in some northern units
and a delayed corn harvest.
We'll know next week.

The expected decrease in
harvest in part, according to
the DNR, is the state’s response
to hunters wishing to return to
a more historically traditional
hunt. “They will see that tra-
ditional hunt in many man-
agement units in the north
and central forest where deer
populations are-at or close to a
healthy goal and where there
will be no Earn-A- Buck and few
or no antlerless deer permits
issued,’said Keith Warnke, DNR
Big Game Ecologist”

A separate DNR release
states “as wildlife managers
expected, preliminary registra-
tion returns entered through
November 5 show a decreased
total archery harvest (about
31,000 in 2008 vs. about 22,000
in 2009).

“The archery antlerless har-
vest in this time period dropped
by about 39 percent and the
buck harvest climbed by about
7 percent,” said Warnke. “"This
was expected due mainly to
fewer herd control units and no
Earn A Buck outside of the CWD
management zone.”

On Friday, November 6, the
Executive Council of the Wis-
consin Conservation Congress
reviewed the preliminary feed-
back from the 11 public hear-
ings held by the Department of
Natural Resources (DNR) on a
proposed deer season offered
as an alternative to Earn-a-
Buck (EAB). Data from the on-
line survey and random mail-in
survey were not available at the
time of the meeting.

“However, based on re-
sponses from participants at
the public hearings, attendees
appeared to reject all 16-day
proposals regardless of where
or when the hunt takes place.
Therefore, the Congress Ad-Hoc
Committee assigned with the
task of evaluating alternatives to
EAB concluded that none of the
present proposals, including
their own, were ready for enact-
ment. “Based on the feedback
from the hearings as well as deer
hunters within the counties we
represent, the committee mem-
bers felt that enacting a 16-day
season, that was developed by
a Natural Resources Board spe-
cial committee was too big of a
step,” stated Bohmann. “That is
why we reversed our previous
position and recommended
that the current suspension of
EAB remain in place through
the 2010 season, while more
data is gathered on the status of
Wisconsin's deer herd”

“The Ad-Hoc Committee
I assigned to work on issues
which include EAB alternatives,
issues related to how deer pop-
ulation numbers are estimated,
and how the public is involved
in setting quotas and over win-
ter goals feels that the issues are
bigger than how, when and if to
use Earn-A-Buck,” said Ed Har-
vey, Congress Chairman. “They
hope that the additional year
will allow the DNR and hunt-
ing groups an opportunity to
prepare a more complete, and
less hurried proposal. Also, one
more year of harvest data free
from extreme herd reduction
prescriptions like EAB, which
complicate population predic-
tions, will be invaluable”

The Wisconsin Wildlife
Federation (WWF) expressed

in strong terms its great disap-
pointment in the action of Gov-
ernor James Doyle to veto As-
sembly Bill 138, the bill passed
overwhelmingly by the Assem-
bly and the Senate restoring
the appointment authority of
the DNR Secretary Bill to the
Natural Resources Board. The
Assembly passed AB 138 by a
61-32 margin and the Senate
passed the bill by a 21-11 mar-
gin. In both cases, sponsors of
the bill were absent from the
vote. The Assembly later con-
curred in a minor amendment
to the bill by a 49-42 margin and
sent the bill to the Governor.
Governor Doyle was At-
torney General, the WWF re-
lease states, in 1995 when the
appointment authority was
removed from the Natural Re-
sources Board and given to the
Governor. At that time he was a
strong and adamant opponent
to the change. For the next four-
teen years, Doyle advocated to
restore the appointment au-
thority back to the Board, mak-
ing it a very visible commitment
to Wisconsin’s sportsmen and
women in both his 2002 and
2006 campaigns for Governor.
Doyle appeared at many meet-
ings of sporting organizations
like the Wisconsin Wildlife
Federation and the Wisconsin
Conservation Congress, stating
that he would sign a bill like AB
138 when it reached his desk.
In other private meetings, he
looked sports men and women
in the eye, giving them his word
that he would sign such a bill.
“Governor Doyle's major
flip-flop on the DNR Secretary
bill is exactly what gives some
elected officials such a bad
name for Wisconsin citizens,’
Jack Nissen (Dousman), Presi-
dent of the Wildlife Federation.
“Doyle really misled Wiscon-
