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Charges requested after Kewaskum

woman dies from heroin overdose

WEST BEND- The Washington
County Sheriff’s Office has requested
charges to the Washington County
District Attorney on three individu-
als believed to be involved in the
death of Jamie L. McKeever, 25 of Ke-
waskum. McKeever died November,
5, after voluntarily receiving a heroin
injection.

In a press release, Washington
County Sheriff Dale Schmidt stated
on November 5, at approximately
3:35 p.m., Sheriff's Deputies were
dispatched to St. Joseph's Hospital
in the Town of Polk to investigate
the death of a woman who had been
brought to the hospital by her friend.
The woman, McKeever, had clearly
been dead for some time prior to ar-
riving at the hospital.

Further investigation revealed
that McKeever was with her friend,
Paul Lehmann Jr, on the evening
of November 4, when Lehmann ob-
tained an amount of heroin from Ja-
son Bennett while in Racine County.
Later in the night, McKeever and Le-
hmann, while parked on a snowmo-
bile trail off Kettle Moraine Drive in

the Town of Kewaskum, injected the
heroin. Lehmann stated that after
both he and McKeever took the her-
oin, they fell asleep. He later woke
up to find McKeever had died.

After interviewing Lehmann,
Detectives Joel Clausing and Aaron
Walsh located the person believed
to have sold the heroin to Lehmann
and McKeever. He is Jason Bennett.
The Detectives then identified and
located the heroin supplier for Ben-
nett.

Under the 1st Deg. Reckless Ho-
micide statute, it is a Class C felony
to illegally provide controlled sub-
stances that, when used, cause the
death of that person.

Lehmann, 30, was arrested and
charged in Washington County Court
on December 28, with first Degree
Reckless Homicide.

An arrest warrant was issued on
December 23, for Jason R. Bennett,
23, of Waterford. He is in The Dodge
Correctional Institution on an unre-
lated case.

Charges have also been request-
ed for a third person, an unnamed

40-year-old male from Kenosha.
Those requested charges are for first
Degree Reckless Homicide. He is
currently in the Kenosha County Jail
on a probation hold.

The Sheriff’s Office was assisted
in this case by: Kenosha County Sher-
iff, Racine County Sheriff, Milwaukee
Police Department, Waterford Police
Department and Milw-HIDTA.

Mom faces almost
$7.000 in fines

By Kyle Zwieg
kyle@kewaskumstatesman.com
WEST BEND- A Kewaskum

woman faces 10 municipal cita-
tions after West Bend Police accused
her of providing alcohol to several
preteens at a birthday party for her
12-year-old daughter last month.

Sarah Shay, 36, was levied a total
of $6,810 in fines, according to infor-
mation provided by Lt. Paul Pokor-
ski. The department began investi-
gating Shay after several parents of
party attendees contacted authori-
ties on Dec. 27, according to a state-
ment issued Tuesday morning by
Police Chief Kenneth Mueler.

According to the department,
Shay served the minors champagne
and Mike’s Hard Lemonade on the
way to and at a party held Dec. 18 at
West Bend’s Hampton Inn & Suites,
1975 S. 18th Ave.

Shay was issued a $681 citation
for each child, the department said.
The parents had been unaware their
children would be given alcohol, ac-
cording to Mueler.

“The children include one
11-year-old, three 12-year-olds, four
13-year-olds, and two 14-year-olds,”
the statement says. “None of these
children’s parents had any prior
knowledge that alcohol would be
served to their children.”

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"Trial date set for accused drunk
driver in fatal McKee crash

WEST BEND- Jason M. Ja-
cobs of Lomira will be tried in
May on charges of causing the
November 2008 accident that
killed Farmington native and
volunteer firefighter Tim Mc-
Kee

The trial had been set for
November, before being re-
scheduled when Jacobs' new
attorney, public defender Gary
Schmaus, requested more
time to review the charges and
motions filed by his previous
representation.

