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Boys and Girls Club to start Middle
School programming here this fall

er three years of serving
students in the school district at
Kewaskum Elementary School, the
Boys and Girls Club plans to start
programming at Kewaskum Middle
school in October of 2010. Organizers
hope to have the club open five days a
week at KMS from 4-6 p.m. and 1:30-6
p.m. on early release Wednesdays.
The expansion to KMS would pro-
vide continuous programming for
youth of Kewaskum instead of it end-
ing at grade 5.
“With the club at KES serving over
250 members, the need is obviously
there, and parents have been asking
for this for some time now,” explained
Jay Fisher, executive director of Boys

and Girls Club of Washington County.
Students at the KES club receive daily
assistance with homework, and take
part in various other activities such as
cooking, computers, sports, field trips
to baseball and basketball games,
and a variety of other events. Many of
these would be replicated at the mid-
dle school.

In order to provide middle school
programming, the community needs
to raise the funds to run the program.
“We are starting a funding campaign
and many community members are
involved. Our committee will be ap-
proaching different clubs and busi-
nesses, individuals about providing
some funding for this project,” Fisher

remarked.

The approximate cost to begin
middle school programming and
continuing elementary programming
is $45,000. Fundraising has already
begun but organizers are in need of
$35,000 to complete the project. With-
out the funding the middle school
program will not be able to start this
fall.

The Kewaskum Boys and Girls
Club will have a booth at the Movie
in the Park on August 13th to officially
kick off the fundraising. The club will
have activities and parents can reg-
ister their children for the upcoming
fall.

Hwy 28 project
back to 2013

Board discusses

rmoving pods ordinance

The State Department of
Transportation’s Main Street/Highway
28 reconstruction project is being
pushed to 2013.

Village Administrator Mathew
Heiser told the Village Board on
Monday the DOT wants to replace the
entire bridge as part of the project but
wants to keep it open during work.
That means it will be rerouted to the
south or north.

Heisersaid theVillageis concerned
because water utilities are under the
bridge. He doesn’t know if those will
need to be rerouted or discontinued,
he said.

Public Works Director Jerry Gilles
said the DOT concedes Main Street
needs some work and some areas
are marked for surface patches. Since
Washington County workers have
been responding to other needs,
he said he expects work to start in a
couple of weeks.

The Village will be updating a
moving pods ordinance (dumpsters)
as more residents are storing them on
public streets.

“We need to do something
because we're getting more calls for
them,” Police Chief Richard Knoebel
told the Village Board on Monday.

“It could become a hazard,” said
Village President Andrew Pesch.

Knoebel said he looked into some
other municipalities’ ordinances.
West Allis requires $15 for three days,
$30 for six days plus a $100 deposit
since a flash barricade is put near the
dumpster. Sheboygan charges $1 per
day for 10 to 30 days and $2 per day
after 30, and requires red reflectors be
put on the dumpster.

Residents don’t want to put the
dumpsters in their driveways because
they get in the way of vehicles and
don't want to put them on their
yards because they'll wreck the lawn,
Knoebel said.

It wouldn’t be feasible on some
narrow streets to put the dumpsters on
at all, said Trustee Mike Berger.
Knoebel agreed and said he would
recommend a flash barricade or
reflective tape on the dumpsters.

The present ordinance only allows
moving pods to be in place 24 hours,
but Knoebel said his department
doesn't enforce it unless someone
complains.

Knoebel said he will draft a new
ordinance and present it to the board.

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Geidel taking his game to a new level

Taking the step from competi-
tive junior golf in Wisconsin to men's
amateur golf is a big one, but 19-year-
old Ethan Geidel a Kewaskum High
School graduate is showing he has the
game to make a successful transition.

In his three attempts at qualifying
for events sponsored by the Wisconsin
State Golf Association and the Wiscon-
sin Section of the PGA (Professional
Golf Association, Geidel qualified for
one and came close in another.

Just recently, Geidel finished tied
for 17th in a field of over 60 players,
in a qualifying tournament held at the
Washington County Golf Course near
Hartford, shooting a 3-over-par 75 (37-
38) from the Black Tees (7,007 yards).

“I was one-over par going into the
last hole, and I doubled it,” Geidel said
Monday night, reporting the top 12
players advance to the Open, which
will be held Aug. 23-25 at The Legend
at Bristlecone in Hartland. Another
three are selected as alternates, so
Geidel just missed having a chance to
go.

Looking back at the experience,
Geidel said “I didn’t hit the ball very
well, but Washington County is pretty
wide open,” so a stray drive now and
then did not hurt him.

Concerning his play on the greens,
Geidel said, “My putting was just aver-
age. Itwasn't good ... [twasn’t bad ... It
didn’t hurt me much”

There is no question where he
played his best golf — on the par fives.
“I birdied three of the four par fives,’
he said.

Earlier this summer, Geidel at-
tempted to make the field of the Men's
State Amateur, but, “That one I didn’t
do so well in ... I think I shot 82" at
Oakwood Park in Franklin.

The State Match play experience
went quite well, with Geidel firing a
78 in the qualifying to make the medal
field, which then has to be trimmed
to 64 after another 18 holes of play.
In the latter competition, he carded a
76. “There were 20 players in a playoff
for the final 15 spots, and I made it,”
Giedel said, but unfortunately he lost
a 2-and-1 decision to John Staehler
of Ives Grove, Racine in the opening
round.

Geidel now turns his attention to-
ward trying to win the more local Hon-
E-Kor men’s championship. He won
that title in 2008 and was unable to
play in 2009 when he left for UW-Eau
Claire.

Still not certain what he wants
to major in, Geidel left school in De-
cember and is currently working at his
family’s Piggly Wiggly in Kewaskum
until he decides on a career.

“I probably play golf five days a
week and work six,” Geidel said, indi-
cating one thing he is considering is
attending the Professional Golfers Ca-
reer College in South Carolina.

Jason Jahnke, another Hon-E-Kor
member, and KHS graduate, put his
skills to the test in the qualifying tour-
nament at The Bull at Sheboygan Falls
and came in with an solid 4-over-par
round of 40-36—76 to tie for fourth

place. He will be going on to Bristle-
cone. (More on Jahnke in a future
Statesman.)

Two other area players, Danny
Behm of Jackson and Chad Schlagen-
haft (formerly of the Town of Wayne)
now of Jackson, also failed to advance
to the State Open from the qualifying
tournament at Washington County.
Behm shot a 38-38—76 to finish in a
tie for 21st, while Schlagenhaft, who
played golf for Kewaskum High over a
decade ago, came in with a 40-40—80,
which put him in a tie for 45th.
