Feeling better or worse, in sickness
and in health, Eric Perkins runs all over
West Bend.

One week after 204 yards and two
touchdowns against West Bend East in
limited time due to a stomach issue, a
healthy Perkins shredded West Bend
West for 225 yards and four scores,
again sitting out a while, this time
because the game was a blowout.

Kewaskum improved to 2-0 on
the season and again completed the
sweep of West Bend’s much bigger
schools with a 41-8 victory last Friday.
Kewaskum’s  enrollment  hovers
around 700 while each West Bend
school has more than 1,100.

In less than six quarters, Perkins
has amassed 440 vyards and six
touchdowns, averaging a video game-

like 7.6 yards per carry and 36.3 yards
per touchdown run.

Once Perkins reaches the second
level of defenders and gets into open
space, cue the scoreboard operator.

“I just try to make the quickest
move and get through everybody
before they know where I'm going
said Perkins.

“They” would include his coach,
who has mixed feelings about just how
easy it is to call plays for his 5-foot-9,
165-pound star.

“Yes, and no, I mean, you never
know where he’s going’ said Jason
Piittmann. “He makes things happen.
That's the easiest way to put it.”

Perkins has already drawn
comparisons to 2005 star running back
Garrett Donath, who rushed for 1,263
yards and 17 touchdowns, averaged 6.2
yards per carry and 114 per game. This
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comes from a coach who in seven-plus
seasons has amassed 67 wins against
17 losses and four conference titles.

Piittmann said Perkins runs a
4.4-second 40-yard dash using hand
timing rules. For context, Chris
Johnson, last year’s leading rusher in
the NFL with more than 2,000 yards,
runs a 4.24, fastest in the league.
Granted, Johnson is 5-11 and 191
pounds so he is more like tackling a
horse.

Perkins’ line enjoys catching a
glimpse of the blur pass through.

“It's always pretty easy. You just
kind of give him a split second because
he’s so quick and then he just busts
through the second level,” said guard
Joey Herriges.

“It’s pretty nice,” said tackle Mark
Miller. “You just give him that little bit

An election
official may inform the elector of the
proper manner for casting a vote, but
the official may not in any manner
advise or indicate a particular voting
choice

At the partisan primary the elector
may select the party of his or her
choice or the ballot containing the
names of independent candidates for
legislative office.

Where optical scan voting is used,
the elector shall fill in the oval next
to the party of his or her choice. The
electors shall then fill in the oval next
to the candidates’ names for whom he
or she intends to vote under the party
of his or her choice. To vote for a
person whose name does not appear
on the ballot, the elector shall write
in the name of the person of his or

her choice in the space provided for
a write-1n vote and fill in the oval on
the write-in line. Write-in votes are
not permitted on the Independent bal-
lot.

Where touch screen voting systems
are used, the elector shall depress the
button next to the party of his or her
choice. The elector shall then depress
the button next to the candidates’
names for whom he or she intends
to vote. To vote for a person whose
name does not appear on the ballot,
the elector shall type in the name of
the person of his or her choice in the
space provided for a write-in vote.

If the elector spoils an optical scan
ballot, he or she shall return it to an
election official who shall issue an-
other ballot in its place, but not more
than three ballots shall be issued to
any one elector. If the ballot has not
been initialed by two inspectors or is
defective in any other way, the elec-
tor shall return it to the election of-
ficial, who shall issue a proper ballot
in its place. After casting his or her
vote, the elector shall leave the voting
booth, properly deposit the ballot and
promptly leave the polling place.

The elector may spoil a touch screen
ballot at the voting station, but not
more than three ballots shall be is-
sued to any one elector. After an offi-
cial touch screen ballot is marked, the
elector shall leave the polling place
promptly.

After an official optical scan ballot
is marked, it shall be inserted in the
security sleeve so the marks do not
show. After casting his or her vote,
the elector shall leave the booth, in-
sert the ballot in the voting device
and discard the sleeve, or deliver the
ballot to an inspector for deposit.

