Primary election pulls out electorate

Two local polling places were kept 
on their toes by primary votes Tuesday 
with a much larger turnout than usual.

In the Village of Kewaskum, 797 of 
the 2,234 registered voters cast their 
ballots.

"Very busy day," said Clerk 
Stephanie Justmann. "I had around 
900 ballots with my absentee ones 
so with 800 voters, there aren't many 
ballots left."

The last primary in September 
2008 drew 380 voters.

The rush of voters didn't trigger 
any problems, however.

"Everything went very smooth," 
Justmann said.

Voting in the major races was 
a microcosm of how Washington 
County voted overall.

Republican gubernatorial
candidate Scott Walker received 456 
votes to Mark Neumann's 165.

Republican U.S. Senate candidate 
Ron Johnson dominated his two 
opponents, receiving 539 votes to Dave 
Westlake's 36 and Stephen Finn's 21.

In the Republican lieutenant 
governor race, Rebecca Kleefisch 
received 363 votes to Brett Davis' 145. 
Dave Ross got 37, Robert Gerald Lorge 
25 and Nick Voegeli eight.

Democratic gubernatorial
candidate Tom Barrett received 102 
votes to Tim John's nine.

In the Democratic lieutenant 
governor race, Tom Nelson got 50 
votes, James Schneider 22, Spencer 
Coggs 17 and Henry Sanders five.

The story was much the same in 
the Town of Kewaskum, where 315 of 
701 voters cast ballots.

"Much busier than we expected. It 
was a good turnout," said Clerk Nancy 
Boden.

Walker beat Neumann, 196-69 
and Johnson beat Westlake, 237-14. 
Kleefisch got 189 votes to Davis' 43.

Johnson stopped by the 
Washington County Republican 
Headquarters in downtown West 
Bend Tuesday afternoon to say hi to 
his supporters and thank them for 
volunteering.

"It was really nice. I have to tell you 
when someone is that busy working 
that many hours on the campaign to 
stop in a litde town of West Bend..." 
said Kathy Kieman, vice chair of the 
county Republican party. "He talked 
to everybody. He sat with every single 
caller and talked with them and 
thanked them."

Kieman said Johnson stayed for 
about 45 minutes and got the grand 
tour of the headquarters. She said 
he would come back when the office 
holds a grand opening.

KHS students 
charged with 
felonies

WEST BEND- Three Kewaskum 
High School students could face prison 
or jail time for alleged burglary, theft, 
obstruction and drug paraphernalia 
possession after a string of incidents 
on Aug. 29-30.

Kewaskum students Tony 
Crossman, 18, Bradley Conroy-Ziegler 
and Harley Bruss, along with Cody 
Durian of the Town of Addison, all 
17, made their initial appearances in 
Washington County Circuit Court last 
Friday. All are out on $500 signature 
bonds.

All four are charged with felony 
burglary of a building as a party to a 
crime and obstructing an officer.

In addition, Crossman, 18, is 
charged with misdemeanor theft and 
the other three possession of drug 
paraphernalia.

If convicted on all counts, 
Crossman could face up to more than 
14 years behind bars and $45,500 in 
fines. For the other three, the total 
could reach more than 13 years behind 
bars and $35,500 in fines.

According to the criminal 
complaint, on the morning of Aug. 
30, the Washington County Sheriff's 
Department received a complaint 
from a woman on the 5700 block of 
Main Street in the Town of Wayne 
(Kohlsville) who said four, six-gallon 
fuel cans worth a combined $65 were 
missing from her and her fiance's 
garage.

The Sheriff's Department also 
received a complaint from a resident 
in the 6300 block of High Street in the 
Town of Addison (Allenton) who said 
two of her vehicles were broken into.

In the criminal complaint, all four 
told law enforcement similar stories 
of the events on the night in question 
with some differences.

A Town of Wayne family 
is mourning the loss of their 
daughter who was killed 
Sunday, September 12 in 
a two-vehicle accident in 
the Town of Caledonia near 
Portage.

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Kewaskum officer injured in the line of duty

KEWASKUM- A village 
of Kewaskum Police Officer 
was injured in the line of duty 
early Sunday morning. While 
pursuing a subject in the 
village, the part-time officer 
fell off a retaining wall and 
broke his leg in three places.

Kewaskum Chief of Police 
Richard Knoebel reported 
that Officer Luke Wilhem was 
watching three individuals 
who were removing political 
signs from a business in the 900 
block of Fond du Lac Avenue 
shortly after 3 a.m. Sunday. He 
approached the three but one

subject fled on foot. Later the 
officer made contact with the 
subject who was found hiding 
in the dumpster of a nearby 
business.

The subject again fled on 
foot towards apartments on 
Timblin Drive. While pursuing 
the subject the second time, 
Officer Wilhelm became 
injured.

Kewaskum Rescue Squad 
responded as did another 
police officer who was in the 
village providing security at 
River Hill Park for the Early 
Farm Days Show later that day. 
Washington County Sheriff's 
Deputies also arrived to search 
for the subject and remained in

the village until another officer 
could take over Wilhelm's shift.

