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Residents get reprieve on hook-ups

Four properties are getting a
reprieve until June 1, 2012, to hook up
to village sewer and water.

The Village Board last week
unanimously  approved another
extension for Tom and Allyne
Rodenkirch at 120 Badger Road
and three other properties. The
Rodenkirches had been pleading with
the board not to force them to connect
to village sewer and water.

At September’s meeting the couple
claimed former village administrator
Dan Schmidt gave a verbal promise
that they wouldn’t have to connect
as long as they lived in the home, but
never got it in writing.

That was several years ago. The
Village Board tabled action last
month to talk to Schmidt about the
claim. At the Oct. 18 board meeting,
Village Administrator Mathew Heiser
said Schmidt told him he had no
recollection of that conversation.

The board decided to have
its attorney look over offering an
extension to June 1, 2012 or until

ownership of the four properties
change. Gerald Kiefer gave the motion
his blessing and the board approved it.
The other three properties receiving
the extension are: 770 Prospect
Drive (Gary Gavin), 811 Prospect
Drive (Marion Bunkelman) and 698
Edgewood Road (Dr. Charles Ogi).

At issue is consistency in applying
village code. Residences annexed from
the Town of Kewaskum to the Village
during the formation of the TIF district
were required to connect. Some
connected before 2005-06 and didn’t
pay the impact fees, while others
connected after and paid the fees.

It’s at least a $20,000 decision, the
estimated cost for the Rodenkirches
to hook up to village sewer and water.
Allyne estimates the bill could reach
$30,000 or $40,000, taking into account
the killing of their well and impact fees.
The residence is considered “legal
but  nonconforming”  @ecording
to the village zoning. The house
may be sold as a residence but any
future development must be zoned

commercial. The zoning issue, said
Heiser, can make securing financing
from a bank difficult.

The Rodenkirches, both 78,
have lived in the home for 50 years.
They have been trying to sell, but
the non-conforming zoning and the
economy have presented challenges.
New owners would automatically be
required to hook up to village sewer
and water.

While the issue has taken up to an
hour of discussion at past meetings,
the extension passed on Monday with
next to no discussion.

The state’s Main Street/Highway
28 reconstruction project is still slated
for 2014, said Village Administrator
Mathew Heiser, but a few new details
have come to light.

The state wants to move the
centerline of the bridge over the
Milwaukee River eight feet to the north,
which could impact two properties.
The state may buy the Backhaus
property, and the Amerlings may lose
their front porch, Heiser said.

The move would also impact the lift
station, which could be forced to
move, he said.

The state also does not want water
pipes running under the bridge, but
the village has asked for a final decision
on that in writing.

The Kewaskum Police Department
has applied for a $3,063 grant to buy
tasers.

Police Chief Richard Knoebel said
a taser may have prevented a recent
incident when an officer injured
himself while in pursuit of a suspect.

In the Biblical story about
Job, he cried out in anger
against God, because Job's
family had been the victims of
one tragedy after another. Fast
forward to 2010 and the Gerken
family -- Krista (Klas) Gerken,
21, Shanon, 24, Kaylee, 3, and
Weston, 11 months -- who are
a modern-day Job family.

This young family lost
their earthly possessions in a
horrific fire that destroyed their
Town of Mitchell home on Oct.
30. The property, valued at
$143,000, has been declared a
total loss.

At the time of the fire, they
were in Hartford, attending a
surprise 50th birthday party for
Shanon’s father, Lyle Gerken.
Krista and Shanon’s neighbor,
Paul West, phoned Krista to
inform her the home they
purchased one year ago, was
engulfed in flames!

As they shortly later
observed their prize
possessions being swallowed
up in the roaring inferno, they
learned also that their dog
Abby’s nine puppies had died
in the fire.

Krista and Shanon had
purchased their house and
property with cash and had
not insured it, which makes
the situation even more dire.
All they had that day were the
clothes upon their backs.

