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Village Board approves budget; mill rate drops

Kewaskum has a 2011 budget
but at least a couple of people are
concerned it doesn’t look much past
next year.

The Village Board approved the
budget, 5-2, after a public hearing on
Nov. 15 at which nobody spoke.

rustee Craig Garbisch expressed
concern the budget doesn’t put any
money away for future projects and
purchases. A letter read at the meeting
from former trustee Derek Peterson
and his wife, Cheryl, expressed the
same concern.

Garbisch and Harry Roecker voted
against approving the budget.

Village Administrator Mathew
Heiser said this isn’t the first budget
in which money wasn’t put away for
the future, but the issue is becoming
more prevalent because staff has been
making the board more aware of future

equipment replacements and street
projects to avoid being socked with a
big expense and thus undulations in
the tax rate.

It probably didn’t hurt that the
most recent fire truck purchase for
several hundred thousand dollars
received a fair amount of press.

One impending equipment need
is replacement of an ambulance, and
discussions have been held on getting
a piece of snow removal vehicle with a
mounted snow blower to do parking
lanes on Main Street and Fond du Lac
Avenue, Heiser said.

The budget has a $1,783,744 levy, a
decrease from last year of 0.22 percent,
said Village Administrator Mathew
Heiser.

The mill rate falls from $7.15
per $1,000 of equalized value to
$5.91, mostly due to the village’s
reassessment this year, Heiser said.
The owner of a $150,000 home would
pay $886.50, down from last year's

$1,072.50.

[he budget does not tax residents
to the max. It falls $48,000 short of the
levy limit, Heiser said.

[rustee Mike Berger thanked
department heads. for a lean budget
that resulted in a tax decrease.

Shared revenue from the state
is $279,317, barely down from last
year's $279,359 but continuing the
downward trend. In 2009, shared
revenue was $297,000. In 2008, it was
$300,000.

The budget does not include a
$5,000 donation to the Boys and Girls
Club. The board voted 5-2 to take
that out earlier this month. Village
President Andrew Pesch and Trustee
Tom Piwoni voted for it.

The budget includes two newly
approved contractswith the twounions
with which the village negotiates.

On Oct. 18, the Village Board
approved a two-year contract
with the American of State County

Municipal Employees (AFSCME). The
board agreement impacts 10 village
employees, including department
of public works, the wastewater
treatment plant crew, water utility,
library assistants and one clerical
position

On Nov. 1, the board approved a
contract with the Labor Association of
Wisconsin, which covers six full-time
and two part-time employees of the
police department, but not the chief or
one office assistant.

Both contracts were discussed
in closed session and then approved
in open session. Both votes were 4-3,
with Roecker, Garbisch and Norman
Kufahl voting against.

The contracts include a wage
freeze for 2010 and a split raise for
2011. Employees receive a 1 percent
raise on Jan. 1 and another 1 percent
raise on July 1, Heiser said.

The Village Board on Nov. 15
approved switching its property
insurance carrier from the Local
Government Property Insurance
Fund to a private commercial
carrier Chubb Commercial
Insurance, based in New Jersey.

The switch allows for better
coverage for about the same
cost, said Heiser.

Changes include:

- Lower deductible: From
$2,500 to $1,000;

case of a building loss from a
natural disaster like a tornado
(old plan had a limit);

Limitation on coverage
removed on vacant buildings;

Coverage on computer
viruses and attacks - $100,000
if internal, $10,000 per incident
and up to $50,000 per year if
external (old plan didn’t have
any);

An additional 1,000 feet
of property coverage in case
someone gets hurt near village
property but not on it;

Trees and shrubs now
covered if destroyed by weather;

- A broader definition of
building collapse damage, like a
sink hole;

Water damage now
covered;

Puts boilers and property
under same carrier, making it
easier to file claims;

Covers builder’s risk such
as the wastewater treatment
project. Heiser said contractors
like to sign a waiver allowing
the village property insurance
to help cover on-site work
accidents;

Loss control employees
will come out and develop
preventative measures to reduce
potential problems; and

- Less red tape for claims.

