Public Hearing on ATVs December 8

The W ashington County Planning, 
Conservation and  Parks Com m ittee 
will hold a public hearing on 
W ednesday, Dec. 8, about allowing 
all-terrain vehicles on portions of the 
Eisenbahn Trail outside the  city of 
West Bend.

After the hearing, the PCPC could 
act on w hether or not to allow ATVs on 
the  trail.

ATVs w ould be allowed on  the 
trail from Dec. 15 to M arch 15. The 
trail surface has to be frozen, the 
tem perature has to be 28 degrees or 
below and  the  trail has to  be posted  as 
open.

The W ashington County 
Association of Snowmobile Clubs 
w ould determ ine if the  trail is open  or 
not. Calling the hotline at (262) 334- 
6061 or checking the associations' 
Web site (http://w w w .w casc.org/) will 
say if the  trail is open  or not.

The standards for the trail opening 
for snow m obiles and  ATVs are different 
so there could be tim es w hen the  trail

w ould be open  for one and  closed for 
the other.

In W ashington County, portions 
of the  trail go through the tow ns of 
Kewaskum and  Barton, and  the  Village 
of Kewaskum. Approval from those 
three m unicipalities and  the PCPC is 
required for ATVs to be allowed on  the 
trail.

The two tow ns d o n 't have 
ordinances prohibiting ATVs on 
the trail. The Town of Kewaskum’s 
ordinance addressing the issue doesn 't 
regulate public land, so ATVs w ould be 
allowed since the E isenbahn Trail is 
ow ned by the  D epartm ent of Natural 
Resources. The Town of Barton allows 
ATVs as well as it d oesn 't have an 
ordinance prohibiting them .

The Village of Kewaskum's 
ordinance was recently updated  to 
only allow ATVs on the trail if the  PCPC 
approves.

Adjacent landow ners to the trail 
w ere sent postcards about the  hearing 
and  are encouraged to attend  or send 
the  county their input before the 
meeting.

"We'd really like to get the

neighbors' comments," said Cindy 
Leinss, landscape designer for 
the  county's Planning and  Parks 
D epartm ent.

The hearing begins at 2:05 p.m. in 
room s 1020and 1026oftheGovem m ent 
Center, 432 E. W ashington St. Those 
w ho can 't attend are encouraged to 
send w ritten com m ents by Tuesday 
to: Mike Kactro, Public Agency Center, 
333 E. W ashington S t, Wl 53095.

Town of Kewaskum C hairm an 
Ellis Kahn states he too is interested in 
known w hat residents th ink of ATV use 
on  the trail. He encouraged people in 
the  tow n to com pose their thoughts for 
or against the  proposal and  get them  
to  the  tow n hall, he will then present 
them  at the meeting.

If the  PCPC decides against 
allowing ATVs on the trail, the  clubs 
could com e back next year and  ask for 
access.

Fond du  Lac County has allowed 
ATVs on  the  trail for the  past few years. 
Allowing them  in W ashington County 
w ould let riders go from just north  of 
West Bend to the trail's end  in Eden.

Slippery roads took drivers

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KSD prepared for 
Marrinette-like situation

The Kewaskum School 
District coincidentally revised 
its emergency response plan 
a couple of weeks ago, as this 
week's hostage situation at 
Marinette High School reiterated 
the need to be prepared.

While the district hasn’t 
practiced a hostage situation, 
Superintendent Mike Krumm 
said the high school has practiced 
lockdown drills, though not 
involving other agencies like the 
police department.

"We do practice them. We 
will be probably doing some of 
those down the road, too," he 
said.

Should a Marinette-like 
situation arise, Kewaskum High 
School has something Marinette 
did not.

"One advantage we’ve got 
is we’ve got a liaison officer 
in the school at all times. So if 
something happens, he's there 
right away," said Police Chief 
Richard Knoebel.

The district has practiced 
evacuation drills in the case of

fire or another emergency at 
the three elementary schools 
-  Kewaskum, Farmington and 
Wayne. Those drills involve the 
police and fire departments, 
and the Washington County 
Sheriff’s Department. Like in an 
actual emergency, students are 
transported to another location 
and accounted for, Krumm said.

