Plans for new athletic conference moving forward

STEVENS POINT- There will
be a territorial shift with schools in
the northeast part of the state begin-
ning in the fall of 2015 under the new

WI1AA Realignment Plan. The Board of

Controls at the Dec. 6 meeting voted
6-2 in favor of realigning the affected
schools with the option of appealing
it in their next meeting.

The ruling by the voting members
on the Board 1sn't final. Schools who
want to appeal have 40 days from the
date of the ruling to submit a written
request to the Board no later than Jan.
15, 2014. The matter will be discussed
at the Jan. 29 meeting where the final
decision will be made.

In the previous notice for the re-
alignment plan, there were three

options: Accept, reject or modify it.
Some of the representatives of the 84
affected schools from 10 conferences
wanted the plan modified. After the
closed session, the Board took that
option off the table and voted to ac-
cept or reject 1it.

Some concerns from schools op-
posing the new plan include an 1n-
crease 1n travel time and distance,
unfair competition and a desire to
remain in their current conference or
move to a different conference that's
nearly i1dentical in school enrollment
with a level playing field.

WIAA Associate Director Deb
Hauser didn't want the plan modified
because she believed 1t would have
a ripple effect on other schools. Ev-
ery attempt was made to keep some
schools 1n the conference shift at an
even number.

Two schools 1n the area that
aren't happy with the plan are
Campbellsport and Kettle Moraine
Lutheran. Under the new plan, KML
will join the yet to be named new con-
ference. They want to stay in the Wis-
consin Flyway. Campbellsport wants
out of the new conference and back
into the Flyway because of the close
competitive nature and proximity in
that conference. The other schools
in the Flyway prefer KML to stay or
Campbellsport to join 1f KML had to
leave.

"The relationships we had (with
schools in the Flyway), we could con-
tinue it forever," Campbellsport Asso-
ciate Principal and Athletic Director
Thomas Griesemer said. "Our history

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Aubum shooting
suspects facing

Charges are expected to be filed
on December 11 for some suspects
of an armed robbery that occurred in
the town of Auburn December 8.

During the robbery, the woman
was physically assaulted and the man
was punched. One suspect shot an-
other suspect, a 23-year-old man.

The men fled the scene but were
apprehended in Hartford.

The suspect who had been shot
was taken to a Milwaukee area hos-
pital with serious 1njuries. The other
two men, age 20 and 22, are 1n custo-
dy.

The woman was transported to St.
Agnes Hospital where she was treated
and released.

There were nine other family
members asleep in the house, but the
release states there 1sno reason to be-
lieve the public 1s in danger, that the
two victims and suspects were known
to each other.

Wiedmevyer sentenced

to 28 years in prison

Keith L. Wiedmeyer will
spend 28 years 1n prison fol-
lowed by 15 years of extended
state supervision after pleading
guilty to charges stemming from
a 2012 Christmas Eve crash that
took the life of Pamela Maten-
aer.

Wiedmeyer, 35, was found
guilty of two felony charges -
homicide by i1ntoxicated use
of vehicle and second-degree
recklessly endangering safety
during an October 2 appear-
ance 1n a Washington County
courtroom and was sentenced
December 9.

According to the criminal
complaint, the West Bend man
was texting and drunk when he
crossed the double yellow line
on Fond du Lac Avenue near the

Gateway Cafe in Kewaskum and
slammed into a Chevrolet Co-
balt driven by Mark Matenaer
and carrying his brother Peter
and mother Pamela.

One witness estimated that
Wiedmeyer was traveling be-
tween 35 to 50 miles per hour
over the speed limit and an-
other witness stated they did
not observe any brake lights on
Wiedmeyer's Grand Prix before
impact.

Wiedmeyer refused to per-
form breathalyzer and field so-
briety tests and was transported
to St. Joseph Hospital where he
refused a blood draw, which
was then taken in the presence
of the officer, the complaint
states. The draw, taken about
90 minutes after officers were

called to the scene, showed a
blood alcohol level of .124.

i1s the Flyway Conference. It's
not with the EWC (Eastern
Wisconsin Conference).

make 1t an 1nconvenience for
parents who have to pick their
children up from an athletic
event much later.

Moving to a new confer-
ence 1s good for some and
bad for others and everyone
won't be satisfied. "Anytime
you have that many schools,
80-plus schools affected by
realignment, there 1s a lot of
different variables that are
going to pop up," Board mem-
ber Corey Baumgartner said.
"Everyone gets affected differ-
ently with that mass proposal.
There were some people that
were happy with the proposal
and some not so much. That's
anytime we have a conference
realignment out there (will
there be disappointments).”

At KHS, Athletic Direc-
tor Jason Piittmann had no
objections to the realignment
plan. He presented his case in
front of the Kewaskum School
Board last month. Piittmann
wasn't present at the WIAA
meeting.

