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Ellis family enjoys Christmas
together with technology

Whenever Trent Ellis hears the fi-
nal line of a popular Christmas carol,
"I'll be home for Christmas, if only in
my dreams,” he experiences pangs of
nostalgia.

That's because Trent, a Private
First Class (PFC) in the U.S. Army,
won't be home in Kewaskum with his
parents Troy and Sharon Ellisand sib-
lings this holiday season. Since Sep-
tember, Trent, 20, a member of the
520th Maintenance Company, has
been stationed at Camp Humphreys
in Pyeongtaek, South Korea, approxi-
mately 40 miles from Seoul, the coun-
try's capital.

"It doesn't really feel much like
Christmastime here," he said in an
email interview. "lt's hard to feel the
Christmas spirit and celebrate with-
out family. I'm really going to miss
the simple things of Christmas, like
seeing family members we don't get

to see very often.”

In order to send some Christmas
cheerto Trent, a2012 Kewaskum High
School graduate, his mother mailed
him a box of his favorite Christmas
cookies —cut-outs and peanut-butter
balls.

His siblings — Meghan Szc-
zerbinski, 24, and Craig Watry, 25,
both of Kewaskum and Amanda El-
lis, 22, Lexington, Ky., also sent care
packages to their brother.

Trent will spend Christmas in
Pyeongtaek, at the home of another
soldier from his section, TMDE (Test,
M easurement and Diagnostic Equip-
ment). "Other people from our sec-
tion will be going to that home too,
and we will have a traditional Christ-
mas dinner," he said.

He considers technology —partic-
ularly Skyping —a blessing to military
personnel and others who are away
from home and loved ones. He and
his family Skype regularly. For those

unfamiliar with computers, Skype isa
computer program that enables peo-
ple to see and speak with one anoth-
er, via computer monitors, equipped
with webcams and microphones.

However, Skyping with Trent isn't
always easy, since South Korea is 15
hours ahead of the Midwest's Central
Standard Time. So the family attempts
to accommodate Trent's schedule.

"I usually Skype with Trent after
his PT (physical training) early in the
morning there," Sharon said. "That is
around our dinner time here."

"Being able to Skype makes being
away so much easier," Trent agreed.
"Being able to physically see and talk
to family members afew times aweek
iswonderful.

"I haven't felt any homesickness,
with being able to Skype. | imagine
being in the service was much more

Even though he had to settle for
playing a reserve role as an inside
linebacker for the unbeaten NCAA
Il Champion UW-Whitewater foot-
pball team, Kewaskum's Joe Paulus
wouldn't trade this season for any-
thing.

" try to Skype with Gra-
c1 at least once a week, so we
can talk to each other," he said.
"She’s one of the people I miss
most over here 1n Korea. [ think
it’s important to stay connect-
ed with her —especially at her
age.”

Sharon realizes her son
has become an adult through
his service. "When 1 asked
Trent recently whether he was
homesick, he replied, "This is
my home now. This 1s my room.
This is where I live,”” she said.
"It made me a little sad, but
it also told me he i1s growing
up has taken charge of his life.
This made me very happy and
proud."

A broker's associate with
Star Properties, located in Jack-
son, Sharon and Troy, a retired
Kewaskum police officer, and
their children plan to be to-
gether this Christmas. They are
scheduling a time to Skype with
Trent.

There 1s another family
member they are missing this
year. Gail Ellis, Troy's mother,
passed away 1n January. She
and her husband Dick are for-
mer Kewaskum residents, who
moved to Potpsi about 12 years
ago.

Since then, Troy and family
occasionally traveled to Potosi,
a three-hour car trip, to spend
Christmas. "But if we go there
Christmas, we won’t have ac-
cess to the Internet,” Sharon
said.

She pointed out that their
family 1s just one of many in
the area with children 1n the
military. "It's important for us
families who have sons and
daughters in the military to
help support our troops while
they are away from family,” she
affirmed. "We still have fami-
ly and friends among us when
these men and women are far
away and with no family.

"We care about all the
troops," she said. "It 1s amazing
how military families are very
supportive of each other."

She noted that she was cry-
ing at the airport after Christ-
mas last year, when Trent had
to return to service. "The father
of another soldier saw me and
comforted me," she said. "It 1s
amazing how strangers with
loved ones in the service be-
come instant family."

For his military duty, Trent
1s assigned to the company's
TMDE section. "My job 1s cal-
ibrating and repairing equip-
ment," he said. "We get in a
wide array of equipment that
we need to make sure is still
working within specifications.
Ifthe equipment does not meet
specifications, we need to fix
it. This 1s pretty important, be-
cause some of the equipment,
if incorrectly calibrated, could
cause a helicopter to crash.”

