FEMA Updated Flood Insurance
Rate Map Available for Review

90 Day Appeal Process Began September 29 and Ends December 26

The following information is found on
Washington County’s website at washcowisco.
gov/landresources.

Flood risk can change over time, and your
community’s updated Flood Insurance Rate
Maps (FIRMs) show how the flood risk has
changed in your area. The Preliminary FIRMs
for Washington County were released for
public review on March 20, 2024. These revised
flood hazard maps provide detailed, property-
specific flood risk information to help residents,
business owners, and community officials
better understand their flood risk and make
informed decisions about reducing flood risk
and purchasing flood insurance. The maps are
currently available for review on the FEMA
Flood Map Service Center at msc.fema.gov.

The formal 90-day FEMA appeal process began
on September 27, and will end on December 26.
During the appeal period, property owners and
renters will have the opportunity to review and
submit formal comments and appeals regarding
the map. For details on the appeal process

see Appeals and Comments — Information for
Property Owners on Washington County’s
website. Submitting an appeal requires some
time and effort, so we encourage property
owners and lessees to review the preliminary
flood maps as soon as possible.

On May 2, Washington County hosted a Flood
Risk Open House for property owners regarding
the preliminary FEMA Floodplain Study Map
Amendments. Postcard mailings were sent
to every impacted homeowner. To view the
current and proposed preliminary floodplain
map changes as it relates to your property
visit the County’s website at washcowisco.gov/
landresources - FLOODPLAIN Change Viewer.

A New Adventure -
Leaf Stomp

FRIENDS OF THE KETTLE MORAINE

The Friends of the Kettle Moraine invite you
to participate in its new fundraising adventure —
Leaf Stomp. This non-competitive hike along the
Ice Age National Scenic Trail through the Kettle
Moraine State Forest — Northern Unit will take
place on Saturday, October 12.

Hikers can choose from one of four different
routes: 22-miles starts at Glenbeulah, 15-miles be-
gins at the Greenbush Group Camp, 10-miles steps
off from Sandy Ridge Road south of Kewaskum,
and 5-miles leaves from East Moraine Drive. A bus
will shuttle folks to their starting points and then
they will hike back to the Mauthe Lake Recreation
Area. There will be refreshment/aid stations set
up along the trail every five to seven miles.

The registration fee ranges from $45 for the two
longer routes to $40 for the two shorter routes.
The registration fee includes the shuttle, snacks,
event T-shirt, completion certificate, and a finish-
er medallion.

The Leaf Stomp happens during the beautiful
fall color season with its cooler weather and no
biting bugs (usually). The Ice Age Trail through
the Northern Unit offers spectacular views and
provides a challenge for all levels of hikers. This
is a great opportunity to enjoy the camaraderie of
fellow hikers and receive support along the trail.

The Friends of the Kettle Moraine will use the
funds raised to support their Ice Age Visitor Cen-
ter Complex Project. This project includes rehabil-
itating the vegetation around the center, clearing
vista overlooks, constructing an amphitheater,
creating a nature themed playground, installing
an accessible loop trail, building a picnic shelter,
and improving the parking lot.

Fall Planting Provides Months

Welcome spring and create continuous color for
several months with a collection of spring-flower-
ing bulbs. After planting in the fall, you’ll enjoy
an array of flower colors that combine nicely with
other spring-flowering trees, shrubs, and flowers.

Start the season with early blooming snow-
drops. As winter fades watch for the dangling
white flowers on 6- to 10-inch-tall plants. Include
these small flowers in rock gardens, mixed bor-
ders, and informal landscapes in sunny and part-
shade locations.

Include a tapestry of colors with white, pur-
ple, lavender, and yellow crocus. Large Flowering
Pickwick crocus offers unique blooms of white
flowers with purple pinstripes. Its striped petals
surround the red-orange stamens making this a
standout in any planting. Crocus are a favorite of
critters as well as gardeners so consider protect-
ing them with a repellent as the leaves emerge in
spring.

Look to early, mid, and late spring blooming tu-
lips and daffodil varieties to maximize the color
in your landscape throughout the spring. Check
catalog descriptions and package labels to help
you select an array of bloom times. Longfield Gar-
dens’ Bloom Times Guide to Spring and Summer
Bulbs (Longfield-Gardens.com) can also help you
plan for three months of color in your landscape.

