Many occupations have films or TV shows that
are specifically associated with that occupation.
Some of them are correctly portrayed while oth-
ers are very unrealistic. For the most part, I have
found depictions of my profession stereotypical
and not in a good way. We have been rendered as
meek with a perpetual finger at our lips shush-
ing the public. Sometimes we are drawn as rude
or unhelpful which could not be further from
the truth. Older movies portray female librarian
sporting glasses, cardigans and hair in a tight bun
and identify as old maids. While I do wear glass-
es and don the occasional cardigan when chilly
(with deep pockets as a plus), the rest I feel is not a
positive representation of my beloved profession.

While there may be differing opinions on this,
one of the most quintessential librarians in film
is Marian the Librarian in “The Music Man.” It
was my former colleague Beth’s favorite and we
both did love Shirley Jones representation as
the librarian who promoted books for everyone
even though some townspeople wanted to keep
“controversial” books off the shelf. There was
still the “fate-worse-than-death” view, especially
from Marian’s mother, that she was spinster. The
horrors!

What character comes to your mind when you
think of movie librarians?

In “It’s a Wonderful Life,” which my husband
and I watch annually, we always crack up when
George discovers that Mary becomes an old maid
librarian without him in her life and is horri-
fied. Mary fainting when George yells, “that’s my
wife!,” brings more guffaws from us.

I think my favorite movie librarian is Bunny
Watson. Played by Katherine Hepburn in the 1957
movie “Desk Set,” she works as a reference librar-
ian at a broadcasting company in New York. Her
staff are all librarians, and they are an interest-
ing cast of characters. This movie is a typical love
story with Hepburn and Tracy with a hitch of a
computer brought in to provide the reference and
replace staff. It is funny, has strong female librari-
ans roles and fun references that those in my field
are very familiar with.

In more recent films, librarians have had some
unpleasant portrayals. The librarian in “Mon-
sters Inc.,” will throw you out of the library and
into the pond if you are too loud. In the Harry Pot-

“The natural beauty and chal-
lenging layout of Erin Hills make it the perfect
stage for golfers to showcase their talent and
determination.”

Erin Hills joins a list of 13 other courses that
have hosted or will host the U.S. Open, U.S. Wom-

en’s Open, U.S. Amateur and U.S. Women’s Ama-
teur. The course played host to the first U.S. Open
in the state of Wisconsin in 2017 when Brooks Ko-
epka won the first of his two consecutive titles.

Tall Pines Conservancy
Announces Executive Director
Retirement, Names Successor

Statewide leader in land preservation plans
for the future as it marks 25th anniversary

Tall Pines Conservancy, one of the
state’s leading non-profit land trusts,
announced that its long-time execu-
tive director Susan Buchanan will re-
tire yearend and has named Rebecca
(Becky) Fedak to succeed Buchanan.
Tall Pines, which marks its 25th an-
niversary this year, focuses on pre-
serving farmlands, water resources,
and natural spaces in Waukesha,
Dodge, and Washington Counties.
The land trust currently has nearly
3,000 acres under protection. Land
trusts are private, community-based,
non-profit organizations established
to protect land and water resourc-
es for public benefit and from future
development.

Buchanan was First
Executive Director

Buchanan was hired in 2008 as
the organization’s first executive di-
rector. Under her leadership, Tall
Pines achieved national Land Trust
Accreditation, the highest national
mark of distinction, and increased
the number of acres under its pro-
tection from about 200 to more than
2,700 today with another 1,600 acres
forthcoming. Buchanan also formed
a number of critical partnerships
and programs at the state and re-
gional level including the Oconomo-
woc Watershed Protection Program,
Lake Country Clean Waters, and
Farmers for Lake Country. Addition-
ally, she has secured more than $11
million in private, state, and feder-
al funding for farmland protection
and developed the annual Ride to
the Barns bicycling fundraiser that
brings hundreds of riders each year
to area farms.

“With Susan at the helm, Tall Pines
has evolved into one of Wisconsin’s
most well respected and successful
land trusts and has garnered both a
national and statewide reputation as
aleader in land protection,” said Tall
Pines Board of Directors Chair Kyle
Zwieg. He is the co-owner of Zwieg’s
Maple Acres, a sixth-generation fam-
ily farm.

Outside of Tall Pines, Buchanan
has served on Boards and in other
important roles for a number of or-
ganizations including the National
Agricultural Land Network/Ameri-
can Farmland Trust, Gathering Wa-
ters -- Wisconsin’s Alliance of Land
Trusts, and Lake Country Clean Wa-
ters. She and her husband own two
farms, one in Wisconsin and the oth-
er in Connecticut.

New Executive Director
Joins at Crucial Time

Fedak starts her role as Tall Pines’
next executive director later this
month and will work alongside Bu-
chanan through yearend to ensure a
smooth leadership transition. She’s
a seasoned sustainability, conserva-
tion, and engineering executive.

Most recently, Fedak was the Lake
Michigan Unit Manager for the

Wisconsin Department of Natural
Resources (DNR) Office of Great Wa-
ters where she managed dozens of
environmental restoration projects
in partnership with agencies, non-
profits, and private entities at the
federal, state, and local level. Addi-
tionally, Fedak is a farm owner. She
and her husband, together with her
parents, steward a nearly 100-acre
farm where they are actively restor-
ing wetlands, meadows, and prairie
while also working with Tall Pines to
preserve the property.

“Becky’s professional expertise,
preservation experience, and person-
al background make her extremely
well-suited to lead Tall Pines going
forward and intuitively connect her
to our mission to protect land and
water,” Buchanan said.