The four-day jury trial will
begin on May 10 at 8:30 p.m.
in the courtroom of Wash-
ington County Circuit Court
Judge Andrew Gonring. The
next hearing on the case will
be held on March 3 at 2 p.m.
and a jury status hearing is
scheduled on April 19 at 8:15
a.m.

Jacobs, 35, faces felony
charges of homicide by oper-
ating a vehicle while intoxicat-
ed and homicide while driving
under the use of a controlled
substance in the accident Nov.
14, 2008 that killed McKee, 25.

Village to
shop for new
mnsurance

VILLAGEof KEWASKUM-
Village Administrator Mathew
Heiser has sent out packets to
six health insurance carriers
in search of a cheaper option,
he told the Village Board on
Monday.

The village is looking to
replace Anthem/Blue Cross
after the company reported
costs would rise 30 percent
this year - $83,715 of the total
$368,302 for the village's 18
active employees and three
retirees.

Last fall, Heiser said he
checked with other munici-
palities and heard of 20- to
24-percent increases, but not
30. The board directed staff to
change carriers.

On Monday, Heiser told
the board not to expect im-
mense savings, however. Eli-
gibility requirements such as
a certain percent of employ-
ees must be active and other
details may create a challenge
to getting as cheap of a plan
as some board members were
hoping for, Heiser said.

Using the state plan is an
option but the village must al-
low four months for the plan
to kick in. The earliest the vil-
lage could go on the state plan
would be July 1, the start of
the third quarter, provided it
selected the plan in February.
Heiser expects to see respons-
es soon from at least some of
the six carriers he contacted.

According to a criminal
complaint, a witness spotted
Jacobs traveling at about 7
a.m. southbound on Orchard
Valley Road at about 50 miles
per hour, when his black sport
utility sped through a stop sign
and she suddenly saw dust or
debris flying in the field and
through the ditch area.

The witness said Jacobs
made no attempt to stop at the
intersection of Orchard Val-
ley Road and Highway H and
struckMcKee'sgreentwo-door
Saturn. McKee had been trav-
eling eastbound on Highway
H, the witness said. The ac-
cident occurred at the south-
west corner of the intersection
in the town of Farmington, ac-
cording to the report.

The witness stopped and
observed Jacobs standing out-
side his vehicle speaking on
his cell phone. She asked if he
had seen the stop sign and he
responded no, the report says.
Sheriff’'s Deputy Kevin Mass
was dispatched to the scene
at 7:03 a.m. McKee was pro-
nounced dead at the scene.

A blood draw from Jacobs
at 10:10 a.m. that morning,
roughly three hours after the

accident occurred, showed
a blood alcohol content of
0.072. The results indicate that
his blood alcohol content at
the time of the accident would
have exceeded the .08 legal
limit - likely around 0.11, ac-
cording to the report.

The blood analysis was
performed by Amy Mach of
the State Laboratory of Hy-
giene in Madison. A further
analysis performed by Laura
Liddicoat at the same lab also
showed evidence of cocaine in
Jacobs’ blood, the report says.
Jacobs entered pleas of not
guilty to both felony charges
on April 27. Each carries a
maximum fine of $100,000
and 25 years imprisonment.

Jacobs had originally
been represented by attorney
Frank Schiro, before switch-
ing his representation to Gary
Schmaus, a public defender,
on Oct. 19.

The first $1,000 Tim Mc-
Kee Memorial Scholarship
was awarded last year, in con-
junction with Keys Inc. and
the Kewaskum School District
with McKee's father, Richard.

New trial set for woman
in infant abuse charge

SHEBOYGAN- A new trial
date has been set for the Au-
burn woman accused of caus-
ing serious vaginal injuries to
an infant in her care nearly
three years ago.

After numerous delays, the
trial of Mary K. Benz ended in
mistrial in Sheboygan County
Circuit Court on Dec. 4. She
will now be tried the week of
April 12-16.