An elector may select an individual
to assist in casting his or her vote if
the elector declares to the presiding
official that he or she is unable to
read, has difficulty reading, writing
or understanding English or that due
to disability is unable to cast his or
her ballot. The selected individual
rendering assistance may not be the
elector’s employer or an agent of that
employer or an officer or agent of a
labor organization which represents
the elector.

of space. He hits that thing and
he’s gone”

After a muffed punt that

put the Indians at the Spartans’
11, Perkins got the scoring
when he stretched the ball
across the goal line on a 9-yard
sweep left with 3:55 to go in the
first quarter.
On West's ensuing first play
from scrimmage came one of
the game’s biggest plays. West
completed a pass to a running
back on the right sideline who
headed up field. Kewaskum
safety Tony Gonring stormed
over for the tackle and instead
got all arm, ripping the ball
free.

Johnny-on-the-spot
linebacker Bo Seibel fell on the
loose ball for his second big
fumble recovery in two games.

Gonring said. “I think it kind
of changed the momentum
around and helped us get
some momentum going.”

Three plays later, Perkins
flew in for a 27-yard score and
Kewaskum was up 13-0 and
headed for a blowout.

West answered.
Quarterback Brandon Cowie
turned the corner and flew
down the left sideline for an
85-yard touchdown in an
outstanding impersonation of
Perkins.

The Spartans cut the deficit

to five in the second quarter
after punting to Kewaskum's 1.
Quarterback Cody Nuernberg
couldn’tget out of the backfield
and West scored a safety.
As a light rain began pick up,
Perkins later extended the lead
with a 67-yard dash to the end
zone. Nuernberg hit Ryan Ogi
for the two-point conversion
and the Indians took a 21-8
lead.

Any hopes of a West
comeback were dashed not
only by Kewaskum'’s defense,
but an injury and Mother
Nature. Cowie went out with
an injury in the second quarter
and only returned as punter.
That same quarter, a mini-
monsoon entered the game,
making it difficult to run an
offense and take notes. The
storm was short-lived as it left
for refreshments at halftime,
returning briefly in the second
half with just a little rain and
less wind.

The third quarter put the
game on ice, which was about
the only weather event, along
with snow and hail, missing
from the game. The Indians
struggled to sustain a drive, but
that’s because they scored too
fast, tallying 20 points on their
first five offensive plays.

On the first play from
scrimmage, Perkins blasted
71 yards up the middle and
eventually down the right
sideline. On the second,
Nuernberg rolled left and hit
Sam Olla near the sideline.
Olla shook the only defender

down the sideline for a 40-yard
score.

He said he would need
to watch the play on film to
remember what happened.

“It happened so quick I don’t
know,” Olla said.

On the Indians’ fifth play
from  scrimmage, backup
running back Joey Wollner
broke through the middle and
galloped in from 33 yards.

The point-after made it
41-8 and sent starters to the
bench for the night, mostly for
both teams.

Any hopes of a West
comeback or even closing
the gap were shut down
by  Kewaskum's second-
team defense, led by Austin
Goeman, who made several
plays and recovered a fumble.

Piittmann cited early
turnovers as keys, and he said
West’s quarterback leaving
took away the threat of the
pass. Mother Nature, though it
took away the threat of walking
off the field actually dry, even
did her part to slow West's
offense.

“The rain helped us, too,”
he said.

On Friday, the Indians
open Eastern  Wisconsin
Conference play by hosting
Kiel, a team they beat 27-6
on the road last season. The
Raiders come in 2-0 after
demolishing Chilton, 38-19,
at home in the first week and
Howards Grove, 35-14, on the
road last week.

Piittmann said there
is plenty of room for
improvement.

“We've still got work to do.
I told the kids it was a good
win; it wasn't a great win.
We need to get better every
week,” he said. “It’s great to get
through the non-conference
games undefeated but it's the
conference games that put you
in the playoffs”

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Lady Indians starting off season slowly

Kewaskum’s  volleyball
team will perhaps one day win
a five-game match this sea-
son.
That day was not Tuesday.
It wasn't last Thursday, either,
much to the frustration of
Coach Joe Moser.

On Tuesday at nearby
rival Campbellsport, the In-
dians looked awful in losing
the first two games, sharp in
winning the next two and then
lousy again in losing the de-
ciding fifth.

It was nearly a role rever-
sal of the home match against
Plymouth last Thursday, when
Kewaskum cruised in the first
two games and lost the next
three in nail-biting fashion.

“That would have been
nice,” Moser said of turning
the tables on the Cougars as
the Panthers had done to his
team.