Officer Wilhelm was 
transported to St. Joseph's 
Hospital in West Bend and 
has undergone surgery. 
Chief Knoebel indicated 
Officer Wilhelm will undergo 
extensive rehabilitation for the 
next six weeks.

The subject has not 
been found. Police know 
the individual and charges 
of resisting arrest, criminal 
damage to property and 
obstruction have been 
requested of the Washington 
County District Attorney.

Turkey Scallopini and Squash Ravioli 
with Cranberry Brown Butter
Makes 8 servings 
Prep Time: 10 minutes 
Start to Finish: 30 minutes

8 portions boneless turkey breast (4 ounces each) 
1/4 cup extra virgin olive oil 
1/4 cup all-purpose flour 

2 eggs, beaten
2 cups Progresso plain panko crispy bread crumbs 
1 stick (8 tablespoons)

1 package (18 ounces)

Let brown 
about 1 minute, then turn to cook 
the second side, another 30 seconds.
The turkey will cook very quickly 
and will dry out if overcooked.
When done, remove to a baking 
sheet or platter and keep warm.
Do not wash saut£ pan!

To make the sauce, add butter to 
saute pan and place over medium- 
high heat At the same time, drop 
ravioli into the boiling water.
When butter begins to turn light 
brown, add fresh sage. Stir for a 
few seconds; then add cranberries, 
and sautd until skins begin to 
burst. Add molasses, balsamic 
vinegar and broth, scraping bottom 
of the pan to pick up all the flavor 
of the turkey.

Return soup to pan and reheat gently. Add 
half-and-half. Adjust seasoning with salt and 
pepper. Top each serving with pumpkin 
seeds and toasted bread crumbs.
Tip: Depending on how rich you want it, 
or how cold it is outside, you can use 
cream, yogurt or mascarpone instead of 
half-and-half.

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Indians rough up Raiders with rushing

Kiel came in with a plan to 
stop Eric Perkins last Friday, 
and for good reason.

After 429 yards rushing and 
six touchdowns in two games, 
Perkins was who opponents 
had to scheme against.

Well, Kewaskum said, 
we have more weapons than 
that, and promptiy unleashed 
quarterback Cody Nuernberg, 
who bounced, darted, juked 
and shook his way for 111 
yards rushing and touchdown, 
and battering ram fullback 
Bo Seibel, who plowed for 49 
yards and a score.

The Indians built a 28-7 
first-half lead and won 35-14. 
Kewaskum didn't want just 
one player to get 2,500 yards 
rushing and 36 touchdowns 
in one season, anyway. That's 
just not sound offense, and it 
comes off as rather gluttonous.

Beyond that, the Raiders 
didn't exactly stop Perkins, 
anyway. They barely slowed 
him. He ran for 143 yards and 
two scores on 19 carries for 
7.5-yard per-rush average, 
though that's a piddly outing 
compared to his first two 
weeks when he rushed for 200- 
plus yards in each game and 
averaged 12 yards a pop.

The three-pronged rushing 
attack makes the Indians even 
tougher to defend than before.

"We've always wanted to 
be able to do that and that’s part 
of what we have our offense 
designed to do," said Coach 
Jason Piittmann. "We've got to 
be more than one back. Other 
people are going to key on that 
and take that away. And that's 
the advantage we have with 
Nuernberg's shiftiness and Bo 
being able to run the ball with 
power."

Nuernberg shifted into a 
higher gear most of the night, 
faking out Raiders right and left 
in making his way downfield. 
Many of his big runs came on 
passing plays when he decided 
to scramble, like his 30-yard 
touchdown in the second 
quarter.

"I always have my eyes

downfield looking to pass but 
when I see open field I like to 
take off and run. I guess I've 
got the ability to make people 
miss. I don't have breakaway 
speed," he said. "I like to break 
guys down and just sidestep 
them, just not try to take the 
big hit, try to get away."

Nuernberg's reads often 
had him handing to his 
fullback for a plow up the gut. 
Seibel obliged by carrying the 
pile a few times.

"A lot of the times I'll see 
something where a tackle will 
come up and I'll see the hole 
and I'll give it to him. He’s for 
sure getting three-four yards a 
pop," Nuernberg said.

"I just like getting the 
ball. I'm a fullback so it's my 
job to get four, five yards a 
carry. Perkins' job is to get the 
touchdowns," Seibel said.

Seibel scored late in the 
second quarter on a seven- 
yard rumble, stumble and 
bumble.

"Yeah, I told myself I'm 
scoring on this. I almost didn't 
make it but I got in," he said.

The Indians' salted the 
game away in the fourth 
quarter on their first clock- 
killing drive of the season. Up 
28-14 with Kiel threatening 
at the 25, comerback Danny 
Bohn watched the quarterback 
and leaped for an interception 
thrown over the heads of 
Raiders who hadn't yet turned 
to look back for the ball.

With 11:53 to play, the 
Indians embarked on an 18- 
play drive that ate up seven 
minutes and 29 seconds.