Unfortunately, they
are no strangers to horrific
losses. Two years ago, Krista's
paternal grandfather and step-
grandmother -- Dick and Ida
Klas, were killed in an auto
accident in Fennimore. They
were on the way to a hospital
for Ida to have a procedure
performed on her heart at the
time of the accident.

Three weeks later, Ricky
Klas, now 19, Krista’s brother,
was involved in a moped
accident and was taken by
Flight for Life to Froedtert
Hospital for an extensive
surgery. He only recently has
been able to walk without the
aid of crutches.

In addition, during the
past four years, Ricky has lost
most of his vision, due to an
undiagnosed eye condition,

Johns Hopkins Medical Center
in Baltimore. The brave young
man, who has learned to use
a white cane, has entered
Moraine Park  Technical

Letter to the Editor:
Chief Kewaskum ought
not “to rest in peace.” He ought

to be turning in his grave. I be-
lieve that the School District
has made a mistake by remov-
ing images of the Chief from
the High School. Not only have
they sent the wrong message to
former donors and current sup-
porters of the High School, it
has done what I believe a grave
disservice to free government
and the democratic values that
have long made this State and
our nation unique in a world of-
ten afraid of its own shadow.

I recently finished a book
entitled “The Death of Europe.”
It was a sobering read. In the
past four to five decades once
great nations like Germany,
England, France, Spain and
nearly all the countries of Eu-
rope have striven to be what po-
litical philosophers would call
post World War II “alien elite”
societies.

them.” (Derbyshire, NR, Febru-
ary 2002) I don't see any dan-
ger in School districts abusing
the legacy of an Indian chief or
denigrating a Native American
(minority) culture by having an
Indian name or logo.

The opposite is true: If we
allow ourselves to be brow-
beaten by the elites in State
government into yielding on
this unreasonable demand, as
a majority we will soon be left
with hamstrung institutions, no
traditions, and scant freedom
of expression, all orchestrated
by fiat of intellectual fashion in
Madison.

Restore the Chief and call
their bluff. As was said recently
in the Senatorial campaign in
Nevada: “Man up!” Or, to put
it another way: “What would
Chief Kewaskum do?”

It was easy to forgive him,
though, not because of his
impressive musical history, but
because at one point during
his concert, he prayed a special
intention to the Blessed Mother:
That the Packers should prevail
over Brett Favre and the Vikings
when they meet head-to-head
on Sunday Night Football,
October 24. (It was especially
easy to forgive him in hindsight,
knowing that his prayer, in fact,
worked, the Packers having won
28-24.)

His stop in Kewaskum was
bookended by shows in Green
Bay and Chicago. Preceding
his St. Michael’s concert -
during which he sang beautiful
renditions of such Catholic
classics as Hail Mary, Gentle
Woman and Hail Holy Queen,
as well as a couple original
numbers - Michael O'Brien
took a moment to sit down with
me and discuss his conversion
to the Catholic faith, as well as
his experience being one of the
most popular Catholic singers in
the nation:

Prior to my conversion, The
Michael O’Brien Band, which
we called M.O.B., was the biggest
club band in Cleveland, Ohio. At
the time, the city was getting the

Rock ‘n’ Roll Hall of Fame ... we
had huge Rock clubs ... thousands
of kids came out to listen lo us
play Foreigner and Beastie Boys
and Georgia Satellites every
night of the week. Literally, every
night. I was pretty well known in
the Cleveland area.

Then 1 went to Magigoria.

I'ended up going by accident,
because I pushed my parents to
go. Here I was, the only one in my
Jamilywhodidn’t have a Catholic
education. But I happened to see
avideo on Magigoria. My parents
had showed it to everybody but
me. And then I saw it with them,
they were watching it. and I
was like, “What's that?” I was
so impressed by it, I told them,
“You guys have got to go there!”
And my parents were floored by
me saying that. To them, it was
like the prodigal son saying that.
My parents are devout, they go to
mass every day, and to have the
son who didn’t even go to mass at
Christmas was something.

The were going to go to
Hawaii on vacation, but they
changed all their plans so they
could go to Magigoria instead.
Then my dad asked me, “You
want to come with us?” And I
said, “Where, to that holy place?”
Isaid, “Uhhhhhhh, alright.”