Heiser said the move was
made after Sheboygan-based
insurance company Burkhart-
Heisdorf, acting as consultants,
recommended the switch.
Heiser said staff each year
meets with agents to review the
village's coverage.

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Salem UCC pastor authors book

TOWN of WAYNE - "My
congregation is very
dedicated to being the little
church with the open arms."

So said Rev. Dan Schultz,
43, pastor of Salem United
Church of Christ, located
in the Town of Wayne, in
describing the mission of his

122-member congregation.

A self-proclaimed activist
and pastor at Salem UCC
since June 1, 2006, Schultz
emphasized that all people
are welcome to attend his
church. "We are a very
welcoming  congregation,”
he said. "We don’t have rules
that keep people out."

"We have a nice mix of

in worship," he added, noting
that Sunday morning services
and Sunday school are held
at9am.

What makes his
congregation unique, he
admitted, is that most
members are conservative,
while he is liberal in his views.
So how do his members
interact with a pastor whose
philosophy diverges from
theirs? "They put up with me,"
he said, laughing. However,
"I don’t get into politics from
the pulpit.”

Schultz resorts to
another venue to express
his leftist opinions. In June,
he finished writing a 210-
page, paperback that took
two years to complete. The
title is "Changing the Script:
in Authentically Faithful and
Authentically Progressive
Political Theology for the 21st
Century." It was published
by Ig Publishing, Brooklyn,
NY, a company that
publishes literary fiction as
well as political and cultural
nonfiction with a progressive
bend.

The focus of his book is
"laying out an intellectual
foundation for a religious
left," he said, noting that
members of his congregation
are proud of him for writing
his book.

Hehashadgood feedback
from those who have read it.

at a bad moment though," he
added. "The religious left was
hot a couple of years ago, but
not now."

His book is available

The pastor is currently
preparing to write his second
book. "It will be on hope," he
said.

Meanwhile, he is involved
in online blogging. In 2005,
he founded a blog, at www.
StreetProphets.org. "I wrote
for that online publication for
three or four years," he noted.

He presently blogs a few
times per week for www.
religiondispatches.org, a blog
that has attracted a national
following. "I write about
religion and politics,” he said.

Schultz explained that
he had not originally aspired
to become a minister when
he began his studies at
the Chandler School of
Theology, an entity of Emory
University in Atlanta. He
intended to earn a Doctorate
of Philosophy degree in
theology and to then teach in
the seminary.

"But there was this
emerging sense of the call,"
he said. While I was there, I
was asked to fill in for a pastor
who was on sabbatical. When
I sat behind his desk, it felt
right, and I perceived this was
what the Lord was calling me
to do."

So, he followed through
and was ordained on May
23, 1999 in Lancaster, Penn.
The first church to which he
was called was Faith UCC
in Lancaster. He served the
congregation as pastor there
for three years.

Enchanted!

This is the feeling custom-

ers at Season 2 Season, a West
Bend gift boutique, experience
upon viewing the ornate and
whimsical holiday and all-occa-
sion gift items inside the store,
as well as the holiday products
outside, such as super-sized
ornaments and hand-painted
metal artworks.
Daryl Feucht, owner of the
business at 139 S. 6th Ave., has
a knack for the unique, in se-
lecting her inventory at trade
shows she attends in Atlanta
and Texas.

“I try to get exclusives, so
shoppers get unique items that
they wouldn’t find in other
stores,” she said

A nail technician for the past 14
years, her store also includes a
nail salon. She pointed out that
the official name of her busi-
ness is The Nail Artist -- Season
2 Season.

Feucht’s abundant creativ-
ity is evident in the manner in
which she has arranged the
displays throughout the two
rooms of her gift boutique and
in the holiday décor adorning
her nail salon. Even the bath-
room, which she affectionately
describes as “The Drop ‘N Shop
Room,” is spruced up for the
holidays and has a selection
of stocking stuffers and other
items for sale.