The district has focused 
on decreasing bullying as well, 
a comm on trigger for school 
violence. Two years ago, the 
district had Bill Bond speak 
to staff, emergency workers 
and the community. Bond was 
principal of Heath High School 
in Kentucky in 1997 when a 
shooting occurred. Three years 
later, Bond spoke about the 
incident and what caused it, and 
it turned into his life's work.

"We really m ade a 
comm itment to doing quite a 
bit in this area. We want to be 
responding in the appropriate 
manner,” Krumm said.

The next district newsletter 
will inform the public of the 
district's emergency procedures 
and practices.

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Froedtert Health St. Joseph’s 
Hospital to build new cancer center

W E ST BEN D  -  Froedtert 
H ealth St. Joseph's Hospital will 
break ground next spring on 
a 16,000-square-foot addition 
for a new  cancer center on the 
hospital cam pus at Pleasant 
Valley Road and  Highway 45. 
The addition will be sited on 
the hospital's w est side and 
connected to both St. Joseph's 
Hospital and  Froedtert Health 
M edical Group West Bend 
Clinic-South.

The building will be the 
new  hom e of the Alyce and 
Elmore Kraemer C ancer Care 
Center, w hich will m ove from 
its current location in leased 
space at the hospital’s form er 
site in West Bend. Key features 
of the new  Cancer Care C enter 
include expanded space 
for hematology-oncology 
services, including private 
and  sem i-private infusion care 
settings; a new  state-of-the- 
art linear accelerator and  CT 
(com puterized tom ography) 
sim ulator; an outpatient clinic; 
and  wellness services provided 
by Froedtert & The Medical 
College of W isconsin Small 
Stones Wellness Center.

"Our goal is to offer high- 
quality cancer services to the 
community," said Michael 
Laird, president and  chief 
executive officer of S t Joseph's 
Hospital. "Relocating the 
Alyce and  Elmore Kraemer 
Cancer Care Center to the 
hospital cam pus will help 
unite our spectrum  of services, 
making it easier for patients 
to receive care. For example, 
imaging, therapy and  other 
support services will be 
m ore convenient because

everything will be in one place. 
In addition, physician and  staff 
collaboration across different 
cancer specialties will be 
enhanced."

Laird added, "W hen we 
announced  in August tha t St. 
Joseph's Hospital had  joined 
the new  Froedtert & The 
M edical College of W isconsin 
Cancer Network, it was 
another step tow ard providing 
advanced, coordinated care 
right here in our com m unity. 
Through our relationship 
with Froedtert & The Medical 
College, we already have 
expanded our cancer services 
to  include urologic oncology 
and  gynecologic oncology 
in  addition to radiation 
and  m edical oncology, and 
there are p lans to add new  
cancer specialties, including 
colorectal, breast and  thoracic 
surgery as well as a cancer 
survivors program, w hen the 
new  building is completed."

According to Bob Nichols, 
director of the com m unity 
division of Froedtert & The 
M edical College Cancer 
Network, nearly 500 cancer 
cases w ere treated  at the Alyce 
and  Elmore Cancer Care 
C enter in fiscal year 2010, a 
21% increase over the previous 
year.

"The new  building will 
enable access to services 
beyond those typically 
available in the comm unity, 
such as im proved access to 
o ther cancer specialists and 
clinical trials, diagnostic 
discussions through electronic 
linkages w ith the academ ic 
m edical center and  support

services such as psychological 
and  genetics counseling, 
nutrition  services and  financial 
counseling," N ichols said.

"W hen we jo ined forces 
in July 2008, ou r vision was 
to create a strong regional 
healthcare organization that 
responds to the growing needs 
of West Bend and  W ashington 
County," said William 
Petasnick, president and  chief 
executive officer of Froedtert 
Health. "As this new  building 
and  the C ancer Network 
dem onstrate, we rem ain 
com m itted to  that vision."

G roundbreaking is
scheduled for spring 2011 
with com pletion expected 
in fall 2012. Including the 
cancer center, the new  facility 
will have two levels totaling 
32,000 square feet of space to 
accom m odate future growth 
in  physicians and  outpatient 
services. The com plete project 
cost, including equipm ent and  
furnishings, is approxim ately 
$18 million. General 
contractor is CG Schmidt, Inc. 
Project architect Z im m erm an 
A rchitectural Studios, Inc. 
team ed w ith m echanical 
engineers Ring & D uChateau.