With the rise in tempera-
ture during the final week of
gun deer hunting, area hunt-
ers were a lot more com-
fortable being outdoors for
long stretches, and they were
quite successful. The num-
bers of deer registered at BP
of Kewaskum and Din's Mini-
Mart in Dundee rose consid-
erably between November 25
and December 1, and totals
from this year were higher
than those 1n 2012.

BP employee Ailie Schnei-
der reported a final total of
643, which reflected a 15 per-
cent 1ncrease over last year's
total of 558. (On the opening
weekend BP had registered
239 deer, meaning the num-
ber rose by 404.)

Schneider was certain of
one thing - the station was
plenty busy Sunday with gaso-
line and snack customers and
hunters who were registering

their deer.

In addition to those men-
tioned 1n an earlier report in
Ilhe Statesman, Schneider re-
ported one hunter, who want-
ed to remain anonymous,
shot a 10-pointer. Shawn
Heimerman harvested a nine-
point buck, while Donald
Hammes of Kewaskum har-
vested an eight-pointer.

"I got 1t last Sunday (Nov.
25)," Hammes said. "We fig-
ured it weighed about 180-190
pounds. It was a big deer...
three and a halfyears old."

Hammes 1s a veteran 1n
the sport of deer hunting.

When asked how long he
had participated in the gun
deer season, Hammes said,
"Well, I'm 79, and I've been
hunting every year since I was
14 except for the two years
I was in the Army ... a long
time!"

Ancient Trails of the Continental Sub-divide

The December Evening
with Nature Series at the Kettle
Moraine State Forest - North-
ern Unit program will be, "An-
cient Trails of the Continental
Sub- divide."

The primary headwaters
of both the Milwaukee River
and Rock River are located in
Fond du Lac and Dodge Coun-
ties where they form a conti-
nental sub- divide. This conti-
nental sub- divide separates all
the waters that flow into Lake
Michigan from the waters that
flow eventually into the Mis-

sissippi River. Field work and
research over the past 25 years
shows that, in prehistoric
times, the divide was connect-
ed by aseries of "Indian trails."
Often these trails linked signif-
icant hills and springs which
were considered shrines or
were venerated. Copper Cul-
ture artifacts from springs and
artifacts from habitation sites
along or near the trails help
to date them in antiquity. The
trail routes were marked by
cairns (stone piles) and bent
or altered trees, some of which
still survive today. Many of
these ancient trails probably

originated as animal migra-
tory routes.

Indians come alive In second Indians bounce back with
good efforts in Slinger

Sophomore Charlie Witek went on a six point run in the
third quarter to give the Indians the lead In the game
against New Holstein December 3.

The up- tempo style of play
that ';Ce'Cvaskunis boys bas-
ketball team was supposed
to display in their confer-
ence opener at home against
New Holstein, Dec. 3 was like
watching paint dry. After scor-
Ing 62 points in their last game
the Indians came up with only
19 in the first half. A decent
second half led to a 44- 32 vic-
tory.

"We were playing a
high- caliber team and we
knew that coming in," Indians
coach Keith Traska said. "We
knew that New Holstein was
better than their record indi-
cated. They had played a cou-
ple of real tough opponents
In the beginning. We had to
come out and we had to re-
spond. In the first half, it was
ugly. We talked about that at
halftime. We could have been
easily up by 10, 12 or more at
halftime. We missed too many
shots on the inside."

In the Eastern Wiscon-
sin Conference, every win is
important and scoring only
10 points in the first quarter
won't win many games in the
league. Unable to hit the side
of the bam in the first half,
Kewaskum improved on their
shooting in the second half
and made 48 percent of their
shots (15-for- 31). The Huskies
were terrible from the field,
making only nine of their 24
shots in the game (45 percent).

There was some adversity
In the first half for Kewaskum.
Senior forward Greg Rate,
who drew the tough assign-
ment of guarding New Hol-
stein senior forward Andrew
Casper, picked up his second
foul with 1:39 remaining in
the first quarter. That's usually
a standard operating proce-
dure for a coach to sit a starter
who commits two fouls in the
first half to save the player for
the second half and to avoid
further foul trouble. Without
Rate, New Holstein got some
offensive rebounds because
the Indians didn't box out on
defense. Traska put Rate back
In the game at the 4:23 mark of
the second quarter and took
him out three minutes later.

The Indians were in sur-
vival mode during that stretch.
The Huskies, who were down
10-4 after the end of the first
quarter, scored eight straight
points in the second to take a
12- 10 lead, their first and only
lead. After Kewaskum tied the
score at 12- 12 before Rate re-
entered the game, they ended
the quarter on a 7-4 run for a
19- 12 halftime lead.