His company maintains a

tenance Company. This 1s an-
other benefit to those at home
for keeping 1n touch with their
military family members.

Trent enjoys spending time
in South Korea, which he de-
scribed as "a pretty cool coun-
try."

"The culture 1s quite dif-
ferent from what I was used
to, but as a whole, there's a lot
to do here, from hiking, shop-
ping, fishing and movies," he
said. "I also enjoy the learning
experiences [ get every day in
the Army and the bonds I've
formed. I've known people for
months who feel like we've
been best friends for years.
They become another family."

Regarding the food 1n
South Korea, "Seafood 1s very
popular," he noted. "Kimchi 1s
the most popular dish —a type
of pickled cabbage."

Sharon 1s proud of the
military connections within
her family. Her husband Troy,
served 1n the U.S. Air Force.

Meghan, a 2008 Kewaskum
High School graduate and cur-
rently, a student at Moraine
Park Technical College in West
Bend, aspiring for a career as
a registered nurse, i1s a medic
in the U.S. Army Reserves. Her
mother noted that Meghan was
a catalyst in her brother’s deci-
sion to enlist in the U.S. Army.

" miss my brother terri-
bly," Meghan admitted. "I am
so proud of what he 1s doing,
but I wish he was home."

"I sent him some things for
Christmas. My daughter Graci
loves to draw him pictures. She
and I enjoy Skyping with Trent
weekly. Graci also reads him
books and makes silly faces. I
am so glad we have that tech-
nology, so we can physically
see him. It is hard with the time
difference though."

Meghan 1s hoping her
brother will be home next Sep-
tember. "l am getting married
that month,
scheduled our wedding, so he
can be part ofit, since we are so
close,” she said.

"The holidays will be hard
for us, because we are all used
to being together for the holi-
days," Meghan added. "I think
the separation 1s hardest on
my mom, because Trent is her
baby and is half way around the
world. We are just trying to give
her a little more TLC to ease her
nerves."

Another person who influ-
enced Trent to enter military
service was a family {friend,
Josh Theisen, who joined the
U.S. Army 1n 2008 and is pres-
ently serving in Afghanistan.
Sharon noted that Tocarra Tim-
blin, Josh's fiancee, helped find
addresses of local people in
the military who are away, so
that the Girl Scouts could send
them care packages.

"There are several people
in this area who have soldiers
gone," Sharon said. "We care
about all the troops. It 1s amaz-
ing how military families are
very supportive of each other."

Despite the pitfall of the
separation, Sharon supports
both of her loved ones 1n their

"It
awesome having them 1n the
military," Sharon said.

After his basic training,
Trent spent nine months at Fort
Lee, Va., for further training.

"I want to wish
my friends and family and any-
body reading this article a safe
and happy holiday season."

The 2014 tax filing season 1s
not far away, and the West Bend
site for the AARP Foundation
Tax-Aide will be at a new loca-
tion this year in the Grand Hall
at Cedar Ridge Apartments be-
ginning in early February.

Offered in cooperation with
the Internal Revenue Service
and the Wisconsin Department
of Revenue, AARP Foundation
Tax-Aide 1s a free income tax
service aimed toward taxpay-
ers with low and moderate in-
come, with special attention for
those 60 and older. Last year in
West Bend, eight trained and
IRS-certified volunteers assist-
ed nearly six hundred individu-
als and families in e-filing their
tax returns.

Assistance 1s offered by ap-
pointment only, with appoint-
ments taken by Glacier Hills
Credit Union staff at 262-338-
1888, extension 135 to select a
time between 9:15 a.m. and 2:30
p.m. Mondays and Thursdays,
beginning February 3. The ser-
vice will run through Monday,
April 14.

Working from your tax doc-
uments (Social Security earn-
ings statement, W-2s, 1099-Rs,
brokerage statements, etc.), vol-
unteers interview you to learn
about income, deductions, and
potential tax credits, then create
both your federal and Wiscon-
sin income returns and go over
them with you before electronic
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filing. All returns are quality re-
viewed by a second counselor
to ensure accuracy, and copies
of the returns are printed for
your records.

Other 1tems to bring with
you to your appointment 1in-
clude photo IDs for yourself
(and your spouse for a joint re-
turn), copies of last year's tax
returns, checkbook or other
pre-printed direct deposit 1n-
formation if you want a direct
deposit of any refund(s), and
cancelled checks or other evi-
dence of any income tax paid
(including quarterly estimated
payments). If you are claiming
dependents, bring their Social
Security cards. If you will claim
Wisconsin Homestead cred-
it, bring unaltered, signed rent
certificate(s) or property tax bill
copy for 2013.