Look to Emperor, Kaufmanniana, and Greigii
tulips for a bit of early spring color. Add some fra-
grance and showy, peony-like flowers with Double
Early Foxtrot. This award-winning tulip has stur-
dy, weatherproof stems that support its loosely
cupped flowers. Its petals contain a range of pink
shades from white to deep rose.

Plant some Darwin Hybrid and Triumph tulips
for mid-spring color in the garden. The two-toned
flowers on Apricot Impression seem to glow and
as a Darwin hybrid, they will have a long-lasting
presence in your garden. Finish the spring season
with fancy ruffled parrot tulips, fringed and lily
tulips, and more single and double late bloomers.
You’ll enjoy the extended show and late spring
flowers to enjoy in arrangements.

Don’t overlook daffodils. You’ll find a variety of
flowers with long, short, large, and split trumpets.
Daffodil flowers may be one color, or the trumpet
may be a different color than the color of the sur-
rounding petals. Double varieties add a unique

look to any garden. The early- to mid-spring
blooming Cyclamineus Tete-a-Tete daffodil may
be small in stature at seven inches but the bright
yellow flowers and three blossoms per stem make
it visible from a distance.

Combine some Armenian grape hyacinths with
mid-spring blooming tulips, daffodils, and pe-
rennials. Their small, cobalt-blue, fragrant flow-
ers last weeks and look good wherever they are
planted.

Bridge spring and summer flower seasons in
your garden with Purple Sensation allium. This
late spring blooming bulb has four-inch round
purple flowers high atop 24 to 30” stems. These re-
liable bloomers are critter-resistant like daffodils
and grape hyacinths. Enjoy them in your garden,
fresh bouquets, and dried flower arrangements.

Make this the year you select and do some fall
planting of various early, mid, and late spring
flowering bulbs. You’ll be rewarded with a burst
of early spring color and sustained beauty from a
mix of spring flowering bulbs.

This
work to develop housing is necessary and predi-
cates the need to balance development with pres-
ervation to maintain the authentic quality-of-life
residents of Washington County enjoy.

“It is exciting to align the vision of natural re-
sources in our county with the work being done
community-wide,” said Jamie Ludovic, Chief
Community Development Officer/Natural Re-
sources Director.

Last week, the Natural Resources Depart-
ment laid out 2025s plan to work on this balance
including:

« Institutionalizing the Conservation & Heritage
Grant Program to protect one acre of land for ev-
ery acre of Next Generation Housing land being
developed,;

« Identifying a course of action for needed lake
protection planning efforts;

« Presenting an incentive/recognition program
for runoff reduction practices and other installed
practices that promote water quality on our lakes;

« Providing $500,000 in funding to landowners
for installation of voluntary conservation projects
to improve surface and groundwater; and

 Developing a comprehensive water health edu-

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Fall Waterfowl Hunt on the Turtle Flambeau Flowage

Hello friends,

This week’s column is going to
go a mile a minute as there is a ton
to write about. I generally hunt the
northern Wisconsin duck opener
on the Turtle Flambeau Flowage. 1
missed it due to the fact that my
nephew, Trent Schuster, happened
to get married to a very nice lady
named Amanda Wendt. Run, Aman-
da, run!

Instead, I headed north with the
pups, my War Eagle, and my canoe
on Monday, and though I knew the
shooting would be minimal, I was
very excited for the trip and now had
something else that I could blame on
Trent.

Monday, September 23

High 74, Low 42

Here is the plan: launch canoe and
War Eagle, travel with very happy
pups to duck paradise, hunt, sleep in
War Eagle Hotel, and repeat process
for two more days. Folks, I was on
a roll and when I got home I would
only have one day before I headed
southwest for the southern Wiscon-
sin opener on the Mississippi Riv-
er. So, I anchor the War Eagle and
load the canoe for the afternoon ex-
pedition and am a bit concerned that
I have yet to see a duck - “Thanks,
Trent.”