“Having grown up in Hartland and
through my work professionally and
as a farm owner, I’ve seen firsthand
the accelerating loss of open spaces
in our region and how our landscape
has transformed,” Fedak added. “I'm
deeply committed to Tall Pines’ mis-
sion and working with our board,
staff, volunteers, and partners to
support our property owners and
communities while also preserving
the natural areas that define Lake
Country.”

Before joining the DNR in 2019, Fe-
dak was a Partner and Senior Engi-
neer for Brendle Group, a Colorado
sustainability consulting firm where
she led the water and climate prac-
tice areas. Prior to that she was Co-
Founder and Technical Director for
Running Water International, a so-
cial enterprise that brings open
source water and sanitation tech-
nologies to developing countries.
Fedak began her career as a Water
Resources Engineer for MWH Global
(now Stantec). She earned her MBA
in Global Social and Sustainable En-
terprise from Colorado State Univer-
sity and her undergraduate degree
in Environmental Engineering from
University of Wisconsin-Platteville.

“Becky is the ideal individual to
help Tall Pines ‘Keep the country
in Lake Country,’”” Zwieg said. “We
have the highest project load ever
in our 25-year history because com-
munities believe in our mission and
see the benefits of our work. Becky
will help us expand our capacity to
complete these projects and protect
a growing number of acres.”

Most of the property under Tall
Pines’ protection is through conser-
vation easements granted by land
owners. Conservation easements are
permanent, legally binding agree-
ments that restrict use of the land to
protect its natural features and as-
sure the land will be protected for-
ever regardless of who owns the
property in the future.

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Montana Elk Hunt, the Journey

Hello friends,

This week, and next, I will write
about my most anticipated, expen-
sive and, in some ways, challeng-
ing trip of my life. I would head west
with my golden retrievers to south-
west Montana, pulling a 7,000-pound,
14-foot enclosed trailer rigged for
camping that would hold my atv
and enough gear for two camps. Af-
ter two days, my daughter, Selina
Walters, who is a biologist with the
USFWS out of Missoula, would join
us for a week of elk and mule deer
hunting.

This week’s column is on the jour-
ney west and the days before the elk/
mule deer season opened.

Tuesday, October 22

High 63, Low 42

With gear, propane and the atv, I
am sure my 2017 GMC was pulling
9,000 pounds when I left home at 1:00
this morning. I can honestly say that
I have never been so excited about an
adventure in my life. Not only would
I be hunting and living in the moun-
tains but my daughter, Selina, who
just nine months ago moved to Mon-
tana, would be my partner. I miss Se-
lina a ton and this would be my third
trip west in 2024, the last one to scout
the area we would be calling home
this week with her and, of course,

From our base camp to our camp at the top of the mountain was a

five-mile atv journey that was quite challenging.

Ruby and Red.

Today, I drove 1,005 miles before
pulling over for a nap in The GMC
Hotel in northeastern Wyoming. At
one point, I hit a 25-mph head wind
that knocked my gas mileage down
to 4.5 miles per gallon. After the
wind, if I was willing to drive 65 or
under, I averaged 10. I literally had
enough cash for 10 not 4.5 mpg.

Wednesday, October 23

High 58, Low 32

Pure joy over took me as I made
it to my U.S. Forest Service camp-
ground where my truck and trailer
would be the only one for the next 11
days.

As soon as I got out of the truck,
I started unloading the trailer and
loading the atv and its trailer for the

five-mile journey up a forest service
road that, at least in my mind, was
a constant concern. Sharp rocks that
can tear tires apart, over worked
machine and going off the edge of
the mountain kept me on top of my
game as any one would have spelled
disaster for the rest of the trip and
potentially beyond.

I would stay at my lower camp the
first two nights, haul gear, build the
upper camp and scout for elk. This,
my friends, is the life I was created
for. I have put every dime and piece
of thought into this journey and ev-
erything seemed perfect. On the
drive up, which I averaged a speed of
5 mph, the trail areas with dirt/mud
instead of rock had ample elk sign.

My first load consisted of one of
my Eskimo pop ice shacks and a lot
of camping gear. The Eskimo ice
shack, when tarped, creates an im-
pressive camp and it stays warm.

Next, I went scouting to the spot
Selina and I found in August, and the
number of elk and deer sign was al-
most unbelievable. I made it back to
my base camp at dark and could not
have been in a better mood.

Thursday, October 24

High 55, Low 30

Another trip up the mountain
with a load, put up another Eskimo
shack away from the sleeper shack
and more scouting, lots of animal
sign, new sign made where I scout-
ed yesterday.

Selina worked a full day in Mis-
soula, drove 180-miles and made it to
camp at 9:00 tonight. Until this year,
everything to do with Selina was ei-
ther raising her or being a part of
her college experience. Now she lives

a mountain stream and it tasted
incredible.

1,500 miles away and is truly becom-
ing a young woman of the outdoors
both in her career and her hobbies:
fly fishing, kayaking, hiking and lots
of hunting this fall.

We sat up and she played with her
pups, we talked and the mood was
perfect.

Friday, October 25

High 60, Low 29

With the pups and last load of
gear, we headed up the mountain,
for Selina it would be five days. We
had Ruby hike the first two miles
then she got to ride with Selina and
I on our 570-Polaris “Sportsman.” I
have to give a plug for this machine,
100-percent flawless and it uses very
little fuel.

Selina and I went into where we
would hunt the following morning.
We followed all grizzly bear protocol
which I will get into next week and
had several hours at camp to pre-
pare for plenty of hard days of hunt-
ing but on this afternoon and early
evening, we simply had fun.