A motion hearing will be
held on Jan. 15 at 2 p.m., ac-
cording to circuit court re-
cords. Defense attorney Rich-
ard Hahn has filed a motion
to change the place of trial or,
as an alternative, to select a
jury from outside the county.
Hahn has also motioned that
the case be dismissed, court
records say.

Benz, during her tenure
as director at Our Lady of the
Lakes Child Care Center in
Random Lake, is accused of
felony child abuse after sig-
nificant vaginal injuries were
found on the girl, then 10
months old, after being left at
the facility from 6:30 a.m. until
about 4 p.m. on June 26, 2007.
Judge Terence T. Bourke de-
clared the mistrial after Hahn
learned the prosecutor, She-
boygan County District At-
torney Joseph DeCecco, had
withheld a social worker’s
report during discovery that
contained medical statements
offered by Dr. Thomas Valva-
no, who treated the girl.

Dr. Valvano, employed at
the time of the incident by the
Children’s Hospital of Wiscon-
sin, testified on the second day
of the trial, before Hahn found
out about the report. The trial
was dismissed after four full
days of testimony.

Among the evidence pre-
sented at the trial were hand-

written notes by Benz, work
schedules, diaper change re-
cords, phone logs, a diaper
and wipe, and witnesses on
each side. The prosecution
against Benz was based largely
on circumstantial evidence.

Benz, 51, also faced three
misdemeanor charges of re-
sistingor obstructing an officer
after changing reporting doc-
uments, providing misleading
statements to authorities, and
contacting colleagues at the
daycare and asking them to lie
to investigators.

Dr. Valvano advised She-
boygan Countyauthorities that
the infant had a “penetrating
injury.” According to the crim-
inal complaint, “there was red-
ness in the vaginal area, along
with the injury, which the doc-
tor described as a rather large
laceration that should have
been noticed by anyone that
would have changed a diaper
multiple times on the date the
injury was discovered.”

He told authorities the in-
jury likely occurred within 24
to 48 hours before the infant
received medical attention.

The child was taken to
the emergency room at St. Jo-
seph’s Hospital in West Bend
the night the laceration was
discovered. She was trans-
ported to the Children's Hos-
pital where she underwent
reconstructive surgery.

The girl had been attend-
ing the daycare about three
times a week since January
2007, according to the com-
plaint.

Benz pled not guilty to all
four charges on June 17, 2008.
She faces a maximum fine of
$25,000 and 12 years and six
months prison for the felony
charge and a maximum fine
of $10,000 and nine months
prison for each misdemeanor
charge.

JANUARY 1, 2009

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RANDOM LAKE- A two-game los-
ing streak was threatening to extend to
three as the lady Indians squandered a
six-point, fourth-quarter lead Tuesday
night on the road.

Random Lake tied the game at 39-
39 after hitting two free throws, steal-
ing the inbounds pass and scoring a
layup.

Haley Rauch wouldn’t let her team
down.

With about two minutes to play,
the senior guard got a pass in the left
corner, measured up the basket and
fired the shot.

The ball skimmed off the back-
board from the side angle and some-
how went in.

“I was nervous. It was pretty hard,”
Rauch said. “Once Anna (Butler) gave
it to me I knew I couldn’t pass it up.
It just felt right. 1 knew it was risky,
but..”

It was just how Coach Mike Klein-
hans drew it up. Or not exactly.

“That was just a shot. She called it
off the glass and it went in,” Kleinhans
said. “And she looked right at me and I
gave her a smile because she thought
she was going to get yelled at”

Up 42-39, the Indians still had to
fend off a shorter but scrappy oppo-
nent. Elissa Miller hit two clutch free
throws to make it 44-39 with 1:38 to go.
After the Rams scored inside, Jenna
Buker hit a wide open layup after point
guard Anna Butler drew in the defense
like she had all night and dished off the
ball.