As it was, “pass” some-
times becomes a four-letter
word (OK, it already is), and
“tip” isn’t far behind (just one
letter). Kewaskum couldn’t do
the first and couldn’t defend
the second, spelling another
four-letter word: doom.

The Indians started by
taking a 7-0 lead against
Campbellsport and had a
24-19 edge but couldn’t put
it away. The Cougars roared
back to win Game 1, 28-26.

In Game 2, they built a 20-
11 lead and hung on, 25-18.
The Indians had communica-
tion issues as several balls fell
to the floor in between play-
ers.

“We get into some ruts
and we lose our confidence
and we kind of fall apart.
We can’t pass anymore. And
when we can’t pass, we can't
set our good hitters and then
we can't side out,” Moser said.
“So it’s getting that confidence
so we know we can bounce
back from an error and we can
come back and play good vol-
leyball”

Then came the Indians
Moser wants to see. Tied at
12-12 in Game 3, a fired-up
tweaked lineup pulled away
and won, 25-16. It was more
of the same in Game 4’s 25-18
win.

“We got excited for the
couple of good plays we had
and then we had our confi-
dence and we made a lot of
passes. We didn’t have a lot of
passing errors in games 3 and
4 and it really showed,” Moser
said. “We had good sets, we
had good swings; we started
blocking the ball. We kind of
put our whole game together”

Early match bugaboos
came back in Game 5 as the
Cougars ran away with the
game and match, 15-6.

Outside hitter Kayla Bas-
tian and middle hitter Anna
Aycock had 12 kills apiece.
Outside hitter George Abfall
had eight.

Molly Potter had 23 assists
and Whitney Bastian served
three aces. Kayla Bastian and
Kelsey Phillips had 10 digs

each.

Cougar sophomore set-
ter Paige Birschbach regularly
hurt the Indians with either
surprise sets over the net,
and she and her teammates
often tipped the ball over in-
stead of slamming it, catching
Kewaskum off guard.

“It's funny how you tell a
kid stand on the 10-foot line
to cover tips and all of a sud-
den they’re in the back of the
court. You'd think after getting
burned once or twice theyd
figure it out. I don’t know if it
wasn't registering or what. It’s
a little frustrating,” Moser said.
Against Plymouth, Moser will
take inexperience for $400
please, Alex.

The young Indians looked
good in winning 25-14, 15-19
and were on their way to a
sweep.

Then the Panthers woke
up. Big hitters who looked
listless in two games came to

life, as did the team’s confi-
dence. Kewaskum's big guns
and mental advantage started
to slip, just enough to lose a
heartbreaker.

The Panthers won Game
3, 25-21, and pulled out Game
4, 27-25, fighting off game
points at 24-23 and 25-24.

Plymouth built a 9-6 lead
in Game 5 before the Indi-
ans battled back to tie it, 9-9.
Plymouth then rattled off
three points and a timeout
could only slow the Panthers
as they won, 15-12.

“We'll say it's experience-
wise. That’s brilliant. Put that
down,” Moser said.

“Two games we played
great. I think maybe the third
game we just felt like we had it
and we didn’t have to stay on
our peek and they crept back
in. It was a close battle in the
end and it just took a little bit
out of us,” he said.

We get to fight back and try to
beat them again,” Moser said.
“It was a great match. Now we
learned we've to stay on top of
our game the whole time. We
can’t let down.-We've got to
fight all the way to 25."

Kewaskum’'s gym was so
hot and sticky that night vol-
leyballs kept being switched
in and out. Officials kept se-
lecting the white, round ones.

Kewaskum staff members
on hand for possible riot con-
trol were wearing fluorescent
yellow shirts similar to that of
vendors at Miller Park. Little
doubt some fans and perhaps

coaches could have used a
cold drink sometime during
games 4 or 5, but they unfortu-
nately weren't equipped with
coolers around their neck.

At the Hartford Invitation-
al last Saturday, Kewaskum
went 2-1, beating Madison
Memorial and Mayville, 2-0,
each, and losing to Waukesha
South, 1-2.

The Indians, 2-3 in con-
ference and 5-7 overall, have
nine days off before hosting
EWC foe Sheboygan Falls next
Thursday, Sept. 16. Moser
knows how that time will be
spent.

“We've got to go back
to practicing all day long on
passing and keep practicing
passing until we figure it out,”
he said. “Because we don’t
need to practice hitting if we
can’t pass”