The Indians converted four 
third downs on the drive. On a 
third and seven, Nuernberg 
hit Gonring for 10 on an out 
pattern. On a third and six, 
he hit Ryan Ogi on a slant for 
16. On a third and two, Seibel 
blasted for six. On a third and 
one, Perkins beat enough 
defenders to the outside for 
two.

"It was more just a lot of 
will for us. Coaches really want 
us to just put a drive together," 
Nuernberg said. "In the huddle 
everybody was like, 'Let's go, 
let's go,' everybody's getting up. 
We just wanted to put the game

away and have a sustaining 
drive because we didn't really 
have one all game. We have 
tendencies to score pretty 
quick. It felt good to put the 
finishing touches on that drive 
and get it in the end zone. It 
took a lot of time off the clock. 
That’s what we were trying to 
do."

"That was the nice thing. 
We were able to run clock 
really well," Piittmann said.

It took four first-and-goals 
and two touchdowns to put 
the game away because both 
teams kept breaking the rules. 
The four were more plays than 
the Indians ran in the red 
zone in their first two games 
combined because they like 
to score on big plays instead of 
messing around inside the 20.

Kewaskum got a five-yard 
penalty at the six, and the 
Raiders returned the favor with 
one that moved the ball to the 
four. Perkins went airborne 
and reached the ball across 
the goal line, but Kewaskum 
was called for holding. On the 
fourth first and goal from the 
14, Perkins burst up the middle 
to end it. He scored untouched 
as the Raiders had tried to take 
away the outside all night.
The Indians moved to 1 -0 in the 
Eastern Wisconsin Conference 
and 3-0 overall. But this was 
a tougher game against Kiel 
than Piittmann remembers in 
awhile.

"We got gassed a little 
bit. Kiel is very well coached, 
very hard hitting team. They 
hit harder than any Kiel team 
we've seen in recent history," 
Piittmann said. "They were 
well prepared for us. They did 
a good job. We got a couple 
breaks, a couple plays and put 
some points up early.

Kewaskum broke the 
ice early, taking advantage 
of a Mike Schladweiler 
interception on Kiel's first 
possession. On third and 15 
from Kiel's 23, the Indians' 
fourth play from scrimmage, 
Nuernberg lofted a jump ball 
to one of his favorite targets, 
Sam Olla, who outwrestied a 
defender and came down with 
the ball in the right comer of 
the end zone.

It was Olla's third straight 
game with a touchdown 
reception.

The Raiders nearly 
answered on the ensuing 
kickoff. Isaiah Herzog returned 
the kick from the 15 to Kiel's 
45. He was tackled by Indians 
kicker Hunter Flanders, the 
last man he had to beat.

The Raiders tied it on an 
option play with a 67-yard 
score. As quarterback Geddy 
Nordby was being tackled, he 
pitched to Herzog who had 
nothing but grass in front of 
him.

Perkins answered on the 
next play from scrimmage 
with his weekly 50-yard-plus 
touchdown run. This one 
totaled 59 yards and had the 
speedy back zipping down the 
left sideline.

Nuernberg's 30-yard score 
made it 21-7 and Seibel's run 
pushed it to 28-7.
Herzog nearly scored on the 
kick return again, this time 
with Tony Gonring punching 
out his legs at Kewaskum's 45. 
The Raiders later scored on the 
drive when running back Cody 
Retlich took it in from nine 
yards out to make it 28-14 at 
the break.

Piittman said he will 
address the special teams 
breakdowns.

"We look good at times 
and then we gave up some big 
ones so I've got to go back to 
the drawing board and look 
at that and figure out what we 
have to do differently,” he said.

The Indians on Friday 
will pile onto the bus for the 
road trip all the way to rival 
Campbellsport for the annual 
Kettle Moraine Bowl. The 
Cougars come into the game
1-0 in conference after a 28-6 
beat down of Sheboygan Falls 
and 1-2 overall.

Nifty moves: On third and 
three late in the second quarter, 
Cody Nuernberg looked to be 
trapped on the left sideline as 
the Indians were threatening 
to score in the second quarter. 
The senior faked one way, went 
another and burst into a sprint 
for an 18-yard run. Bo Seibel 
later scored on the drive.

Big hits: In the second 
quarter, junior Kenny Gigstead 
welcomed Kiel's David Esswein 
to Kewaskum with a hard hit and 
solid tackle on a kick return.

Linebacker Joey Wollner 
stuck a Raider ball carrier low, 
picked him up and put him on 
the ground, limiting him to a 
two-yard gain in the second 
quarter.

Mueller still OK: Beloved 
trainer Emily Mueller didn't 
get knocked on her fanny for 
the second straight game, 
although any play that got 
near Kewaskum's bench 
Mueller quickly backpedaled, 
sometimes all the way into the 
third row of the stands.

Since this is the second 
week of uneventful Mueller 
updates, this bit is getting boring 
now so the Statesman won't 
provide Mueller’s status again 
this season unless it changes, 
and it has to be funny.