So I went to Magigoria,
and I just thought it was the
stupidest thing I could have
done. I thought, “Oh great, now
I'm here in this holy place with
my mom and dad!” So I became
the photographer of the group.
I just didn’t have the Catholic
upbringing the rest of my family
did.

But then I got caught in this
weird spot going over to this
one part of Magigoria, where
this visionary comes out and
talks to the people. And I'm not
a visionary hunter or anything.
But she came out and there are
hundreds - maybe thousands -
of people around her. And here

I am, stuck in the part of the
crowd that was very near her. She
motioned for me to come over
to her, so I did. Then she started
writing me a letter in Croatian,
and the whole crowd gave a
collective gasp. It was especially
funny because the visionary and
I were dressed almost exactly
alike, which was amazing in and
of itself, considering I was from
Cleveland and she was from
Croatia. We were wearing this
gray sweatshirt with a flannel
and jean jacket, plus our hair
styles looked nearly identical.
People thought I was a visionary.
They would come up to me from
foreign countries and have me
bless them, which was really
interesting. On top of all that, I
Jfound out the day of biggest day
of celebration in Magigoria is
June 25, which happens to be
my birthday. So everybody was
freaking out, because, thinking
I'm some sort of visionary. You
know, it'’s Magigoria, everybody’s
looking for signs.

To make a long story short,
the hardest part was not the 30
hours it took to get there. It wasn't
going to mass twice daily with my
parents. It wasn't rooming with
my grandma. The hardest part
was coming home. I couldn’t
believe it. I came home to my
band, my Corvette, my girlfriend
... but I was just dying for that
place. It was so strange, having
Just come home from a place that
makes me want to go back even
though there’s nothing to do there
but pray and go to church and
seek Mary's guidance.

It wasn't until later that
I decided to do a song for
Magigoria. It was a song I heard
sung all over the mountain at
Magigoria. The song was Hail
Mary, Gentle Woman. And at
the time, I still thought I was too
cool for the whole church thing,
but I remembered that song and
I ended up recording it as part of

an album called The Sounds of
Magigoria. And for the longest
time, it didn't have my name
on it. But every bus, every shop,
every tourist thing going on, my
album was all you would hear.
Then my band signed with
a major record label, BMG. We
headlined Disney World and all
these Catholics show up. Priests
and nuns would show up. And in
the end, I ended up not resigning
with BMG. I walked away from it
all so I could be a Catholic singer.
The one drawback is, Catholic
music is very, very underground.
It’s frustrating, but it keeps you
really grounded. And tonight,
I'm playing in my 813th city. We
did about 100 and some arena
shows, have played Notre Dame
and other places like that, and a

bunch of smaller shows. It's been
great. I hope I can play another
400 shows in the next 20 years.
It's been an amazing experience.

The truth is, everyone
present at Michael O'Brien's
October 20 show at St. Michael
Catholic parish was engaged
in an amazing experience all
their own, shepherded by the
euphonic voice of someone
whose ministry has touched
countless thousands. All
things considered, it is quite
remarkable thatlittle Kewaskum,
Wisconsin, had the privilege of
becoming his 813th city played
in.

The eighth graders, paced
by their distance runners and
400 runners, finished second
behind Pewaukee, 155-115.

DE PERE - Height and
weight are listed on high school
football programs; heart is not.

Kewaskum on paper was
overmatched by a bigger and
stronger West De Pere team last
Saturday, and for much of the
game that’s how it played out.

The Indians fell behind
28-7 in the fourth quarter after
allowing two quick second-half
touchdowns as it looked like the
Phantoms would blow the game
open and head off to another
dominating victory.

With 9:28 to play, and it
was gut check time for the
Indians. Kewaskum had zero
momentum, one first down the
entire half and was facing an
undefeated, fired-up opponent.
The Indians' heart began to
pump harder. No way they go
down this easy.