Words fall flat in attempting
to describe the artistic touches
of the products in her inven-
tory.

4 cups pecans, halves or halves
and pieces

1/2 cup (1 stick) butter

11/2 cups dark brown sugar,
packed

1 teaspoon cinnamon

1 teaspoon salt

1/4 cup bourbon

DIRECTIONS

Preheat oven to 350°F. Place pe-
cans on rimmed cookie sheet and
bake 10 minutes or until fragrant.

INGREDIENTS

3 quarts (12 cups) popcorn (about 1/2
cup unpopped corn kernels)

1/2 cup (1 stick) butter

1/4 cup honey

1 cup light brown sugar, packed

1/2 teaspoon salt

1/4 teaspoon baking soda

11/2 teaspoons five-spice powder

DIRECTIONS

Preheat oven to 250°F. Place popcorn
in large bowl, set aside.

Depending
on the eye of the beholder,
the beauty of the November
hunt isn’t necessarily found
in the Wisconsin fields at
all. And whitetail bucks are
not the only draw, despite a
strong argument that an army
of 600,000 dressed in orange
might offer this week. A few
equally hardy boys, like John
Kubiak of New Berlin, will put
up their own argument under
afullmoon, in the dark, alone,
and battling the elements...
that the true trophy doesn't
even need to be tagged to be
taken.

Kubiak is hoping that a
50-inch musky will lose the
fight this weekend and be

rvested this buck with unique ant-

released to fight again. And
he’s hoping too that a much
smaller fish; the ciscoe, and
strict attention to details
like water temperature and
structure, will show him
exactly where she waits.
Kubiak, my brother-in-
law, caught and released
his 100th and 101st musky
exceeding 32-inches last
week in Vilas County while
many of us, this writer
included, watched the sand
run out on the bow season
from a northern Wisconsin
treestand. The fish, first a
38-inch and then a 44, were
caught, self-recorded on
digital camera and released.
It was a long journey on the
water, he said, that began in

the cabin of a legend when
he was a boy. His hunt may
just change back to the fields
again, he said, when his son
Andrew, is old enough to
chase the whitetail in another
few years.

“In 1985 I was on a kind
of tour of Uncle Bob'’s cabin
(famed row troller Bob Ellis of
Boulder Junction) when I was
about 14 years old,” Kubiak
said. “Seeing all those big fish
on the wall, the homemade
baits and knowing that he did
it all in a rowboat like the old
guides, there was just kind of
a mystique. It got me started.
I started to cast for muskies.”

His first legal musky
caught and released two
years later also ignited

open water hunts.

“I started keeping a
spread sheet,” Kubiak said. “I
list the number of fish, date,
time, water temperature, air
temperature, lake, the spot
on the lake...once I catch a
fish on a spot on a lake  name
that spot. Another cool thing
is that there’s a small column
after the lake name that let’s
me add the number of fish
caught on that lake and the
same thing with the baits.
So I can look and see where
I caught the most fish, and
how many were taken on a
depth raider or maybe a Jake
bait and what color each bait
was. It's a very organized...
and very anal. But it sure let’s
you look back and see what is
working when and where.”

In addition to enabling
a peek back at statistics like
best and worst months for
fish numbers and size, and
hours logged on average for
each fish caught, Kubiak also
separates Wisconsin muskies
from his 23 Canadian fish.
His largest Wisconsin fish
remains at 48 inches and his
best Canadian musky stands
at48-1/2 inches. “Canadian
fish don’t really count the
same for something like this,”
he said.

The first 60 fish on the
spread sheet were taken and
released casting. Imitating
Bob Ellis, his inspiration to
musky fishing, he began row
trolling from a heavy, 14 foot
alumacraft and put five fish
in the boat before a brand
new door was opened by
his father, Dick Henske of
Manitowish Waters.