Froedtert H ealth St. 
Joseph’s Hospital is an  acute 
care hospital serving residents 
of West Bend and  W ashington 
County and  is a m em ber of 
Froedtert Health, a regional 
hospital system that includes 
Froedtert Hospital, Milwaukee; 
Com m unity M em orial
Hospital, M enom onee Falls; 
and  Froedtert H ealth Medical 
Group.

Ban on texting while driving now in effect
A new  state law took 

effect D ecem ber 1, 2010 that 
bans texting while driving in 
Wisconsin.

The law m akes it illegal 
to drive "any m otor vehicle 
while com posing or sending 
an electronic text message or 
an  electronic mail message." A 
citation for violating this law 
may cost drivers up  to $400 
along with four dem erit points 
added o n  their license.

W isconsin is now  one of 
30 states and  the District of 
Colum bia that ban  texting 
on a cell phone or similar 
electronic device w hile driving. 
W isconsin's texting ban  is a 
prim ary enforcem ent law, 
w hich m eans law enforcem ent 
officers m ay stop m otorists 
suspected of this offense alone.

"All law enforcem ent 
officers hope that drivers 
realize the extreme danger 
of texting while driving and 
voluntarily comply with this 
new  law. But if they don't, 
w e're ready to  take appropriate 
enforcem ent actions to prevent 
them  from killing and injuring

them selves and  others," 
said W isconsin State Patrol 
Superin tendent David Collins.

According to  Collins, all 
forms of distracted driving are 
dangerous. However, texting 
while behind the w heel is 
especially hazardous because 
the driver's eyes, hands and 
m ental focus are all diverted 
from the safe operation of the 
vehicle.

The National Highway 
Traffic Safety Administration 
attributed an estim ated 6,000 
traffic deaths and  one-half 
million injuries to distracted 
driving in 2008.

"Every tim e you drive,

you are legally and  morally 
responsible for safely operating 
a potentially destructive—and 
even deadly—force" Collins 
said. "That's why driving 
requires your undivided 
attention. Any lapse in 
attention to traffic or road 
conditions is a grave danger 
to you, your passengers and 
everyone else on  the road. No 
attem pt to m ulti-task in your 
vehicle, no phone call, and  no 
text m essage is m ore im portant 
than  a h um an life."

Deadline for candidacy 
papers January 4

Leadership of three area 
towns could flip as well as 
m ore than  half die Kewaskum 
Village Board and nearly half of 
the School Board in the spring 
election.

Nomination papers could 
be taken out starting Dec. 1 to 
get on the spring ballot.

Every town supervisor and 
chairm an are up for election 
this spring in the towns of 
Kewaskum, Farmington and 
Wayne.

In Kewaskum, that 
includes Chairm an Ellis Kahn 
and supervisors Allen H ron and 
Dan Schmidt. The positions 
of Clerk Nancy Boden and 
Treasurer Daniel Stoffel are up 
for re-election as well.

In Farmington, the list 
includes Chairm an Gary 
Schreiber and  supervisors Art 
Seyfert and  Mark Foyse. The 
clerk and  treasurer positions 
are appointed rather than 
elected. .

In the Town of Kewaskum, 
Chairm an Carl Klemme and 
supervisors Mike Samann and 
Robert Schulteis are up for 
re-election. So are Clerk Julie 
Kriewaldt and  Treasurer Gerald 
Schulz.

Village president Andrew

Pesch is up for re-election, as 
are Trustees N orm an Kufahl, 
Tom Piwoni and  Jim Hovland. 
School Board m em bers John 
Kenworthy, Sally Cochran 
and  Jim Leister are up for re- 
election. Kenworthy is School 
Board president but the board 
votes on officers after each 
election.

Paperwork to declare 
candidacy is available through 
each municipality or the 
Government Accountability 
Board Web site. Three forms are 
required: campaign registration 
statem ent (GAB-1), nom ination 
paper for nonpartisan office 
(GAB-169) and  declaration of 
candidacy (GAB-162).

Twenty signatures are 
required. Residents are 
rem inded to only sign as many 
candidates’ papers as there are 
seats available. For example, 
only sign one town chairm an's 
or village president's 
candidate's paper, but sign up 
to two town supervisors' papers 
and up to three trustee or school 
board candidates' papers.

The deadline to turn  in 
papers is 5 p.m. Tuesday Jan. 4.