"We just had to keep play-
ing defense like we were, keep
staying strong and try to make
up for the loss (of Rate)," Stern
said.

Kewaskum held a 28-24

"I just went out there and

"We took care of business
at the end," Traska said.

(New
Holstein) got on a little run
because we made a couple
of dumb turnovers. We fixed
those mistakes."

Sophomore forward Mi-
chael Prochnow led the Indi-
ans with nine points and Rate
added eight points to go along
with eight rebounds, ending
his two-game consecutive
double- double streak. Other
scorers included sophomore
center Jason Hanson with sev-
en, senior guard Derek Schulz,
Stern and Witek each had six
and senior Karter Guth scored
two points. The free-throw
percentage for Kewaskum is
still a work in progress. They
made 58 percent of their free
throws (11-for- 19) but lost the
rebounding battie by one to
New Holstein, 28-27.

It was a different result at
Two Rivers Dec. 6. Kewaskum
never got their offense off the
ground and the defense was
equally bad. Driving 90 min-
utes north made the return
trip as miserable as the beat-
ing the Indians took for their
time and trouble.

Behind sug, top- four finish-
es, the Kewaskum High School
wrestling team was able to fin-
Ish among the leaders In the
annual Gunslinger Invitational
hosted Saturday at Slinger High
School.

The Indians weren't able
to claim any individual titles
but Cole Rahlf and Andy Pryor
took second places, while Jacob
Heberer, Joey Seitz and Max
Maertz placed third and Garrett
Buth finished fourth toward a
team total of 159.75 points.

Cedarburg claimed six in-
dividual titles to win the team
championship with 335 points.
Burlington was a distant second
at 247.25, while neighboring
West Bend East was third with
228.25 in the 12-teamfield.

“It was fine, considering |
didn’t have a full lineup,” first-
year head coach Scott Rhoads
said about his team's place.

Rahlf, asophomore, did not
wrestle last year and Rhoads is
sure glad he decided to come
out for the team this season.
At 113 pounds, Rahlf posted
a 3:00 pin and a 93 decision
in his pool round to move into
the bracket field where he de-
feated Carter Schwarz of Dela-
van- Darien 53 to advance to
the finals where he was beaten
by Cedarburg's Colton Ryanin a
16- O technical fall.

For the day, young Rahlf
finished 4-1 and is 4-2 on the
year.

"For him to get some wins
at the varsity level was real im-
portant,” Rhoads said.

Pryor was seeded sixth but
showed he deserved higher as
he won four out of five of his
matches. In pool action, Pryor
posted back- to- back pins (1:12
and 3:43) and added a third
straight pin in the quarterfinals
at 138 pounds.

Pitted against Slinger's
Gavin Heistad in the semis,
Pryor piled up 11 points for an
11-4 major decision. His lone
loss came against East's Quinn
Steinmetz in the finals, a pin in
3:03.

"He needed that (a good
tournament). He was really up-
set after Two Rivers," Rhoads
said of Pryor, who is currently
4-2 overall."

Both Seitz and Maertz ran
into tough opponents in the
semis at 145 and 170, respec-
tively. After opening with two
pins (1:08 and 3:08) in pool ac-
tion, Seitz posted a comfortable
51 victory over Lucas Shenken-

berg of Burlington, earning a
spot in the semis where he ran
into Jason lpsarides, one of the
top 145sin the state.

There was no backing off
by Seitz, who battled right to
the end and came up just two
points short in a 7- 5 defeat.

"A realy great match,”
Rhoads said, reporting Seitz
gave up an early takedown and
was behind the whole way, al-
though noting lpsarides was on
the defensive the entire third
period.

The two-time senior state
qualifier came back to take
third, edging out Trentyn Shaw
of Waukesha \West, 3-1. After
Saturday's action, Seitz is cur-
rently 5-1.

Maertz certainly felt a lot
better Saturday than he did
Thursday night at Two Rvers
when he had the flu and still
wrestled. At 3linger, Maertz
needed just five minutes and
13 seconds to pin his first three
opponents. He, too, had a vet-
eran Cedarburg wrestler in the
semis, Duncan lbister, who beat
him, 4-2

Maertz improved to 4-2

with a pin in 3:06 over Jing-
er's Dee Corbitt in the battle for
third.
"He did a good job. | think he's
going to stay at 170. He had
more energy at 170, the KHS
coach said.

Freshman Jacob Heber-
er also had a good day, taking
third at 106 pounds. Because
there were just seven in this
class, the wrestlers had three
pool matches to determine the
four semifinals. Heberer had
two pins and was pinned once
In the pool, then he lost to Dan
Lormer of Delavan- Darien 4- 11
but came back strong, pinning
Joe Fischer of Homestead in :55

Garrett Buth added afourth
place at 285 after going 2-3 on
the day, losing in the battle for
third place to Nick Otten from
Burlington via pin in 2:49.