While volunteers are
trained and certified to pre-
pare returns covering most sit-
uations, there are some they
cannot handle, including out-
of-state returns, those which re-
quire Wisconsin marital prop-
erty division (married filing
separate returns), and returns
dealing with complex sales of
assets or property rentals with
depreciation.

Information gathered 1is
strictly confidential and they do
not keep any paper documents
belonging to taxpayers other
than those needed for mailing
to a taxing authority. Your infor-
mation 1s not shared with any-
one except as necessary to ac-
curately e-file your tax returns.
You receive a printed copy of
your returns for your records.

Wrestling team experiences highs, lows in Oshkosh

Two seniors, Andy Pryor
at 138 pounds and Joey Seitz at
145, were the only Kewaskum
wrestlers to survive the first day
of action 1n the annual Oshkosh
Lourdes On The Waters Tour-
nament. Seitz wound up plac-
ing 10th overall and Pryor 12th
in the two-day marathon held
last Friday and Saturday on the
UW-Oshkosh campus.

The battle for the team ti-
tle went right down to the wire,
with Coleman overtaking Wit-
tenberg-Bymamwood 1in the
medal round and winning by
just 3.5 points, 321.5 to 318.
Random Lake had another suc-
cessful outing, finishing third
at 293.5, while Cedarburg and
Oshkosh West were fourth and
fifth, respectively, with 270.5
and 237 points.

Kewaskum, unable to field
a full team and without one of
its aces, finished 32nd out of 62
teams with 80.5 points.

"We probably could have
done a little better,” head coach
Scott Rhoads said about the In-
dians' efforts, quick to note four
others came within a win of ad-
vancing to Saturday.

Because Seitz had placed
sixth a year ago and came 1into
the event with a mark of 10-3,
he was seeded fifth and looked
to have a pretty good draw. Af-
ter opening with a bye, Seitz
was upset 1in his opening match,
however, falling to 28th-seeded
Kyle Zerbian of Chippewa Falls
4-3.

Rhoads said Seitz gave up
the first takedown and couldn't
get the points back.

Seitz regrouped and came
flying back with three straight
wins to stay in the running for
a third place, taking a forfeit
victory over Austin Jenkins of
Markesan before outpointing
Chad Michels of Oshkosh North
5-1 and Chilton’s Austin Kue-
hler 7-2.

In Saturday's first round,
Seitz nipped Dakota Kelz of Ste-
vens Point 4-3 before running
into Trevor Mieske of Plym-
outh, like himself, a 2012 state
qualifier. Mieske had the better
of this match, posting a 3-0 win
over Seitz, sending him into a
battle to determine the finalists
for ninth and 10th place and
11th or 12th.

After one minute of his
match against Isaiah Merrill of
Oshkosh West, Seitz got the win

lus said a good start set the tone.
"Mt. Union had given up quite
a few points in its previous two
playoff games, so I knew 1f we
could jump on them early, we
could do pretty well."

Paulus was right on the
money. “Sure enough, we
scored on our first drive" and
really never looked back, un-
leashing a potent offense and
stopping Mt. Union's top-rated
offense cold.

"Yeah for the most part,"
Paulus said about controlling
the Purple Raiders, adding, “We
also had a couple of turnovers
that helped us out."

Paulus only got to play on

Then there was the sea-
son-opener against Washing-
ton University-St. Louis when
the Warhawks were down 7-0
before winning 17-7. White-
water also used strong second
halves to beat Linfield 28-17
and Mary Hardin-Baylor 16-15
to reach the Amos Alonzo Stagg
Bowl.

"My senior season we lost in
the semifinals to Waupaca," he
said, noting the quarterback for
Waupaca that year, Brock Jen-
sen, 1S now starting for North
Dakota State and has won two
NCAA 1 titles and will be going
for a third on January 4 in Texas.
(Kewaskum grad Eric Perkins
of Kewaskum 1s also playing for
the Bison, starting as a slot re-
celver.)

"There were a lot of talent-
ed guys in that game,” Paulus
said, referring to his teammate,
Nick Olla, who started at quar-
terback for UW-Oshkosh this

Vogt also finished 3-2,
starting with a 15-0 tech fall
over Casey Hedrington of Chip-

fall, and Cody Seibel and Cody
Lemke, who were juniors at
KHS that year. Seibel starred at
UW-Stevens Point this fall and
Lemke at Lakeland College.

When the Whitewater play-
ers arrive home from Virginia
after the Stagg Bowl, fire trucks
and the Warhawk faithful greet-
ed them. "We had just enough
time to drop off our bags, and
we hopped on the fire trucks for
a little jaunt around town,” Pau-
lus said.

In mid-January, 1t will be
back to the books for Paulus,
who already has earned a bach-