I paddle to no man’s land, there
are zero waterfowl but I am doing
“forced nothing” which I really need
to do. After two hours, I am buzzed by
a flock of teal and miss. This would
be my only experience until after
shooting hours. Ten minutes after

shooting hours were over, I watched
a hundred million mallards buzz me.
Waterfowl really seem to learn when
you cannot shoot at them.

Back at the War Eagle Hotel, I lit
a propane lantern and really enjoyed
the evening. About 10, I rolled out a
tarp, put my sleeping bag in it, and
tried to sleep.

Tuesday, September 24

High 87, Low 64

Sleeping did not work out so well.
There were multiple problems such
as I was on the floor of my boat and
it was too short to lay length wise,
there was a very heavy dew and my
sleeping bag sucked up moisture at a
steady rate, and both pups demand-
ed the best spot on the floor which
was the top of my head.

So, I am up and at em, two hours
before daylight, paddle to duck par-
adise and am a little concerned that
I am not flushing any of the millions
of mallards that I saw last night. I
was so careful that I didn’t even turn
on my headlamp.

Daylight arrives, I do not see a
single duck - “Thanks, Trent.” Two
hours after daylight, a goose flies

over and I foolishly think it is out of
range - it wasn’t. An hour later, I saw
a lone goose. It was at least a half
mile away. I can honestly say that
because I am so horrible at calling
geese that  have not tried in 15 years.
I give my best attempt and the bird
does a 180 and heads my way, then
it turns around and leaves the zone.
I decide to try again, give a honk, it
does a 180, comes in with its wings
set and I dumped it. Two hours later,
I dropped another and all was well.

At midday, I tried a snooze, but it
did not work. I decide to go exploring
by canoe. I find a 4-inch musky that
has just died, and it has a small wall-
eye in its mouth that I am sure was
too big to digest, and once again, it
was proven that gluttony can kill. I
also observed that the water is down
about 16 inches from normal and ev-
ery muskrat den is above the wa-
ter line. That is not good if you are
a muskrat.

With three hours of daylight left, I
picked a pretty spot to sit and put out
my decoys. I had one round of shoot-
ing and that was at a wood duck.

It seemed to have been tickled and

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Don't Miss Wisconsin's
Youth Deer Hunt Oct. 5-6

WIS. DEPT. OF NATURAL RESOURCES

The Wisconsin Department of
Natural Resources (DNR) encourag-
es hunting mentors to introduce the
rich tradition of deer hunting to the
next generation during Wisconsin’s
annual youth deer hunt.

The youth hunt offers hunters 15
years old and younger the chance to
learn hunting techniques and devel-
op a connection to nature at a time
when deer are less pressured than
during the traditional 9-day gun sea-
son. Wisconsin residents and non-
residents may participate in the
youth hunt.

Youth hunters, with or without
hunter education certification, are
eligible to hunt while under the su-
pervision of amentor. For all hunters
younger than 11 years old or hunters
ages 12-15 who have not completed
hunter education, the mentor must
be at least 18 years old, a hunter edu-
cation graduate, hold a current hunt-
ing license and remain within arm’s
reach of the youth hunter.

For hunters ages 12-15 who have
completed hunter education, the
mentor must be at least 18 years old
but does not need to be a hunter edu-
cation graduate or a licensed hunter.
The mentor must be in both visu-
al and voice contact with the youth

hunter.

One mentor may not accompany
more than two youths at the same
time. Be sure to review the Youth
Deer Hunt rules and regulations for
full details.

Practice Safe Hunting

The youth hunt is an excellent op-
portunity to teach and practice safe
firearm handling. Remember the
rules of TAB-K:

« Treat every firearm as if it is
loaded.

« Always point the muzzle in a safe
direction.

+ Be certain of your target, what’s
before it and what’s beyond it.

+ Keep your finger outside the trig-
ger guard until ready to shoot.

Any time a firearm deer season
is taking place, including the youth
deer hunt, at least 50% of all hunt-
ers’ clothing above the waist must be
blaze orange or pink. This require-
ment applies to archery hunters
and small game hunters. Waterfowl
hunters are exempt from this rule.

New hunters can celebrate this ex-
perience with a first harvest certifi-
cate. Follow the instructions on the
DNR’s First Harvest Certificate web-
page to upload information about the
experience.