The Rams answered again and got
the ball back after a steal. Down 46-43
with 13.2 seconds left, a Ram guard ran
the length of the court and an open
shooter broke loose behind the three-
point line. The ball sailed toward the
hoop in what must have seemed like
hours before bouncing off the rim.
Time expired in the scramble for the
rebound.

“Someone missed her defensive
assignment. We got lucky,” Kleinhans
said. “But you know what,” he said and
spread out all five fingers of his left
hand, “more than we had last year”

Those would be wins. Kewaskum
is now 5-2 after finishing 4-17 last sea-
son, something not lost on its play-
ers. Rauch was quick to point out the
accomplishment after the game, and
Butler said winning this game was im-
perative after losing two straight.

“We needed this one. We were
down. We started thinking about last
year. We started thinking about two
years ago,” she said. “And we needed
this one to get back on our track. To

Butler and Miller each scored 12
points to lead the Indians, with nine of
Butler's in the second half. Rauch add-
ed 10 as three Indians scored in double
digits for the first time this season.

Miller snagged 11 rebounds and
had three steals. Butler grabbed seven
boards and stole the ball three times.
Buker had six rebounds and Candace
Beine five.

The Indians began a little flat but
hung with the Rams in the first half,
down 20-19 at the break. Kewaskum
had five more turnovers and struggled
to box out as the Rams took 14 more
shots in the first half, many on offen-
sive rebounds. The Indians shot 7-for-
19 to the Rams’ 9-for-33 from the field.
Kleinhans occasionally ran a 2-3 zone
and knew boxing out could become a
challenge.

“But that’s what happens when
you play a zone. You get lazy,” he said.
“In order to play a zone you have to
keep working at it

“We weren't talking as a team. He
got us fired up at halftime. We need to
box out. That wasn't our game in the
first half” Butler said.

Butler covered the court like a ball-
hawking safety, knocking some passes
away and stealing others. She broke
down the Rams’ press with relative
ease, leading to easy fast-break shots
that didn’t always fall.

“It’s true what I said at the begin-
ning of the year. We're going to go as
far as she takes us. She makes every-
body better,” Kleinhans said. “She’s go-
ing to be frustrated with her shooting
tonight like she's been for a while. But
you know what; she’s got to just keep
going. She does lead by example. You
can tell watching her she’s our leader”
Kleinhans tried new wrinkles on both
sides of the ball. The Indians went to a
trapping defense and when they had
the ball they penetrated and dished it
out like what Kentucky and Memphis
run.

And the Indians did something
else for the first time this season.

“Everybody got in tonight. And
that is a key. If they're working hard in
practice, I've got to get ‘em in,” Klein-
hans said.

He was encouraged by a wild,
heart-stopping fourth quarter that
ended with each team scoring 15
points.

“It got tight and they hung in. They
didn’t fall apart. That fourth quarter we
played very well,” Kleinhans said. “The
trap gave them some easy baskets, too,
some of the mistakes we made. We'd
just come right back down and score.

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OSHKOSH- Add another tourna-
ment title to Brad Bentz’s resume.

The lankly Kewaskum High School
junior breezed through six matches
last Tuesday and Wednesday to claim
the top spot of 45 entrants at 145
pounds in the annual On the Waters
Classic hosted by Oshkosh Lourdes at
Kolf Field House.

“He’s so much fun to watch,” KHS
coach Dennis Aupperle said about
Bentz, who improved his season mark
to a perfect 14-0.

To go with Bentz's accomplish-
ment, the Indians picked up one third
place from Bo Seibel, a fifth from Brett
Scoles, a sixth from Jared Koffke and
an 11 from Rob Maertz, and as a team
they placed 10 out of 59 with 177.5
points, despite being without Cody
Seibel.

“We had a pretty good couple of
days up there. Missing 3 weight classes
and still being in the top ten was good,”
Aupperle said.

Coleman captured the title, scor-
ing 326.5 points, while Hortonville and
Tomahawk were second and third with
271 and 240.5 points.