Kewaskum embarked on an
urgent and ferocious comeback
that lit up 14 points in less than
three minutes. The defense
allowed 13 yards in two crucial
drives and forced and recovered
a fumble with three minutes to
play, giving the Indians a chance
to tie.

It was not to be, however,
as the Phantoms stole the ball
away on the ensuing play and
never let the Indians have it
back. Kewaskum fell short, 28-
21, finishing off a second straight
10-2 season.

“This meant the world to
ime. I've been looking forward
: to this season since 1 was a little
:kid. I get along great with the

kids below me and my grade’s

T great. Just overall it’s a great

season,” said senior linebacker
and tight end Ryan Ogi.

It wasn’t looking like much
of afinish to a great season facing
a 21-point deficit with 9:28 to go.
The 14-point rally didn’t exactly
get off to a hot start, either.

The Indians returned the
kickoff to their own 22, their
typical average-to-lousy starting
field position for the entire
game, much thanks to the strong
leg of the Phantoms’ kicker and
a stronger wind that wreaked
havoc on kicks and punts all day.
On first down, quarterback Cody
Nuernberg was sacked for a six-
yard loss. Things weren't looking
good.

On second, he scrambled
for 10. On third, he hit tight end
Andy Doll across the middle for
20. Hope was still alive, barely.

After an incompletion, a
pass interference penalty moved
Kewaskum to the Phantoms’ 39.
Two more incompletions and
the Indians faced third and 10.

Nuernberg, in shotgun
for the entire quarter, took the
snap and scrambled. Then he
scrambled some more. And
some more,

If he would have scrambled
any longer, he could have
cracked some eggs and had a
late breakfast.

Instead, he unloaded a deep
ball to tight end Andy Doll, who
had gotten behind a double
team inside the five.

The Phantoms’ defensive
backs closed, and Doll tipped
the ball in the air twice. When
the pigskin came down for the
second time, Doll cradled it as
he fell into the end zone in the
play of the game.

Hunter  Flanders  put

the extra point through and
Kewaskum was down, 28-14,
with 7:16 to play.

Phantom Randy  Hill
recovered Kewaskum's onsides
kick and it was up to the defense
to hold, like it had been so
many times on Saturday. And
like so many times, the Indians
stiffened.

Two runs gained five
yards and on third and five,
Martt Ballard pressured
quarterback Jay Tollefson into
an incompletion. The Phantoms
punted from their 44 to the
Kewaskum 18 with 5:50 left.

Here came Nuernberg
again. The two-year varsity
starter hit Schlice for 13. An Eric
Perkins’ halfback option was
nearly caught, but the Phantoms
were called for roughing the
passer. The Indians had the ball
at their own 46.

Then Schlice, who runs
a 4.5-second, 40-yard dash in
hand timing got behind the
defense. Nuernberg hit him and
Schlice took it to the 10 for a 44-
yard gain.

Two Nuernberg runs later,
the senior took it in from the six
untouched. With Flanders’ PAT
it was 28-21 with 4:20 to play and
all of a sudden the Phantoms
found themselves fighting for
their lives instead of cruising to
an easy victory.

This time, Kewaskum,
which had the wind at its back
in the fourth quarter, kicked the
ball déep. Tollefson promptly
returned the kick to the Phantom
47.

The defense, which nearly
allowed 300 yards rushing on
the day, had to make another
stand. The Indians allowed a

three-yard run on first down.

On  second, Tollefson
got stopped after a five-yard
gain. While he was being held
up, Perkins came in from his
defensive back position, put on
a stick and jarred the ball loose.
Nobody on the field saw the
fumble for a second or two.
Kewaskum'’s sideline did and
nearly everyone had a cardiac
arrest screaming for the Indians
to get the ball, which was
innocently lounging on the
Indians’ 42-yard line.

Mitch Cochran was Johnny
on the spot, beating two
Phantoms to the recovery.

In less than six and a half
minutes, Kewaskum fought back
to have a chance to tie. With 3:04
to go and the ball on the Indians’
44, hope was not only alive but it
was within their grasp.