“In 2002 Dick bought
me a 16-foot Grumman
Sportboat,” Kubiak said. “I
dropped it in the water at 5:00
a.m. and had the first legal in
the boat at 5:30. It just glides
especially in comparison to
that old aluminum rowboat.

that we're still trying to de
today. Bob used lights on his
rod tips for night fishing so
that he knew his lures were
working because the light
was bouncing and he knew
he had a strike if the tip went
down. I'm taking my lights up
this weekend. I think I have
the boat pretty well dialed in.”
But it is the ciscoe, a major
musky forage fish, that
intrigues Kubiak and dictates
much of his quest for a
trophy fish of late fall. This
weekend, while others hunt
deer, he will be attempting to
find spawning ciscoe under
a full moon. He plans his
search for muskies on those
spawning grounds at night
and adjacent to that territory
in deeper water in daylight
hours.

“In the summer, when
I figured out that schools
of ciscoe were rising from
deep water to feed on the
surface I caught big muskies
ambushing those schools
by rowing my lures through
the ciscoe at a depth that I
thought the muskies were
waiting for them. I'm hoping
that ciscoes show me where
to fish this weekend.

Dick’s Note to readers:
This column is being finished
and filed Monday morning
Jrom Vilas County following
the opening weekend of the
gun deer season. Kubiak
is back home after finding
ciscoes on two different lakes
and catching and releasing
muskies of 39, 43 and 47
inches during his Saturday,
November hunt. After 16
hours on stands personally
and 50 hours collectively for
the four hunters of our cabin
on Island Lake, we have yet to
see a deer.

This isn’t the Kewaskum
boys’ basketball team that
won three games last season.

This is the version that
held a two-point lead in the
first round of the playoffs and
wasn'’t far from pulling off a
huge upset.

Most of those players re-
turn, aside from center Brian
Bottleman. What the team
lacks in height will be made
up for in athleticism.

“I think our strengths
are going to be athleticism,
speed, shooting,” said Coach
Quinn Heintz. “We've gotalot

.of guys that are very skilled.
We're going to be more ath-
letic than most teams.”

Junior point guard Eric
Perkins will run the offense,
after leading the team in as-
sists last year and scoring the
Stcond-most points.

“And he'’s looking really
good so far. He's going to con-
trol the team. He's one of the
few guys we have with experi-
wace,” Heintz said.

Lucas Kopeschka returns
as the only senior. At about 6
feet, 5 inches, Kopeschka will
play inside but also has an
outside gamey-JQini

Brad Boegel and sophomore
Hunter Flanders. Both are
about 6-4. Flanders can play
wing guard and forward,
Heintz said.

Junior Brett Nuernberg
will start as shooting guard.

That starting five scored
31 of the team's 37 points
in last year's 49-37 loss to
Kettle Moraine Lutheran in
the playoffs, though Boe-
gel, Flanders and Nuernberg
weren't brought up to varsity
until later in the season. Ko-
peschka and Perkins played
the entire year on varsity.

“The concerns are really
we don’t have a lot of expe-
rience at that level,” Heintz
said.

But this team can get out and
run.

“The good thing is we're
really athletic. Everybody is
in good shape and can run
the floor,” he said.

Opponents won't be able
to key on one player.

“We don’t really have one
guy who sticks out as a scorer.
Any one of our starting five
can score the ball” Heintz
said. “On any night any of
them could have a big game
offensively.

Heintz only has nine
on the varsity squad. Junior
Tony Gonring will be first off

the bench. Others include
juniors Kyle Tessar and Joel
Turk and Taylor Toth.

Depth is a concern, espe-
cially if the Indians get in foul
trouble, Heintz said.

Attitude, despite a 3-20
season last year, is not.

“We've gota great attitude
in the first week of practice,’
Heintz said. “They’re working
hard. They're looking good.”