The article I am  sending 
w ith  th is  letter represents who I 
am . I never realized  it m ore th an  
since th is last V eteran’s Day. In 
the  fall of 1948,1, along w ith  Al­
len M ertes, E inar Ingm an (who 
then  lived in  Kewaskum), and 
George Kirst, joined the  Army 
for th ree  years and  tw o years 
later the  Korean W ar started  
and  our en listm en t w as extend­
ed to four years. We finished our 
Basic Training in C am p Breck- 
enridge Kentucky and I w ent on 
to  Engineer School in Fort Bel- 
vior, V irginia and  they  w ent on 
to the  Infantry. Allen gave his 
life in  Korea, E inar got w ounded 
and  received the  Congressional 
M edal of H onor from  President 
T rum an for h is bravery saving 
the  lives of m em bers in h is out­
fit. George was badly w ounded 
in Korea and  we saw each o ther

briefly on O kinaw a w here he 
w as stationed before going to 
Korea, We m et again w hen we 
bo th  w orked at Regal W are a 
few years later. I spent 3 years 
on O kinaw a in  the  Army Engi­
neers and  cam e hom e w ithout a 
scratch.

I spent m ost of my adult 
life as a U nion person. First as a 
m em ber of the  Team sters w hen 
I w as an  over the  road truck  
driver and  pipe line worker. 
Next as President of m y Local 
Union AIW-AFL-CIO #849 here 
in  K ewaskum  at Real W are. I 
then  w as h ired  and  served 7 
years as a  full tim e R epresenta­
tive for AIW Region # 9 serving 
12 Local U nions a round  W is­
consin  and  organizing 6 m ore 
new  Local Unions. I then  was 
elected Exec. VP of the  W iscon­
sin  State AFL-CIO serving 42 
Labor C ouncils including the 
W ashington C ounty C entral

Labor Council. I w as re-elected 
5 tim es and  re tired  in  1994.

I w as ra ised  in  K ewaskum  
during  the  depression w here 
m y Dad lost h is business the 
John G ruber Bakery. He then  
w as able to get a job along w ith 
m any  o ther poor people in  the 
K ewaskum  area w ho had  no job 
and  needed  to feed th e ir fam i­
lies

The job they got w as the  
WPA a Roosevelt stim ulus p ro ­
gram . They built th e  Firem ans 
Park in  K ewaskum  they  shored 
up the  banks of the  river w ith 
stones,built the  dam  and  bridge 
across the  river,they pu t in a 
beach and  built a shelter to 
change clothes to  go sw im m ing 
and  they p lan ted  trees and built 
m any of the build ings including 
the  band  stand  w hich are  still 
stand ing  today. They worked 
for $18.00 per week. After a year 
o r so m y proud  father becam e

a p lum ber and  later w orked at 
the  K ewaskum  C ream ery as a 
m ain tenance  m an  and  a m em ­
ber of the  Team sters Union.

My b ro ther Bob joined the 
CCC (civilian conservation  
corp.) an o ther Roosevelt p ro ­
gram  and  w as at C am p Esta- 
brook in  M ilw aukee w hich they 
built is now  Estabrook Park. He 
helped supplem ent ou r fam ily's 
food on the  table.

Then WW2 My brother Bob 
joined the  A rm y in  1940 and  my 
bro ther Gene jo ined  the  M a­
rines and  w as in  th e  invasion 
of Iwo Jima. My b ro ther H arlan  
an d  I jo ined  the  Army in  1948.

Together all of us helped 
m ake the  m iddle class in Am er­
ica along w ith m any baby- 
boom ers. We need  to respect 
and  rem em ber the  past or we 
are  bound  to  relive it.

Am I a do-gooder or b leed­
ing h ea rt person? I th in k  so,

w hat do you think?

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Indian wrestlers set their goals high

After sharing the Eastern 
Wisconsin Conference dual 
meet title, finishing second in 
the EW Conference Meet, sec­
ond in the Division 2 Regional 
at Kewaskum, second in the 
Division 2 Sectional at Milwau­
kee, and advancing six athletes 
to the State Tournament, wres­
tling fans here may wonder 
what the Kewaskum Indians 
could do for an encore?

By the looks of their ear­
ly practices, coach Dennis 
Aupperle says he can see they 
want to do better in the 2010- 
'11 season.