Kewaskum was still missing
Eric Wade (illness) at 182, while
Andy Buelow (160) was also
absent because he was mak-
Ing a college visit, according
to Rhoads. They were expect-
ed back for the Campbellsport
(Dec. 10) and Oostburg (to-
night) matches this week.

New coach credits wrestlers work in the offseason

Rhoads optimistic about chances at state

Several months  ago-
Scott Rhoads became the
fifth coach 1n the history of
Kewaskum High School wres-
tling program, which began
back in 1965.

After serving as the assis-
tant coach for the past two sea-
sons, Rhoads got his chance to
move up to the top spot after
Dennis Aupperle decided to
retire from the sport following
a successful 12-year run.

Since his selection was
approved, Rhoads, who 1s
Language Arts teacher at the
Kewaskum Middle School
and the owner of Domination
Wresding School, was eager to
see November 18 - the first of-
ficial day of practice - pop up
on his calendar.

The next date circled on
his calendar was Dec. 5, when
the Indians open the 2013-14
season. The new coach 1s op-
timistic his team will be suc-
cessful.

Rhoads will build around
a nucleus of eight lettermen,
led by senior Joey Seitz, who
qualified for the WIAA State
Wrestling Meet the past two
seasons. Seitz lost 1n the first
round 1n both appearances,
but the question remains i1f a
third trip to Madison could
be a charm for the three-sport
athlete.

The other letterwinners,
along with their 2012-13 re-
cords include: seniors — Max

Maertz (14-8), Andy Pryor
(13-16), Eric Wade (10-15) and
Andy Buelow, who earned the
letter for his efforts on the ju-
nior varsity; junior Garrett
Buth (18-11) — the "Gende
Giant" and sophomores —
Zach Heberer (16-14) and Ben
Watzig (5-4).

A ninth letterman, soph-
omore Isaiah Muckerheide, 1is
at West Bend West this year,
according to Rhoads, who said
he had open-enrolled at KHS
a year ago.

" want him to at least
place (at state)," Rhoads said
about Seitz, who 1sn't much
bigger this year than he was
last when he finished second
in the EWC Tournament at 145
pounds and finished the year
at 29-17.

Concerning where Seitz
will wresde this year, Rhoads
saild, "He mentioned start-
ing at 145 and then dropping
to 138 the second half of the
secason. We're not set on that
yet. We're looking at who 1s at
those weight classes.”

Seitz 1sn't the only KHS
wrestler the new head coach
expects to qualify for state.

"Max Maertz should be
there. Eric Wade should be
there. Ben Watzig should be
there" Rhoads said. "Look-
ing at our juniors and seniors,
they're all good this year."

Kewaskum had a rough
start a year ago, going 0-4 1n
its first two competitions, los-
ing to Two Rivers 56-12 before
falling to several state pow-

ers at the Luxemburg-Casco
Duals. At that time, they were
missing several starters for a
variety of reasons.

The Indians battied back
to go 10-6 1n dual meets, 1n-
cluding a 6-1 mark in the EWC.
A closing win over Sheboygan
Falls was good enough to el-
evate the team into second
place 1n the conference, and
more success was coming. The
Indians successfully defended
their title in the Waupun Invi-
tational and notched a victory
in a Division 2 regional, quali-
fying the Indians for the Team
Sectional where they finished
second to Chilton.

Rhoads feels Kewaskum
can duplicate those feats this
season, and the current at-
titude of the team seems to
back up his optimism and
may become the team's trade-
mark.

"We've kind of been using
the term 'refuse to lose' be-
cause many ofthe athletes put
in so much time 1n the offsea-
son. A lot of them are setting
their goals high," Rhoads said.

Newcomers this year in-
cluded Jacob Heberer (106)
and Alex Vogt (120) and the
coach was pleased to see Cole
Rahlf back out after a year’s
absence. Senior Cody Muck-
erheide 1s also expected to
challenge for a varsity spot.

Kewaskum made some
changes 1n 1ts schedule this
winter, declining to partici-
pate 1in the Luxemberg-Casco
Duals in favor of the Slinger

Gunslinger Invitational on

Dec. 7.

"We chose to seek out
some new tournaments. We
get to see some D-1 schools
at Slinger," Rhoads said, indi-
cating the Indians weren't 1n-
vited back to Waupun, a tour-
nament they have won the last
two years.

Concerning the contend-
ers in the EWC, Rhoads didn't

need much time to answer.

"Two Rivers again," he
said. "We've have our scopes
on them already. They've just
got a lot of good wresders."

Rhoads also said "She-
boygan Falls 1s pretty steady.
Campbellsport, too."

As far as other goals,
Rhoads said, "I'm still aimed
at Team State. We’ve never
made 1t before."
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