Bentz, the top seed at 145, received
a bye in the first round, then polished
off Sam Kampf of Antigo by technical
fall, 19-3 and Steve Brand of Wiscon-
sin Lutheran by major decision, 16-
3, in Tuesday’s action. Bentz started
off Wednesday with a pin over Derek
Kuettel of Hortonville in a brief 1:51 in
quarterfinal action and wrestled a near
perfect match against Ryan Gartner of
Wilmot Union, posting a 5-0 shutout
win.

Bentz carried on the momentum
in the final match, defeating Jordan
Roosa of Mosinee, 6-2.

“He was very dominant on his feet,
and never in any trouble. He has great
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Bentz remains unbeaten as he leads Indians to 10th place finish

focus,” Aupperle said about Bentz,
who started the year slowly because of
a sore back and now is looking nearly
invincible.

Bo Seibel, wrestling at 171 pounds,
was within a couple minutes of joining
Bentz in the finals when he made a fa-
tal mistake against Manitowoc’s Tyler
Wetenkam, the eventual champion.
Leading 3-0, thanks to a first-period
takedown and an escape in the sec-
ond, Seibel got caught in a throw and
pinned on the corner of the mat.

Aupperle argued that Seibel’s one
shoulder was off the mat but to no
avail, and he moved into the loser’s
bracket where he first defeated Stuart
Schindle of Chippewa Falls 5-1 and
then Huey of Wilmot 3-2 to take third
place.

In Tuesday’s matches, Seibel re-
ceived a bye and pinned two oppo-
nents in the first period, and in his
quarterfinal match he won 8-6.

By going 6-1 the two days, Seibel is
currently 15-3. “A lot of credit to him to
get it all back together and win the last
two matches to finish third,” Aupperle
said.

The freshman Scoles dropped a
weight class to 103 and performed
well. He reached the quarterfinals via
a bye, a 19-7 major decision and a 1-0
thriller over Devin Weber of Marshall,
another tough freshman.

“Brett Scoles did a great job. He
had some real good kids in his bracket.
The kid from Marshall was the number
3 ranked kid in the state and unbeaten
at 25-0, “ the coach said.

On Day 2, Scoles started with a
3-1 loss, then scored a pin in 4:09 and
came away with a 3-0 decision before
losing 1-7 to Zach Bruley of Oshkosh
North. This put him in a match to de-
termine fifth and sixth place, which
he won over Derek Behnke of Cole-
man 5-3. By going 6-2 in the two days,
Scoles improved his record to 14-6.

Scoles defeated Behnke and was 6-2 over the two-day tournament.
Scoles finished the event in fifth place.
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Koffke also dropped a weight class and
advanced to the third round before
losing his first match, a 9-1 major de-
cision to Cameron Kleven of Oshkosh
West.

In the wrestlebacks, Koffke won
four matches in a row (8-2, 11-6 in
overtime, 6-0, pin in 1:51) before los-
ing to Kleven again (14-1), putting him
in the match for fifth and six. The KHS
junior wound up losing that match, 3-1
to Albert Dekker of Illiana Christian
of Illinois. Koffke's record currently
stands at 11-8.

“He just kept fighting every match.
That is really something for him to
hopefully take off and build on for the
rest of the year,” Aupperle said.

In the match to determine 11th place,
Maertz drew Mike Mergener of Cole-
man and dominated his opponent,
starting with a takedown in the open-
ing seconds and not stopping until he
had won, 8-1.

Although he did not place, senior
Derek Muckerheide (8-8) had an ex-
cellent tournament, going 4-2 at 119
pounds. In his 17-10 loss to Sam Arnott
of Tomahawk (who eventually placed
fourth) Muckerheide had his opponent
on his back in the closing seconds.

Caleb Olla finished 3-2 in the tough
135 pound class, while Logan Dreher
(112), Joey Wollner (152), Derek Aup-
perle (160) and Brandon Ehn (285) all
ended up 0-2.

Maertz (14-6) also got in his share
of wrestling, going 5-3 in the two days.