The Phantoms’ defense,
which forced five turnovers, had
one more play in them. On first
down, Nuernberg scrambled
and eventually lost the ball. A
Phantom caught it and West De
Pere took over on the Indians’
25.

The defense forced a fourth
and two, but Tollefson hit Joe
Hebert on a 13-yard pass play
to seal it. Kewaskum kept the
Phantoms out of the end zone
but ran out of clock.

The season ended on the
same side of the field as last year,
nearly on the same yard line,
when the Phantoms hit a 25-
yard field goal on the last play of
the game to win, 24-21.

Coach Jason Piittmann
talked about the approach
down 21 points with less than 10
minutes to go.

“It's like, OK, we've got to
get something going, we've got
to get some positive movement
going on offense. And we did,
you know, we got back in the
game,” he said. “And that’s big.
The thing is you don’t want the
kids to start giving up. If one kid
gives up, then the guy next to
him might. The kids fought, they
battled. They weren’t going to let
itend on West De Pere’s terms. It
was going to be on our terms.”

Nuernberg, with two ankles
heavily taped, had gotten
his team back in the game,
operating a passing attack that
had matured each week of the
season.

“When we got the ball when
we were down 28-7 I wanted to
get a quick score on the board
so I was looking more downfield
passing. A couple plays worked
for us,” Nuernberg said.

None was bigger than Doll’s
catch.

“I was just kind of
scrambling around a little bit. 1
just seen him go behind his man
so I just launched it up and he
made a play on the ball. It was a
good play,” Nuernberg said.

Like last season’s finale,
the Indians had an awful start
to the game. Facing the wind
and a defense with tackles of
5-foot-7, 325 pounds and 6-1,
285, Kewaskum went backward
on its first drive. A punt put the
Phantoms at Kewaskum’s 40.

In four plays, they scored on
a 16-yard pass from Tollefson to
Randy Hill.

Kewaskum opened up the
offense and instantly answered.
In seven plays, the Indians

marched 80 yards. Brad Boegel
had a diving, 33-yard catch
across the middle, and Sam Olla
pulled down a jump ball for a 20-
vard touchdown, a play he has
made a few times this season.

Hill, the Phantoms” kicker
who broke Kewaskum's heart
last season, just about broke his
own team’s this year. He hadn’t
missed all season until Saturday.
He went 0-for-3.

His first try in the second
quarter against the wind looked
to be good from 28 yards. The
ball sailed end over end until it
hit a wall of breeze and flat out
died.

Ogi came screaming around
the end and got a paw on his
second attempt in the second
quarter, blocking a 23-yard try.

Hill's third try was in the
third quarter with the wind.
The Indians’ defense held the
Phantoms to a net gain of zero
yards after a first and goal at the
five. Hill’s kick sailed wide right.
Hill was kicking because of
Kewaskum's defense. It stuffed
a quarterback sneak from its
own 34 on fourth and one in the
first quarter and, despite giving
up 286 rushing yards, made the
stops when needed to keep the
Indians in the game. It forced
and recovered two fumbles,
one late in the game and one
in the third quarter when the
Phantoms were threatening at
the Indians’ 27.

“We didn’t do very much
when we first started but once
you start feeling out their plays
and stuff we were able to fill
and make reads on them and
stop them in the red zone,” said
linebacker Mike Schladweiler.

The Phantoms’ passing
game was limited to mostly
short and medium throws.
Tollefson tried a bomb with the
wind once to Schlice’s side. Just
as the receiver reached up to
catch it, Schlice came up from
behind and slapped it to the
ground with both hands.

Offensively, running up the
middle was out of the question
against the huge Phantoms.
Seibel, who often plows for
good yardage on quick hitters
up the gut, had four carries for
eight yards. Kewaskum had to
go off tackle or outside, and the
Phantoms knew it.

Perkins, a junior tailback
who runs a 4.4-second, 40-yard
dash and came into the game
with more than 1,300 yards
rushing, was held to 55 on eight
carries, 47 of which came on two
outside runs.

While this was the end of
the line for the seniors, Perkins,
Olla and plenty more talented

juniors return.