The junior varsity team
tasted success last season,
racking up 15 wins. That’s one
reason Heintz said he didn’t
bring up more players earlier;
he wanted them to learn how
to win.

This year, that might carry
over.

“I think we might sur-
prise people with how many
games they win,” Heintz said.

Heintz expects Waupun,
Plymouth and Kiel to battle
for the Eastern Wisconsin
Conference title. The Indians
are shooting for .500 and to
finish in the top four in the
conference. They also don't
want to be swept by any team.

“We set some attainable
goals right away and we'll ad-
just them as the season goes,”
Heintz said.

Kewaskum  starts the
season by hosting a tourna-
ment Friday and Saturday.

The Indians host West Bend
West on Tuesday, Nov. 30,
and open conference play at
Campbellsport on Thursday,
Dec. 2.

Hunters register 106,404 deer opening weekend

MADISON - Good to
very good hunting conditions
on opening day gave way to
misty-rainy weather on day
two of the 2010 gun deer
hunt. Hunters participating
in the traditional November
nine-day gun deer hunt reg-
istered a preliminary tally of
106,404 deer over the first two
days of the hunt.

The 2010 preliminary
count was up about 6.3 per-
cent from the opening week-
end count of 100,330 from
2009. Preliminary buck har-
vest statewide in 2010 was
54,263 and preliminary ant-
lerless harvest was 52,141.

“We want to remind folks
that these preliminary num-
bers come from a staff call-
around to deer registration
stations this morning” said
Tom Hauge, director of the
DNR wildlife management
program. “The final opening
weekend tally will likely be
somewhat larger, when all
the registration stubs are en-
tered into the data base over
the next couple of months.”

“The hunters I talked to
opening day were upbeat
with most saying they were
seeing deer” said Hauge.
“Conditions were especially
good in the northwest where
they had some snow on the
ground improving both track-
ing and visibility.”

While the opening week-
end is the deer hunting event
of the year, “there is still a lot
of hunting left,” according to
Keith Warnke, DNR big game
ecologist.

As of early Monday af-
ternoon, 450 “opening week-
end” hunting trip reports had
been recorded on the depart-
ment’s new online reporting
database. This is down from
2009 when hunters filed 570
reports. Data from the reports
is used to track wildlife popu-
lation trends and abundance.

“We encourage hunters
to continue to file reports,”
said Warnke. “The value of
this information increases
over time and with the num-

ber of reports filed each year.
We share this information
with hunters on our website
and it gives hunters an idea of
what other hunters are seeing
when they are in the woods.

Enthusiasm for hunting
remains high

The department’s li-
cense sales office reported
607,926 gun deer licenses
sold by the start of shooting
hours on Nov. 20. This num-
ber was down 3 percent from
the comparable day in 2009
but in at least one important
category, 10 and 11 year old
hunters, sales were up 15 per-
cent from 2009.

Deer license and tag sales
will continue through the
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hunting seasons.

The long custom of buy-
ing a license on the way to
deer camp is also intact. DNR
licensing managers reported
selling 89,593 licenses on Fri-
day, Nov. 19. At one point in
late afternoon Friday, com-
puters showed license sales
coming in at a rate of 333 per
minute. Hunters purchased
235,547 licenses in the five
days preceding the season
opener.

Of the hunters hitting the
woods on Saturday:

* 564,825 were residents
and 32,056 were nonresi-
dents;

* More than 86,000 youth
hunters under 18 years old

participated in this year’s
hunt.

* Females represent 8.6
percent of the total hunters,
and 20 percent of new 10-
and 11-year-old hunters;

* Hunters throughout
the U.S. and 22 foreign coun-
tries purchased a Wisconsin
gun deer license. The high-
est number of nonresident
hunters came from Minne-
sota (16,017), Illinois (7,968),
Michigan (1,012), and Florida
(838);

* The greatest number of
foreign hunters came from
Canada (32), Germany (19)
and UK. (9).