"Technique-wise, it's a 
pretty good group," Aupperle 
said after the first three practic­
es. "They come in, and they're 
ready to go. It's been nice."

The numbers are also up. 
"I think we're at 36. Numbers 
are good," the coach said, in­
dicating this may be the largest 
team he's had.

Gone are two of last year's 
team leaders, Cody Seibel and 
Caleb Olla, who both advanced 
to state.

Seibel's resume included 
a third place in the state tour­
nam ent and a first place in the 
EWC Tourney, his fourth in a 
row, which is a rare feat, espe­
cially considering he was com­
peted at higher weights since 
he was a freshman.

When asked about replac­
ing Seibel, Aupperle said, "You 
can't replace him. I don’t think 
a lot of people realized how 
important he was to us. I think 
he pinned every guy he faced 
in the dual meets. We had 
six points from him in every 
match."

Aupperle has 11 returning 
lettermen, led by seniors Bo 
Seibel and Brad Bentz. Seibel 
had an excellent junior year, 
finishing fifth in the state at 160 
pounds and ending up with a 
record of 34-6.

Bentz, who was rated No. 1

at 145 pounds for much 
of the year, suffered a 
season-ending injury 

just before the EWC Tourna­
ment and many think he would 
have been first or second in the 
state meet. He ended the year 
at 24-1.

Sophomore Brett Scoles 
also placed at state, finishing 
fifth at 103 pounds after show­
ing vast improvement from 
December to February.

Seniors Jared Koffke and 
Rob Maertz also got valu­
able experience competing in 
Madison, and both should be 
able to make return trips and 
find themselves on the victory 
stand at the Kohl Center.

"Between Jared, Rob and 
Bo, I think they're all over 90 
wins ... they're veteran wres­
tlers," Aupperle said, adding, 
"Brad, I think he had 46 wins 
his freshman year," and placed 
at state as a sophomore.

Aupperle said so far Bentz 
is looking really good. "Boy, 
he's been lifting a lot. He's big!"

Bentz may start the season at 
171 and later drop to 160, while 
Maertz is expected to start at 
152, with Koffke at 130.

"Bo will start at 189, and 
he'll probably stay there," 
Aupperle said, hoping that will 
be the case because it will help 
the team.

The other letterwinners 
include senior Cole Roberts, 
juniors Joey Wollner and Bran­
don Ehn; sophomores Austin 
Goeden, Logan Dreher and 
Derek Aupperle.

Lance Pinchard wrestied 
JV most of last season but got 
an opportunity to wresde in 
the tournam ent and made 
the most of it, upsetting a top- 
seeded and eventually taking 
second.

Goeden placed third in the 
EWC tourney and advanced 
to the sectional, while Dreher 
also placed third in the EWC 
tourney.

Aupperle is impressed 
with his five seniors and says, 
"The sophomore class has

some good, qualify kids. And 
we have a lot of freshmen, 
maybe a dozen."

Newcomers that look good 
include Cody Muckerheide, 
Max Maertz, Joe Seitz, and Kurt 
Luedtke.

Aupperle said there will be 
good competition for the var­
sity spots in the middle of the 
lineup and at the top where 
he has Pinchard, Roberts and 
Ehn.

Concerning the East­
ern Wisconsin Conference, 
Aupperle said Campbellsport 
should be strong with Ryan 
Costello, Payden Salm, and Jim 
Hawley back, and Two Rivers 
m uch improved over recent

years, while Sheboygan Falls 
might be down a bit after los­
ing state champion Ben Chap- 
pa and a couple other four- 
year regulars.

The Indians will be head­
ing for Luxemburg-Casco for a 
big dual m eet tournam ent this 
weekend that includes Port 
Washington, Bay Port and the 
host Spartans, who are always 
tough. "It's going to be a good 
schedule. We'll have to be 
ready."

"If we stay healthy, we 
could have a pretty nice year," 
Aupperle said.

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Indians start off season 2-1

Kewaskum boys' basket­
ball players left the gym on 
Tuesday a bit perturbed after 
an off night sent them  to their 
first loss of the season.

That, said Coach Quinn 
Heintz, is a good sign and 
represents a notable change 
from past seasons.

Still 2-1 after a three-win 
season last year, the Indians 
didn't look like they did in 
earning two victories over the 
weekend. West Bend West 
out-hustled and out-execut­
ed and out-shot the Indians 
in a 55-44 win.

"I see a lot of guys with 
disappointed faces and that's 
a good thing.

The Indians shot 15-49 
from the field and sometimes 
had a hard time just hitting 
the rim. Threes weren't falling 
and offensive rebounds were 
hard to come by. They did go
10-for-14 on free throws.

"Offensively we never 
had any type of rhythm at all 
and that was probably be­
cause they played very ag­
gressive defense and were a 
lot more physical than the 
teams we played," Heintz 
said. "We didn't pass very 
well. We never hit the open 
guy. We forced passes that 
weren't there."

Defensively, the Indi­
ans allowed 10 offensive 
rebounds but played well 
enough to stay in the game. 
They were only down 38-32 
headed into the fourth quar­
ter.

"We were sloppy on de­
fense. We never boxed out. 
We got out-rebounded, we 
got out-husded and then 
you lose games when you do 
that," Heintz said. "We didn't 
play very smart. We got in foul 
trouble. We reached a lot" 
West shot 17-42, made 17 
of 21 free throws, and went 
into a slow-down mode in 
the final eight minutes, tak­
ing nearly a minute off the 
clock before shooting a few 
times. When they scored, that 
put all the more pressure on 
Kewaskum to come back and 
score quickly.

It was good education, 
Heintz said.

"We learn how to handle 
ourselves a littie b it I think 
we panicked a little bit early 
in the game and we panicked 
late in the game when we got 
down. We haven't had to play 
that way yet this year. But 
that's good. It's good that it's

a non-conference game and 
that's why you play these," he 
said.

Brandon Cowie led West 
with 15 points, followed by 
Jack Meurer's 13 and Jimmy 
Dieck's 10.

In two non-conference 
games Friday and Saturday, 
the Indians first beat Slinger, 
61-48, then Mayville, 58-43. 
That already tops last season's 
two highest-scoring games 
when the Indians scored 60 
and 50 points.

Kewaskum fell behind
11-8 after one quarter versus 
Slinger but took a 23-22 lead 
into halftime thanks to an 
eight-point quarter by Per­
kins. The Indians opened up 
a 37-29 lead going into the 
fourth quarter and sealed the 
game at the line, going 12-for 
17. They made 22 of 38 free 
throws for the game.

In the fourth quarter 
alone, Nuernberg was 5-for- 
6 and Perkins 3-for-4 at the 
line.

"We've got to hit free 
throws in the fourth quarter 
when it matters because that's 
what puts the teams away," 
said Perkins, who scored a 
game-high 20 points.

"I would put us up against 
anybody in the state with how 
many free throws we shoot 
during practice, and we shoot 
about 80 percent in practice 
as a team, so we know that's a 
strength of ours," Heintz said. 
Along with free throws, de­
fense and rebounding won 
this game. Flanders (6-foot-4) 
had 10 and Boegel (6-4) eight. 
Even Perkins husded for five 
with his 5-10 frame. The In­
dians out-rebounded Slinger, 
33-21.

"We know how important 
the rebounds were. Every re­
bound’s major," Flanders 
said.

"There's no reason we 
should get out-rebounded 
with the size and the speed 
and quickness that we have. 
That's been one of our focus­
es in practice," Heintz said.

Slinger cut the lead to 37- 
33 on two layups off two turn­
overs to start the fourth quar­
ter, but the Indians fought 
back. The Owls got the deficit 
to four once more, but then 
Kewaskum pulled away.

"The thing I was most im­
pressed with beginning of the 
fourth quarter they got two 
quick buckets and cut it to 
four points, and we respond­
ed. We extended the lead and 
it turned out pretty good for 
us," Heintz said.

He praised the defense 
of Tony Gonring. Heintz 
planned to use Perkins to 
guard the Owls' point guard, 
but Gonring did such a good 
job Perkins could focus more 
on offense.

"Tony Gonring was excel­
lent on defense guarding Kirk 
Emmer the whole game," he 
said. "Kirk Emmer's one of 
the best guards we're going to 
see all year. To be able to hold 
him in check a little bit and 
play good defense and beat 
a good team like Slinger is a 
good confidence builder for 
everyone."

Against Mayville, the In­
dians took an early lead, 14- 
10 after one and 31-24 at half, 
and never let the Cardinals 
get close.

Flanders scored a game- 
high 14 points and had just 
about as many boards as 
Mayville couldn't match up 
with him. Boegel added 13 
points as the Indians were 
again beasts inside.

"We just try to be as strong 
as we can down low, get every 
board. Mine and Luke's (Ko- 
peschka) goal at least is to get 
20 boards a game," Boegel 
said.

Twenty for each would 
earn a steak dinner from 
Heintz. And it would prob­
ably be a big steak given the 
size of these fellas.

"Me and Brad are really 
helping each other out, box­
ing our man out, even with 
Hunter coming in there, too," 
said the 6-5 Kopeschka.

Kewaskum was again 
good at the line, going 15-for- 
23.

"We shoot a lot of free 
throws during practice and 
we key on that because we 
feel it's important and it 
showed that it is important 
these first two games. We just 
get them in foul trouble and 
take advantage," Boegel said.

Kopeschka, the team's 
only senior, has been with the 
program all four years in high 
school and has noticed the 
major change this season.

"It's a lot better because 
I've been losing every single 
year. Now with the kids that

actually care and want to play 
and win, it's a lot better play­
ing basketball now," he said.

"I think we're more fo­
cused than last year," Boegel 
said. "I think we care a littie 
bit more. We want to win and 
we're practicing hard and 
working hard and it's paying 
off right now, but we've got to 
keep going."

Even Flanders as a soph­
omore can tell.

"This is great. Growing 
up in Kewaskum just see­
ing everybody look down on 
the sport. That was our main 
goal -  just to bring Kewaskum 
basketball back," he said after 
Friday's win. "We had a lot of 
people in the stands. That’s 
major for us. People come out 
and support us. That's huge." 
While the first two games 
weren't exactly pretty, they 
were a victories.

"It's nice to start off good. 
The best part is we really 
didn't play that good in the 
first two games. When you're 
2-0 and you win both games 
by double digits and you have 
so many things to fix yet, you 
think, well, geez, this could 
end up being pretty good," 
Heintz said.

The Indians host 
Campbellsport on Thursday 
in the Eastern Wisconsin 
Conference opener.

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Comeback effort falls short for KHS wrestlers

Whenever the Kewaskum 
and Campbellsport wrestling 
teams get together, there's 
bound to be excitement ...

Maertz, a state qualifier a 
year ago, won a hard-fought 
7-5 overtime decision over 
Payden Salm at 152 pounds, 
and Bentz was able to pull 
Jamie Straub off his stomach 
and turn him for a pin in 3:14, 
cutting the final margin to six 
points.

"I don't know what 
they (Maertz and Salm) are 
ranked, but they are both 
good wrestlers," Aupperle 
said, also lauding Bo Seibel 
for his 3-0 shutout over James 
Hawley. "They face each oth­
er every week at World Class 
(Camp in Fond du Lac). That 
was a good match."

And there was a bit of 
an upset in the 135-pound 
match at a point where the 
Indians were making a come­
back. In that match, Chet 
Floyd of Campbellsport used 
a near fall at the end of the 
second period toward a 7-3 
decision over Jared Koffke, 
another of the Indians' re­

turning state qualifiers.
Did Aupperle expect 

Koffke would lose? "No, I did 
not," the coach said, indicat­
ing the timing of the match 
might have had something to 
do with the outcome since a 
couple of his wresders could 
not make the weight they are 
expected to wrestle at, mean­
ing he had to do a little jug­
gling and move people up.

Sophomore Brett Scoles 
had been trying to make it 
down to 119 pounds, but 
ended up going up to 130 in 
an effort to put the strongest 
team on the mat. He had a 
good battle with Rashaun 
Sparks, using his aggressive­
ness for a 5-2 decision.

Three other sophomores 
also notched wins. Logan 
Dreher used a six-point first 
period and a takedown in the 
closing seconds to post a 12-4 
major decision, while Austin 
Goeden was in control of his 
match against Cole Sippel, 
winning 7-2.

The win at 171 was pretty

special for Aupperle because 
it was his son Derek whose 
hand was raised at the end. 
The younger Aupperle used 
takedowns in the first and 
second periods toward a 5-3 
victory, giving Kewaskum a 
3-0 lead in the match.

"It's disappointing (to 
lose), but this team has the 
opportunity to do some good 
things," Aupperle said.
